Jammu and Kashmir so as to eradicate corruption and corrupt practices 
and hold accountable all those persons accused of such practices and 
matters ancillary thereto; 

WHEREAS it is expedient and necessary to provide for 
effective measures for the detection, investigation, prosecution and 
speedy disposal of cases involving corruption, corrupt practices, 
misuse/abuse of power, misappropriation of property, kickbacks, 
commissions and for matters connected and ancillary or incidental 
thereto; 

AND WHEREAS there is an emergent need for the recovery of 
outstanding amounts from those persons who have committed default in 
the repayment of amounts to banks, financial institutions, government 
and other agencies; 

AND WHEREAS there is grave and urgent need for the 
recovery of state money and other assets from those persons who have 
misappropriated or removed such money and assets through corruption, 
corrupt practices and misuse of power and/or authority; 

AND WHEREAS it is necessary that an Ehtesab Bureau be set 
up so as to achieve the above aims; 

It is hereby enacted as follows: - 

1. Title:-This Act may be called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Ehtesab Bureau Act, 2001. 

(2) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Commission:-(1) This Act shall come into force at once. 

(2) The provisions of this Act shall have effect 
notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time 
being in force. 

 (3) The offences committed after 1st January 1985 shall be 
triable under this Act:  

Provided that notwithstanding anything contained in this 
Act or any other law, the punishment for the offence committed 
prior to enforcement of the Ehtesab Bureau Ordinance, 
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appropriate to initiate proceedings on the basis of a fact finding 
inquiry in pursuant to a complaint, or on a reference received 
from the Government which prima facie establishing the 
commission of an offence, he shall refer the matter for 
investigation, which shall be completed expediently and 
reference to this extent shall be submitted in the Court within the 
period as stipulated in sub-section (6). 

(4) The responsibility for inquiry or an investigation of an 
offence alleged to have been committed under this Act shall rest 
on the Ehtesab Bureau to the exclusion of any other agency or 
authority, unless any such agency or authority is required to do 
so by the Chairman. 

(5)  The Chairman shall, in case the accused person does not 
voluntarily or on summoning by Ehtesab Bureau avoids or refuses 
to appear or co-operate or furnish the requisite record or 
information required to complete the inquiry or investigation, as 
the case may be, make a request to the Court for issuance of a 
warrant to cause arrest of the accused person in order to fulfill the 
purpose of expeditious completion of inquiry or investigation. 

(6) Any inquiry or investigation under this Act shall be 
completed expeditiously within a period of one year: 

Provided that the delay, if any, occurred due to an act of 
the accused, that period shall be excluded in computing the period 
of one year. 

(7)  The Chairman or an officer duly authorized by him, shall 
appraise the material and the evidence furnished through reference 
or in pursuant to a complaint, placed before him during the inquiry 
and the investigation, and if he decides that it is proper and just to 
proceed further, he shall file reference before the Court. 

(8) If a complaint inquired into and investigated by the 
Ehtesab Bureau has been found frivolous or malicious or malafide, 
such complaint shall be rejected and the complainant shall be 
proceeded against under sub-section (9). 

(9) If the complaint is found to be of frivolous nature or is 
filed with malafide intention just to defame the reputation of other 
person, the complainant shall be liable to punishment with 
imprisonment for a term up to one year, or with fine not exceeding 
five hundred thousand rupees, but shall not be less than two 
hundred thousand rupees, or with both.

(a)  have a separate department, staff and equipment for the 
purpose of blood donations and for selection, handling, 
care and safety of the donors; 

(b)  select donors of blood in accordance with the 
instructions issued by the Authority; 

(c)  cause the donated blood and blood products to be 
screened, examined and tested in accordance with the 
instructions issued by the Government for detection of 
any communicable disease; 

(d)  possess equipment required for haemoglobin estimation, 
blood grouping, cross matching, anti-bodies detection 
and screening of infectious agents, such as human 
immunodeficiency, hepatitis viruses, malaria and 
syphilis; 

(e)  equip itself with proper refrigeration of blood and blood 
products and make arrangements for un-interrupted 
power supply for refrigeration; 

(f)  observe standard operating procedures approved by the 
Authority and specified in the Schedule; 
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(g)  not accept blood from professional blood donors; and 

(h)  submit periodical reports in respect of donations of the 
blood received by it with breakup of blood groups, 
detection of anti-bodies and screening of infectious 
agents. 

11. Azad Jammu and Kashmir Safe Blood Donation Committee.- 
The Government may, for the purpose of creating awareness of 
availability of safe blood and motivation for voluntary blood 
donation, set up a Azad Jammu and Kashmir Safe Blood 
Donation Committee consisting of Philanthropists, social 
workers and such other persons as it may deem appropriate. 

12. Penalty for contravention.- (1) Any person contravening the 
provision of this Act shall be punishable with imprisonment for a 
term which may extend to one year, or with fine which may 
extend to hundred thousand rupees, or with both. 

(2)  Notwithstanding the provisions of sub section (1) if the 
Authority is satisfied that any blood bank has contravened the 
provisions of this Act it may:- 

i)  issue an adverse findings report and put the blood bank 
on probation; 

ii)  cause cessation of operation by the blood bank; 

iii)  seize and prevent the release of blood or blood products 
that violate prescribed regulations, or are considered 
unsafe; 

iv)  de-register the blood bank; and 

v)  debar the registration of the blood bank temporarily or 
permanently. 

(3) For purpose of this section,, the incharge of a blood bank 
shall personally be held responsible for any contravention-taking 
place in the blood bank. 

13. Cognizance of the contravention.- (1) No court shall take 
cognizance of any contravention under this Act, except on a 
complaint in writing made by the Chairman of the Authority or a 
person authorized by him in this behalf. 

(2)  Notwithstanding anything in the code of Criminal 
Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898).- 

(a)  no court other than a Magistrate of the first class shall 
try an offence under this Act; and 
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(b)  it shall be lawful for any Magistrate of the first class to 
pass any sentence authorized by this Act.

BIO SAFETY MEASURES 

1. Hands lo be washed before and after each procedure, 
between each patient, before and after using gloves. 

2. No work inside the laboratory shall be carried with 
exposed skin, cuts and lesions. 

3. Blood shall be drawn through new disposable, properly 
sterilized syringes and needles. 

4. Blood shall not be pipetted by mouth. 

5. A freshly prepared solution of 01% sodium hypochlorite 
should always be available in the blood bank for 
sterilization of re-usable equipment e.g. pipettes, 
scissors, beakers, flasks and other equipment. 

6. Needles and other sharp instruments shall always be kept 
in rigid plastic, glass or metallic containers. 

7. Needles shall be properly capped. 

8. Decontaminated material shall be autoclaved or burnt 
and buried at a scientific landfill site. 

9. Contaminated laboratory and other clothing be 
autoclaved before sending them for washing. 

10. Work surfaces shall be decontaminated with 10% 
sodium hypochlorite solution, bleach and soap at the end 
of each day.

(2) Where a child accused of a non-bailable offence is 
arrested, he shall without any delay and in no case later than 
twenty- four hours from such arrest, be produced before the 
juvenile court. 

(3) Without prejudice to the provisions of the Code, a child 
accused of a bailable offence shall, if already not released under 
section 496 of Code, be released by the juvenile court on bail, 
with or without surety, unless it appears that there are reasonable 
grounds for believing that the release of the child shall bring him 
into association with any criminal or expose the child to any 
danger, in which case the child shall be placed under the custody 
of a Probation Officer or a suitable person or institution dealing 
with the welfare of the children, if parent or guardian of the child 
is not present, but shall not under any circumstances be kept in a 
police station or jail in such cases.  

(4) The juvenile court shall, in a case where a child is not 
granted bail under sub-section (3) direct for tracing the guardian 
of such child and where the guardian of the child is traced out, 
the Juvenile Court may immediately release the child on bail. 

(5) Where a child under the age of fifteen years is arrested 
or detained for an offence which is punishable with 
imprisonment of less than ten years, he shall be treated as if he 
was accused of commission of a bailable offence. 

(6) No child under the age of fifteen years shall be arrested 
under any of the laws dealing with preventive detention or under 
the provisions of Chapter VIII of the Code. 

(7) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code and 
except where a Juvenile Court is of the opinion that the delay in 
the trial of the accused has been occasioned by an act or 
omission of the accused or any other person acting on his behalf 
or in exercise of any right or privilege under any law for the time 
being in force, a child who, for commission of an offence, has 
been detained, shall be released on bail, 

a)  if, being accused of an offence punishable with death has 
been detained for such an offence for a continuous 
period exceeding one year and whose trial for such an 
offence has not concluded; 

b)  if, being accused of any offence punishable for 
imprisonment for life has been detained for such an 
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offence for a continuous period exceeding six months 
and whose trial for such offence has not concluded; or  

c)  who, being accused of any offence not punishable with 
death, or imprisonment for life, has been detained for 
such an offence for a continuous period exceeding four 
months and whose trial for such an offence has not 
concluded: 

Provided that where a child of the age of fifteen 
years or above is arrested, the Court may refuse to grant 
bail if there are reasonable grounds to believe that such 
child is involved in an offence which in its opinions is 
serious, heinous, gruesome, brutal, sensational in 
character or shocking to public morality or he is a 
previous convict of an offence punishable with death or 
imprisonment for life. 

11.  Release on probation.- Where on conclusion of an inquiry or 
trail, the Juvenile Court finds that a child has committed an 
offence, then notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained 
in any law for the time being in force, the juvenile court may, if 
it thinks fit,- 

a)  direct the child offender to be released on probation for 
good conduct and place such child under the care of 
guardian or any suitable person executing a bond with or 
without surety as the court may require, for the good 
behavior and well-being of the child for any period not 
exceeding the period of imprisonment awarded to such 
child: 

Provided that the child released on probation be 
produced before the juvenile court periodically on such 
dates and lime as it may direct: 

b)  make an order directing the child offender to be sent to a 
Borstal Institution until he attain the age of eighteen 
years or for the period of imprisonment whichever is 
earlier; and 

c)  reduce the period of imprisonment or probation in the 
case where the court is satisfied that further 
imprisonment or probation shall be unnecessary. 

12. Orders that shall not be passed with respect to a child.- 
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in any law 
for the time being in force, no child shall be.- 
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a)  awarded punishment of death, or ordered to labor during 
the time spent in any Borstal or such other institution; 
and  

b)  handcuffed, put in fetters or given any corporal 
punishment at any time while in custody:  

Provided that where there is reasonable 
apprehension of the escape of the child from custody, he 
may be handcuffed. 

13. Appeal, etc.- (1) A child convicted on a trial by a Juvenile 
Court, or any other person on his behalf, may, within thirty days 
from the date of such order, prefer an appeal in accordance with 
the provisions of the Code. 

(2) The Government or any person aggrieved by an order of 
acquittal passed by a Juvenile Court, may, within thirty days 
prefer an appeal against such order in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 417 of the Code. 

14. Act not to derogate from other laws.- The provisions of this 
Act shall be in addition to, and not in derogation of, any other 
law for the time being in force. 

15. Power to make rules.- The Government may, by notification in 
die official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Act. 

16. Repeal:- The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Juvenile Justice System

It is hereby enacted as follows:- 

1. Short title and Commencement.- (1)This Act may be called the 
Azad Jammu & Kashmir Motor Vehicle (Amendment) Act, 
2004. 

(2) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Amendment of Section 59 Ordinance 1971.-In the Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir Motor Vehicle Ordinance, 1971, sub-sections 
2,3,4,5 and 6 of Section 59 shall be deleted.

a license to the Licensing Authority and shall with his 
application furnish such information attach document and pay 
such fee in the form and manner as may be prescribed.  

(2) On receipt of an application under subsection (1), the 
Licensing Authority may, after such verification and enquiry as 
it may deem necessary and subject to such conditions, including 
furnishing of security, as may be prescribed, grant or refuse to 
grant the license.  

(3) A license issued under subsection (2) shall be non 
transferable, valid for a period of three years and shall be 
renewable on an application made in the form and on payment of 
such fee as may be prescribed.  

(4) A licensee shall furnish annual performance report 
before the Licensing Authority on such form and within such 
period as may be prescribed.  

(5) The Licensing Authority, shall, through a notification in 
the Official Gazette, prescribe the fee payable for issuance of 
license or renewal thereof.  

(6) A license shall not be granted if,- 

a) Satisfactory evidence has not been produced of the good 
moral character of partners and officers of the company 
holding managerial or executive positions; or  

b) satisfactory evidence has not been produced to show that 
the applicant is a fit and proper person to hold a license; 
or  

c) the applicant has been convicted of any offence 
involving fraud or moral turpitude or if the applicant is a 
company, any of its officers holding a managerial or an 
executive position or, as the case may be, any of its 
partners has been convicted of any offence involving 
fraud or moral turpitude; or  

d) it is not in the public interest to do so; or  

e) the private security company is not registered under the 
Companies Ordinance, 1984; or  

f) the private security company has not obtained a No 
Objection Certificate from the Home Department, 
Government of Azad Jammu and Kashmir: 

Provided that reasons for refusal to grant a 
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license shall be recorded in writing and be 
communicated to the applicant  

(7) The Licensing Authority may, at any time, vary or 
revoke of the conditions of a License or impose any additional 
conditions thereto. 

(8) The Licensing Authority shall, before taking any action 
under subsection (7), notify to the license its intention of the 
proposed action and provide him an opportunity to show cause 
against such action.  

7. Registration of existing Companies.- (1) A company already 
functioning under a No Objection Certificate granted by the 
Government shall not continue for more than three months from 
the commencement of this Act, unless an application for license 
has been made within thirty days of such commencement. 

(2) where an application, as aforesaid, has been made in 
respect of an existing company and such application is rejected 
then notwithstanding the period of three months provided in 
subsection (1), the company may be continued for a period of 
thirty days from the date on which the application is rejected or 
if an appeal is preferred, until such appeal is dismissed.  

8. Appeal.-  Any person aggrieved by an order of the Licensing 
Authority made under Section 7 may, within thirty days, prefer 
an appeal against such order to the officer notified in this behalf 
by the Government whose decision thereon shall be final. 

9. Exhibition of License.- Every licensee shall exhibit his license 
or a certified copy thereof at a conspicuous place at his principal 
place of business and at every branch where the licensee carries 
on the business of private security company.  

10. Penalties.- 

Any person.- 

(a) Contravenes any of the provisions of this Act or any 
rules made there under; or 

(b) Carries on the business of private security company 
without a license; or  

(c) Fails to comply with the conditions of the license; or  

(d) Fails to exhibit the license or certified copy thereof at a 
conspicuous place in the office or place of business of 
the Private security company; or  

(e) Not being the holder of a license keeps, uses or exhibits 
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any sign, writing painting or other mark implying that he 
holds a license to carry on the business of a private 
security company; or  

(f) Being a licensee or an applicant for grant of a license 
knowingly makes a false or incorrect statement or omits 
to furnish any particular which he is required to furnish; 
or  

(g) Being a licensee violates the relevant provisions of the 
Companies Ordinance, 1984 (XLVII of 1984), 

Shall be punishable with imprisonment for a 
term with may extent to three years or with fine, which 
may extend from twenty thousand rupees to two hundred 
thousand rupees, or with both, and in case of default of 
payment of fine, the offender shall be liable to 
imprisonment which may extend to one year.  

11. Revocation of a License.- (1) The Licensing Authority may, by 
an order in writing revoke a License,- 

a) If it is satisfied that the licensee,- 

i) has ceased to carry on the business for which he 
has obtained the license or a licensee being a 
company, has applied for liquidation, winding 
up of the company or the company has been 
dissolved; or 

ii) has obtained the license by providing false 
information in contravention of the provisions of 
this Act; 

iii) is no longer a fit and proper person to continue 
to hold a license; or  

iv) has been convicted of any offence involving 
fraud or moral turpitude or any of the officers of 
the licensee holding a managerial or executive 
position, partner, employee or security guards 
has been convicted of any offence involving 
fraud or moral turpitude; or  

v) is contravening or has contravened any of the 
provisions of this Act or the rules made 
thereunder; or  

b) if it is found that the security guards employed by the 
company do not possess the prescribed qualifications or 
training; or  
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c) if the company fails to provide services to its clients as 
per agreement signed by it or as per the prescribed 
procedure; or  

d) if it is considered necessary to do so in the public 
interest.  

(2) The Licensing Authority shall before revoking any 
license under sub-section (1) give the licensee a notice to show 
cause in writing specifying a date, not less than thirty days from 
the date of the notice, on which the revocation shall take effect 
unless the licensee satisfies the Licensing Authority  that  the  
license was not  liable to  be  revoked. 

(3) When the Licensing Authority revokes a license under 
subsection (1) it shall forthwith inform the licensee by notice in 
writing of such revocation specifying date thereof  and  the  
Registrar of Companies  concerned. 

(4) The person whose license has been revoked may, within 
thirty days of the receipt of the notice referred to in subsection 
(3), prefer an appeal to the Government whose decision thereon 
shall be final. 

12. Effect  of  revocation  of  license,  etc.- (1)  Where  an  order  of  
revocation becomes effective  under  section  11,  the  licensee 
shall  cease  to carry on  the  business of a private security 
company. 

(2)  Notwithstanding the revocation of license, the 
enforcement of right or claim of any person against the licensee 
or by the licensee of any right or claim against any person arising  
out  of,  or  concerning  any  matter  or  thing  done  prior  to  the 
revocation of the license, shall not be affected. 

13.  Employment of staff  by licensee,  etc.-(1) The  licensee  may,  
in  the  conduct  of  his business, employ as many persons as he 
may consider necessary to be security guards and members of 
staff and shall at all times during such employment be 
responsible for the good conduct of each and every person 
employed by him: 

Provided that no person except the state subject of Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir shall be employed as security guard by the 
licensee. 

(2) The licensee shall not employ as a security guard any 
person who- 

a) has been convicted of any offence involving fraud or 
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moral turpitude or dismissed from the Government 
Service on charges of misconduct; or 

b) is in the opinion of the Licensing Authority, not a fit and 
proper person to be employed  as security guard. 

3) Notwithstanding anything contained in subsection (1), 
no person shall be employed by a licensee as a security guard 
until he has submitted to the Licensing Authority a statement 
containing complete particulars and other information of such 
person on the prescribed form and the Licensing Authority has 
conveyed its no objection in writing to the recruitment of such 
security guard by the licensee. 

4) Every  licensee  shall maintain a list of all the persons  
employed  by  him with their full particulars and antecedents at 
the place of his business.  

5)  Every licensee shall before deploying the security guard, 
get the security guard registered at the local police station of the 
area of his deployment  

(6) Every licensee shall make arrangements for insurance of 
every security guard employed by him, with a registered 
insurance company, in respect of serious injury sustained 
amounting to disability or death of security guard in the 
discharge of his duties. 

14.  Training of security guards .-The  private security company 
shall make arrangements for training and refresher courses of 
guards employed by it through Elite Police  Force Training 
School, Lahore or any other institution prescribed by the 
Licensing Authority. 

15. Possession by Licensee of arms, ammunition, etc.- (1) A 
licensee may possess and keep arms, ammunition and other 
equipment which may be necessary for performance of functions 
of the private security company in accordance with the law and 
rules made thereunder for possessing and keeping of arms and 
ammunition, and shall use and retain such number of arms, 
quantity of ammunition and type of equipment in such manner as 
may be prescribed. 

(2) A license to retain arms, ammunition and other 
equipment may be issued by the Government or the authority 
concerned on the directions of the Government.  

(3)  No cash, etc shall be transported except through special 
transporting vehicles approved by the Licensing Authority.  
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(4) No radio or wireless communication equipment or any 
other gadget shall be procured or used except with proper 
license.  

(5)  All security companies using radio or wireless 
communication system shall submit their communication plans 
quarterly on the prescribed proforma to the Licensing Authority. 
Any change or addition thereto shall be intimated immediately.  

(6) The list of all other security gadgets or equipment shall 
be submitted quarterly on the prescribed proforma to the 
Licensing Authority.  

16. Identification Papers.- (1) Every security guard shall at all 
times carry proper security papers and identification papers 
issued by the licensee in such form and containing such 
particulars as may be prescribed and produce such paper for 
inspection when so required by the Licensing Authority or any 
officer duly authorized by the Licensing Authority and shall 
surrender the identification paper to the licensee when he ceases 
to be such security guard with the licensee.  

(2) Any person, other than a security guard, or who has 
ceased to be a security guard, carrying identification papers of a 
security guard shall, in addition to any other punishment to 
which he may be liable under any other law for impersonation, 
be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to 
one year or with fine or with both. 

17. Power to inspect and search.- (1) Where the Licensing Authority 
is satisfied upon receipt of any information or after such  inquiry 
as it may think necessary that there is sufficient reason to believe 
that any premises is used for carrying on business of a private 
security company by a person who is not the holder of  a license, it 
may, by warrant or writing under its hand, authorize any person 
named therein, or any police officer not below the rank of  an  
Inspector, with such assistance and by such force as is necessary 
to enter  for searching the  premises  and all persons found therein, 
to seize all documents and things reasonably supposed to have 
been used or intended to be used in connection with the business 
of a private security company which are found in such premises or 
in possession  of such persons. 

(2) The powers of inspection and search of Licensing 
Authority, specified in subsection (1), may also be exercised by 
the District Magistrate or the  Superintendent of Police, either by 
himself in person or through a police officer authorized by him 
in writing: 
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Provided that no female shall be searched except by a 
female Police Officer\Official. 

(3) For  the  purposes  of  an  inquiry,  the  Licensing  
Authority  or  any person authorized by it not below an officer of 
grade 16, may for furtherance of such inquiry,- 

a) Enter, inspect and examine by day or by night the place 
of business of every licensee; and  

b) require the production  of records, accounts and 
documents kept by a licensee and to inspect, examine 
and obtain copies  thereof. 

(4) any person who,- 

a) refuses the Licensing Authority or any person authorized 
by it to enter or search any place; or 

b) assaults, obstructs, hinders or delays the Licensing 
Authority, or the person authorized by it, entry in 
execution of his duty assigned under this Act; or 

c) fails to comply any lawful demand of the Licensing 
Authority or the authorized person in execution of his 
duty under this Act; or 

d) refuses or neglects to give any information which may 
reasonably be required of him and which has in his 
power to give, shall be punished with  imprisonment for 
a term which may extend to one year, or with fine or 
with both. 

18. Liability of Directors, Officers, etc.-Where an offence under 
this Act has been committed by a person who at the time of 
commission of the offence was a Director, Secretary, Manager, 
partner or an officer of the company or who was purporting to 
act in any such capacity, shall unless he proves that the offence 
was committed without his consent or knowledge and that on 
learning he exercised due diligence to prevent the commission of 
the offence, be deemed to have abetted such offence. 

19. Information to be passed on to the Government.- The private 
security company shall inform the Government about the change 
as and when it occurs regarding directors, location, arms and 
ammunition, employees and guards, etc. 

20. General.- (1) The provision of this Act shall be in addition to 
and not in derogation of the provisions of any other law for the 
time being in force.

(2) Nothing in this Act shall be construed as conferring on a 
licensee or his employees any of the powers which by any law 
are conferred upon or exercisable by a police officer or officers 
of customs, immigration, prisons, or any other public officer. 

Provided that all licensed private security companies 
including their directors, security supervisors and security guards 
shall have a right to defend offence affecting the human body or 
such property. 

21. Delegation   of  powers.-The Government may, by notification 
in the official Gazette, delegate all or any of its powers under 
this Act, either generally, or in respect of such company or class 
of agencies as may be specified in the notification, to any of its 
officers. 

22. Indemnity.-No suit, prosecution of other legal proceeding shall 
lie against any person for anything which is done or intended to 
be done in good faith under this Act. 

23. Power to make rules.-(1) The Government may, make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Act. 

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
foregoing powers, such rules may provide for all or any of the 
following, namely:- 

a) the information and documents to be furnished by and 
applicant for a license; 

b) the taking and recording of photographs and finger prints 
of the persons applying for a license and of every person 
employed by a licensee;  

c) the form of a license and the identification paper of the 
security guards. 

d) the uniform, bag or emblem to be worn by the 
employees of a licensee.  

e) relating the use of any arms, ammunition and equipment 
by the licensee and his employees. 

f) regulating the activities of licensee and the manner in 
which the business of a licensee shall be conducted. 

g) training for security guard.  

h) matters pertaining to the welfare of employees of private 
security companies. 

i) compulsory insurance and compensation in case of

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c) enter into contracts, agreements, arrangements and 
execute necessary documents; 

d) to open accounts, overdraft, loan , cash and credit with 
any bank as may be necessary and to pay into and draw 
money from such accounts; 

e) to make, draw, endorse, sign, accept, negotiate and give 
all cheques, bills orders, bills of exchange, Government 
Securities, promissory notes and other negotiable 
instruments according to relevant law;

(3) The Board shall also have powers to create posts and 
appoint, remove or suspend any officer or staff member for 
permanent, temporary or special service in connection with 
Foundation and to work for remuneration or gratuity as the 
Board may, from time to time determine, including their powers 
and duties.  

(4) The Board shall have to abide by the rules framed under 
Section 13 of the Charitable Endowment Act, 1890.  

8. Powers and duties of the Chairman.-  The Chairman Board of 
Governors shall be vested with the following powers and 
functions, namely:- 

a) he will exercise the powers vested in him under the 
Scheme of Administration i.e. to act as Chairman of the 
Board of Governors; 

b) he will preside over the meetings of the Board of 
Governors and also exercise a casting vote in the event of  
tie among other member.  

c) he will ensure through the Managing Director that all 
policies and decisions of the Board of Governors are 
implemented;  

d) he will keep on apprising the members of the Board of 
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Governors for the progress and important development, if 
any, of the Revenue Officers and Staff Welfare 
Foundation and its industrial, commercial and welfare 
scheme; and  

e) he will issue letters, orders or instructions and exercise 
any power on behalf of the Board of Governors and it will 
be presumed that he had issued and exercised the same 
after full consultation with members of the Board of 
Governors and the same shall not be called in question.  

9. Managing Director.-(1) The Government shall appoint a 
Managing Director of the Foundation on the recommendation of 
the Board whose qualification, terms and conditions may be 
determined by the Government.  

(2) Subject to sub-section (1), the term of office of the 
Managing Director shall be three years, however, the 
Government may extent the same for a further period of two 
years.  

(3) The Government may remove Managing Director on the 
recommendations of the Board on grounds of inefficiency, 
unsuitability or misconduct. 

(4) The Managing Director shall be Chief Executive of the 
Foundation and shall perform such functions as may be 
prescribed or assigned to him by the Board. 

10. Functions of the Managing Director.- (i) The Managing 
Director shall be the Chief Executive and shall have the powers 
to control and supervise all the industrial commercial, welfare or 
other activities of the Foundation and shall also co-ordinate with 
the Government; 

(ii) The Managing Director may, with the approval of the 
Board, deal with the Government of the Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir for the purpose of making any 
representation and for taking any action to obtain any 
decision, privilege or right from the Government or any 
authority; 

(iii) The Managing Director shall be, subject to the control of 
the Board of Governors, responsible for running the 
Foundation and causing orders decisions of the 
Chairman and Board of Governors to be carried out; and  

(iv) The Managing Director shall take all possible steps to 
ensure that the funds of the Foundation are spent on the 
purposes for which they are provided; 
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(v) The Managing Director shall prepare and submit to the 
Board of Governors, the audited annual statement of 
accounts and budget estimates for approval; 

(vi) The meetings of the Foundation shall be convened by 
the Managing Director under the direction of Chairman; 

(vii) The Managing Director shall conduct the official 
correspondence of the Foundation under the authority of 
Chairman; and  

(viii) The Managing Director shall perform such other duties 
as may be assigned to him by the Board of Governors.  

11. Contribution.- The members of the Foundation shall contribute 
to the Foundation every month according to the financial Rules 
prescribed and adapted by the Foundation.  

12. Powers to make rules.-The Government, on the 
recommendations of the Board , may make rules to carry out the 
purposes of this Act.

WHEREAS it is expedient to establish a Bank for providing all 
types of commercial banking and investment banking services in Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir State to:- 

a) mobilize private savings and public funds for diverting 
the same to productive channels and ensure their 
availability;  

b) promote industrial, agriculture, rural micro financing and 
other socioeconomic processes through the active 
participation of private as well as public sectors in the 
State;  

c) help underdeveloped areas and create employment 
opportunities specially in the rural areas of the State. 
Further, to guide and assist the people of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir serving overseas to effectively and 
profitably invest their foreign savings in the State; 

d) create a diversified and sound port-folio for utilization of 
the otherwise idle funds and other investment in the 
existing as well as new ventures, specially in the 
pioneering of high-tech, agro-based, export-oriented and 
engineering projects to ensure maximum returns; and 

e) participate and seek the share of the State in the capital 
market by way of subscription through the locally 
pooled resources in the leading stock exchanges of 
neighboring Pakistan and eventually paving the way for 
the establishment of stock exchange in the State. 

It is hereby enacted as follows. 

1. Short title, extent and commencement- (l)This Act may be 
called The Bank of Azad Jammu & Kashmir Act, 2005.

(2) No suit, prosecution or other legal Proceedings shall lie 
against the Authority, the Managing Director or any Member, 
officer, servant, expert or consultant of the Authority or anything 
done or intended to be done in good faith under this Act or rules 
or regulations made thereunder. 

30. Rules.- The Government may, by notifications in the Official 
Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of this Act. 

31. Regulations.- The Authority may make regulations, not 
inconsistent with this Act or rules, on the matter as it may deem 
expedient. 

32. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any of the provisions of this Act, the Government may make 
such order, no inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, as 
may appear to it to be necessary for the purpose of removing the 
difficulty.

(g) carrying out post-control trials on pre-basic, basic and 
certified seeds; 

(h) sampling and analyzing seed lots delivered to the 
processing plants to establish a basis for the purchase of 
such lots; 

(i) arranging training courses for staff of the agency; and  

(j) conduct pre-registration checking submitted for the 
purpose of; 

i. determining suitability for registration variety; 

ii. providing definitive botanical description of 
crop varieties; and  

iii. providing information on genetic suitability and 
adaptability of varieties; 

(k) register seed varieties after conducting registration 
checking under clause (j); 

(l) publish a list of registered seed varieties;  

(m) advising on policy for the development, operation and 
regulation of the seed industries; 
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(n) to guide in administering the seed quality control 
service; 

(o) to facilitate the initiation of Seed Projects; 

(p) to ensure and protect investment in the seed industry; 

(q) to approve and sanction seed standards; 

(r) to regulate inter-district seed movement; 

(s) to advise on import of seeds; 

(t) to co-ordination multiplication and supply of seeds of 
approved varieties; 

(u) to co-ordinate the arrangements for the maintenance of 
genetic potential; and  

(v) to assist in developing approved seed production farms. 

5. Power to notify varieties or species of seed.- The Government 
by notification in the official gazette, specify:- 

(a) the varieties or species of seed production for Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir or any part thereof; 

(b) the minimum limits of germination and purity standards 
to which such seed shall conform; and  

(c) the mark and label to indicate that such seed conforms to 
the minimum limits of germination and purity standards; 
and the particulars which such mark or label may 
contain. 

6. Regulation of sale of seeds of notified varieties and species.- 
No person shall sell, offer for sale or advertise or hold in stock 
for sale or barter or otherwise supply any seed of any notified 
variety or species unless: 

(a) such seed is identifiable as to its variety or species; 

(b) such seed conforms to the minimum limits of 
germination and purity standards as laid down under 
section 5; 

(c) the container of such seed bears the mark and label 
containing correct particulars thereof in such manner as 
may be prescribed; and 

(d) he complies with such other requirements as may be 
prescribed. 
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this Act the Agency may, after giving the holder 
opportunity of showing cause, cancel the certificate.  

11. Appeal.- (1) Any person aggrieved by a decision of the Agency 
under Section 10 may, within thirty days from the date on which 
such decision to cancel the certificate is communicated to him 
and on payment of such fees as may be prescribed, prefer an 
appeal to the government or such other authority as it may be 
nominated by the government for the purpose. 

(2) On receipt of an appeal under sub-Section (1) the 
appellate authority shall, after giving the appellant an 
opportunity of being heard, dispose of the appeal as 
expeditiously as possible but not later than ninety days from the 
date of receipt thereof.

13. Seed Certification Officer.- (1) The Agency may, by 
notification in the official gazette, appoint qualified person in the 
prescribed manner to be a Seed Certification Officer for such 
area as may be specified in the notification. 

(2) A Seed Certification Officer shall perform the same 
functions as are assigned to a Seed Inspector and also supervise 
the work of the Seed Inspectors in the area for which he is 
appointed.  

14. Seed Inspector.- The Agency may by notification in the official 
gazette, appoint such qualified person in the prescribe manner 
Seed Inspectors for such area as may be specified in the 
notification. 

15. Power of Seed Inspectors.- (1) A Seed Inspector may, within 
the area for which he is, appointed, inspect and take samples of 
any seed in labelled containers purporting to contain seed  of a 
notified variety or species of seed from any person producing, 
selling, delivering, stocking or distributing seed and send such 
samples for analysis to the nearest laboratory of the Agency. 

(2) The Seed Inspector may; 

(a) enter and search, with such assistance as he may 
consider necessary, any place in which he has reason to 
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believe that an offence under this Act has been or is 
being committed and order in writing the person in 
possession of any seed in respect of which the offence 
has been or is being committed not to dispose of any 
stock of such seed for a specified period not exceeding 
thirty days or, unless the alleged offence is such that the 
defect may be removed by the possessors of seed, seize 
the stock of such seed; 

(b) examine any record, register document or other material 
object found in any place mentioned in clause (a) and 
seize the same if he has reason to believe that it may 
furnish evidence of the commission of any offence 
punishable under this Act and the rules; and  

(c) exercise such powers as may be necessary for carrying 
out the purposes of this Act and the rules.  

(3) Where any sample of any seed of any notified variety or 
species is taken under sub-section (1), its cost, calculated at the 
rate at which such seed is usually sold in the market, shall be 
paid on demand to the person from whom it is taken.  

(4) The power conferred by this Section includes power to 
break open any labelled container in which any seed of any 
notified variety or species may be kept and to break open the 
door of any premises where any such seed may be kept for sale: 

Provided that the power to break, open the door shall be 
exercised only after the owner or any other person in occupation 
of the premises, if he is present therein, refuses to open the door 
on being called upon to do so. 

(5) Where the Seed Inspector takes any action under sub-
section (1), he shall, as far as possible, call not less than two 
persons of the locality to be present at the time when such action 
is taken and take their signature on a memorandum to be 
prepared in the prescribed form and manner. 

(6)  The provision of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 
(Act V of 1898) regarding search, seizure and disposal shall 
apply mutatis mutandis to search, seizure and disposal made 
under this Act. 

16. Procedure to be followed by Seed Inspector.- (1) Whenever a 
Seed Inspector intends to take a sample from the crop of any 
seed of any notified variety or species for analysis, he shall- 

(a) Give notice in writing of his intention  to do so to the 
person form whom he intends to take sample; and  
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(b) except in special cases provided by rules, take three 
representative samples in the prescribed manner and 
mark and seal or fasten up each sample in such manner 
as its nature permits.  

(2) When samples of any seed of any notified variety or 
species are taken under sub-section (1), the Seed Inspector shall: 

(a) deliver one sample to the person form whom it has been 
taken; 

(b) send, in the prescribed manner, another sample for 
analysis to the Seed Testing Laboratory of the area 
within which such sample has been taken; and  

(c) retain the remaining sample in the prescribed manner for 
production as evidence in case any legal proceedings are 
taken. 

(3) Where a Seed Inspector makes an order under clause (a) 
sub-section (2) of Section 15, 

(a) he shall use all dispatch in ascertaining whether or not 
the seed contravenes any of the specification laid down 
under Section 6 and if it is ascertained that the seed does 
not so contravene, forthwith recall the order passed 
under the said clause or, as the case may be, take such 
action as may be necessary for the return of the stock of 
the seed seized there under: 

  Provide that in case the seed inspector fails to 
ascertain such contraventions within thirty days from the 
date of seizure, the stock shall be released to the person 
form whose possession the same has been seized: 

  Provide further that such a release shall not 
effect or prejudice the proceedings that may be taken 
upon proof of contraventions after lapse of the 
aforementioned period.  

(b) if the stock of the seed seized under the clause does not 
conform to the aforesaid specifications, he shall, as soon 
as may be, report the matter to a magistrate and take his 
orders as to custody thereof; and  

(c) without prejudice to the institution of any prosecution, if 
the alleged offence is such that the defect may be 
removed by the possessor of the seed, he shall, on being 
satisfied that the defect has been so removed, forthwith 
recall the order passed under the said clause. 
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(4) Where a Seed Inspector seizes any record, register, 
documents or any material object under clause (b) of subsection 
(2) of Section 15, he shall, as soon as may be, report the matter 
to a magistrate and take his order as to the custody thereof. 

17. Report of Seed Testing Laboratory.- (1) The Seed Testing 
Laboratory shall, as soon as may be, after the receipt of the 
sample under section 16, analyze the sample and deliver, in such 
form as may be prescribed, one copy of result of the analysis to 
the Seed Inspector and another copy thereof to the  person form 
whom the sample has been taken. 

(2) In an inquiry, trial or other proceedings under this Act, 
production of the result under the hand of a Seed Analyst in the 
form prescribed shall, until the contrary is proved, be sufficient 
proof of the facts stated therein. 

(3) When any person is accused of an offence under this 
Act, the court may, if it considers necessary in the interest of 
justice and the accused deposits in the court a sum of money in 
accordance with the scale prescribed, summon as a witness the 
Seed Analyst who had analyzed the sample in respect of which 
such person is accused of having committed an offence, and if 
such person is acquitted, any sum of money so deposited shall be 
refunded to him. 

18. Offences and penalties.- Whoever: 

(i) contravenes any provision of this Act or the rules, or 

(ii) prevents a Seed Certification Inspector from taking a 
sample or inspecting seed under this Act, or  

(iii) prevents any official from exercising any power 
conferred on him by or under this Act; 

shall be punishable.- 

(a) for the first offence, with fine not exceeding one 
thousand rupees; 

(b) where the offence continues after conviction, 
with a further fine of one hundred rupees for 
each day during which the offence continues; 
and  

(c) for a subsequent offence, with imprisonment for 
a term which may extend to six months, or with 
fine, or with both. 
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19. Power of court to order forfeiture.- If any person is convicted 
of an offence punishable under this Act in respect of any notified 
variety or species of seed, the court convicting him shall further 
direct that the seed shall be forfeited to the Government. 

20. Cognizance of offence, etc.- (1) No court inferior to that of a 
magistrate of the first class shall try an offence punishable under 
this Act. 

(2) No court shall take cognizance of an offence punishable 
under this Act except upon a complaint in writing made by the 
Agency or a person authorized by it in this behalf by an order in 
writing. 

21. Presumption as to order.- Where an order purports to have 
been made and signed by an authority in exercise of any power 
conferred by or under this Act, the court shall presume within the 
meaning of Qanoon-e-Shahadit order 1984, that such order was 
so made by that authority. 

22. Indemnity.- No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall 
lie against any person for anything which is in good faith done or 
intended to be done under this Act or the rules. 

23. Delegation of powers.-The Government may, by notification in 
the official gazette, direct that all or any of its powers under this 
Act or the rules  shall, in notification be exercisable by an officer 
or authority subordinate to the Government.  

24. Power to make rules.- (1) The Government may, by notification 
in the official gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes 
of this Act.  

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing power, such rules may provide for: 

(a) the function of Seed Testing Laboratory; 

(b) the requirements which shall be complied with by the 
registered growers or a person carrying on the business 
of seed production, processing or distribution; 

(c) the form of application for the grant of a certificate 
under Section 9, the particulars it shall contain, the fees 
which shall accompany it, the form of the certificate and 
the conditions, subject to which the certificate may be 
granted; 

(d) the records to be maintained by a registered grower or a 
person carrying on the business referred to in subsection 
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(1) of Section 9 and the particulars which such records 
shall contain; 

(e) the form and manner in which , and the fees on payment 
of which, an appeal may be preferred under Section 11 
and the procedure to be followed by the appellate 
authority in disposing of the appeal; 

(f) the qualifications and duties of a Seed Certification 
officer; 

(g) the qualifications and the duties of a Seed Inspector; 

(h) the manner in which samples may be taken by a Seed 
Inspector, the procedure for sending such samples to the 
Seed Testing Laboratory and the manner of analyzing 
such samples; 

(i) the form of report of result of the analysis under sub-
section (1) of Section 15 and the fees payable in respect 
thereof; 

(j) the powers and functions of the Seed Analyst; and  

(k) any other matter which is necessary for carrying out the 
purposes of this Act.

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(vii) The institution shall furnish such information to the 
Government of the Registering Authority as may be 
required from time to time. 

(viii) The incharge and employees of an institution shall bear a 
good moral character and should not be convicted of any 
offence involving moral turpitude. 

(ix) The institution should have an adequate accommodation 
for teaching purposes and open space for assembly and 
games. 

(x) The institution shall be bound to teach such text 
books/syllabus as may be approved by the Government 
from time to time. 

7. Grant of Certificate of Registration.- On fulfilment of the 
conditions regarding registration by the applicant, the 
Registering Authority shall issue a Registration Certificate as 
contained in Schedule II to this Act. 

8. Cancellation of Registration.-(1) A certificate of registration 
granted under Section 7 may be cancelled by the Registering 
Authority if; 

(i) there is a contravention of any of the provisions of this 
Act or the rules by or on behalf of Incharge of the 
institution; 

(ii) the incharge of the institution has failed to comply with, 
within the specified period, any direction issued under 
the provisions of this Act or the rules; or  

(iii) the institution has ceased to exist.  

(2) In case of a default which can be easily mended, 
opportunity may be given to remove the same within a specified 
time and if he default is not removed within the time so 
specified, the cancellation may follow. 

9. Appeal.- (1)  Any  person  aggrieved by an order made under 
Section 8 may within thirty days of receipt of the order, prefer an 
appeal to the appellate Authority, whose decision shall be final. 

(2) If the Registering Authority fails to make a decision 
after lapse of two months from the date of receipt of application, 
the applicant may apply to the appellate Authority for a decision 
in the matter. The Appellate Authority, after calling for record 
from the registering Authority, may decide the matter itself or 
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make such other appropriate orders as may be deemed just and 
equitable. 

10. Appellate Authority.- The concerned Secretary to the 
Government in the Education Department shall be the Appellate 
Authority under this Act. 

11. Penalties.- (1) Subject to the provisions of Section 3, whoever 
continuous to run an institution without registration or after 
refusal or cancellation or registration, shall be punished by the 
Registration Authority with fine which may extend to five 
hundred rupees for each day during which the contravention 
continuous. 

(2) Where the Contravention continuous for a period of 
three months or more the institution shall be liable to closure by 
the Registering Authority. 

(3) The amount of fine imposed under this Section shall be 
recoverable as arrears of land revenue: 

Provided that the registration cancelled under sub 
section 3 of this Section may be restored if the incharge of the 
institution provides a written guarantee to follow the 
institutions/conditions in future and pays an amount equal to 
50% of the registration fee: 

Provided further that no order under sub-section (2) 
shall be made without affording to the incharge of the institution 
an opportunity of being hear. 

12. Instruction of Board and University.-Every institution shall be 
bound to follow the instructions issued from time to time by the 
respective Board or University. 

13. Inspection and monitoring.- (1) The Registering Authority or 
an officer authorized by it may inspect or monitor an institution 
and may give directions for compliance with the provision of this 
Act and the rules made thereunder.  

(2) The directions under sub-section (1) shall be 
communicated to the incharge of the institution through an order 
in writing and the incharge or the institution shall comply with 
the same within such time as may be specified in the order. 

14. Ban on Affiliation.- No institution established and registered 
under this Act shall grant affiliation to any other institution/ 
branch located within or outside of the territory of Azad Jammu 
& Kashmir. 
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15. Power to make Rules.- Government may make rules to carry 
out the purposes of this Act. 

16. Repeal.- The Azad Jammu & Kashmir Private Educational 
Institutions (Promotion and Regulation) Ordinance, 2007

ACT 
to provide for the establishment of a Disaster Management System for 
Azad Jammu  & Kashmir  

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for an effective disaster 
management system and for matters connected therewith or incidental 
thereto; 

It is hereby enacted as follows: 

1. Short title, extent and commencement.-(1) This Act may be 
called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Disaster Management Act, 
2008. 

(2) It extends to the whole of Azad Jammu & Kashmir 

(3) it shall come into force at once. 

2. Definitions.-In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,- 

(a) "affected area" means an area or part of the Azad Jammu 
&Kashmir affected by a disaster; 

(b) "disaster" means a catastrophe, or a calamity in an 
affected area arising from natural or man-made causes, 
or by accident which results in a substantial loss of life 
or human suffering or damage to, and destruction of, 
property; 

(c) "disaster management" means managing the complete  
disaster spectrum including- 

(i) Preparedness; 

(ii) Response; 

(iii) Recovery and rehabilitation; and 

(iv) Reconstruction 

(d) "District Authority" means the District Disaster 
Management Authority established under Section 13; 
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(k) Chief Secretary, Azad Govt. of the State of Jammu & 
Kashmir.  

(l) Senior Member Board of Revenue, Azad Govt. of the 
State of Jammu & Kashmir 

(m) Inspector General Police, Azad Govt. of the State of 
Jammu Kashmir; 

(n) Secretary Finance, Azad Govt. of the State of Jammu & 
Kashmir 

(o) Representatives of civil society or any other person 
appointed by the Prime Minister. 

(p) Such other member or members as may be appointed by 
the Prime Minister in consultation with the Leader of 
opposition 

(3) The Director General, appointed under sub-section (3) of 
section 8 shall act as ex officio Secretary of the Commission. 

4. Meetings of the Commission.- (1) The commission shall meet 
as and when necessary and at such time and place as the 
Chairperson of the Commission my think fit.  
(2) The Chairperson of the Commission shall preside over 
the meetings of the Commission; 

5. Appointment of officer and other employees of the 
Commission.-The Government shall provide the Commission 
with such officer, consultants and employees, as it considers 
necessary for carrying out its function.  

6. Powers and Functions of Commission.- (1) Subject to the 
provisions of this Act, the Commission shall have the 
responsibility for laying down the polices, plans and guidelines 
for disaster management.  

 (2) without prejudice to generality of the provisions in sub-
section (1), the Commission may- 
(a) lay down policies on disaster management;  

(b) Approve the plan for territory of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir.  

(c) Approve plans prepared by the Department, Divisions & 
District;  

(d) Lay down guidelines to be followed by the Government;  

(e) Arrange for, and oversee, the provision of funds for the 
purpose of mitigation measures, preparedness and 
response; and  
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(f) Take such other measures for the prevention of disaster, 
or the mitigation, or for preparedness and capacity 
building for dealing with disaster situation as it may 
consider necessary.  

(3) The Chairperson of the Commission shall, in the case of 
emergency, have power to exercise all or any of the power of the 
Commission but exercise of such powers shall be subject to ex 
post facto ratification by the Commission.  

7. Constitution of Advisory Committees by The Commission.-
The Commission may constitute an advisory committee or 
committees as required, of experts in the field of disaster 
management. 

(2) The members of the advisory committees shall be paid 
such allowances as may be prescribed by the Government. 

8. Establishment, of the Azad Jammu & Kashmir Disaster 
Management Authority.-(1) The Government shall, 
immediately after issue of notification under sub-section (1) of 
section 3, establish an Authority to be known as Disaster 
Management Authority (hereinafter referred to as the Authority)  
for carrying out  the purposes of this Act. 

(2) The Authority shall consist of such number of Members 
as may be prescribed and shall include the Chairperson and the 
Director General. 

(3) There shall be a Director General of the Authority, to be 
appointed by the Government, on such terms and conditions, as 
maybe prescribed. 

9. Powers and functions of the Disaster Management 
Authority.-The Authority shall- 

(a) act as the implementing, coordinating and monitoring 
body for disaster management; 

(b) prepare the Plan to be approved by the Commission; 

(c) implement coordinate and monitor the implementation 
of the policy; 

(d) lay down guidelines for preparing disaster management 
plans by different Ministries or Departments. 

(e) provide necessary technical assistance to the 
Governments Districts Management Authorities for 
preparing their disaster management plans in accordance 
with the guidelines laid  down by the Commission;

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(f) coordinate response in  the  event of any  threatening 
disaster situation or disaster; 

(g) lay down guidelines for, or give directions to the 
concerned Ministries or Departments and District 
Management Authorities regarding measures to be taken 
by them in response to any threatening disaster situation 
or disaster; 

(h) for any specific purpose or for general assistance 
requisition the services of any person and such person 
shall be a co-opted member and exercise such power as 
conferred upon him by the Authority in writing;  

(i) promote general education and awareness in relation to 
disaster management; and 

(j) Perform such other functions as the Commission may 
require it to perform. 

10. Plan.-(1) There shall be drawn up a plan for disaster 
management for the whole of the territory of Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir. 

(2) The Plan shall be prepared by the Authority having 
regard to the policy and in consultation with the expert bodies or 
organizations in the field of disaster management, and approved 
by the Commission. 

(3) The Plan shall include- 

(a) measures to be taken for the prevention of disasters or  
the mitigation of their effects; 

(b) measures to be taken for the integration of mitigation 
measures in the development plans; 

(c) measures to be taken for preparedness and capacity 
building to effectively respond to any threatening 
disaster situations or disaster; and 

(d) roles and responsibilities of different Ministers or 
Departments of the Government in respect of measures 
specified in clauses (a), (b) and ( c). 

(4) The plan shall be reviewed and updated annually. 

(5) The Government shall make appropriate provisions for 
financing the measures to be carried out under the plan. 

11. Guidelines for minimum standards of relief.-Subject to 
directions the Commission, the Authority shall lay down 
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guidelines for the minimum standards of relief to be provided to 
persons affected by disaster which shall include,- 

(a) the minimum requirements to be provided in the relief 
camps and affectees in relation to shelter, tents, food, 
drinking water, medical cover and sanitation; 

(b) the special provisions to be made for vulnerable groups; 

(c) ex gratia assistance on account of loss of life as also 
assistance on account of damage to houses and for 
restoration of means of livelihood; and 

(d) such other relief as may  be necessary. 

12. Relief  in loan repayment, etc.-subject to such directions as the 
Commission may give, the Authority may, in cases of disasters 
of severe magnitude give directions regarding relief in 
repayment of loans or for grant of fresh loans to the persons 
affected by disaster on such concessional terms as may be 
appropriate. 

CHAPTER III 

DISTRICT DISASTER MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY 

13. Constitution of District Disaster Management Authority.- 
(1)The Government shall, as soon as may be after issue of 
notification under sub-section (1) of section 3, by notification in 
the Official Gazette, establish a District Disaster Management  
Authority for every district. 

(2) The District Authority shall consist of such members, as 
may be prescribed by the Government, and unless the rules 
otherwise provide, it shall consist of the following members, 
namely:- 

(a) Deputy Commissioner of the District who shall be 
Chairperson, ex officio; 

(b) SSP/SP of the District, member, ex officio 

(c) the District Health Officer, member, ex-officio; 

(d) the Assistant Director Civil Defence member, ex-officio; 
and 

(e) such  other  district level officers, to be appointed by the 
Government; and 

(f) Member of Legislative Assembly of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir from the respective affected area. 
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14. Powers of Chairperson of District Authority.-(1) The 
Chairperson the District  Authority shall, in the case of an 
emergency, have power to exercise all or any of the powers of 
the District Authority, but the exercise of such powers shall be 
subject to ex post facto approval of the District Authority. 

15. Powers and functions of District Authority.-(1) The District 
Authority shall be the district planning, coordinating and 
implementing body for disaster management and take all 
measures for the purposes of disaster management in the district 
in accordance with  the guidelines laid down by the Authority.  

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions, the District Authority may- 

a. Prepare a disaster management plan including district 
response plan for the district; 

b. coordinate and monitor the implementation of the 
Policy, and Plan; 

c. ensure that the areas in the district vulnerable to disasters 
are identified and measures for the prevention of 
disasters and the mitigation of its effects are undertaken 
by the departments of the Government at the district 
level as well as by the local authorities; 

d. ensure that the guidelines for prevention, mitigation, 
preparedness and response measures as laid down by the 
Authority are followed by all departments of the 
Government at  the district level and the local authorities 
in the district; 

e. give directions to different authorities at the district level 
and local authorities to take such other measures for the 
prevention or mitigation of disasters as may be 
necessary; 

f. lay down guidelines for preparation of disaster 
management plans by the departments of the 
Government at the districts level and local authorities in 
the district; 

g. monitor the implementation of disaster management 
plans prepared by the Departments of the government at 
the district level; 

h. lay  down  guidelines to be followed by  the 
Departments  of  the Government  at  the  district  level; 
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i. organize and  coordinate specialized training 
programmes for different levels of officers, employees 
and voluntary rescue workers in the district; 

j. facilitate community training and awareness 
programmes for prevention  of  disaster or mitigation 
with the support  of local authorities, governmental and 
non-governmental organization.; 

k. set up, maintain, review and upgrade the mechanism for 
early warnings and dissemination of proper information 
to public; 

l. prepare, review and update district level response plan 
and guidelines; 

m. coordinate with, and give guidelines to, local authorities 
in the district to ensure that pre-disaster and post-disaster 
management activities in the district are carried out 
promptly and  effectively; 

n. review development plans prepared by the Departments 
of the Government at the district level, statutory 
authorities or local authorities with a view to make 
necessary provisions therein for prevention of disaster or 
mitigation 

o. identify buildings and places which could, in the event 
of disaster situation be used as relief centers or camps 
and make arrangements for water supply and sanitation 
in such buildings or places; 

p. establish stockpiles of relief and rescue materials or 
ensure preparedness to make such materials available at 
a short notice; 

q. provide information to the Authority relating to different 
aspects of disaster management; 

r. encourage the involvement of non-governmental 
organizations and voluntary social-welfare institutions 
working at the grassroots level in the district for disaster 
management; 

s. ensure communication systems are in order, and disaster 
management drills are carried out periodically; and 

t. perform such other functions as the Government may 
assign to it or as it deems necessary for disaster 
management in the district.  
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activities in an equitable and non-discriminatory manner; 

(m) take such other steps as may be required or warranted to 
be taken in such a situation. 

CHAPTER IV 

MEASURES BY THE GOVERNMENT FOR DISASTER 
ANAGEMENT 

18. Government to take measure.-(1) Subject to the provisions of 
this Act, the Government may take all such measures as it deems  
necessary or expedient for the purpose of disaster management. 

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing provisions, the measures which the Government 
may take shall include measures with respect to all or any of the 
following matters, namely: 

(a) Coordination of actions of the Ministries and 
departments of the Government, Authority, 
governmental and non- governmental organizations in 
relation to disaster management; 

(b) cooperation  and assistance to  Governments, as 
requested by them or otherwise deemed appropriate by 
it; 

(c) requisition and deployment of armed forces, civil armed 
forces or any other civilian personnel or foreign 
contingents required for the purposes of this Act;  

(d) coordination and mobilization with the United Nations 
agencies, international organizations and governments of 
foreign countries specially in disaster prone areas, for the 
purposes of this Act; 

(e) establish institution for research, training, and 
developmental programmes in the field of disaster 
management; and  

(f) such other matters as it deems necessary or expedient for 
the purpose of securing effective implementation of the 
provisions of this Act.  

(3) The Government may extend such support to other 
countries affected by major disaster as it may deem appropriate  

CHAPTER V 

LOCAL AUTHORITIES 

19. Functions of the local authority.- (1) Subject to the directions 
of the District Authority, a local authority shall- 
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(a) ensure that its officers and employees are trained for 
disaster management;  

(b)  ensure that resources relating to disaster management 
are so maintained as to be readily available for use in the 
event of any threatening disaster situation or disaster; 

(c) ensure that all construction projects under it or within its 
jurisdiction conform to the standards and specification 
laid down for prevention of disasters and mitigation by 
the Authority and the District Authority; and  

(d) carry out relief, rehabilitation and reconstruction 
activities in the affected area  in accordance with the 
plan and the district plan.  

(2) The local authority may take such other measures as may 
be necessary for the disaster management.  

CHAPTER VI 

STATE INSTITUTE OF DISASTER MANAGEMENT 

20. State Institute of Disaster Management - (1) With effect from 
such date as the Government may, by notification in the Official  
Gazette appoint in this behalf, there shall be established an 
institute to be called the State Institute of Disaster Management. 

(2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the State Institute 
of Disaster Management shall be responsible for planning and 
promoting training and research and developing core 
competencies in the area of disaster management, documentation 
and development of national level information base relating to 
disaster management policies, prevention mechanisms and 
mitigation measures. 

(3) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions the State Institute, for the discharge of its functions, 
may- 

a. develop training modules, undertake research and 
documentation in disaster management and organize 
training programmes; 

b. formulate and implement a comprehensive human 
resource development plan covering all aspects of 
disaster management; 

c. provide assistance in state level policy formulation; 

d. provide required assistance to the training and research 
institutes for development of training and research 
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/ 

programmes for stakeholders including Government 
functionaries; 

e. provide assistance to the Governments in the 
formulation of State level policies, strategies, disaster 
management framework and any other assistance as may 
be required by the Governments for capacity-building of 
stakeholders, Government including its functionaries, 
civil society members, corporate sector and people's 
elected representatives; 

f. develop educational materials for disaster management 
including academic and professional courses; 

g. promote awareness among stakeholders including 
college or school teachers and students, technical 
personnel and others associated with multi-hazard 
mitigation, preparedness and response measures; 

h. do all such other lawful things as are conducive or 
incidental to the attainment of the above objects; and 

i. undertake any other function as may be assigned to it by 
the Government.  

CHAPTER VII 

STATE DISASTER RESPONSE FORCE 

21. Establishment of State Disaster Response Force.-(1) There 
shall be established a State Disaster Response Force for the 
purpose of specialist response to a threatening disaster situation 
or disaster. 

(2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the force shall be 
constituted in such manner and the conditions of service of the 
members of the Force shall be such as may be prescribed. 

22. Control, direction,  etc.-The general superintendence, direction  
and control of the State Disaster Response Force shall vest in, 
and exercisable by, the Authority. 

CHAPTER VIII 

FINANCE, ACCOUNTS AND  AUDIT 

23. State  Fund for Disaster Management.-(1) The Government 
may, by notification in the Official Gazette, constitute a Fund to 
be called the State Disaster Management Fund for meeting any 
threatening disaster situation or disaster. 

(2) The State Disaster Management Fund shall be financed 
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from the following sources, namely:- 

(a) grants made by the Federal Government; 

(b) grants mad by the government; 

(c) loans, aid and donations from the national or 
international agencies; and 

(d) donation received from any other source. 

(3) On commencement of this Act, the following Funds 
shall become part of the State Disaster Management Fund, 
namely:- 

(a) Prime Minister's Disaster Relief Fund; 

(b) any other Fund relatable to natural calamities established 
at State level as the Government may  determine. 

(4) The State Disaster Management Fund shall be kept in 
one or more accounts maintained by the Authority, in local or 
foreign   currency, in any scheduled bank 1[or bank of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir] and shall be operated in accordance with 
the directions of the Authority. 

(5) The State Disaster Management Fund shall be 
administered by the Authority towards meeting the expenses for 
emergency preparedness response, mitigation, relief and 
construction. 

24. Allocation of funds by the Governments.-The Government, in 
their annual budgets, make provisions for funds for the purposes 
of carrying out the activities and programmes set out in its 
disaster management plan. 

25. Emergency procurement and accounting.- (l) Where by 
reason of any impending disaster situation or disaster, the 
Authority or District Authority is satisfied that immediate 
procurement of provisions or materials or the immediate 
application of resources are necessary for rescue or relief it may 
authorize the concerned department or authority to make the 
emergency procurement and in such case, the standard procedure 
requiring inviting of tenders shall be deemed to be waived. 

(2) A certificate about utilization of provisions or materials 
by the controlling officer authorized by the Authority or District

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Authority, as the case may be, shall be deemed to be a valid 
document or voucher for the purpose of account in emergency 
procurement of such provisions or materials. 

CHAPTER IX 

OFFENCES AND PENALTIES 

26. Punishment for obstruction, etc.- Whoever, without reasonable 

Cause, 

(a) obstructs any officer or employee of the Government or 
a person authorized by the Authority or District 
Authority in the discharge of his functions under this 
Act; or 

(b) refuses to comply with any direction given by or on 
behalf of the Government under this Act; 

shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which 
may extend to one year or with fine, or with both, and if 
such obstruction or refusal to comply with such 
directions results in loss of live or imminent danger 
thereto, shall be punishable with imprisonment for a 
term which may extend to two years, or with fine, or 
with both.  

27. Punishment for false claim.- Whoever knowingly makes a 
claim which he knows or has reason to believe to be false for 
obtaining any relief or assistance for repair, reconstruction or 
other benefits consequent to disaster from any officer of the  
Government, the Authority or District Authority, shall be 
punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to 
two years or with fine or with both. 

28. Punishment for false warning.-Whoever makes or circulates a 
false alarm or warning as to  disaster or its severity or magnitude 
leading  to panic shall he punishable with imprisonment which 
may extend to one year or with fine. 

29. Failure of officer in duty or his connivance at the 
contravention of the provisions of this Act.-Any officer, on 
whom any duty has been imposed by or under this Act and who 
refuses to perform or withdraws himself from the duties for his 
office shall, unless he has obtained the express written 
permission of his official superior or has other lawful excuse for 
so doing, be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may 
extend to one year or with fine. 
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carry and warnings or advisories regarding any impending 
disaster situation or disaster, and such authority or person shall 
comply with such direction. 

34. Annual report.-(1) The Authority shall prepare once every year, 
in such form and at such time as may be prescribed by rules, an 
annual report giving a true and full account of its activities 
during the previous year and copies thereof shall be forwarded to 
the Government which shall lay it before the Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir legislative Assembly . 

(2) The District Authority shall prepare once every year, in 
such form and at such time as may be prescribed by rules, an  
annual  report giving a true and full account of its activities  
during  the previous  year and copies thereof  shall be forwarded 
to the  Authority . 

35. Bar of jurisdiction.-No court or tribunal shall have jurisdiction 
to entertain any suit or proceeding in respect of anything done, 
action taken, orders made, direction, instruction or guidelines 
issued by the Government, Authority or District Authority in 
pursuance of any power conferred by, or in relation to its 
functions, by this Act. 

36. Indemnity.-Officers and employees of the Government, 
Authority or District Authority shall be immune from legal 
process in regard to any warning in respect of any impending 
disaster communicated or disseminated by them in their official 
capacity or any action taken or direction issued by them in 
pursuance of such communication or dissemination. 

37. Action taken in good faith.-No suit or prosecution or other 
proceeding shall lie in any court against the Government or the 
Authority or the District Authority or local authority or any 
officer or employee of the Government or the Authority or the 
District Authority or Local Authority in respect of any work 
done or purported to have been done or intended to be, in good 
faith, done by such authority or Government or such officer or 
employee or such person under the provisions of this Act  or  the 
rules made thereunder. 

38. Delegation of powers to the Authority.-The Commission may, 
for effective implementation of the policy on disaster 
management, by general or special order delegate to the 
Authority any of its powers or function  under this Act subject to 
such conditions it may think fit to impose  

39. Act not to derogate from other laws.- The provisions of this 
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Act shall in addition to, and not derogation of any other law for 
the time being enforce.  

40. Power to make rules.- the Government may by notification in 
the Official Gazette, make ruler for carrying out the purposes of 
this Act.  

41. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to the provisions of this Act, the Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, make such order, not 
inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, as may appear to it 
to be necessary or expedient for the removal  of  the difficulty. 

42. Repeal.-The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Disaster Management 
Ordinance, 2008 (Ordinance V of 2008) is hereby repealed.

ACT 
to provide law for the establishment of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Mangla Dam Housing Authority  

WHEREAS, the Government of Pakistan felt the necessity of 
arising water level of Mangla Reservoir up to 1250 feet which would 
result in displacement of people living in the territories comprising 
districts of Mirpur and Kotli in Azad Jammu and Kashmir and 
submergence of their properties;  

AND WHEREAS, the Azad Government of the State of Jammu 
and Kashmir, having the support and consensus of the people of State in 
general and those to be displaced in particular, that on 27th day of June 
2003, agreed to the execution of the Mangla Dam Raising Project within 
its territories, as aforesaid, for the well being and prosperity of brethren 
people of Pakistan and Azad Jammu and Kashmir; 

AND WHEREAS, it is expedient to take necessary steps for 
proper discharge of responsibilities of Azad Government of the State of 
Jammu and Kashmir as incurred under the aforesaid agreement  

It is hereby enacted as follows:- 

PART-I 

PRELIMINARY 

1. Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) This Act may be 
called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Mangla Dam Housing 
Authority Act, 2009.  

 (2) It shall extend to areas and persons affected by the 
Mangla Dam Raising Project.  

 (3) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Definitions.- In this Act, unless the subject or context requires 
otherwise the following expressions shall have the meanings as 
hereby respectively assigned to them, namely:- 
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v. Commissioner Mangla Dam Affairs Member 
vi. Two persons nominated/appointed by 

the Govt. 
Members 

vii. Director General Member/ 
Secretary 

(2) The terms and conditions for appointment of Members 
of the Authority, other than ex-officio members, shall be as may 
be prescribed by the Government. 

6. Meeting of the Board.- The meetings of the Board shall be held 
at such time and places and in such manner as the Regulations 
may provide:  

Provided that until the regulation are made in this behalf 
the meeting of the Board shall be convened and held at such time 
and places as may be determined by the Chairman. 

PART-III 
FUNCTION AND POWERS OF THE AUTHORITY  

7. Powers of the Authority.- (1) Subject to the provisions of the 
Act and the Rules made hereunder, the Authority may take such 
measures and exercise such powers as may be necessary for 
carrying out the purposes of the Act. 
(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the powers 
conferred by sub-section (1) the Authority may:- 

(a) enter into an agreement with any person for the 
acquisition, purchase, lease or exchange of any land 
which the Authority is authorized to acquire under the 
Act or has any interest in such land; 

(b) with the previous sanction of the Government, acquire 
for carrying out the purposes of the Act land under the 
provisions of the Land Acquisition Act; 

(c) undertake any work in pursuance of any scheme 
prepared under the Act; 

(d) incur any expenditure, procure plant, machinery, 
instruments and materials required for its use; 

(e) enter into and perform all such contracts as it may 
consider necessary; 

(f) cause studies, surveys, experiments and technical 
research be made and contribute towards the cost of any 
such studies, surveys, experiments on request of the 
Authority; 
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(g) cause removal of any work obstructing the execution of 
any of its scheme; 

(h) seek, obtain and hire advice, assistance and consultancy 
for the preparation of any planning scheme or for the 
execution of any scheme from any local body, agency, 
company or firm, as the case may be, and such local 
body, agency, company or firm shall give the advice, 
assistance or consultancy sought by the Authority to the 
best of its ability, knowledge and judgment, and all the 
expenditure for seeking, obtaining or hiring such advice, 
assistance or consultancy shall be borne by the 
Authority; 

(i) undertake any work or perform any function in 
connection with or incidental to the purposes of the Act 
that may be assigned to it by the Government from time 
to time; 

(j) recover such development cess from the beneficiaries for 
improvement or development of any area as may be 
approved by the Government by a general or special 
order; 

(k) subject to the provisions of the Act retain, lease, sale, 
exchange, rent out or otherwise transfer any land or 
other property vested in it, subject to such terms and 
conditions, as may be prescribed by the Rules; 

(l) notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for 
the time being in force a certificate of title issued by the 
Authority in respect of any lease, sale, exchange or 
transfer of any piece of land within specified areas shall 
be sufficient proof of the said title and shall be 
admissible in evidence of that title in any legal 
proceeding; 

(m) charge fee etc. for issuance of certificate of title under 
clause (I) or against any other service as may be fixed 
from time to time; 

(n) approve policies and schemes for the allotment of plots 
in the New City or the New Towns or in any settlement 
developed for resettlement which may be entrusted to it 
or take such other measures as may be necessary for 
carrying out the purposes of the Act; 

(o) have the power to ascertain and fix the price of the plots 
developed for the purposes of the Act; 
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(p) devise and approve the procedure for allotment of plots, 
determine the manner to regulate sale or transfer of 
plots, the order of priority amongst the intending 
purchasers and the method of realization of the price and 
other dues in respect of plots allotted or sold; and 

(q) create and make classification of plots e.g. residential, 
commercial etc. and also lay down the categories of 
affectees as well as their entitlement for allotment of 
such plots. 

8. Execution of schemes by local bodies etc.- (1) The Authority 
may require a local body or agency within whose jurisdiction 
any particular area covered by a scheme lies; 

(a) to execute a scheme in consultation with the Authority; 

(b) to take over and maintain any of the work and services 
in that area; 

(c) to enforce the Regulations on behalf of the Authority.  

 (2) The expenditure incurred on the execution of any 
scheme, or on the taking over or maintenance of any work or the 
enforcement of Regulations, under this Section, shall be borne as 
may be agreed between the Authority and the local body or 
agency, and in the event of disagreement as may be determined 
by the Government. 

PART-IV 

ADMINISTRATION OF AUTHORITY  

9. Director General.- (1) Subject to overall control and 
superintendence of the Board, there shall be  established an 
organization of the authority under the administrative control of 
the Director General to be appointed or designated by the 
Government.  

(2) The Director General shall act as executive officer with 
the assistance of officers and servants of the Authority, subject to 
the powers delegated to him by the Board. 

PART-V 

ALLOTMENT OF PLOTS  

10. Vesting of land in the Authority.-(1) Notwithstanding anything 
contained in the Land Acquisition Act or in any other law for the 
time being in force or anything contained in the award made by 
the Collector under the Land Acquisition Act, all the land 
acquired for the New City or the New Towns or may hereafter be 
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14. Appellate Authority.- (1) The Board shall be the Appellate 
Authority against any order or decision made or taken by the 
Allotment Committee. 

 (2) Any person aggrieved by any order of the Allotment 
Committee may prefer, within 30 days of the order, an appeal to 
the Appellate Authority. 

 (3) The Appellate Authority may either summarily reject the 
appeal or proceed to hear it in such manner as it thinks fit. 

 (4) Subject to the order of the Appellate Authority, the 
decision of the Allotment Committee shall be final. 

 (5) The orders or proceedings of the Allotment Committee 
shall not be called in question in any court of law except the 
appellate authority. 

15. Planning and maintenance of Public Parks.- The public Parks, 
playing grounds, incidental open spaces and graveyards, shall be 
planned, developed and maintained by the Authority: 

Provided that public parks, playing grounds, graveyards 
or incidental open spaces or any part of such parks, grounds, 
yards or spaces shall not be allowed to be allotted to any public 
or private sector entity or not to be converted to any other 
category of plots. 

16. Alienation of plots.-Subject to the provisions of the succeeding 
provisions, plots of all categories shall be alienable on payment 
of transfer fee as may be prescribed: 

  Provided that no land or plot allotted under the Act shall, 
subject to the provisions contained in the Jammu & Kashmir 
Alienation of Land Act, 1995 (Act V of 1995 BIK) or Rules 
made thereunder or any order or notification issued, from time to 
time, under the said Alienation of Land Act and for the time 
being in force, be alienated or allowed to be transferred in favour 
of a non-State subject. 

17. Cancellation of allotment.- (1) The Allotment Committee may, 
cancel the plot for any of the following reasons:- 

(i) non payment of dues within the specified period; 

(ii) non completion of building within the specified period; 

(iii) violation of terms and conditions of allotment like non 
conforming use, sub-division of the plot, amalgamation 
of plots etc.; 

(iv) violation of municipal bye-laws and building, zoning 
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and other Regulations and instructions of the 
Government or the Authority. 

 (2) No plot shall be cancelled unless the allottee or 
transferee or their legal heirs, as the case may be, has been 
provided an opportunity of being heard. 

18. Restoration of cancelled plots.- (1) The Authority may consider 
requests for restoration of cancelled allotments of plots, made 
within ninety days from the date of cancellation, on payment of 
restoration fee at the rates as may be prescribed by the Authority 
from time to time. 

(2) Applications for restoration of cancelled allotments 
received after ninety days may be considered by the Authority on 
case-to-case basis on payment of prescribed restoration fee along 
with delayed payment charges as may be prescribed.  

(3) In all cases of restoration, the allottees shall be required 
to pay all outstanding dues of the Authority, including delayed 
payment charges and delayed construction surcharges, if any, 
and the restoration fee within 30 days of the letter intimating 
grant of restoration of allotment failing which the application for 
restoration shall be deemed to have been rejected and the plot, 
together with structure thereon, if any, shall stand resumed by 
the Authority and shall vest in it free from all encumbrance. 

PART-VI 

PREVENTION AND REMOVAL OF ENCROACHMENTS 

19. Summary ejectment of unauthorized occupants.- The Deputy 
Commissioner or any person authorized by him in this behalf on 
requisition of the Authority may, after giving seven days notice, 
summarily eject any person from unauthorized occupation of any 
land or property vested in the Authority and may, for such 
ejectment, use such force including police force as may be 
necessary. The person so ejected shall also be liable to 
punishment of imprisonment for a term which may extend to 
three years or fine not exceeding thirty thousand rupees. 

20. Removal of building etc, erected or used in contravention of 
the Act.- (1) If any building structure, work or land is erected, 
constructed or used in contravention of the provisions of the Act 
or of Rules, Regulations or order made thereunder, the Deputy 
Commissioner, or any person empowered in this behalf by the 
Authority, may, by orders in writing, require the owner, occupier 
user or person in control of such building, structure, work or land 
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to remove, demolish or so alter the building, structure or work, 
or desist from using or use the land, as to be in accordance with 
the said provisions. 

 (2) If any order under sub-section (1) in respect of any 
building structure, work or land is not complied with, within 
such time, as may be specified therein, the Deputy 
Commissioner, or any person empowered in this behalf by the 
Authority may, after giving the person to be affected by the order 
an opportunity of being heard, remove, demolish or alter the 
buildings, Structure or work, or stop the use of the land and in so 
doing, may use such force as may be necessary and may also 
recover the cost thereof from the person responsible for erection, 
construction or use of the building, structure, work or land in 
contravention of the provisions of the Act. 

21. Removal etc, of building after hearing.-The Authority shall not 
order or cause any building in the area under the control of the 
Authority to be removed or demolished unless an opportunity of 
being heard has been given to the owner or occupier thereof, and 
his objections, if any, have been duly considered and the 
authority is satisfied that removal or demolition of the building is 
essential to the execution of its scheme. 

 

PART-VII 

ESTABLISHMENT 

22. Employment of Officers and Servant etc.- (1) The Authority 
may, from time to time, employee such officer, servants, experts 
or consultants as it may consider necessary for the performance 
of its functions on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit. 

(2) All posts in the Authority in grade 5 and above shall be 
filled in by borrowing the officers and other staff from other 
departments of the Government on such terms and conditions as 
laid down in the deputation policy, for the time being, in vogue: 

Provided that where suitable persons are not available 
from other departments for appointment, the vacancies may be 
filled in by initial recruitment and preference shall always be 
given to the Mangla Dam affectees. 

(3) All posts in grade 1 to 4 shall be filled in by initial 
recruitment to be made by the Authority in accordance with the 
prescribed Rules: 

Provided that candidates from amongst old affectees of 
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Mangla Dam or people to be affected by the Project, may, 
subject to other conditions and qualifications as may be 
prescribed, be always preferred for initial recruitment under the 
Act. 

23. Recruitment, condition of service and disciplinary power.- 
(1) The Authority may lay down the procedure for the 
appointment, of its officers, servants, experts and consultant and 
shall be competent to take disciplinary action against them. 

(2) The Authority shall constitute a Selection Board for 
appointment against posts in grade16 and above where need 
arises. 

(3) For initial recruitment in grade 1 to 15, the Director 
General shall have power to constitute, selection committees for 
the purposes from time to time. 

(4) The term and conditions of service of officers, officials 
and workmen appointed in the Authority shall be determined by 
the Board with previous sanction of the Government. 

24. Employees to be Public Servant.-All persons, for the time 
being, employed in connection with the affairs of the authority 
shall be deemed to be public servant within meaning of Section 
21 of Azad Penal Code, 1860 as enforced in Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir. 

25. Indemnity.- No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall 
lie against the Government, the Authority, the Board, the 
Allotment Committee, or other officers, servants and employees 
of the Authority in respect of anything done or initiated to be 
done, in good faith, under the Act. 

26. Delegation of powers to the Director General.- The Authority 
may, by general or special order, delegate to the Director 
General, or a Member or an officer of the Authority, any of its 
powers, duties or functions under the Act, subject to such 
conditions as it may thinks fit. 

PART- VIII 

FINANCE AND BUDGET 

27. Establishment of Fund of Authority.- (1) There shall be 
established a fund to be known as the Mangla Dam Housing 
Authority Fund which shall vest in the Authority and shall be 
utilized by the Authority to meet charges in connection with 
performance of its functions under the Act including the 
payment of salaries and other remunerations to the Members, 
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officers, servants, workmen, experts and consultants thereof, as 
may be approved by the Board. 

(2) The Fund of Authority shall consist of: 

(i) annual development grants and other grants made by the 
Government from time to time for the execution of 
schemes and conduct of its business; 

(ii) special grants made by Government of Pakistan the 
Government or any other relevant authority or agency or 
funds advanced by WAPDA in connection with 
resettlement of subsidiary families; 

(iii) soft loans obtained from the Government; 

(iv) sale proceeds of movable and immovable property of the 
Authority; 

(v) receipts for services rendered by the Authority or any of 
its ancillary body; 

(vi) loans raised by the Authority with the special or general 
sanction of the Government; 

(vii) bank loans and borrowings from other financial 
institutions; 

(viii) all other sums receivable by the Authority. 

28. Budget.- (1) The Authority shall, in respect of every financial 
year, cause to be laid before the Board, a statement of estimated 
receipts and expenditures for the next financial year to be called 
the annual budget. 

(2) The annual budget shall be submitted to the Board in 
form of demands for classified heads of services. The Board 
shall have power to assent to or refuse to assent to any demand 
or to assent to any demand subject to reduction of the amount 
specified therein. 

(3) The annual budget passed by the Board shall be placed 
before the Government for final approval. 

(4) The Authority shall obtain specific sanction of the 
Government in respect of each individual scheme to be financed 
out of the fund of the Authority: 

Provided that the Authority may without reference to the 
Government executes any scheme, the provisional estimated cost 
of which does not exceed Rs.10 Million and specific provision 
for which exists in its annual estimates of receipts and 
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expenditure. 

(5) In respect of any financial year if it is found that--- 

(i) the amount authorized to be spent for a particular service 
for the that financial year is insufficient; or 

(ii) need has arisen for expenditure upon new service not 
included in the annual budget for that year; or 

(iii) any money has been spent on any particular service 
during a financial year in excess of the amount granted 
for that service for that year. 

(6) The Board shall have power to authorize expenditure 
from fund of the Authority and shall cause to be laid before the 
Board, a supplementary budget or, as the case may be, a revised 
budget regularizing the amount of that expenditure. 
(7) No expenditure shall be incurred by the Authority except 
as authorized by the annual budget or supplementary or revised 
budget as passed or deemed to have been passed by the Board. 
(8) When the circumstances exist and it is deemed expedient 
and necessary, the Authority shall, in the prescribed manner, also 
submit to the Government for approval a statement of estimated 
receipts and expenditures in respect of the next financial year. 

29. Accounts and Audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain accounts 
in such manner as may be prescribed by Rules framed by it with 
the previous approval of the Government. 

(2) The accounts of the Authority shall, in the manner 
prescribed by the Government, be audited by the Auditor 
General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir through Local Fund Audit. 

(3) The Auditor General shall send two copies of the audit 
report regarding accounts audited under sub-section (2), to the 
Authority which shall forward one copy thereof, with its 
comments, to the Government. 

(4) The Authority shall, in light of the observations made by 
the Auditor General, comply with such directions as the 
Government may issue for rectification of any matter pointed 
out/or objected in the audit report. 

PART-IX 

PENALTY AND PROCEDURE 

30. Penalty.- Whoever contravenes any provision of the Act or of 
any rule or Regulation made or scheme sanctioned thereunder 
shall, if no other penalty is provided for such contravention, be 
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punishable with imprisonment which may extend to 6 months or 
fine or with both. 

31. Causing damage to property.- Whoever willfully causes 
damage or allow damage to be caused to any property which 
vests in the Authority or unlawfully converts it to his own use or 
to use of any other person shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which may extend to six months or with fine 
equivalent to the damage caused to the property or with both. 

32. Attempts and abetments.- Whoever attempts to commit or 
abets the commission of an offence punishable under the Act 
shall be deemed to have committed that offence. 

33. Summary trial of offences.- Any Magistrate empowered, for 
the time being, to try in a summary way the offences specified in 
sub-section (1) of Section 260 of the Code of Criminal 
Procedure, 1898, may if such Magistrate thinks fit, on 
application being made in this behalf by the Authority, try any 
offence punishable under the Act in accordance with the 
provisions contained in Section 262 to 268 of the said Code. 

34. Cognizance of offences by Court.- No Court shall take 
cognizance of any offence punishable under the Act except on a 
complaint in writing made by the Authority or by an officer 
authorized for the purpose by the Authority. 

PART-X 

MISCELLANEOUS 

35. Realization of cost of land of residential plots.- (1) The 
Collector while disbursing compensation money of the affected 
property to the affectees shall deduct a sum therefrom equivalent 
to the cost of land and certify to the Allotment Committee of 
such deduction: 

Provided that where an affectee, being eligible for 
allotment of residents plot, has already received compensation 
money of his affected property shall be required to reimburse to 
the Collector an amount equivalent to the cost of land of plot to 
be allotted to such affectee. 

(2) For safe custody of sum deducted under the preceding 
sub-section and until its reimbursement to WAPDA or 
appropriation thereof, as the case may be decided between the 
Organization and WAPDA, the Collector shall maintain a 
separate bank account and proper accounts of the sum so 
deducted or reimbursed and deposited, shall be kept in proper 
form. 
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36. Recovery of wrong payments and other arrears.- (1) Any sum 
paid wrongfully by error, mistake or accidental omission to any 
person, or any payment procured by fraud, misrepresentation or 
concealment of fact, impersonation or by other illegal means by 
any person, who was not entitled therefore under the Act or 
under the Agreement, shall in addition to any other proceedings 
which may be initiated under the law for the time being in force, 
be recoverable as arrears of land revenue in accordance with the 
provisions of the West Pakistan Land Revenue Act, 1967 (Act 
XVII of 1967) as adapted in Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

(2) All dues, other than mentioned in the preceding sub-
section, recoverable from any person in pursuance of the 
provisions of the Act or any order made thereunder shall, on 
certification by the Director General be recoverable as arrears of 
land revenue. 

37. Jurisdiction of Court barred.-Save as otherwise provided by 
the Act, no Court or other authority shall have Jurisdiction to 
question the legality of anything done in good faith or any action 
taken under the Act by or at the instance of the Authority. 

38. Admissibility of documents as evidence.- A copy of any 
receipt, application, plan, notice, order or other document or of 
any entry in a register, in the possession of the Authority shall, if 
duly certified by the record-keeper and the officer authorized by 
the Authority in this behalf, be admissible in evidence for the 
existence of such document or entry, and shall be admitted as 
evidence of the matter and transactions therein recorded in every 
case where, and to the same extent to which the original 
document or entry would, if produced, have been admissible to 
prove such matters. 

39. Savings.-Notwithstanding any judgment, decree or order of any 
court, everything done, all actions taken, notifications issued, 
orders or appointments made, proceedings initiated, jurisdiction 
or powers exercised in pursuance of the Agreement shall be 
deemed to have been validly done, taken, issued, made, initiated 
or exercised under the Act. 

40. Power to make Rules and Regulations.-(1) The Government 
may by notification in the Official Gazette make Rules to carry 
out purposes of the Act. 

(2) The Authority may, with the previous sanction of the 
Government make Regulations to provide for all matters, not 
provided for in the Rules for which provisions is necessary or 
expedient for carrying out the purposes of the Act and the Rules. 
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41. Dissolution of Authority.- (1) The Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, declare that the Authority 
shall be dissolved on such date as may be specified in such 
notification, and the Authority shall stand dissolved accordingly. 

(2) On and from the said date- 

(a)(i) all properties, funds and dues placed at the disposal of 
the Authority shall vest in the Government and shall be 
realized by the Government, 

 (ii) all properties, funds and dues, exchanged for, 
derived from or otherwise attributable to the 
properties, funds and dues, referred to in sub-
clause (i) which, immediately before the said 
date, were held by or were realizable by the 
Authority shall vest in, and be realizable by the 
Government; 

(b) all properties, funds and dues, other than those referred 
to in clause (a), which, immediately before the said date, 
were vested in or were realizable by the Authority, shall 
vest in and be realizable by such agency as the 
Government may determine, and its decision thereon 
shall be final; 

(c) all liabilities which, immediately before the said date, 
were enforceable against the Authority shall be assumed 
by and be enforceable against the Government or such 
agency as the Government determines under clause (b) 
or as the case may be; 

(d) for the purpose of completing the execution of any 
scheme which has not been fully executed by the 
Authority and of realizing properties, funds and dues 
referred to in clauses (a) and (b), the functions of the 
Authority under the Act shall be discharged by the 
agency to be determined by the Government under 
clauses (b) and (c), as the case may be; and 

(e) the agency referred to in clauses (b), (c) and (d) shall 
keep accounts of all moneys respectively received and 
expended by it under the Act, as the Government may 
prescribe. 

42. Repeal: The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Mangla Dam Housing 
Authority Ordinance, 2009,(Ordinance III of 2009) is hereby 
repealed.

further to amend the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Local Government Act,

WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir Local Government Act, 1990(Act VII of 1990), in the manner 
hereinafter appearing; 

It is hereby enacted as follows:- 

1. Short title, Extent and commencement.-(1) This Act may be 
called the Azad Jammu & Kashmir Local Government 
(Amendment) Act, 2010. 

(2) It shall extent to the whole of Azad Jammu & Kashmir.  

(3) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Amendment of Section 61, Act VII of 1990.-In the Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir Local Government Act, 1990 (Act VII of 
1990), in Section 61, in sub-section (4); 

(i) Clauses (a) & (b) shall be substituted as under; 

(a) Chairman of the Municipal Committee, 
Municipal Corporation or Town Committee 
concerned (Chairman Allotment Committee): 

Provided that if there is no elected 
Chairman of the Committee or corporation, as 
the case may be, the Administrator or any other 
person performing the functions of the Chairman 
shall be the Chairman of the Allotment 
Committee.  

(b) Three members from amongst the elected 
members of the Committee or Corporation shall 
be elected by the Committee or Corporation.  

(ii) in clause (c) the semicolon shall be substituted by a 
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or authorized, jurisdictions or powers conferred, endowments, 
bequests, funds or trust created, donations or grants made, 
scholarships, studentships or exhibition instituted, affiliations 
granted and orders issued under the provisions of the Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir University Ordinance, 1980, or its 
succeeding ordinances, issued from time to time, or Act XXXIV 
of 1985 shall be deemed to have been validly done, taken, 
incurred, acquired appointed, authorized, conferred created, 
made, instituted, granted and issued under this Ordinance. 

 (b) Any Statutes or Regulations made under the Ordinance 
or Act mentioned in sub-clause (a) to this Section or the Statutes 
or Regulations made there under, be deemed to be Statutes, 
Regulations or Rules made under this Ordinance  having regard 
to the various matters which by this Ordinance have to be 
regulated or prescribed be Statutes, Regulations or Rules 
respectively and shall continue to be in force, until they are 
repealed or rescinded or modified in accordance with the 
provisions of this Ordinance.

(ORDINANCE V OF 2001) 

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to provide for the establishment of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Irrigation and Drainage Authority. 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to establish the Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir Irrigation and Drainage Authority (AKIDA) to implement the 
strategy of the Government of Azad Jammu and Kashmir for 
streamlining the Irrigation and Drainage System to create a new 
administrative setup for the purpose of adopting procedures with more 
responsive efficient and transparent arrangements to achieve economical 
and effective operation and maintenance of Irrigation, Drainage and 
flood control system in the Azad Jammu and Kashmir, to make the 
irrigation and drainage network sustained on a long term basis and 
introduce participation of beneficiaries in the Capital cost, operation and 
management thereof;   

AND WHEREAS, the legislative Assembly is not in session and 
the President is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it 
necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
subsection (1) of Section 41 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
the following Ordinance:- 

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Ordinance may be 
called Azad Jammu and Kashmir Irrigation and Drainage 
Authority Ordinance, 2001 (AKIDA Ordinance, 2001). 

(2) It shall come into force at once. 
2. Constitution of the Authority:- (1) There shall be established 

an Authority to be known as Azad Jammu & Kashmir Irrigation 
and Drainage Authority. 

(2) The Authority shall be a body corporate having 
perpetual succession and common seal with power to acquire 
hold and dispose of property and shall be the said name sue and 
be sued. 
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3. Composition of the Authority:-(1) The Authority shall consist 
of such number of members as may be notified by the 
Government. 

(2) Additional Chief Secretary (Development) Azad Govt. 
of the State of the Jammu and Kashmir shall be the Chairman of 
the authority. 

(3) Not less than six members shall be farmers and the 
number of non farmer members shall not exceed the number of 
farmer members. 

(4) In the absence of the Chairman in a meeting the 
members present in the meeting may elect a member from 
amongst themselves to act as Chairman of the meeting. 

4. Board of Management:-(1) Subject to the control and guidance 
of the Authority the management of the affairs of the Authority 
shall be carried out by the Board of Management appointed by 
the Authority with the prior approval of the Government and 
comprising a Managing Director and two general Managers. 

(2) The Managing Director and the General Managers shall 
have technical background and practical experience in the 
profession relevant to their job description. 

5. Powers and duties of the Authority:-  The Authority shall have 
the following powers and duties:- 

(1) to receive irrigation supplies from Springs, streams, 
Nullahs, Canals drains, Hill torrents, Natural lakes, reservoirs, 
underground water reservoirs and Rivers falling within Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir Territory and deliver the same in agreed 
quantities to the various water users. To ensure conveyance of 
drainage effluent to the out fall in co-ordination with users and 
farmers Organizations as the case may be; 

(2) to exercise all the powers under the canal and Drainage 
Act 1873 as adopted in Azad Jammu & Kashmir and any other 
law for the time being in force relating to the subject matter of 
these Ordinances; 

(3) to fix the rates in consultation with the Government for 
the supply of irrigation water and of the drainage cess payable 
for the disposal of the drainage effluent; 

(4) to levy appropriate surcharge for late payment and 
recover arrears from defaulters under the Land Revenue Act 
provided that in case the Government declares a remission, 
waiver, re-scheduling or suspension of payment of any of the 
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dues of the Authority, the same shall be debited to the account of 
the Government who shall simultaneously notify how the 
Authority shall be compensated for the loss thereby caused to the 
Authority or any other entity established under this Ordinance; 

(5) to formulate and implement policies in the water 
resources sector with a view to continuously improve and 
achieve effective, economical and efficient utilization, 
preservation and improvement of such water resources by the 
water users of Azad Jammu and Kashmir on a sustainable basis;  

(6) to formulate and implement policy guidelines and 
procedures for the proper and efficient exercise of powers 
available under the Ordinance by the various entities and their 
directors and employees and to prescribe training requirements 
and programmes which may be conducted by the various entities 
under this Ordinance in this behalf; 

(7) to conduct any inquiries and hear any complaints and 
adjudicate on any disputer or differences of opinion between the 
Authority and different entities established under this Ordinance 
and any individual and the said entities in accordance with the 
principles of natural justice relevant there and to faithfully and 
punctually implement such decisions as per letter and spirit 
thereof; 

(8) to prescribe and adhere to procedures for the filing of 
documentation regarding water allocation in Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir and all concession licenses and leases granted by any 
entity under this Ordinance and to ensure availability thereof to 
the general public for inspection and taking of copies thereof; 

(9) to established criteria and procedures for granting,  
modifying, reassign, renewing, suspending or revoking any 
concessions, licenses or sublease granted by the Authority to any 
other entity or person and for the management of the 
infrastructure in the event of suspension or revocation of a 
concession, license or sub lease; 

(10) to operate and maintain the irrigation tube-wells, 
drainage, storage reservoirs and flood control infrastructure in 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir including hill torrent control and 
development works for irrigation of adjoining lands including 
watershed management practice in catchment areas;   

(11) to plain, design, construct, and improve the irrigation, 
drainage, storage reservoirs and flood control system with a view 
to ensure optimal utilization of the water resources of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir on an equitable and efficient basis; 
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improve the policies and procedures relevant to the management 
of finances and maintenance of the accounts of the Authority as 
well as for the inventory and assets valuation and disposal and 
for the recruitment promotion, retirement (upon attainment of 
age of superannuation or otherwise) and earlier conclusion of 
employment of the employees of the Authority; 

(22) to formulate financial policies aimed at ensuring that the 
finances of the Authority are managed in a consistent, 
conservative and diligent manner as to protect its assets 
including providing for their maintenance and periodic 
replacement as necessary, preserve its capital and reserves, and 
promptly service its debts and obligation; 

(23) to formulate, adapt and implement policies aimed at 
promoting, formation growth and development of Area Water 
Boards, Farmers Organizations and compilation and faithful 
monitoring of the results thereof as per the requirements 
prescribed under this Ordinance and to ensure orderly and 
systematic induction thereof into the operations of the Authority; 

(24) to prepare or cause to be prepared and regularly update 
or cause to be updated Staffing, Operational and Financial Plans; 

(25) to prepare and implement policies with a view to ensure 
that the staffing levels within the Authority and other entities 
under this Ordinance conform with the corresponding levels 
indicated the Staffing, Operational and Financial Plans prepared 
and updated as above; 

(26) to formulate and implement policies with a view to 
ensure that the Authority and other entities as the case may be 
under this Ordinance become fully operative as self  supporting 
and financially self sustaining entities, to the extent of full 
recovery of O & M cast of canals and subsidiary drains within a 
period of 7 to 10 years; 

(27) to formulate implement and regularly update policies, 
studies and research programs with a view to development and 
management of water resources, solve and eliminate and prevent 
water logging and salinity and to develop irrigated agriculture in 
Azad Jammu & Kashmir. 

(28) to conduct studies with a view to regularly analyze and 
evaluate the impact of the operations and policies of the 
Authority on the ecology and environment within the view to 
establish the various available options for the minimization of 
the adverse impact of such operations and policies, if any, and to 
adapt the optimal options for further Action; 
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(29) to coordinate and regulate the measures being 
undertaken or requited to be undertaken in Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir for recording and gauging surface water, monitoring of 
groundwater table and quality of water and the compilation of 
data relevant thereto and in this regard to establish and regularly 
maintain proper liaison with similar work being undertaken in 
other Provinces of Pakistan; 

(30) to cause studies surveys, experiments, technical 
investigations and research to be conducted in connection with 
or regarding the functions and duties of the Authority or of any 
other entity under this Ordinance; 

(31) to published or cause to be published various policies, 
details, data and information relevant to the affairs of the 
Authority on a regular basis and to ensure reasonable access of 
the public to the same. 

6. Right to Entry:- (1) The Managing Director, or any other 
person authorized by him in writing, may, after reasonable prior 
notice to that effect, enter upon and survey any land, erect pillars 
for the determination of intended lines of work make borings and 
excavations and do all other acts which may be necessary for the 
preparation and implementation of any scheme under any 
provision of this Ordinance; 

(2) If the affected land does not vest in the Authority, the 
power conferred by the above sub-section shall be exercised in 
such manner as to cause the least interference with and damage 
to such land and the rights of the owner thereof; 

(3) When any person enters into or upon any land pursuant 
to sub-section (1) above, he shall, at the time of such entry r as 
soon thereafter as may be practicable but in no case later than 
(60) days from the date of such entry, pay or tender payment for 
all necessary damage likely to be caused on account of any 
operations proposed to be carried out or carried out under sub-
section (1) above; 

(4) In case of any dispute the same shall be referred to the 
Collector/Deputy Commissioner of the district who shall decide 
the same within a maximum period of 60 days from the date of 
such reference. 

7. Arrangement with local bodies or other agency:- (1) As soon 
as any scheme has been completed by the authority or at a later 
date, the Authority may arrange by a written agreement with a 
Local Body or other agency within whose jurisdiction any 
particular area covered by the scheme lies, to take over and 
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maintain any of the works comprising such scheme in the said 
area. 

(2) The Government shall have the power to direct the 
Authority to handover any schemes completed by the latter to 
any agency of the Government or Local Bodies or take over such 
schemes completed by any agency. 

 (3) In any such Case, the Authority shall be entitled to 
receive the expenditure incurred on such schemes. 

8. Control over State Water Resources:-  Subject to the Indus 
Water Treaty (1960) and Water Apportionment Accord (1991) 
the Authority shall have control over all the rivers, canals, 
streams, hill torrents, public springs, natural lakes, reservoirs 
(except such reservoirs as are under the control of WAPDA) and 
underground water resources within Azad Jammu & Kashmir to 
give effect to schemes to be prepared under this Ordinance in 
relation to public purposes. 

9. Appointment of officers, servants etc:- The Authority may 
employ such officer and servants, or appoint such experts or 
consultants as it may consider necessary for the performance of 
its functions, on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit. 

10. Delegation of Powers to Managing Director etc:- The 
authority may, by general or special order, delegate to the 
managing Director, a Member of the Board of management or 
officer or servant of the Authority any of its powers, duties or 
functions under this Ordinance subject to such conditions as it 
may deem fit to impose. 

11. Persons serving in the Azad Kashmir Public Works 
Department:- (1) Powers and duties exercised and performed by 
Public Works Department in this behalf shall, subject to any 
other provision contained herein, on coming in force of this 
ordinance, shall become employees of the authority as may 
notified from time to time by Government of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir to exercise powers and perform duties in this behalf 
after the enforcement of this ordinance; 

(2) Employees under sub-section (1) shall serve the 
Authority on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed by 
rules and regulations of the Authority but in any case not less 
favourable than the existing term and conditions of service; 

(3) The Authority shall through adoption of policies of 
hiring, free reassignment, non-replacement of employees retiring 
upon attainment of age of superannuation and providing 
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and Farmers Organizations will depend upon the successful 
functioning of the pilot project. 

15. Transfer of rights and liabilities:- Upon coming into force of 
this Ordinance all assets and liabilities ad all rights and 
obligations of Azad Kashmir Public Works Department shall 
stand transferred to the Authority, on such terms and conditions 
particularly as regards use and disposal of the said assets as may 
be presented by the Government. 

16. Rules:- The Government may by notification, make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 

17. Regulations:- The Authority may by notification make 
regulations not inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance 
and the rules made thereunder for the administration and 
management of the affairs of the Authority. 

18. Removal of Difficulties:- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any of the provisions of this Ordinance the Government may 
make such orders, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance as may appear to it be necessary for the purpose of 
removing the difficulty.

AND WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly is not in session 
and the President is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it 
necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
subsection (1) of Section 41 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
the following Ordinance. 

1. Short title, extent and Commencement.- (1) This Ordinance 
may be called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Red Crescent 
Society (Extension of Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions) 
Ordinance, 2001. 

(2) It extends to the whole of Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

(3) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Extension of Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions of the Pakistan 
Red Crescent Society.- The Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions of 
the Pakistan Red Crescent Society hereinafter referred to as the 
said Society, established under the Pakistan Red Crescent Society 
Act, 1920 (Act XV of 1920) and all the rules and regulations made 
there under and the administrative orders issued under either of 
them shall extend mutatis mutandis to the whole of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir territory and the said society shall function in the 
said territory as it functions in Pakistan.

4. Suspension.- A person against whom action is proposed to be 
taken under sub-section (1) of Section 3 may be placed under 
suspension with immediate effect if, in the opinion of the 
competent authority, suspension is necessary or expedient; 
Provided that the competent authority may, in an appropriate 
case, for reasons to be recorded in writing, instead of placing 
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such person under suspension, require him to proceed on such 
leave as may be admissible to him from such date as may be 
specified by the competent authority. 

5. Power to appoint Inquiry Committees:- The competent 
authority may constitute one or more Inquiry Committee to 
scrutinize the conduct of a person in Government service or a 
person in corporation service, who is alleged to have committed 
any of the acts or omissions specified in section 3, and record a 
finding thereon after providing reasonable opportunity of hearing 
to such person, and make within thirty days, recommendations as 
to punishment or other appropriate action: 

 Provided that such opportunity of hearing shall not be 
given where the Committee is satisfied that in the interest of the 
security of Azad Kashmir or part thereof, it is not expedient to 
give such opportunity. 

6. Powers of the Inquiry Committee.- The Inquiry Committee 
shall have power- 

(a) to summon and enforce attendance of any person and 
examine him on oath; 

(b) to require the discovery and production of any 
document; 

(c) to receive evidence on affidavits; and 

(d) to record evidence. 

7. Procedure to be followed by the Inquiry Committee.- The 
Inquiry Committee shall, subject to any rules made under this 
Ordinance, have power to regulate its own procedure, including 
the fixing of place and time of its sitting and deciding whether to 
sit in public or in private, and in the case of corporate 
Committee, to act notwithstanding the temporary absence of any 
of its members. 

8. Order to be passed upon a finding.- Every finding recorded by 
the Inquiry Committee under Section 5 shall, with the 
recommendation provided for in that section, be submitted to the 
competent authority and the competent authority may pass such 
orders thereon as it may deem proper in accordance of the 
provisions of this Ordinance. 

9. Representation and review.- (1) A person who has been 
dismissed or removed or compulsorily retired from service or 
reduced to lower post or pay scale or against whom any order 
has been made under Section 3 by the competent authority, may, 
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within fifteen days from the date of communication of the order 
prefer a representation to the Prime Minister or such officer or 
authority as the Chief Executive may designate: 

Provided that where the order has been made by the 
Prime Minster such person may, within the aforesaid period, 
submit a review petition to the Prime Minster. 

(2) The Prime Minster, or an officer or authority, as may be 
designated for the purpose by the Prime Minster, may, on 
consideration of the representation, review petition and any other 
relevant material, confirm, set aside, vary or modify the order in 
respect of which such representation or review petition is made 
within sixty days thereof. 

10. Appeal.- Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law 
for the time being in force, any person aggrieved by any final 
order under section 9 may, within thirty days of the order, prefer 
an appeal to the Service Tribunal established under the AJ&K 
Service Tribunals Act, 1975 (XXII of 1975). 

11. Ordinance to override other laws.- The provisions of this 
Ordinance shall have effect notwithstanding anything to the 
contrary contained in the Civil Servants Act, 1976 (VI of 1976), 
and the rules made thereunder and any other law for time being 
in force. 

12. Proceeding under this Ordinance.-  All proceedings initiated 
on the commencement of this Ordinance in respect of matters 
and persons in service provided for in this Ordinance shall be 
governed by the provisions of this Ordinance and rules made 
thereunder. 

13. Pending proceeding to continue.- For the removal of doubts, it 
is hereby provided that all proceeding pending immediately 
before the commencement of this Ordinance against any person 
whether in Government service or corporation service under the 
Civil Servants Act, 1976 (VI of 1976) and rules made 
thereunder, or any other law or rules, shall continue under the 
said laws and rules, and as provided thereunder. 

14. Pensionary benefits etc.- Notwithstanding anything contained 
in this Ordinance the payment of pension or other benefits to a 
person retied or reduced to a lower post or pay scale under this 
Ordinance shall, if admissible, be regulated in accordance with 
the law for the time being in force relating thereto. 

15. Power to make rules.-  The Government may, by notification in 
the official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Ordinance.

(3) Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, the Board 
shall have the powers and discretion to manage and the control 
the affairs of the Foundation as it deems proper without 
prejudice to the generality of these powers, the Board may:- 

(a) frame regulations, to carry out of the purpose of the 
establishment of the Foundation; 

(b) maintain records of the Foundation and enter into 
correspondence on its behalf; 

(c) spend, utilize, apply and invest the corpus of the 
Foundation and income thereof in such manner as it 
consider proper; 

(d) open and operate current, PLS, overdraft, fixed, deposit 
and other accounts in any scheduled bank on behalf of 
the Foundation; 

(e) purchase, sell, endorse, transfer, negotiate or otherwise 
deals in the security of the AJK Government, the 
Government of Pakistan and any others securities of any 
other description; and 

(f) delegate any of its powers to any member or to any 
officer or employee in the employment of the Board. 

7. POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE CHAIRMAN.- (1) The 
Chairman of the Foundation shall:- 

(a) preside the meetings of the Board of Governors of 
Executive Committee and shall exercise a costing vote in 
the event of tie among other member; 

(b) ensure through the Secretary of the Board that all 
policies and decisions of the Foundation are 
implemented; and 

(c) keep apprised the members of the Foundation of the 
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progress and important development of any of the 
Foundation and its industrial, commercial and welfare 
schemes. 

(2) The Chairman may issue letters, orders or instructions 
on behalf of the Foundation to exercise any powers on behalf of 
the Foundation and it shall be presumed that he had issued and 
exercise the same after full consultation with members of the 
Foundation and the same shall not be called in question; 

8. MEETINGS OF THE BOARD.- (1) The Chairman may 
convene meetings of the Board at such time and place as he may 
deem necessary and convene for the transitions of the business. 
At least two meeting of the Board shall be held during a financial 
year: 

  Provided that the Chairman may ask the Vice-Chairman 
to preside over the meeting of the board. 

(2) half of members excluding the Chairman shall from the 
quorum at a meeting of the Board. 

(3) Non Official members of the Board shall be entitled to 
get actual travelling and lodging expenses from the Foundation 
fund as and when they travel from one place to another to 
participate in Board meeting, while the government functionaries 
shall be entitled to get TA/DA from their parents departments in 
accordance with the prevailing government rules. 

(4) The Chairman, or in his absence the Vice Chairman, 
shall preside over the meetings of the Board and his decisions 
regarding the conduct of the business shall be final. 

(5) A matter shall be decided on the basis of a simple 
majority of the members present in the meeting. 

(6) Vice Chairman and the Secretary shall be eligible to the 
vote and the Chairman shall only exercise his casting vote in 
case of a tie.    

9. MODES OF ASSISTANCE TO THE MEMBERS OF THE 
FOUNDATION.- (1)  The Secretary may, prior approval of the 
Chairman and in accordance with the rate of assistance 
determine by the Board, make payments out of Foundation Fund 
to the members or their heirs, as the case may be, on the 
following occurrences/occasions, if the matter has been reported 
on prescribed form:- 

(a) in case of death of a member as burial expenses; 

(b) in case of marriage of daughter of a member; 
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  Provided that no member shall be entitled to 
receive such assistance more than once; and  

(c) in case a member in seriously injured due to some 
accident and is admitted in a hospital or is suffering from 
a serious disease and is hospitalized or has been advised 
a major operation by an official surgeon or has been 
operated upon. 

(2) Every year one member, selected through draw of ballots 
shall be financed out of a Board Fund to perform Hajj: 

 Provided that the members who had already perform 
Hajj shall not be eligible for the assistance.  

(3) The Board will entertain and consider requests from 
members for grant of education/training scholarship to such 
children of its members who, after intermediate, have secured 
admission in professional institutions.  

(4) The Board may grant assistance to the members in such 
other matters which have not been enumerated in clause (a), (b) 
and (c) to this Section.  

10. FUNCTIONS OF THE SECRETARY.- (1) The Secretary 
shall.- 

(a) have the powers to control and supervise all the 
industrial, commercial welfare or others activities of the 
Foundation and shall also coordinate with the 
Government;  

(b) with the approval of the Board deal with; the 
Government for the purpose of the making any 
presentation and for taking of action to obtain any 
concession, privilege or right from the Government or 
any authority; 

(c) subject to the control of the Board, be responsible for 
running the foundation and cause the orders and decision 
of Chairman and the Board of Governors to be carried 
out; 

(d) take all possible steps to ensure that the funds of the 
Foundation are spent on the purpose for which they are 
provide; and  

(e) prepare and submit to the Board of Governors the 
audited annual statements of accounts and budget 
estimate for approval; 
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(f) conduct the official correspondence of the Foundation 
under the authority of the Chairman; 

(g)  perform such other duties as may be assigned to him by 
the Board. 

(2) All meetings of the Board shall be convened by the 
Secretary under the direction of the Chairman of the 
Board.  

11. HONORARIUM.- In lieu of their services for the Foundation 
Vice Chairman, Secretary and the other government officers or 
officials appointed to maintain and keep the office of the 
Foundation shall be paid honorarium out of the Foundation Fund 
at the rate of prescribed by the Rules. 

 EXPLANATION.- The other Government officers or officials 
shall be nominated by the Secretary with the consultation of the 
Vice Chairman. 

12. AUDIT.-(1) Foundation shall be audited once every year by the 
Accountant General Azad Jammu and Kashmir or any officer 
authorized by him. 

 (2) The Secretary shall, as soon as the accounts have been 
audited, submit to the Board the audited statements of accounts 
along with any observations there on. 

13 CONTRIBUTION.- The members of the Foundation shall 
contribute to the foundation every month according to the 
prescribed financial rules. 

14. HEAD OFFICE.-The head office of the Foundation shall be at 
Muzaffarabad. However, the Foundation may establish sub-
offices at such other places, as it deems necessary.  

15. POWERS TO MAKE RULES.-The Government may make 
rules to carry out the purposes of this Ordinance.

3. Amendment of Section 13, Act XVI of 1971.- In the said Act, 
Section 13 shall be substituted and shall always be deemed to 
have been so substituted as under:- 
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pecuniary sources or of property, for which he 
cannot reasonably account for, and which are 
disproportionate to his known sources of 
income; or 

(ii) he has assumed a style of living beyond his 
known sources of income; or 

(iii) he has a persistent reputation of being corrupt; 
or 

(iv) he has entered into a plea bargain under any law 
for the time being inforce and has returned the 
assets or gains acquired through corruption or 
corrupt practices voluntarily, or  

(e) engaged, or is reasonably believed to be engaged, in 
subversive activities, and his retention in service is 
prejudicial to national security or he is guilty of 
disclosure of official secrets to any unauthorized 
persons; or 

(f) found to have been appointed or promoted on extraneous 
grounds in violation of law and the relevant rules, the 
competent authority, after inquiry by the Committee 
constituted under section 5, may, notwithstanding 
anything contained in any law or the terms and 
conditions of service of such person, by order in writing 
dismiss or remove such person from service, 
compulsorily retire from service or reduce him to lower 
post or pay scale, or impose one or more minor penalties 
as prescribed in the AJ&K Civil Servants (Efficiency 
and Discipline) Rules, 1977. 

(2) Before passing an order under sub-section (1) the 
competent authority shall: 

(a) by order in writing inform the accused of the action 
proposed to be taken with regards to him and the 
grounds of the action; and 

(b) give him a reasonable opportunity of showing cause 
against that action within seven days or with such 
extended period as the competent authority may 
determine: 

Provided that no such opportunity shall be given 
where the competent authority is satisfied that in the 
interest of security of Azad Kashmir or Pakistan or any 
part thereof, it is not expedient to give such opportunity: 
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Provided further that no such opportunity shall 
be given where the accused is dismissed or removed 
from service or reduce in rank on the ground of conduct, 
which has led to a sentence of fine or of imprisonment 
by a court.   

(3) The dismissal or removal or premature retirement from 
service, or reduction to lower post or pay scale of a person under 
sub-section (1) shall not absolve such person from liability to 
any punishment to which he may be liable for an offence under 
any law committed by him while in service. 

4. Suspension.- A person against whom action is proposed to be 
taken under sub-section (1) of Section 3 may be placed under 
suspension with immediate effect if, in the opinion of the 
competent authority, suspension is necessary or expedient:  

Provided that the competent authority may, in an 
appropriate case, for reasons to be recorded in writing, instead of 
placing such person under suspension, require him to proceed on 
such leave as may be admissible to him from such date as may 
be specified by the competent authority. 

5. Power to appoint an Inquiry Officer or Inquiry Committee:-
(1) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (2), the competent 
authority shall before passing an order under Section 3, appoint 
an Inquiry Officer or Inquiry Committee to scrutinize conduct of 
a person in Government service or a person in corporation 
service who alleged to have committed any of the acts or 
omissions specified in Section 3. The Inquiry Officer, or, as the 
case may be the Inquiry Committee shall.- 

(a) communicate to the accused the charges and statement 
of allegations specified in the order of inquiry passed by 
the competent authority; 

(b) require the accused within seven days from the day the 
charge is communicated to him to put in a written 
defense; 

(c) enquire into the charge and may examine such oral or 
documentary evidence in support of the charge or in 
defense of the accused as may be considered necessary 
and the accused shall be entitled to cross examine the 
witnesses against him; and 

(d) hear the case from day to day and no adjournment shall 
be given expect for special reasons to be recorded in 
writing and intimated to the competent authority. 
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(2) Where the Inquiry Officer or as the case may be, the 
Inquiry Committee is satisfied that the accused is hampering or 
attempting to hamper, the progress of the inquiry he or it shall 
record a finding to that effect and proceed to complete the 
inquiry in such manner as he, or it, deems proper in the interest 
of justice. 

(3) The Inquiry Officer or, as the case may be, the Inquiry 
Committee shall submit his, or its, findings and 
recommendations to the competent authority within twenty five 
days of the initiation of inquiry. 

(4) The competent authority may dispense with the inquiry 
under sub-section (1) if it is in possession of sufficient 
documentary evidence against the accused, or for reason to be 
recorded in writing; it is satisfied that there is no need to 
holding an inquiry. 

(5) Where a person who has entered into plea bargain under 
any law for the time being in force, and has returned the assets 
or gains acquired through corruption or corrupt practices 
voluntarily, the inquiry shall not be ordered provided that show 
cause notice shall be issued on the basis of such plea bargaining 
to such person informing of the action proposed to be taken 
against him and the grounds of such action requiring him to 
submit reply within fifteen days of the receipt of the notice. 

(6) On receipt of the reply, the competent authority may 
pass such orders as it may deem fit.  

6. Powers of the Inquiry Committee/Inquiry Officer.- The 
Inquiry Committee or Inquiry Officer as the case may be shall 
have- 

(a) to summon and enforce attendance of any person and 
examine him on oath; 

(b) to require the discovery and production of any 
document; 

(c) to receive evidence on affidavits; and 

(d) to record evidence. 

7. Procedure to be followed by the Inquiry Committee/Inquiry 
Officer.- The Inquiry Committee or an Inquiry Officer as the 
case may be shall, subject to any rules made under this 
Ordinance, have power to regulate its own procedure, including 
the fixing of place and time of its sitting and deciding whether to 
sit in public or in private, and in the case of corporate 
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Committee, to act notwithstanding the temporary absence of any 
of its members. 

8. Order to be passed upon a finding.-  Every finding recorded by 
the Inquiry Officer or, as the case may be, Inquiry Committee 
under section 5 shall, with the recommendation provided for in 
that section, be submitted to the competent authority and the 
competent authority may pass such orders thereon as it may 
deem proper in accordance of the provisions of this Ordinance. 

9. Representation and review.- (1) A person who has been 
dismissed or removed or compulsorily retired from service or 
reduced to lower post or pay scale or against whom any order 
has been made under section 3 by the competent authority, may 
within fifteen days from the date of communication of the order 
prefer a representation to the Prime Minister or such officer or 
authority as the Prime Minister may designate: 

Provided that where the order has been made by the 
Prime Minster such person may, within the aforesaid period, 
submit a review petition to the Prime Minister. 

(2) The Prime Minster, or an officer or authority, as may be 
designated for the purpose by the Prime Minster, may, on 
consideration of the representation, review petition and any other 
relevant material, confirm, set aside, vary or modify the order in 
respect of which such representation or review petition is made 
within sixty days thereof. 

10. Appeal.-  Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law 
for the time being in force, any person aggrieved by any final 
order under section 9 may, within thirty days of the order, prefer 
an appeal to the Service Tribunal established under the AJ&K 
Service Tribunals Act, 1975 (XXII of 1975). 

11. Ordinance to override other laws.- The provisions of this 
Ordinance shall have effect notwithstanding anything to the 
contrary contained in the Civil Servants Act, 1976 (VI of 1976) 
and the rules made thereunder and any other law for time being 
in force. 

12. Proceeding under this Ordinance.-  All proceedings initiated 
on the commencement of this Ordinance in respect of matters 
and persons in service provided for in this Ordinance shall be 
governed by the provisions of this Ordinance and rules made 
thereunder. 

13. Pending proceeding to continue.-  For the removal of doubts, it 
is hereby provided that all proceedings pending immediately

before the commencement of this Ordinance against any person 
whether in Government service or corporation service under the 
Civil Servants Act, 1976 (VI of 1976) and rules made 
thereunder, or any other law or rules, shall continue under the 
said laws and rules, and as provided thereunder. 

14. Pensionary benefits etc.-  Notwithstanding anything contained 
in this Ordinance the payment of pension or other benefits to a 
person retied or reduced to a lower post or pay scale under this 
Ordinance shall, if admissible, be regulated in accordance with 
the law for the time being in force relating thereto. 

15. Power to make rules.-  The Government may, by notification in 
the official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Ordinance. 

16. Removal of difficulties.-  If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any of the provisions of this Ordinance, the President may 
make such Order, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may appear to him to be necessary for the purpose 
of removing the difficulty. 

17. Repeal.- Removal form Service (Special Powers) Ordinance,

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to extend the jurisdiction, scope and Functions of the Pakistan Red 
Crescent Society. 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to extend the Jurisdiction, Scope 
and Functions of the Pakistan Red Crescent Society in Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir in the manner hereinafter appearing; 

AND WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly is not in session 
and the President is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it 
necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
subsection (1) of Section 41 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
the following Ordinance:- 

1. Short title, extent and Commencement.- (1) This Ordinance 
may be called the Azad Jammu & Kashmir Red Crescent Branch 
(Extension of Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions) Ordinance, 
2001. 

(2) It extends to the whole of Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

(3) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Extension of Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions of the Pakistan 
Red Crescent Society.- The Jurisdiction, Scope and Functions of 
the Pakistan Red Crescent Society hereinafter referred to as the 
said Society, established under the Pakistan Red Crescent Society 
Act, 1920 (Act XV of 1920) and all the rules and regulations made 
there-under and the administrative orders issued under either of 
them shall extend mutatis mutandis to the whole of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir territory and the said society shall function in the 
said territory as it functions in Pakistan. 

3. Repeal.- Azad Jammu and Kashmir Red Crescent Society 
(Extension of jurisdiction scope and functions) Ordinance VII of 
2001, is hereby repealed.

(ORDINANCE XXXII OF 2001) 

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to provide for the establishment of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Irrigation and Drainage Authority. 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to establish the Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir Irrigation and Drainage Authority (AKIDA) to implement the 
strategy of the Government of Azad Jammu and Kashmir for 
streamlining the Irrigation and Drainage System, to create a new 
administrative setup for the purpose of adopting procedures with more 
responsive, efficient and transparent arrangements to achieve economical 
and effective operation and maintenance of Irrigation, Drainage and 
flood control system in the Azad Jammu and Kashmir, to make the 
irrigation and drainage network sustained on al long term basis and 
introduce participation of beneficiaries in the Capital cost, operation and 
management thereof;   

AND WHEREAS, the legislative Assembly is not in session and 
the President is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it 
necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
sub-section (1) of Section 41 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
the following Ordinance:- 

1. Short title, extent and commencement.-(1) This Ordinance 
may be called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Irrigation and 
Drainage Authority Ordinance, 2001 (AKIDA Ordinance, 2001). 

(2) It shall come into force at once. 

2. Constitution of the Authority:- (1) There shall be established 
an Authority to be known as Azad Jammu & Kashmir Irrigation 
and Drainage Authority. 

(2) The Authority shall be a body corporate having 
perpetual succession and a common seal with power to acquire 
hold and dispose of property and shall be the said name sue and 
be sued. 
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3. Composition of the Authority:- (1)  The Authority shall consist 
of such number of members as may be notified by the 
Government. 

(2) Chief Secretary, Azad Govt. of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir shall be the Chairman of the Authority. 

(3) Not less than six members shall be farmers and the 
number of non farmer members shall not exceed the number of 
farmer members. 

(4) In the absence of the Chairman in a meeting the 
members present in the meeting may elect a member from 
amongst themselves to act as Chairman of the meeting. 

4. Board of Management:-(1) Subject to the control and guidance 
of the Authority the management of the affairs of the Authority 
shall be carried out by the Board of Management appointed by 
the Authority with the prior approval of the Government and 
comprising a Managing Director and two general Manager. 

(2) The Management Director and the General Managers 
shall have technical background and practical experience in the 
profession relevant to their job description. 

5. Powers and duties of the Authority:- The Authority shall have 
the following powers and duties; 

(1) to receive irrigation supplies from Springs, streams, 
Nullahs, Canals drains, Hill torrents, Natural lakes, reservoirs, 
underground water reservoirs and Rivers falling within Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir Territory and deliver the same in agreed 
quantities to the various water users. To ensure conveyance of 
drainage effluent to the out fall in co-ordination with Users and 
Farmers Organizations as the case may be; 

(2) to exercise all the powers under the canal and Drainage 
Act 1873 as adopted in Azad Jammu & Kashmir and any other 
law for the time being in force relating to the subject matter of 
these Ordinances; 

(3) to fix the rates in consultation with the Government for 
the supply of irrigation water and of the drainage cess payable 
for the disposal of the drainage effluent; 

(4) to levy appropriate surcharge for late payment and 
recover arrears from defaulters under the Land Revenue Act 
provided that in case the Government declares a remission, 
waiver, re-scheduling or suspension of payment of any of the 
dues of the Authority, the same shall be debited to the account of 
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the Government who shall simultaneously notify how the 
Authority shall be compensated for the loss thereby caused to the 
Authority or any other entity established under this Ordinance; 

(5) to formulate and implement policies in the water 
resources sector with a view to continuously improve and 
achieve effective, economical and efficient utilization, 
preservation and improvement of such water resources by the 
water users of Azad Jammu and Kashmir on a sustainable basis;  

(6) to formulate and implement policy guidelines and 
procedures for the proper and efficient exercise of powers 
available under the Ordinance by the various entities and their 
directors and employees and to prescribe training requirements 
and programmes which may be conducted by the various entities 
under this Ordinance in this behalf; 

(7) to conduct any inquiries and hear any complaints and 
adjudicate on any disputer or differences of opinion between the 
Authority and different entities established under this Ordinance 
and any individual and the said entities in accordance with the 
principles of natural justice relevant them and to faithfully and 
punctually implement such decisions as per letter and spirit 
thereof; 

(8) to prescribe and adhere to procedures for the filing of 
documentation regarding water allocation in Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir and all concession licenses and leases granted by any 
entity under this Ordinance and to ensure availability thereof to 
the general public for inspection and taking of copies thereof; 

(9) to establish criteria and procedures for granting,  
modifying, reassign, renewing, suspending or revoking any 
concessions, licenses or sublease granted by the Authority to any 
other entity or person and for the management of the 
infrastructure in the event of suspension or revocation of a 
concession, license or sublease; 

(10) to operate and maintain the irrigation tube-wells, 
drainage, storage reservoirs and flood control infrastructure in 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir including hill torrent control and 
development works for irrigation of adjoining lands including 
watershed management practice in catchment areas;   

(11) to plain, design, construct, and improve the irrigation, 
drainage, storage reservoirs and flood control system with a view 
to ensure optimal utilization of the water resources of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir on an equitable and efficient basis; 
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improve the policies and procedures relevant to the management 
of finances and maintenance of the accounts of the Authority as 
well as for the inventory and assets valuation and disposal and 
for the recruitment, promotion, retirement (upon attainment of 
age of superannuation or otherwise) and earlier conclusion of 
employment of the employees of the Authority; 

(22) to formulate financial policies aimed at ensuring that the 
finances of the Authority are managed in a consistent, 
conservative and diligent manner as to protect its assets 
including providing for their maintenance and periodic 
replacement as necessary, preserve its capital and reserves, and 
promptly service its debts and obligation; 

(23) to formulate, adapt and implement policies aimed at 
promoting, formation growth and development of Area Water 
Boards, Farmers Organizations and compilation and faithful 
monitoring of the results thereof as per the requirements 
prescribed under this Ordinance and to ensure orderly and 
systematic induction thereof into the operations of the Authority; 

(24) to prepare or cause to be prepared and regularly update 
or cause to be updated Staffing, Operational and Financial Plans; 

(25) to prepare and implement policies with a view to ensure 
that the staffing levels within the Authority and other entities 
under this Ordinance conform with the corresponding levels 
indicated the Staffing, Operational and Financial Plans prepared 
and updated as above; 

(26) to formulate and implement policies with a view to 
ensure that the Authority and other entities as the case may be 
under this Ordinance become fully operative as self  supporting 
and financially self sustaining entities, to the extent of full 
recovery of O & M cast of canals and subsidiary drains within a 
period of 7 to 10 years; 

(27) to formulate implement and regularly update policies, 
studies and research programs with a view to development and 
management of water resources, solve and eliminate and prevent 
water logging and salinity and to develop irrigated agriculture in 
Azad Jammu & Kashmir. 

(28) to conduct studies with a view to regularly analyze and 
evaluate the impact of the operations and policies of the 
Authority on the ecology and environment within the view to 
establish the various available options for the minimization of 
the adverse impact of such operations and policies, if any, and to 
adapt the optimal options for further Action; 
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(29) to coordinate and regulate the measures being 
undertaken or required to be undertaken in Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir for recording and gauging surface water, monitoring of 
groundwater table and quality of water and the compilation of 
data relevant thereto and in this regard to establish and regularly 
maintain proper liaison with similar work being undertaken in 
other Provinces of Pakistan; 

(30) to cause studies surveys, experiments, technical 
investigations and research to be conducted in connection with 
or regarding the functions and duties of the Authority or of any 
other entity under this Ordinance; 

(31) to publish or cause to be published various policies, 
details, data and information relevant to the affairs of the 
Authority on a regular basis and to ensure reasonable access of 
the public to the same. 

6. Right of Entry:- (1) The Managing Director, or any other 
person authorized by him in writing, may, after reasonable prior 
notice to that effect, enter upon and survey any land, erect pillars 
for the determination of intended lines of work make borings and 
excavations and do all other acts which may be necessary for the 
preparation and implementation of any scheme under any 
provision of this Ordinance. 

(2) If the affected land does not vest in the Authority, the 
power conferred by the above sub-section shall be exercised in 
such manner as to cause the least interference with and damage 
to such land and the rights of the owner thereof. 

(3) When any person enters into or upon any land pursuant 
to sub-section (1) above, he shall, at the time of such entry or as 
soon thereafter as may be practicable but in no case later than 
(60) days from the date of such entry, pay or tender payment for 
all necessary damage likely to be caused on account of any 
operations proposed to be carried out or carried out under sub-
section (1) above. 

(4) In case of any dispute the same shall be referred to the 
Collector/Deputy Commissioner of the district who shall decide 
the same within a maximum period of 60 days from the date of 
such reference. 

7. Arrangement with local bodies or other agency:- (1) As soon 
as any scheme has been completed by the authority or at a later 
date, the Authority may arrange by a written agreement with a 
Local Body or other agency within whose jurisdiction any 
particular area covered by the scheme lies, to take over and 
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maintain any of the works comprising such scheme in the said 
area. 

(2) The Government shall have the power to direct the 
Authority to handover any schemes completed by the latter to 
any agency of the Government or Local Bodies or take over such 
schemes completed by any agency; 

(3) In any such Case, the Authority shall be entitled to 
receive the expenditure incurred on such schemes. 

8. Control over State Water Resources:- Subject to the Indus 
Water Treaty (1960) and Water Apportionment Accord (1991) 
the Authority shall have control over all the rivers, canals, 
streams, hill torrents, public springs, natural lakes, reservoirs 
(except such reservoirs as are under the control of WAPDA) and 
underground water resources within Azad Jammu & Kashmir to 
give effect to schemes to prepared under this Ordinance in  
relation to public purposes. 

9. Appointment of officers, servants etc:- The Authority may 
employ such officers and servants, or appoint such experts or 
consultants as it may consider necessary for the performance of 
its functions, on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit. 

10. Delegation of Powers to Managing Director etc:- The 
authority may, by general or special order, delegate to the 
managing Director, a Member of the Board of management or 
officer or servant of the Authority any of its powers, duties or 
functions under this Ordinance subject to such conditions as it 
may deem fit to impose. 

11. Persons serving in the Azad Kashmir Public Works 
Department:- (1) Powers and duties exercised and performed by 
Public Works Department in this behalf shall, subject to any 
other provision contained herein, on coming in force of this 
ordinance, shall become employees of the authority as may 
notified from time to time by Government of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir to exercise powers and perform duties in this behalf 
after the enforcement of this ordinance; 

(2) Employees under sub-section (1) shall serve the 
Authority on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed by 
rules and regulations of the Authority but in any case not less 
favorable than the existing term and conditions of service; 

(3) The Authority shall through adoption of policies of 
hiring, free reassignment, non-replacement of employees retiring 
upon attainment of age of superannuation and providing 
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functioning of the pilot project. 

15. Transfer of rights and liabilities:- Upon coming into force of 
this Ordinance all assets and liabilities ad all rights and 
obligations of Azad Kashmir Public Works Department shall 
stand transferred to the authority, on such terms and conditions 
particularly as regards use and disposal of the said assets as may 
be presented by the Government. 

16. Rules:- The Government may by notification, make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 

17. Regulations:- The Authority may by notification make 
regulations not inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance 
and the rules made thereunder for the administration and 
management of the affairs of the Authority. 

18. Removal of Difficulties:- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any of the provisions of this Ordinance the Government may 
make such orders, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance as may appear to it be necessary for the purpose of 
removing the difficulty. 

19. Repeal:- The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Irrigation and Drainage 
Authority (Amendment) Ordinance, 2001(Ordinance VIII of 
2001) is hereby repealed.

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to provide for levy of sales tax on services rendered or provided in Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to provide for levy of sales tax on 
services rendered or provided in Azad Jammu and Kashmir and for 
matters ancillary thereto or connected therewith; 

AND WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly is not in session 
and the President is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it 
necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
the sub-section (1) of section 41 of the Azad Jammu & Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
the following Ordinance:- 

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Ordinance may be 
called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Sales Tax (Tax on 
Services) Ordinance, 2001. 

(2) It extends to whole of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

(3) It shall come into force at once and shall be deemed to 
have taken effect on the 1st day of July, 2000. 

2. Interpretation.- In this Ordinance, unless there is anything 
repugnant in the subject or context, the words and expression 
used but not defined shall have same meaning as in the Sales Tax 
Act, 1990; 

3. Scope of Tax.- (1) Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, 
there shall be charged, levied and paid a tax known as sales tax 
at the rate of fifteen percent of the value of the taxable services 
rendered or provided in the Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

 (2) The tax shall be charged and levied on the services 
specified in the schedule to this Ordinance in the same manner 
and at the same time, as if it were a sales tax leviable under 
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Section 3, 3A or 3AA as the case may be,of the Sales Tax Act, 
1990. 

 (3) All the provisions of the Sales Tax Act, 1990 and rules 
and notifications, orders and instructions issued thereunder shall, 
mutatis mutandis, apply to the collection and payment of tax 
under this Ordinance in so far as they related to- 

(a) manner, time and mode of payment; 

(b) registration and de-registration; 

(c) keeping of records and audit; 

(d) enforcement and adjudication; 

 (e) penalties and prosecution; and 

 (f) all other allied and ancillary matters.

f) delegate any of its powers to any member or to any 
officer or employee in the employment of the Board. 

7. POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE CHAIRMAN.- (1) The 
Chairman of the Foundation shall:- 

(a) preside the meetings of the Board of Governors of 
Executive Committee and shall exercise a costing vote in 
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the event of tie among other member; 

(b) ensure through the Secretary of the Board that all 
policies and decisions of the Foundation are 
implemented; and 

(c) keep apprised the members of the Foundation of the 
progress and important development of any of the 
Foundation and its industrial, commercial and welfare 
schemes. 

(2) The Chairman may issue letters, orders or instructions 
on behalf of the Foundation to exercise any powers on behalf of 
the Foundation and it shall be presumed that he had issued and 
exercise the same after full consultation with members of the 
Foundation and the same shall not be called in question; 

8. MEETINGS OF THE BOARD.- (1) The Chairman may 
convene meetings of the Board at such time and place as he may 
deem necessary and convene for the transitions of the business. 
At least two meeting of the Board shall be held during a financial 
year: 

  Provided that the Chairman may ask the Vice-Chairman 
to preside over the meeting of the board. 

(2) half of members excluding the Chairman shall from the 
quorum at a meeting of the Board. 

(3) Non Official members of the Board shall be entitled to 
get actual travelling and lodging expenses from the Foundation 
fund as and when they travel from one place to another to 
participate in Board meeting, while the government functionaries 
shall be entitled to get TA/DA from their parents departments in 
accordance with the prevailing government rules. 

(4) The Chairman, or in his absence the Vice Chairman, 
shall preside over the meetings of the Board and his decisions 
regarding the conduct of the business shall be final. 

(5) A matter shall be decided on the basis of a simple 
majority of the members present in the meeting. 

(6) Vice Chairman and the Secretary shall be eligible to the 
vote and the Chairman shall only exercise his casting vote in 
case of a tie.    

9. MODES OF ASSISTANCE TO THE MEMBERS OF THE 
FOUNDATION.- (1)  The Secretary may, prior approval of the 
Chairman and in accordance with the rate of assistance 
determine by the Board, make payments out of Foundation Fund 
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to the members or their heirs, as the case may be, on the 
following occurrences/occasions, if the matter has been reported 
on prescribed form:- 

(a) in case of death of a member as burial expenses; 
(b) in case of marriage of daughter of a member; 
 Provided that no member shall be entitled to receive 

such assistance more than once; and  
(c) in case a member in seriously injured due to some 

accident and is admitted in a hospital or is suffering from 
a serious disease and is hospitalized or has been advised 
a major operation by an official surgeon or has been 
operated upon. 

(2) Every year one member, selected through draw of ballots 
shall be financed out of a Board Fund to perform Hajj: 
 Provided that the members who had already perform 
Hajj shall not be eligible for the assistance.  
(3) The Board will entertain and consider requests from 
members for grant of education/training scholarship to such 
children of its members who, after intermediate, have secured 
admission in professional institutions.  
(4) The Board may grant assistance to the members in such 
other matters which have not been enumerated in clause (a), (b) 
and (c) to this Section.  

10. FUNCTIONS OF THE SECRETARY.- (1) The Secretary 
shall.- 
(a) have the powers to control and supervise all the 

industrial, commercial welfare or others activities of the 
Foundation and shall also coordinate with the 
Government;  

(b) with the approval of the Board deal with; the 
Government for the purpose of the making any 
presentation and for taking of action to obtain any 
concession, privilege or right from the Government or 
any authority; 

(c) subject to the control of the Board, be responsible for 
running the foundation and cause the orders and decision 
of Chairman and the Board of Governors to be carried 
out; 

(d) take all possible steps to ensure that the funds of the 
Foundation are spent on the purpose for which they are 
provide; 
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(e) prepare and submit to the Board of Governors the 
audited annual statements of accounts and budget 
estimate for approval; 

(f) conduct the official correspondence of the Foundation 
under the authority of the Chairman; and 

(g)  perform such other duties as may be assigned to him by 
the Board. 

(2) All meetings of the Board shall be convened by the 
Secretary under the direction of the Chairman of the Board.  

11. HONORARIUM.- In lieu of their services for the Foundation 
Vice Chairman, Secretary and the other government officers or 
officials appointed to maintain and keep the office of the 
Foundation shall be paid honorarium out of the Foundation Fund 
at the rate of prescribed by the Rules. 

 EXPLANATION.- The other Government officers or officials 
shall be nominated by the Secretary with the consultation of the 
Vice Chairman. 

12. AUDIT.-(1) Foundation shall be audited once every year by the 
Accountant General Azad Jammu and Kashmir or any officer 
authorized by him. 

 (2) The Secretary shall, as soon as the accounts have been 
audited, submit to the Board the audited statements of accounts 
along with any observations there on. 

13 CONTRIBUTION.- The members of the Foundation shall 
contribute to the foundation every month according to the 
prescribed Financial Rules. 

14. HEAD OFFICE.-The head office of the Foundation shall be at 
Muzaffarabad. However, the Foundation may establish sub-
offices at such other places, as it deems necessary.  

15. POWERS TO MAKE RULES.-The Government may make 
rules to carry out the purposes of this Ordinance.

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Ordinance may be 
called the Code of Criminal Procedure (Amendment)

2. Adaptation of amendments of the Code of Criminal 
Procedure 1898:-  In the Code of Criminal Procedure 1898

1. Short title, extent and commencement.-(1) This Ordinance 
may called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Cease Fire Line 
Incidents Relief (Amendment) Ordinance, 2002.

(4) Subject to subsection (3), on commencement of this 
Ordinance, all cases pending before a trial court in which a child 
is accused of an offence, shall stand transferred to the Juvenile 
Court having jurisdiction.  

(5) The Juvenile Court not, merely by reason of a change in 
its composition, or transfer of a case under subsection (4), be 
bound to recall or rehear any witness who has given evidence 
and may act on the evidence already recorded.  

(6) On takingcognizanceof an offence, the Juvenile Court 
shall decide the case within four months. 

5. No joint trial of a child and adult person.- (1) Notwithstanding 
anything contained in Section 239 of the Code, or any other law 
for the time being in force, no child shall be charged with or tried 
for an offence together with an adult.  

(2) If a child is charged with commission of an offence for 
which under section 239 of the Code, or any other law for the 
time being in force, such child could be tried together with an 
adult, the court-taking cognizance of the offence shall direct 
separate trial of the child by the Juvenile Court.  

6. Procedure of Juvenile Courts.- (1) A Juvenile Court shall, 
unless provided otherwise in this Ordinance, follow the 
procedure provided for in the Code.  

(2) A Juvenile Court shall not ordinarily take up any other 
case on a day when the case of a child accused is fixed for 
evidence on such day.  

(3) No person shall be present at any sitting of a Juvenile 
Court except.- 

a) members and officers of the juvenile court; 

b) parties to the case before the juvenile court and 
such other persons who are directly concerned 
with the proceedings including the police 
officers;  

c) such other persons as the juvenile court directs 
to be present; and  

d) guardian of the child.  

(4) At any stage during the course of the trial of a case under 
this Ordinance, the Juvenile Court may, in the interest of such 
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station in which the child is detained shall, as soon as may be, 
inform;  

a) the guardian of the child if he can be found, of such 
arrest and inform him the time, date and name of the 
juvenile court before which the child shall be produced; 
and  

b) the concerned Probation Officer to enable him to obtain 
such information about the child and other material 
circumstances which may be of assistance to the juvenile 
court for making inquiry.  

(2) Where a child accused of a non-bailable offence is 
arrested, he shall without any delay and in no case later than 
twenty-four hours from such arrest, be produced before the 
juvenile court.  

(3) Without prejudice to the provisions of the Code, a child 
accused of a bailable offence shall, if already not released under 
section 496 of Code, be released by the juvenile court on bail, 
with or without surety, unless it appears that there are reasonable 
grounds for believing that the release of the child shall bring him 
into association with any criminal or expose the child to any 
danger, in which case the child shall be placed under the custody 
of a Probation Officer or a suitable person or institution dealing 
with the welfare of the children, if parent or guardian of the child 
is not present, but shall not under any circumstances be kept in a 
police station or jail in such cases.  

(4) The juvenile court shall, in a case where a child is not 
granted bail under sub-section (3) direct for tracing the guardian 
of such child and where the guardian of the child is traced out, 
the juvenile court may immediately release the child on bail.  

(5) Where a child under the age of fifteen years is arrested 
or detained for an offence which is punishable with 
imprisonment of less than ten years, he shall betreated as if he 
was accused of commission of a bailable offence.  

(6) No child under the age of fifteen years shall be arrested 
under any of the laws dealing with preventive detention or under 
the provisions of Chapter VIII of the Code.  

(7) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code and 
except where a juvenile court is of the opinion that the delay in 
the trial of the accused has been occasioned by an act or 
omission of the accused or any other person acting on his behalf 
or in exercise of any right or privilege under any law for the time 
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being in force, a child who, for commission of an offence, has 
been detained, shall be released on bail,- 

a) if, being accused of an offence punishable with death has 
been detained for such an offence for a continuous 
period exceeding one year and whose trial for such an 
offence has not concluded;  

b) if, being accused of any offence punishable for 
imprisonment for life has been detained for such an 
offence for a continuous period exceeding six months 
and whose trial for such offence has not concluded; or  

c) who, being accused of any offence not punishable with 
death, or imprisonment for life, has been detained for 
such an offence for a continuous period exceeding four 
months and whose trial for such an offence has not 
concluded: 

Provided that where a child of the age of fifteen years or 
above is arrested, the Court may refuse to grant bail if there are 
reasonable grounds to believe that such child is involved in an 
offence which in its opinions is serious, heinous, gruesome, 
brutal, sensational in character or shocking to public morality or 
he is a previous convict of an offence punishable with death or 
imprisonment for life.  

11. Release on probation.-  Where on conclusion of an inquiry or 
trial, the Juvenile Court finds that a child has committed an 
offence, then notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained 
in any law for the time being in force, the Juvenile Court may, if 
it thinks fit,- 

a) direct the child offender to be released on probation for 
good conduct and place such child under the care of 
guardian or any suitable person executing a bond with or 
without surety as the court may require, for the good 
behavior and well-being of the child for any period not 
exceeding the period of imprisonment awarded to such 
child: 

Provided that the child released on probation be 
produced before the juvenile court periodically on such 
dates and time as if may direct;  

b) make an order directing the child offender to be sent to a 
borstal institution until he attains the age of eighteen 
years or for the period of imprisonment, whichever is 
earlier;

c) reduce the period of imprisonment or probation in the 
case where the court is satisfied that further 
imprisonment or probation shall be unnecessary.  

12. Orders that shall not be passed with respect to a child.-  
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in any law 
for the time being in force, no child shall be.- 

a) awarded punishment of death, or ordered to labour 
during the time spent in any borstal or such other 
institution; and  

b) handcuffed, put in fetters or given any corporal 
punishment at any time while in custody:  

Provided that where there is reasonable 
apprehension of the escape of the child from custody, he 
may be handcuffed.   

13. Appeal, etc.-  (1)  A child convicted on a trial by a juvenile 
court, or any other person on his behalf, may, within thirty days 
from the date of such order, prefer an appeal in accordance with 
the provisions of the Code.  

 (2) The Government or any person aggrieved by an order of 
acquittal passed by a juvenile court, may, within thirty days 
prefer an appeal against such order in accordance with the 
provisions of section 417 of the Code.  

14. Ordinance not to derogate from other laws.-The provisions of 
this Ordinance shall be in addition to, and not in derogation of, 
any other law for the time being in force.  

15. Power to make rules.-The Government may, by notification in 
the official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Ordinance.

 (2) The Authority Fund shall be kept in a scheduled bank 
and shall be operated according to rules and regulations of the 
Government.  

 (3) To the credit of the Authority Fund shall be placed all 
funds received by the Authority and the Fund shall consist of,-  

(a) grants made by the Government;  

(b) income from users fee, license fees and income from 
supply of blood; 

(c) funds provided by the Federal Government;  

(d) foreign aids, grants and loans negotiated and raised by 
the Authority with the prior approval of the Government;  

(e) all other sums received by the Authority, such as fee, 
damages, costs, refunds, forfeiture, sale proceeds, lease 
money, rentals and fines renewal and fees;  

(f) income from the sale of assets; and  

(g) royalty and income from sale proceeds of published 
research work contributions and donations.  

9. Accounts of Authority.- (1)The Authority shall maintain 
complete and accurate books of accounts of its actual expenses 
and receipts in such manner as the Government may, in 
consultation of the Accountant General Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir, determine.  

 (2) The accounts of the Authority shall be audited annually 
by the Auditor-General Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

10. Responsibilities of blood banks.- Every blood bank shall.- 

(a) have a separate department, staff and equipment for the 
purpose of blood donations and for selection, handling, 
care and safety of the donors;  

(b) select donors of blood in accordance with the 
instructions issued by the Authority;  

(c) cause the donated blood and blood products to be 
screened, examined and tested in accordance with the 
instructions issued by the Government for detection of 
any communicable disease;  

(d) possess equipment required for hemoglobin estimation, 
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blood grouping, cross matching, anti-bodies detection 
and screening of infectious agents, such as human 
immunodeficiency, hepatitis viruses, malaria and 
syphilis;  

(e) equip itself with proper refrigeration of blood and blood 
products and make arrangements for un-interrupted 
power supply for refrigeration;  

(f) observe standard operating procedures approved by the 
Authority and specified in the Schedule;  

(g) not accept blood from professional blood donors; and 

(h) submit periodical reports in respect of donations of the 
blood received by it with breakup of blood groups, 
detection of anti-bodies and screening of infectious 
agents.  

11. AJK Safe Blood Donation Committee.- The Government may, 
for the purpose of creating awareness of availability of safe 
blood and motivation for voluntary blood donation, set up a 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir Safe Blood Donation Committee 
consisting of Philanthropists, social workers and such other 
persons as it may deem appropriate. 

12. Penalty for contravention.- (1) Any person contravening the 
provision of this Ordinance shall be punishable with 
imprisonment for a term which may extend to one year, or with 
fine which may extend to hundred thousand rupees, or with both.  

 (2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1) if the 
Authority is satisfied that any blood bank has contravened the 
provisions of this Ordinance it may,- 

(i) issue an adverse findings report and put the blood bank 
on probation; 

(ii) cause cessation of operation by the blood bank; 

(iii) seize and prevent the release of blood or blood products 
that violate prescribed regulations, or are considered 
unsafe;  

(iv) de-register the blood bank; and  

(v) debar the registration of the blood bank temporarily or 
permanently. 

(3) For purpose of this section, the incharge of a blood bank 
shall personally be held responsible for any contravention taking 
place in the blood bank. 
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13. Cognizance of the contravention.-  (1)  No court shall take 
cognizance of any contravention under this Ordinance, except on 
a complaint in wiring made by the Chairman of the Authority or 
a person authorized by him in this behalf.  

 (2) Notwithstanding anything in the Code of Criminal 
Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898),- 

(a) no court other than a Magistrate of the first class shall 
try an offence under this Ordinance; and  

(b) it shall be lawful for any Magistrate of the first class to 
pass any sentence authorized by this Ordinance.  

14. Power to make Rules.-   (1) The Authority may, with the 
prior approval of the Government and by notification in the 
official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of this 
Ordinance.

(iv) safety measure to be adopted in blood banks and 
laboratories; and 

(v) screening and examination of blood and blood products 
for detection of infectious agents.

BIO SAFETY MEASURES 

(1) Hands to be washed before and after each procedure, 
between each patient, before and after using gloves.  

(2) No work inside the laboratory shall be carried with 
exposed skin, cuts and lesions.  

(3) Blood shall be drawn through new disposable, properly 
sterilized syringes and needles.  

(4) Blood shall not be pipette by mouth.  

(5) A freshly prepared solution of 01% sodium hypochlorite 
should always be available in the blood bank for 
sterilization of re-usable equipment e.g. pipettes, 
scissors,  flasks and other equipment.  

(6) Needles and other sharp instruments shall always be kept 
in rigid plastic, glass or metallic containers.  

(7) Needles shall be properly capped.  

(8) Decontaminated material shall be autoclaved or burnt 
and burred at a scientific landfill site.  

(9) Contaminated laboratory and other clothing be 
autoclaved before sending them for washing.  

(10) Work surfaces shall be decontaminated with 10% 
sodium hypochlorite solution, bleach and soap at the end 
of each day.  

(11) At the end of work, hand shall be washed with soap or 
disinfectant.

12. Employees of the Authorities.-(1) The Authority may employ 
such officers, advisors, consultation and employees in its service 
as may be necessary for the efficient performance of its functions 
in such manner and on such terms and conditions as may be 
prescribed by the Authority.

specially entrusted to it by the AJK Government, or other 
authority concerned.  

5. Kashmir Highway Council.-(1) There shall be established a 
Kashmir Highway Council consisting of: 

a.  The Prime Minister,  
Azad Government of the State of Jammu & 
Kashmir   

Chairman 

b.  The Minister for Communication & Works Member  
c. The Minister for Local Govt. & Rural 

Development,  
Member 

d. The Chief Secretary Member 
e. The Additional Chief Secretary (Dev.) Member 
f.  The Secretary Finance Department  Member 
g.  The Secretary Communication & Works Member 
h.  The Managing Director, KHA Member/ 

Secretary 
(2) The meetings of the Council shall be called by the 
Secretary of the Council at least twice a year or at any such date 
and time as may be specified by the Chairman.  

(3) The Minister for Communications may, on the 
recommendation of the Board accord anticipatory approval to 
any matter which falls within the jurisdiction of the Council. 

6. Powers and functions of the Council.-(1) The functions of the 
Council shall be :- 

(a) to approve five years plans and perspective plans, 
prepared by the Board in consultation with the Planning 
and Development Department, for the construction, 
development, repair and maintenance of Kashmir 
Highways and strategic roads specially entrusted to the 
Authority by the Government or other authority 
concerned.; 

(b) to lay down national policies and guidelines to be 
followed by the Authority in the performance of its 
functions; 

(c) to review and reappraise projects; and  

(d) to approve the annual budget of the Authority. 
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(2) The Council shall have power to control direct and 
regulate the affairs of the Authority. 

7. Management.-(1) The general direction and administration of 
the Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Executive Board 
which may exercise all powers, perform all functions and do all 
acts and things which may be exercised, performed or done by 
the Authority. 

 (2) The Board shall consist of: 

1. The Managing Director, KHA Managing 
Director  

2.  Additional Secretary (Finance)  Member  
3. Member of Additional Secretary, (Planning 

& Development Department) 
Member 

4. Additional Secretary Communication & 
Works Department 

Member 

5. Chief (Communication) (Planning & 
Development Department)  

Member 

6.  Superintending Engineer Highways Member 
 (3) The meetings of the Board shall be held at least once in 

3 months. 

 (4) The Managing Director or in his absence, a Member 
authorized by him in this behalf, and three Members shall 
constitute a quorum for a meeting of the Board.   

8. Functions of Board.-(1) Functions of Board shall be: 

(a) to consider and approve proposals, schemes and projects 
exceeding fifty million rupees but not exceeding one 
hundred million rupees and to consider and 
recommended, to CDWP or ECNEC proposals, schemes 
and projects exceeding one hundred million rupees.  

(b) to consider progress reports of the Authority; 

(c) to perform such others functions as may be delegated to 
act by the Council; 

(d) to recommend for approval the annual budget of the 
Authority and  

(e) to approve projects to be funded through toll and other 
receipts from operation of highways. 

9. Managing Director, his duties, functions and powers.-(1) The 
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Council shall appoint the Managing Director who shall be the 
Chief Executive of the Authority and shall exercise such powers 
and perform such functions as may be specified by the Council.  

 (2) The Managing Director shall receive such salary and 
allowances, subject to such conditions of services as may be 
determined by the Government. 

 (3) The Managing Director shall have the power to approve 
projects of emergent nature, maintenance, rehabilitation and 
construction affecting traffic movement and safety of structures 
up to fifty million rupees and to recommend for approval, 
proposals, schemes and projects exceeding fifty million rupees to 
the Executive Board.  

 (4) The Managing Director on the recommendation of the 
Executive Board shall have the power to re-appropriate funds 
from one project to another on the basis of progress of projects.     

CHAPTER-III 
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE AUTHORITY   

10. The Powers of the Authority.-(1) The Authority may take such 
measures an exercise such powers as it considers necessary or 
expedient for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance.  

 (2) Without prejudice to the generality of the powers 
conferred by sub-section (1) the Authority may for carrying out 
the purposes of this Ordinance,- 

i. advise the Government on matters relating to Kashmir 
Highway and strategic roads; 

ii. acquire any land in accordance with legal procedure and 
obtain and dispose of moveable and immovable property 
or interests therein; 

iii. undertake any work specified in sub-section (1) and (2) 
of Section 11; 

iv. incur expenditure on works specified in clause (iii); 

v. procure plant, machinery, instruments and materials 
required for its use; 

vi. enter into and perform all such contracts as it may 
consider necessary; 

vii. levy, collect or cause to be collected tolls on Kashmir 
Highway, strategic roads and such other roads as may be 
entrusted to it and bridges thereon; 
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12. Powers to eject unauthorized occupants.-(1) Subject to rules, 
the Authority shall have power to summarily eject any 
unauthorized occupant of Kashmir Highway or strategic road or 
proposed site thereof and demolish and remove any structure 
thereon, and to use such force, including police force, as may be 
necessary for the purpose and to recover the cost thereof from 
the person responsible for such occupation or obstruction.   

CHAPTER-IV 

ESTABLISHMENT  

13. Appointment of officers, servants etc.-(1) The Authority may 
from time to time employ such officers and staff, or appoint such 
experts or consultant as it may consider necessary for the 
performance of its functions, on such terms and conditions as 
approved by the Council. 

 (2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), 
any rule made or order or instruction issued by the Authority or 
in the terms and conditions of service of any person employed by 
or serving under the Authority the Authority may at any time 
terminate the services of any person after giving him not less 
than sixty days notice or pay for the period by which such notice 
falls short of sixty days.  

 (3) Service under the Authority is hereby declared to be 
service of Government of AJ&K and every person holding a post 
under the Authority, not being a person who is on deputation to 
the Authority from the Government shall be deemed to be a civil 
servant for the purposes of the Service Tribunals Act 1975. 

14. Recruitment and conditions of service.-(1) The Authority 
shall, with the approval of the Council prescribe the procedure 
for appointment and terms and conditions of service of its 
officers and staff.  

15. Managing Director, etc to be deemed to the public servants.-
The Managing Director, Members, officers and staff of the 
Authority shall, when acting or purporting to act in pursuance of 
any of the provisions of this Ordinance be deemed to be public 
servants within the meaning of Section 21 of the Penal Code 
(Act XLV of  1860). 

16. Delegation of powers to Managing Director, etc.-(1) The 
Authority may be general or special order delegate to the 
Managing Director a Member or officer of the Authority any of 
its powers, duties or functions under this Ordinance subject to 
such conditions as it may think fit to impose.  
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17. Industrial Relation Ordinance, 1969 (XXIII of 1969), not to 
apply.- Nothing contained in the Industrial Relations Ordinance, 
1969 (XXII of 1969) shall apply to or in relation to the 
Authority. 

18. Person Serving Public Works Highways Department.- 

(1) Any person on deputation to the Public Works Highways 
Department immediately before the constitution of the Authority 
shall on the constitution of the Authority be deemed to be on 
deputation to the Authority on the same terms and conditions of 
service to which he was entitled in the Public Works Highways 
Departments. 

 (2) Employees of the Public Works Highways Department 
immediately before the constitution of the Authority including a 
person on deputation to any other organization in AJK or abroad 
may, on the constitution of the Authority, opt to become an 
employee of the Authority. 

 (3) An employee exercising an option under sub-section (2) 
shall become an employee or the Authority on such terms and 
conditions as may be prescribed by rules or regulations.  

 (4) The Government shall contribute to the pension, gratuity 
and final payments of provident fund of a person absorbed in the 
Authority under sub-section (3) in accordance with the rules of 
the Federal Government in force at the time of such absorption. 

19. Authority to be local Authority.- The Authority shall be 
deemed to be a local authority for the purpose of borrowing 
money under the Local Authorities Loans Act 1914 (IX of 
1914). 

CHAPTER V 

REPORTS AND STATEMENT 

20. Submission of yearly reports and returns, etc.-(1) The 
Authority shall submit to the Federal Government, as soon as 
possible after the end of every financial year but before the last 
day of September next following a report on the conduct of its 
affairs for that year.  

 (2) A copy of the report mentioned in sub-section (1) 
together with a copy of the audit report shall be placed by the 
Government before the AJ&K Legislative Assembly shall refer 
the same to its Committee on Public Accounts for scrutiny and 
examination. 

 (3) The Committee on Public Accounts shall scrutinize and 
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vii. all other sums received by the Authority, such as fees, 
damages costs, refunds, forfeitures, sale proceeds, lease 
money, rentals and fines; 

viii. income from the sale of assets, land or vehicle; and  

ix. funds from floating bonds, shares or through any other 
means. 

22. Maintenance of accounts.-The Authority shall maintain 
complete and accurate books of accounts in such forms as may 
be prescribed by it.  

23. Annual statement of accounts.-In the month of January each 
year, the Authority shall submit to the Government for approval 
a statement of the estimated receipts and expenditure in respect 
of the next financial year.  

24. Audit.- (1) The accounts of the Authority shall be audited every 
year by the Auditor General in such manner as may be 
prescribed by the Government.  

 (2) Copies of the audit report shall be sent to the authority 
and with the comments of the Authority to the Government and 
shall also be available for public inspection. 

 (3) The Authority shall carry out any directive issued by the 
Government for rectification of an audit objection. 

CHAPTER VII 

MISCELLANEOUS 

25. Recovery of arrears due as arrears of land revenues.-Any 
sum due to the Authority shall be recoverable as an arrear of land 
revenue.  

26. Land acquisition.-The  acquisition of any land or any interest in 
land for the Authority or for any project under this Ordinance 
shall be deemed to be acquisition for a public purpose within the 
meaning of the Land Acquisition Act, 1984 (I of 1894) and the 
provisions of the said Ordinance shall apply accordingly. 

27. Transfer of rights and liabilities.-(1) As from the 
commencement of this Ordinance all assets and liabilities and all 
rights and obligations of the Public Works Highways 
Department and the Kashmir Highway shall stand transferred to 
the Authority. 

 (2) All contracts made by the Public Works Highways 
Department shall be deemed to be contracts made by the 
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Authority. 

28. Authentication of orders and other instruments of 
Authority.- All orders decisions and other instrument of the 
Authority shall be authenticated by the signature of the 
Managing Director or any officer of the Authority authorized by 
it in this behalf. 

29. Powers to enter.-Subject to any regulation made in this behalf 
any person generally or specially authorized by the Authority 
may whenever it is necessary for the purposes of this Ordinance 
at any reasonable time enter upon any land or premises an.- 

i. make any inspection survey, measurement, valuation or 
enquiry; 

ii. take levels; 

iii. dig or bore into sub-soil; 

iv. set out boundaries and intended lines of work; 

v. make such levels, boundaries and lines by placing marks 
and cutting trenches; 

vi. do such other acts or things as may be prescribed:   

Provided that no such person shall enter any 
boundary or any enclosed court or garden attached to a 
dwelling-house except with the consent of the occupant 
thereof for obtaining which at least twenty-four hours 
notice in writing of his intention to do so has been given 
to the occupant.  

30. Indemnity, etc.-(1) Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed 
as imposing upon the Authority either directly or indirectly any 
duty enforceable by proceedings before any court.  

 (2) No suit, prosecution or other legal Proceedings shall lie 
against the Authority, the Managing Director or any Member, 
officer, servant expert or consultant of the Authority in respect of 
any damage caused or likely to be caused or anything done or 
intended to be done in good faith under this Ordinance or rules 
or regulations.  

31. Rules.-The Government may, by notification in the official 
Gazette make rules for carrying out the purposes of this 
Ordinance. 

32. Regulation.-The Authority may make regulations not 
inconsistent with the rules on all matters for which regulations 
are expedient.  
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33. Removal of difficulties.-If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any of the provisions of this Ordinance, the Government may 
make such order, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may appear to be necessary for the purpose of 
removing the difficulty.

7. Grant of License.- (1) The Builders and Contractor should be 
Registered with Pakistan Engineering Council (PEC).

After issuance of this Ordinance only licensed 
skilled labour shall be engaged for construction and demolition 
of the Building: 

  Provided that the existing skilled labours who have 
already been trained shall obtain the license not later than three 
months from enforcement of this Ordinance. 

8. Inspection of Building under Construction or Demolition.- 
(1) The Agency may, by its notification, authorize one or more 
officer of relevant qualification to inspect buildings under 
construction or demolition in a locally  or localities as may be 
specified in the notification. 

 (2) If the opinion of the officer/officers authorized, that the 
construction of any building is not in accordance with the 
building plan or the specifications approved by the Agency or 
any material used or methodology adopted in the construction is 
substandard or not of the quality or type prescribed, such officer/ 
officers may order in writing or issue any direction, and it shall 
be the responsibility of the builder/contractor and all those 
concerned with the construction of the building to implement 
such direction of he may require that the construction be 
suspended until any further direction is given either by him/them 
or by the Agency, or order that the construction which, in his 
opinion, is defective, be demolished at the cost of the 
builder/contractor or the Owner.  

 (3) If in the opinion of the officer/officers, the demolition of 
any building is dangerous to the adjoining building structure or 
to passerby, or the resident of the locality, the undergoing 
demolition shall be suspended till further direction/instruction by 
the Agency.  

9. Dangerous Building.- (1) Where the officer/officers is satisfied 
that a building is likely to collapse or is so dangerous as to cause 
harm to human life or property, it may by notice required to the 
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shall issue order that all the public activities within premises of 
the building shall be suspended the building be vacated and shut 
down forthwith. Agency may for this purpose use force if 
necessary.  

11. Appeal.- An aggrieved person may file an appeal against any 
order/direction under this Ordinance in a prescribed manner 
within 15 days to the: 

(I) Government in the case the order/direction is made by 
the Agency; and 

(II) Agency, in other cases: 

 Provided that the government or the agency, as the case 
may be, shall nominate the Architect/the Engineer for scrutiny of 
the case before passing final order on appeal.  

12. Disposal of Appeal.- An appeal made under this Ordinance shall 
be disposed of within 45 days of the receipt thereof unless this 
time limit extended from time to time by the Government. 

13. Delegation of power.- Government may, by notification, 
delegate any of the powers vested in it or in the Agency to any 
officer or Authority. 

14. Penalty.- (1) Whoever has construed any provision of this 
Ordinance shall be punished with simple imprisonment for a 
term which may extend to three months or with fine not 
exceeding fifty thousand rupees, or with both.  

 (2) No court shall take cognizance of an offence under this 
Ordinance except upon a complaint in writing made by the 
Agency or any person authorized by it.  

15. Indemnity.- No suit or legal proceedings shall lie against the 
Government or the Agency or any person in respect of anything 
done or intended to be done in good faith under this Ordinance.  

16. Power to make rules.- Government may make rules for the 
purpose of giving effect to the provisions of this Ordinance.  

17. Bye-Laws.- The Government shall make bye-laws to carry out 
the purposes of this Ordinance. 

18. Regulation.- The Government may make regulations to regulate 
the procedure in respect of all or any of matters mentioned in this 
Ordinance.  

19. Ordinance to override other laws.- The provisions of this 
Ordinance shall have effect notwithstanding anything to the 
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contrary contained in any other Act Ordinance, rules, bye-laws 
and regulations for the time being in force.

7. Grant of Certificate of Registration.- On fulfillment of the 
conditions regarding registration by the application, the 
Registering Authority shall issue a Registration Certificate as 
contained in schedule II to this Ordinance.   

8. Cancellation of Registration.- (1) A certificate of registration 
granted under Section 7 may be cancelled by the Registering 
Authority if,  

(i) there is a contravention of any of the provisions, of this 
Ordinance or the rules by or on behalf of incharge of the 
institution. 

(ii) the incharge of the institution has failed to comply with, 
within the specified period, any direction issued under 
the provisions of this Ordinance or the rules; or  

(iii) the institution has ceased to exit.  

(2) In case of a default which can be easily mended, 
opportunity may be given to remove the same within a specified 
time and if the default is not removed within the time so 
specified, the cancellation may follow. 

9. Appeal.- (1) Any person aggrieved by an order made under 
Section 8 may within thirty days of receipt of the order, prefer an 
appeal to the appellate Authority, whose decision shall be final.  

 (2) If the Registering Authority fails to make a decision 
after lapse of two months from the date of receipt of application, 
the applicant may apply to the Appellate Authority for a decision 
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in the matter. The Appellate Authority, after calling for record 
from the Registering Authority, may decide the matter itself or 
make such other appropriate orders as may be deemed just and 
equitable. 

10. Appellate Authority.- The concerned Secretary to the 
Government in the Education Department shall be the Appellate 
Authority, under this Ordinance. 

11. Penalties.- (1) Subject to the provisions of Section 3, whoever 
constitution to run an institution without registration or after 
refusal or cancellation of registration, shall be punished by the 
Registering Authority with fine which the contravention 
continuous.  

 (2) Where the contravention continuous for period of three 
months or more the institution shall be liable to closure by the 
Registering Authority.  

 (3) The amount of fine imposed under this section shall be 
recoverable arrears land revenue: 

  Provided that the registration canceled under sub section 
3 of this section may be restored if the incharge of the institution 
provides a written guarantee to follow the instruction/conditions 
in future and pays an amount equal to 50% of the registration 
fee:  

  Provided further that no order under sub-section (2) shall 
be made without affording to the incharge of the institution an 
opportunity of being heard.   

12. Instruction of Board and University.- Every institution shall 
be bound to follow the instruction issued from time to time by 
the respective Board or University.  

13. Inspection and monitoring.- The Registering Authority or an 
officer authorized by it may inspect or monitor an institution and 
may give direction for compliance with the provision of this 
Ordinance and the rules made there under.  

 (2) The directions under sub-section (1) shall be 
communicated to the incharge of the institution through an order 
in writing and the incharge of the institution shall comply with 
the same within such time as may be specified in the order.  

14. Ban on Affiliation.- No institution established and registered 
under this Ordinance shall grant affiliation to any other 
institution/ branch located within or outside of the territory of 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  
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15. Powers to make Rules.- Government may make rules to carry 
out the purposes of this Ordinance.

5. Appointment of officers, and other employees of the 
commission.- The Government shall provide the Commission 
with such officers, consultants and employees, as it considers 
necessary for carrying out its functions.  

5. Powers and functions of Commission.- (1) Subject to the 
provisions of this Ordinance, the Commission shall have the 
responsibility for laying down the policies, plans and guidelines 
for disaster management.  

 (2) Without prejudice to generality of the provisions in sub-
section (1), the Commission may,-  
(a) lay down policies on disaster management; 

(b) approve the plan for territory of Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir; 

(c) approve plans prepared by the Departments, Divisions & 
Disaster; 

(d) lay down guidelines to be followed by the Government; 

(e) arrange for, and oversee, the provisions of funds for the 
purpose of mitigation measures, preparedness and 
response; and  
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(f) take such other measures for the prevention of disaster, 
or the mitigation, or of preparedness and capacity 
building for dealing with disaster situation as it may 
consider necessary. 

(3) The Chairperson of the Commission shall, in the case of 
emergency, have power to exercise all or any of the powers of 
the Commission but exercise of such powers shall be subject to 
ex post facto ratification by the commission.  

7. Constitution of advisory committee by the commission.-      
(1) The Commission may constitute an advisory committee or 
committees as required, of experts in the field of disaster 
management.  

 (2) The members of the advisory committee shall be paid 
such allowances as may be prescribed by the Government. 

8. Establishment of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Disaster 
Management Authority.- (1) The Government shall, 
immediately after issue of notification under sub-section (1) of 
section 3, establish an Authority to be known as Disaster 
Management Authority (hereinafter referred to as the Authority) 
for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 

 (2) The Authority shall consist of such number of Members 
as may be prescribed and shall include the Chairperson and the 
Director General. 

 (3) There shall be a Director General of the Authority, to be 
appointed by the Government, on such terms and conditions, as 
may be prescribed.  

9. Powers and functions of the Disaster Management 
Authority.- The Authority shall,- 

(a) act as the implementing, coordinating and monitoring 
body for disaster management;  

(b) prepare the plan to be approved by the Commission; 

(c) implement coordinate and monitor the implementation 
of the policy; 

(d) lay down guidelines for preparing disaster management 
plans by different Ministries or Department; 

(e) provide necessary technical assistance to the 
Governments Districts Management Authorities for 
preparing their disaster management plans in accordance 
with the guidelines laid down by the Commission; 
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(f) coordinate repose in the event of any threatening disaster 
situation or disaster; 

(g) lay down guidelines for, or give directions to the 
concerned Ministries or Departments and District 
Management Authorities regarding measures to be taken 
by them in response to any threatening disaster situation 
or disaster; 

(h) for any specific purpose or for general assistance 
requisition the services of any person and such person 
shall be a co-opted member and exercise such power as 
conferred upon him by the Authority in writing. 

(i) promote general education and awareness in relation to 
disaster management; and  

(j) perform such other functions as the Commission may 
require it to perform.  

10. Plan.- (1) There shall be drawn up a plan for disaster 
management for the whole of the territory of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir.  

 (2) The plan shall be prepared by the Authority having 
regard to the policy and in consultation with the expert bodies or 
organizations in the field of disaster management, and approve 
by the Commission.  

 (3) The Plan shall include.- 

(a) measures to be taken for the prevention of disasters or 
the mitigation of their effects; 

(b) measures to be taken for the integration of mitigation 
measures in the development plans; 

(c) measures to be taken preparedness and capacity building 
to effectively respond to any threatening disaster 
situations or disaster; and  

(d) roles and responsibilities of different Ministers or 
Departments of the Government in respect of measures 
specified in clause (a), (b) and (c). 

 (4) The plan shall be reviewed and updated annually. 

 (5) The Government shall make appropriate provisions for 
financing the measures to be carried out under the plan.  

11. Guidelines for minimum standards of relief.- Subject to 
directions of the Commission, the Authority shall lay down 
guidelines for the minimum standards of relief to be provided to 
persons affected by disaster which shall include; 
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(a) the minimum requirements to be provided in the relief 
campus and affectees in relation to shelter, tents, food, 
drinking water, medical cover and sanitation; 

(b) the special provisions to be made for vulnerable groups; 

(c) ex-gratia assistance on account of loss of life as also 
assistance on account of damage to houses and for 
restoration of means of livelihood; and  

(d) such other relief as may be necessary. 

12. Relief in loan repayment, etc.- Subject to such directions as the 
Commission may give, the Authority may, in cases of disasters 
of severe magnitude give directions regarding relief in 
repayment of loans or for grant of fresh loans to the persons 
affected by disaster on such concessional terms as may be 
appropriate. 

CHAPTER III 
District Disaster Management Authority 

13. Constitution of District Disaster Management Authority.-  
(1) The Government shall, as soon as may be after issue of 
notification under sub-section (1) of section 3, by notification in 
the Official Gazette, establish a District Disaster Management 
Authority for every district.  

 (2) The District Authority shall consist of such number of 
members, as may be prescribed by the Government, and unless 
the rules otherwise provide, it shall consist of the following 
members, namely:- 
(a) Deputy Commission of the District who shall be 

Chairperson, ex officio; 
(b) SSP/SP of the District, member, ex officio; 
(c) the District Health Officer, member, ex officio; 
(d) the Assistant Director Civil Defense member, ex-officio; 

and  
(e) such other district level officers, to be appointed by the 

Government  
14. Powers of Chairperson of District Authority.- (1) The 

Chairperson of the District Authority shall, in the case of an 
emergency, have power to exercise all or any of the powers of 
the District Authority but the exercise of such powers shall be 
subject to ex post facto approval of the District Authority. 

15. Powers and functions of District Authority.- (1) The District 
Authority shall be the district planning, coordinating and 
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implementing body for disaster management and take all 
measures for the purpose of disaster management in the district 
in accordance with the guidelines laid down by the Authority.  

 (2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions, the District Authority may.- 

(a) prepare a disaster management plan including district 
response plan for the district; 

(b) Coordinate and monitor implementation of the Policy, 
and Plan; 

(c) ensure that the areas in the district vulnerable to disasters 
are identified and measures for the prevention of 
disasters and the mitigation of its effects are undertaken 
by the departments of the Government at the district 
level as well as by the local authorities; 

(d) ensure that the guidelines for prevention, mitigation, 
preparedness and response measures as laid down by the 
Authority are followed by all departments of the 
Government at the district level and the local authorities 
in the district; 

(e) give directions to different authorities at the district level 
and local authorities to take such other measures for the 
prevention or mitigation of disasters as may be 
necessary; 

(f) lay down guidelines for preparation of disaster 
management plans by the departments of the 
Government at the districts level and local authorities in 
the district; 

(g) monitor the implementation of disaster management 
plans prepared by the Departments of the government at 
the district level; 

(h) lay down guidelines to be followed by the Departments 
of the Government at the district level; 

(i) organize and coordinate specialized training programmes 
for different levels of officers, employees and voluntary 
rescue workers in the district; 

(j) facilities community training and awareness 
programmes for prevention of disaster or mitigation with 
the support of local authorities, governmental and non-
governmental organization; 

(k) set up maintain, review and upgrade the mechanism for

early warnings and dissemination of proper information 
to public; 

(l) prepare, review and update district level response plan 
and guidelines; 

(m) coordinate with, and give guidelines to, local authorities 
in the district to ensure that pre-disaster and post-disaster 
management activities in the district are carried out 
promptly and effectively; 

(n) review development plans prepared by the Departments 
of the Government at the district level, statutory 
authorities of local authorities with a view to make 
necessary provisions therein for prevention of disaster of 
mitigation; 

(o) identify building and places which could, in the event of 
disaster situation be used as relief centres or camps and 
make arrangements for water supply and sanitation in 
such buildings or places; 

(p) establish stockpiles of relief and rescues materials or 
ensure preparedness to make such materials available at 
a short notice; 

(q) provide information to the Authority relating to different 
aspects of disaster management; 

(r) encourage the involvement of non-governmental 
organizations and voluntary social-welfare institutions 
working at the grassroots level in the district for disaster 
management; 

(s) ensure communication systems are in order, and disaster 
management drills are carried out periodically; and  

(t) perform such other functions as the Government may 
assign to it or as it deems necessary for disaster 
management in the District. 

16. District plan.- (1) There shall be a plan for disaster management 
for every district of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

 (2) The District Plan shall be prepared by the District 
Authority having regard to the Plan as prescribed is Section 10. 

 (3) The District Plan shall be reviewed and updated 
annually. 

17. Additional Powers of District Authority.- For the purpose of 
assisting, protecting or providing relief to the community, in 
response to any disaster, the District Authority may,- 
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(a) give directions for the release and use of resources 
available with any department of the Government and 
the local authority in the district; 

(b) control and restrict vehicular traffic to, from and within, 
the vulnerable or affected area; 

(c) control and restrict the entry of any person into, his 
movement within and departure from, a vulnerable or 
affected area; 

(d) remove debris, conduct search and carry out rescue 
operations; 

(e) provide shelter, tent, food, drinking water and essential 
provisions, healthcare and services; 

(f) establish emergency communication systems in the 
affected area; 

(g) make arrangements for the disposal of the unclaimed 
dead bodies; 

(h) direct any Department of the Government or any 
authority or body under the Government at the district 
level to take such measures as are necessary in its 
opinion; 

(i) require experts and consultants in the relevant fields to 
advise and assist as it may deem necessary; 

(j) procure exclusive or preferential use of amenities from 
any authority or persons; 

(k) construct temporary bridges or other necessary structures 
and demolish structure which may be hazardous to 
public or aggravate the effects of the disaster; 

(l) ensure that the non-governmental organizations carry out 
their activities in an equitable and non-discriminatory 
manner; 

(m) take such other steps as may be required or warranted to 
be taken in such a situation.  

CHAPTER IV 
Measures by the Government for Disaster 

Management 

18. Government to take measure.- (1) Subject to the provisions of 
this Ordinance, the Government may take all such measures as it 
deems necessary or expedient for the purpose of disaster 
management.  
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 (2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing provisions, the measures which the Government 
may take shall include measures with respect to all or any of the 
following matters, namely: 

(a) Coordination of actions of the Ministries and department 
of the Government, Authority, governmental and non-
governmental organizations in relation to disaster 
management; 

(b) cooperation and assistance to Governments, as requested 
by them or otherwise deemed appropriate by  it; 

(c) requisition and deployment of armed forces, civil armed 
forces or any other civilian personnel or foreign 
contingents required for the purposes of this Ordinance; 

(d) coordination and mobilization with the United Nations 
agencies, international organizations and government of 
foreign countries specially in disaster prone areas, for the 
purposes of this Ordinance; 

(e) establish institutions for research, training and 
developmental programmes in the field of disaster 
management; and  

(f) such other matters as it deems necessary or expedient for 
the purposes of securing effective implementation of the 
provisions of this Ordinance.  

(3) The Government may extend such support to other 
countries affected by major disaster as it may deem appropriate. 

19. Government to take measures.- Subject to the provisions of 
this Ordinance, the Government shall take all such measures 
specified in the guidelines laid down by the Authority and such 
further measures as it deems necessary or expedient for the 
purpose of disaster management.  

CHAPTER V 
Local Authority 

20. Functions of the local authority.- (1) Subject to the directions 
of the District Authority, a local authority shall,- 

(a) ensure that its officers and employees are trained for 
disaster management; 

(b) ensure that resources relating to disaster management are 
so maintained as to be readily available for use in the 
event of any threatening disaster situation or disaster; 
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(c) ensure that all construction projects under it or within its 
jurisdiction conform to the standards and specifications 
laid down for prevention of disasters and mitigation by 
the Authority and the District Authority; and  

(d) carry out relief, rehabilitation and reconstruction 
activities in  the affected area in accordance with the 
plan and the District Plan.  

(2) The local authority may take such other measures as may 
be necessary for the disaster management.  

CHAPTER VI 
State Institution of Disaster Management 

21. State Institute of Disaster Management.- (1) With effect from 
such date as the Government may, by notification in the Official 
Gazette appoint in this behalf, there shall be established as 
institute to be called the State Institute of Disaster Management. 

 (2) Subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, the State 
Institute of Disaster Management shall be responsible for 
planning and promoting training and research and developing 
core competencies in the area of disaster management, 
documentation and development of national level information 
base relating to disaster management policies, prevention 
mechanism and mitigation measures.  

 (3) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions, the State Institute, for the discharge of its functions, 
may,- 

(a) develop training modules, undertake research and 
documentation in disaster management and organize 
training programs; 

(b) formulate and implement a comprehensive  human 
resource development plan covering all aspects of 
disaster management; 

(c) provide assistance in state level policy formulations; 
(d) provide required assistance to the training and research 

institutes for development of training and research 
programmes for stakeholders including Government 
functionaries; 

(e) provide assistance to the Government in the formulation 
of State level policies, strategies, disaster management 
framework and any other assistance as may be required 
by the Government for capacity-building of 
stakeholders, Government including its functionaries, 
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extend to one year or with fine, or with both, and if such 
obstruction or refusal to comply with such directions result in 
loss of lives or imprisonment for a term which may extend to 
two years, or with fine, or with both.  

28. Punishment for false claim.- Whoever knowingly makes a 
claim which he knows or has reason to believe to be false for 
obtaining any relief or assistance for repair, reconstruction or 
other benefits consequent to disaster from any officer of the 
Government, the Authority or District Authority, shall be 
punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to 
two years or with fine, or with both.  

29. Punishment for false Warning.- Whoever makes or circulates a 
false alarm or warning as to disaster or its severity or magnitude 
leading to panic shall be punishable with imprisonment which 
may extend to one year or with fine. 

30. Failure of officer in duty or his connivance at the 
contravention of the provision of this Ordinance.- Any 
officer, on whom any duty has been imposed by or under this 
Ordinance and who refuses to perform or withdraws himself 
from the duties of his office shall, unless he has obtained the 
express written permission of his official superior or has other 
lawful excuse for so doing, be punishable with imprisonment for 
a term which may extend to one year or with fine.  

CHAPTER X 
Miscellaneous 

31. Prohibition against discrimination.- While providing 
compensation and relief to the victims of disaster, there shall be 
no discrimination on the ground of sex, caste, community, 
descent or religion. 

32. Power of requisition of resources, provisions, vehicles etc., 
for rescue operations, etc.- If it appears to the Authority, 
District Authority or any officer as may be authorized by it in 
this behalf that- 
(a) any resources with any authority or person are needed 

for the purpose of prompt response; 
(b) any premises are needed or likely to be needed for the 

purpose of rescue operations; or  
(c) any vehicle is needed or is likely to be needed for the 

purposes of transport of resources from disaster affected 
areas or transport of resources from disaster affected 
area or transport in connection with rescue, rehabilitation 
or reconstruction: 
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such authority may, by order in writing, requisition such 
resources or premises or vehicle, as the case may be, and may 
make such further orders as may appear to it to be necessary or 
expedient in connection.  

33. Payment of compensation.- Whenever any authority 
requisitions any premises there shall be paid to its owner 
compensation the amount of which shall be determined by taking 
into consideration the rent payable in respect of the premises, or 
if no rent is so payable, the rent payable for similar premises in 
the locality: 

  Provided that any owner of premises being aggrieved by 
the amount of compensation so determined may within thirty 
days make an application to the Government:  

  Provided further that where there is any dispute as to the 
title to receive the compensation or as to the apportionment of 
the amount of compensation, it shall be referred to the 
Government.  

34. Direction to media for communication of warnings, etc.- The 
Authority or a District Authority may give direction to any 
authority or person in control of any audio or audio-visual media 
or such other means of communication as may be available to 
carry and warnings or advisories regarding any impending 
disaster situation or disaster, and authority or person shall 
comply with such direction. 

35. Annual report.- (1) The Authority shall prepare once every 
year, in such from and at such time as may be prescribed by 
rules, an annual report giving a true and full account of its 
activities during the previous year and copies thereof shall be 
forwarded to the Government which shall lay it before the Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir Legislative Assembly.  

 (2) The District Authority shall prepare once every year, in 
such form and at such time as may be prescribed by rules, an 
annual report giving a true and full account of its activities 
during the previous year and copies thereof shall be forwarded to 
the Authority.  

36. Bar of jurisdiction.- No court or tribunal shall have jurisdiction 
to entertain any suit or proceeding in respect of anything done, 
action taken, orders made, direction, instruction or guidelines 
issued by the Government, Authority or District Authority in 
pursuance of any power conferred by, or in relation to its 
functions, by this Ordinance.  

37. Indemnity.- Officer and employees of the Government, 
Authority or District Authority shall be immune from legal 
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process in regard to any warning in respect of any impending 
disaster communicated or disseminated by them in their official 
capacity or any action taken or direction issued by them in 
pursuance of such communication or dissemination. 

38. Action taken in good faith.- No suit or prosecution or other 
proceeding shall lie in any court against the Government or the 
Authority or the Disaster Authority or local authority or any 
officer or employee of the Government or the Authority or the 
District Authority or Local Authority in respect of any work 
done or purported to have been done or intended to be, in good 
faith, done by such authority or Government or such officer or 
employees or such person under the provisions of this Ordinance 
or the rules made thereunder.  

39. Delegation of powers to the Authority.- The Commission may, 
for effective implementation of the policy on disaster 
management, by general or special order delegate to the 
Authority any of its powers or functions under this Act subject to 
such conditions as it may think fit to impose.  

40. Ordinance not be derogate from other laws.- The provisions 
of this Act shall be in addition to, and not in derogation of any 
other law for the time being enforce.  

41. Power to make rules.- The Government may, by notification in 
the Official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Ordinance. 

42. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to the provisions of this Ordinance, the Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, make such order, not 
inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance, as may appear 
to it to be necessary or expedient for the removal of the 
difficulty.

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to providelaw for the establishment of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Mangla Dam Housing Authority 

WHEREAS, the Government of Pakistan felt the necessity of 
raising water level of Mangla Reservoir up to 1250 feet which would 
result in displacement of people living in the territories comprising 
districts of Mirpur and Kotli in Azad Jammu and Kashmir and 
submergence of their properties;  

AND WHEREAS, the Azad Government of the State of Jammu 
and Kashmir, having the support and consensus of the people of State in 
general and those to be displaced in particular, that on 27th day of June 
2003, agreed to the execution of the Mangla Dam Raising Project within 
its territories, as aforesaid, for the wellbeing and prosperity of brethren 
people of Pakistan and Azad Jammu and Kashmir; 

AND WHEREAS, it is expedient to take necessary steps for 
proper discharge of responsibilities of Azad Government of the State of 
Jammu and Kashmir as incurred under the aforesaid agreement; 

AND WHEREAS, the AJK Legislative Assembly is not in 
session and the President is satisfied that the circumstances exist which 
render it necessary to take immediate steps; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
sub-section (1) of Section 41 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President Azad Jammu and Kashmir is 
pleased to make and promulgate the following Ordinance, namely:-  

PART-I 
Preliminary 

1. Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) This Ordinance 
may be called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Mangla Dam 
Housing Authority Ordinance, 2008. 

(2) It shall extend to areas and persons affected by the 
Mangla Dam Raising Project. 
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PART-II 
Constitution of Authority 

3.  Establishment of the Authority.- (1) There shall be established 
an Authority to be known as the Mangla Dam Housing 
Authority, with a principal seat at Mirpur, for carrying out 
purposes of the Ordinance. 

  (2) The Authority shall be a body corporate, having 
perpetual succession and a common seal, with powers subject to 
the provisions of the Ordinance, to acquire and hold property, 
both movable and immovable, and shall by the said name sue 
and be sued. 

 (3) The Chairman of the Authority shall be appointed by the 
Government. 

(4) The Board of Revenue, constituted under the Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir Board of Revenue Act, 1993, shall be 
secretariat of the Authority for all purposes of co-ordination, 
liaison and interaction with the Government. 
(5) The Authority shall consist f such number of gazette, 
non-gazetted and ministerial posts as may, from time to time, be 
sanctioned by the Government. 
(6) All vacancies in the Authority of grade 5 and above shall 
be filled in by borrowing the officers and other staff from other 
departments of the Government on such terms and conditions as 
laid down in the deputation policy, for the time being in vogue: 

 Provided that where suitable persons are not available 
from other departments for appointment under this Ordinance, 
the vacancies may be filled in by initial recruitment and 
preference shall always be given to the Mangla Dam Affectees. 

(7) All vacancies of grade 1 to 4 shall be filled in by initial 
recruitment to be made by the Authority in accordance with the 
prescribed rules:  
 Provide that candidates from amongst old affectees of 
Mangla Dam or people to be affected by the Project, may, 
subject to other conditions as may be specified or qualifications 
as may be prescribed, be always preferred tfor initial recruitment 
under this Ordinance. 

(8) Where need arises for initial recruitment in grad 16 and 
above, the Board shall Act as a selection body. 
(9) For initial recruitment in grade 1 to 15, the Chairman 
shall have power to constitute, from time to time, selection 
committees for the purposes of the Authority. 
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4.  Management.- (1) The management of the Authority shall vest 
in the Board to be constituted by the Government from time to 
time. The Board shall, besides the Chairman, consist of such 
number of members as may be determined and appointed by the 
Government. 

  (2) No person other than a Government servant shall be or 
shall continue to be a member of the Authority. The terms and 
conditions for appointment of the members of the Authority shall 
be as prescribed by the Government. 

  (3) The general direction and administration of the 
Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Board which may 
exercise all powers and do all acts and things which may be 
exercised or done by the Authority. 

  (4) The Board in discharge of its functions shall act on 
sound principles of development, town planning and housing and 
shall be guided on questions of policy by such directions as the 
Government may, from time to time, issue regarding 
resettlement of affectees and displaced persons. 

  (5) If any question arises as to whether any matter is a 
matter of policy or not the decision of the Government shall be 
final. 

5.  Conditions of service.- (1) The Chairman and each member 
shall receive such salary and allowances and shall be subject to 
such conditions of service as may be prescribed by the 
Government. 

  (2) The terms and conditions of service of officers, officials 
and workmen appointed to the Authority shall, with the previous  

6.  Duties and functions of the Chairman and the Members.-   
(1) The Chairman and others Members shall discharge such 
duties and perform such functions as are assigned to them by or 
under the Ordinance. 

  (2) Until the Board is duly constituted, the Chairman shall, 
subject to such directions as the Government may from time to 
time issue, exercise the powers, discharge the duties and perform 
the functions of the Board. 

PART-III 
Constitution of Allotment Committee 

7.  Vesting of land in the Authority.- (1) Notwithstanding 
anything contained in the Land Acquisition Act, 1894, or in any 
other law, for the time being in force, or anything contained in 
the award made by the Collector under the said Act, all the land 
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acquired for New City or New Town or may hereafter be 
acquired for resettlement of families of the affectees or for other 
purposes of this Ordinance, shall vest in the Authority free from 
all encumbrances.  

  (2) Any land vested in the Authority shall not be allotted, 
sold, leased out, alienated or otherwise transferred to any person, 
entity or institution expect5 as provided in this Ordinance or any 
rules or regulation made thereunder. 

8.  Constitution of Allotment Committee.- (1) The Government 
may constitute or reconstitute an allotment Committee for 
carrying out the purposes of the Ordinance.  

 (2) The Committee shall consist of a chairman and such 
members not exceeding six in number as may, from time to time, 
be appointed by the Government. 

9.  Proceedings of the Committee.- (1) Every meeting shall be 
presided over by chairman of the Committee. The quorum 
necessary for the transaction of business of the Committee shall 
be three members including Chairman thereof. All questions 
which come before any meeting shall be decided by majority of 
votes of members present and in case of equality of votes, the 
presiding officer shall have a casting vote. 

  (2) Minutes of the proceedings of every meeting shall be 
recorded in a book to be kept for the purpose which shall be 
signed by the person presiding at the meeting and also by other 
members present at that meeting. Copy of minutes of the 
meeting shall, within fifteen days from the date of such meeting, 
be forwarded among others, to the Authority. All allotments 
approved by the Committee during its meeting shall be notified 
by the Chairman thereof.   

10.  Appointment of Appellate Authority.- (1) The Chairman shall 
be appellate authority for the purposes of this Ordinance. 

  (2) Any person aggrieved by any order of the Committee 
may prefer, within 30 days of the order, an appeal to the 
appellate authority. 

  (3) The Appellate Authority may either summarily reject the 
appeal or proceed to hear it in such manner as it thinks fit.  

  (4) Subject to the order of the appellate authority the 
decision of the Committee shall be final. 

11.  Bar of Jurisdiction.- The orders or proceedings of the Appellant 
Authority shall not be questioned in any court of law. 
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12.  Powers and Duties of the Committee.- The Committee shall; 

(i) prepare schemes for the allotment of plots in New City 
or the New Towns or in any settlement developed for the 
purposes of this Ordinance; 

(ii) have the power to ascertain and fix the price of the plots 
developed for the purposes of the Ordinance; 

(iii) frame the procedure for allotment of plots, determine the 
manner of conducting their sale, the order of priority 
amongst the intending purchasers and the method of 
realization of the price of plots, allotted or sold, or any 
pert thereof or of other dues; 

PART-IV 
Classifications of Plots 

13. Classification of Plots.- The plots in New City and New Towns 
shall be classified as under; 

(i) Residential Plots: Plots mean only for residential 
purposes; 

(ii) Commercial and Business Plots: Plots for any kind of 
commercial activity having profit as a primary aim, and 
include plots earmarked for shops, showrooms, markets, 
departmental stores, hotels, motels, guest houses, 
marriage halls, restaurants, caes, banks, insurance 
companies, petrol/CNG filling and/or service stations, 
sites for multi-storeyed building meant for shops, offices 
and/or residential apartments, sites for multi storeyed 
packing, and offices connected with industrial and 
commercial enterprises; 

(iii) Administrative and Public Sector Plots: These include 
plots for religious and educational institutes, hospitals, 
dispensaries, maternity homes, private clinics, libraries, 
museums, public services, amenity buildings, police 
stations, gymnasiums, amusement parks, transport 
terminus and non-governmental organizations etc; 

(iv) Administrative and public Sector Plots: These plots 
include all plots for allotment of Ministries, Government 
Agencies and autonomous/semi-autonomous 
Organizations of the government; 

(v) Industrial Plots: These plots shall cater for the 
following:- 

(a) the light industry and trading associated with 
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residential areas, e.g., Laundries, repair shops, 
bakeries, etc., 

(b) light manufacturing and servicing industries 
essential for the needs of the city at large and 
those created for the constructional works to be 
carried out in the areas as may be specified by 
the Authority, 

(c) extractive industries, mining, quarrying and 
crushing and brick-klins in areas as may be 
specified by the Authority; 

(vi) Public Parks, Playing Fields, Graveyards and incidental 
Open Spaces: Plots planned, developed and maintained 
as public parks, playing fields, graveyards and incidental 
open spaces which nature will not be changed. 

PART-V 
Prevention and Removal of Encroachments 

26. Summary ejectment of unauthorized occupants.- (1) The 
Deputy Commissioner or any person authorized by him in this 
behalf may, after giving seven days notice, summarily eject any 
person from unauthorized occupation of any land or property 
vested in the Authority and may, for such ejectment, use such 
force including police force as may be necessary.  The person so 
ejected shall also be liable to punishment of imprisonment for a 
term which may extend to three years or fine not exceeding 
thirty thousand rupees. 

27.  Removal of building etc. erected or used in contravention of 
the Ordinance.- (1) If any building, structure, work or land is 
erected, constructed or used in contravention of the provisions of 
the Ordinance or of any rules, regulations or order made 
thereunder, the Deputy Commissioner, or any person empowered 
in this behalf by the Authority, may, by orders in writing, require 
the owner, occupier, user or person in control of such building, 
structure, work or land to remove, demolish or so alter the 
building, structure or work, or desist from using or use the land, 
as to be in accordance with the said provisions. 

  (2) If any order under sub-section (1) in respect of any 
building structure, work or land is not complied with, within 
such time, as may be specified therein, the Deputy 
Commissioner, or any person empowered in this behalf by the 
Authority may, after giving the person to be affected by the order 
an opportunity of being heard, remove, demolish or alter the 
buildings, structure or work, or stop the use of the land and in so 
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doing, may use such force as may be necessary and may also 
recover the cost thereof from the person responsible for erection, 
construction or use of the building, structure, work or land in 
contravention of the provisions of the Ordinance.  

28.  Removal etc. of building after hearing.- The Authority shall 
not order or cause any building in the area under the control of 
the Authority to be removed or demolished unless an opportunity 
of being heard has been given to the owner or occupier thereof, 
and his objections, if any, have been duly considered and the 
authority is satisfied that removal or demolition of the building is 
essential to the execution of its scheme. 

29. Police Assistance.- The officer incharge of a police station shall 
render such police assistance as the Deputy Commiss9ner or any 
person empowered in this behalf by him or by the Authority may 
require in the discharge of his function under this Ordinance.  

PART-VII 
Function and Power of the Authority 

30. Powers of the Authority.- (1) Subject to the other provision of 
this Ordinance and the rules made thereunder, the Authority ay 
take such measures and exercise such powers as may necessary 
for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 
(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the powers 
conferred by sub-section (1) the Authority may. 
(i) enter into an agreement with any person for the 

acquisition, purchase, lease or exchange of any land 
which the Authority is authorized to acquire under this 
Ordinance or has any interest in such land; 

(ii) with the previous sanction of the Government acquire 
for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance land 
under the provisions of the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 
(I of 1894) as in force in Azad Jammu and Kashmir; 

(iii) undertake any works in pursuance of any scheme 
prepared under this Ordinance; 

(iv) incur any expenditure, procure plant, machinery, 
instruments and materials require for its use; 

(v) enter into and perform all such contracts as it may 
consider necessary; 

(vi) cause studies, survey, experiments and technical 
research be made and contribute towards the cost of any 
such studies, survey, experiments or request of the 
Authority.  
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(vii) cause removal of any works obstructing the execution of 
any of its schemes; 

(viii) seek, obtain and hire advice, assistance and consultancy 
for the preparation of any planning scheme or for the 
execution of any scheme from any local body, agency, 
company or firm as the case may be, and such local 
body, agency, company or firm shall give the advice, 
assistance or consultancy sought by the Authority; 

(ix) undertake any work or perform any function in 
connection with or incidental to the purposes of this 
Ordinance that may be assigned to it by the Government 
from time to time; and 

(x) recover such development cess from the beneficiaries for 
improvement or development of any area as may be 
approved by the Government. 

31. Execution of schemes by local bodies etc.- (1) The Authority 
may require a local body or agency within whose jurisdiction 
any particular area covered by a scheme lies:- 

a) to execute a scheme in consultation with the Authority, 

b) to take over and maintain any of the works and services 
in that area, 

c) to enforce regulations on behalf of the Authority, 

(2) The expenditure incurred on the execution of any 
schemes, or on the taking over or maintenance of any work or 
the enforcement of regulations, under this section, shall be 
borne as may be agreed to between the Authority and the local 
body or agency, and in the event of disagreement as may be 
determined by the Government. 

32. Regulatory functions of the Authority.- The Government 
may, when it is considered expedient or conductive to improve 
the performance of different functions under this Ordinance and 
subject to such restrictions and modifications as may be 
prescribed, declare, the specified regulatory functions or powers 
under the provisions of relevant law, shall be performed or 
exercised by the Authority or its Chairman.  

33. Disposal of land and other properties.- (1) Subject to the 
provisions of this Ordinance the Authority may retain, or may 
lease, sell, exchange, rent out or otherwise transfer any land or 
other property vested in it, subject to such terms and conditions, 
as it may impose in this behalf. 
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 (2) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for 
the time being in force a certificate of title issued by the 
Authority in respect of any lease, sale, exchange or transfer of 
any price of land within specified areas shall be sufficient proof 
of the said title and shall be admissible in evidence of that title in 
any legal proceedings. 

 (3) The Authority may charge such fees for issuance of 
certificate of title under sub-section (2) as may be fixed from 
time to time after previous sanction of the Government. 

PART-VIII 
Finance and Budget 

34. Establishment of Fund of Authority.- (1) There shall be 
established a fund to be known as the Mangla Dam Housing 
Authority Fund which shall vest in the Authority and shall be 
utilized by the Authority to meet charges in connection with 
performance of its function under this Ordinance including the 
payment of salaries and other remunerations to the chairman, 
members officers, servants, workmen, experts and consultants 
thereof.  

 (2) The fund of Authority shall consist of:- 

(i) annual development grants and other grants made by the 
Government from time to time for the execution of 
schemes and conduct of its business; 

(ii) special grants made by Government of Pakistan, the 
Government or any other concerned Authority or 
Agency or funds advanced by WAPDA in connection 
with resettlement of subsidiary families; 

(iii) soft loans obtained from the Government; 

(iv) sale proceeds of movable and immovable property of the 
Authority.  

(v) receipts for services rendered by the Authority or any of 
its ancillary body; 

(vi) loans raided by the Authority with the special or general 
sanction of the Government; 

(vii) bank loan and borrowings from other financial 
institutions; 

(viii) all other sums receivable by the Authority. 

35. Budget.- (1) The Authority shall, in respect of every financial 
year, cause to be laid before the Board, a statement of estimated 
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receipts and expenditures for the next financial year to be called 
the annual budget. 

(2) The annual budget shall be submitted to the Board in 
form of demands for classified heads of services.  The Board 
shall have power to assent to or refuse to assent to any demand 
or to assent to any demand subject to reduction of the amount 
specified therein.  

(3) The annual budget passed by the Board shall be placed 
before the Government who shall authenticate it by his signature. 

(4) In respect of any financial year if it is found that---  

(i) the amount authorized to be spent for a particular service 
for the that financial year is insufficient; or  

(ii) need has arisen for expenditure upon new service not 
included in the annual budget for that year; or  

(iii) any money has been spent on any particular service 
during a financial year in excess of the amount granted 
for that service for that year, the Chairman shall have 
power to authorize expenditure from fund of the 
Authority and shall cause to be laid before the Board, a 
supplementary budget or, as the case may be, a revised 
budget regularizing the amount of that expenditure. 

(5) Where the annual budget for any financial year cannot 
be passed by the Board by reason of non-existence thereof or for 
any other reason, whatsoever, the Chairman shall have power to 
approve the annual budget for that year who shall authenticate 
the same by his signature. 

(6) No expenditure shall be incurred by the Authority except 
as authorized by the annual budget or supplementary or revised 
budget as passed or deemed to have been passed by the Board.  

(7) When the circumstances exist and it is deemed expedient 
and necessary, the Authority shall, in the prescribed manner, also 
submit to the Government for approval a statement of estimated 
receipts and  

36. Accounts and Audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain accounts 
in such manner as may be prescribed by rules framed by it with 
the previous approval of the Government. 

 (2) The accounts of the Authority shall, in the manner 
prescribed by the Government, be audited by the Auditor 
General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir through Local Fund Audit 
Section. 
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 (3) The Auditor General shall send two copies of the audit 
report regarding accounts audited under sub-section (2), to the 
Authority which shall forward one copy thereof, with its 
comments, to the Government. 

 (4) The Authority shall, in light of the observations made by 
the Auditor General, comply with such directions as the 
Government may issue for rectification of any matter pointed 
out/or objected in the audit report. 

PART-IX 
Penalty and Procedure 

37. Causing damage to property.- Whoever willfully causes 
damage or allow damage to be caused to any property which 
vests in the Authority or unlawfully converts it to his own use or 
to use of any other person shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which may extend to six months or with fine 
equivalent to the damage caused to the property or with both. 

38. Attempts and abetments.- Whoever attempts to commit or 
abets the commission of an offence punishable under the 
Ordinance shall be deemed to have committed that offence. 

39. Summary trial of offences.- Any Magistrate empowered, for 
the time being, to try in a summary way the offences specified in 
sub-section (1) of section 260 of the Code of Criminal 
Procedure, 1898, may if such Magistrate thinks fit, on 
application being made in this behalf by the Authority, try any 
offence punishable under the Ordinance in accordance with the 
provisions contained in section 262 to 268 of the said Code.  

40. Cognizance of offences by Court.- No Court shall take 
cognizance of any offence punishable under the Ordinance 
except on a complaint in writing made by the Authority or by an 
officer authorized for the purpose by the Authority. 

PART-X 
Miscellaneous 

41. Realization of cost of land of residential plots.- (1) The 
Collector while disbursing compensation money of the affected 
property to the affectees shall deduct a sum therefrom equivalent 
to the cost of land and certify to the Allotment Committee of 
such deduction: 

  Provided that where an affectee, being eligible for 
allotment of residential plot, has already received compensation 
money of his affected property shall be required to reimburse to 
the Collector an amount equivalent to the cost of land of plot to 
be allotted to such affectee.  
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(2) For safe custody of sum deducted under the preceding 
sub-section and until its reimbursement to WAPDA or 
appropriation thereof, as the case may be decided between the 
Organization and WAPDA, the Collector shall maintain a 
separate bank account and proper accounts of the sum so 
deducted or reimbursed and deposited, shall be kept in proper 
form. 

42. Recovery of wrong payments and other arrears.- (1) Any sum 
paid wrongfully by error, mistake or accidental omission to any 
person, or any payment procured by fraud, misrepresentation or 
concealment of fact, impersonation or by other illegal means by 
any person, who was not entitled therefor under the Ordinance or 
under the Agreement, shall in addition to any other proceedings 
which may be initiated under the law for the time being 
enforced, be recoverable as arrears of land revenue in accordance 
with the provisions of the West Pakistan Land Revenue Act, 
1967 (Act XVII of 1967) as adapted in Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir. 

(2) All dues, other than mentioned in the preceding sub-
section, recoverable from any person in pursuance of the 
provisions of the Ordinance or any order made thereunder shall, 
on certification by the Chairman be recoverable as arrears of 
land revenue. 

43. Jurisdiction of Court barred.- Save as otherwise provided by 
the Act, no Court or other authority shall have Jurisdiction to 
question the legality of anything done in good faith or any action 
taken under the Ordinance by or at the instance of the Authority. 

44. Admissibility of documents as evidence.- A copy of any 
receipt, application, plan, notice, order or other document or of 
any entry in a register, in the possession of the Authority shall, if 
duly certified by the record-keeper and the officer authorized by 
the Authority in this behalf, be admissible in evidence for the 
existence of such document or entry, and shall be admitted as 
evidence of the matter and transactions therein recorded in every 
case where, and to the same extent to which the original 
document or entry would, if produced, have been admissible to 
prove such matters. 

45. Saving.- Notwithstanding any judgment, decree or order of any 
Court, everything done, all actions taken, notifications issued, 
orders or appointments made, proceedings initiated, jurisdiction 
or powers exercised in pursuance of the Agreement shall be 
deemed to have been validly done, taken, issued, made, initiated 
or exercised under the Ordinance. 
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46. Employees to be public servant.- All persons, for the time 
being, employed in connection with the affairs of the Authority 
shall be deemed to be Public Servant within the meaning of 
section 21 of Azad Kashmir Penal Code, 1860, as enforce in 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

47. Indemnity.- No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall 
lie against the Government, the Authority, the board, the 
Committee, the Commissioner or other Officers, servants and 
employees of the Authority in respect of anything done or 
initiated to be done, in good faith, under this Ordinance.   

48. Power to make rules.- (1) The Government may by notification 
in the official Gazette make rules to carry out purposes of the 
Act. 

  (2) The Authority may, with the previous sanction of the 
Government make regulations to provide for all matters, not 
provided for in the rules for which provisions is necessary or 
expedient for carrying out the purposes of the Ordinance and the 
rules. 

49.  Dissolution of Authority.- (1) The Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, declare that the Authority 
shall be dissolved on such date as may be specified in such 
notification, and the Authority shall stand dissolved accordingly. 

   (2) On and from the said date- 
(a) (i) all properties, funds and dues placed at the 

 disposal  of the Authority by the Government. 
 (ii) all properties, funds and dues, exchanged for, 

 derived from or otherwise attributable to the 
 properties, funds and dues, referred to in sub-
 clause (i) which, immediately before the said 
 date, were held by or were realizable by the 
 Authority shall vest in, and be realizable by 
 the Government; 

(b) all properties, funds and dues, other than those referred 
to in clause (a), which, immediately before the said date, 
were vested in or were realizable by the Authority, shall 
vest in and be realizable by such agency as the 
Government may determine, and its decision thereon 
shall be final; 

(c) all liabilities which, immediately before the said date, 
were enforceable against the Authority shall be assumed 
by and be enforceable against the Government or such 
agency as the Government determines under clause (b) 
or as the case may be; 
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(d) for the purpose of completing the execution of 
any scheme which has not been fully executed 
by the Authority and of realizing properties, 
funds and dues referred to in clauses (a) and (b), 
the functions of the Authority under the 
Ordinance shall be discharged by the agency to 
be determined by the Government under clauses 
(b) and (c), as the case may be; and 

(e) the agency referred to in clauses (b), (c), and (d) 
shall keep accounts of all moneys respectively 
received and expended by it under the 
Ordinance, as the Government may prescribe.

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 (2) The University shall consist of the following, namely:- 

(a) the Chancellor, the members of the Senate and the Vice- 
Chancellor; 

(b) the members of the authorities of the University 
established under Section 15; 

(c) all University teachers and persons recognized as 
students of the University in accordance with terms 
prescribed from time to time; and 

(d) all other full-time officers and members of the staff of 
the University. 

(3) The University shall be a body corporate by the name of 
University of Science and Engineering Mirpur. It shall have a 
perpetual succession and a common seal and may by the said 
name sue and be sued. 

(4) University College of Engineering and Technology 
Mirpur, University College of Administrative Sciences Kotli and 
Home Economics College Mirpur shall stand transferred from 
the University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir to the University of 
Science and Engineering Mirpur with immediate effect along 
with their assets and liabilities as well as recurring and non-
recurring budgetary allocations. 

(5) The University shall be competent to acquire and hold 
property, both movable and immovable, and to lease, sell or 
order transfer any movable and immovable property which may 
have become vested in or been acquired by it.  

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for 
the time being in force, the University shall have academic, 
financial and administrative authority, including the power to 
employ officers, teachers and other employees on such terms as 
may be prescribed, subject to the terms of this Ordinance and the 
Higher Education Commission Ordinance, 2002 (LIII of 2002). 
In particular, and without prejudice to the authority granted to 
the Commission by the law, the Government or an authority or 
auditor appointed by the Government shall have no power to 
question the policy underlying the allocation of resources 
approved by the Senate in the annual budget of the University. 

(7) All properties, rights and interests of whatever kind, 
used, enjoyed, possessed, owned or vested in or held in trust by 
or for the constituent colleges and liabilities legally subsistent 
against the said colleges shall stand transferred to the University 
by this Ordinance. 
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4. Powers and Purposes of the University.- The University shall 
have the following powers, namely:- 

(i) to provide for education and scholarship in such 
branches of knowledge as it may deem fit, and to make 
provision for research, service to society and for the 
application, advancement and dissemination of 
knowledge in such manner as it may determine; 

(ii) to prescribe courses of studies to be conducted by it and 
the colleges;  

(iii) to hold examinations and to award and confer degrees, 
diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions to 
and on persons who have been admitted to and have 
passed its examinations under prescribed conditions; 

(iv) to confer in the manner prescribed honorary degrees or 
other distinctions on persons approved for the purpose; 

(v) to provide for such instruction for persons not being 
students of the University as it may prescribe, and to 
grant certificates and diplomas to such persons; 

(vi) to confer degrees on persons who have carried on 
independent research under prescribed conditions; 

(vii) to accept the examinations passed and the period of 
study spent by students of the University at other 
universities and places of learning equivalent to such 
examinations and periods of study in the University, as it 
may prescribe, and to withdraw such acceptance; 

(viii) to co-operate with other Universities, public authorities 
in such manners and for such purposes as it may 
prescribed. 

(ix) to institute professorships, Associate Professorships, 
Assistant Professorships, and Lectureships and any other 
posts and appoint persons thereto; 

(x) to create posts for research, extension, administration 
and other related purposes and to appoint persons 
thereto; 

(xi) to institute and award financial assistance to students in 
need, fellowships, scholarships, exhibitions, bursaries, 
medals and prizes under prescribed conditions; 

(xii) to establish Institutes, Faculties, libraries, Laboratories, 
Workshops, Museums and other Centres of learning for 
the development of teaching and research and to make 
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such arrangements for their maintenance, management 
and administration as it may determine; 

(xiii) to provide for the residence of the students of the 
University and the colleges, to institute and maintain 
halls of residence and to approve or license hostels and 
lodging; 

(xiv) to supervise and control the discipline of students of the 
University, to promote extra-curricular and recreational 
activities of such students, and to make arrangements for 
promoting their health, moral development and general 
welfare; 

(xv) to demand and receive such fees and other charges as it 
may determine; 

(xvi) to make provision for research, advisory or consultancy 
services and with these objects to enter into 
arrangements with other institutions, public or private 
bodies, commercial and industrial enterprises under 
prescribed conditions; 

(xvii) to enter into, carry out, vary or cancel contracts; 

(xviii) to receive and manage property transferred and grants, 
contributions made to the University and to invest any 
fund representing such property, grants, bequests, trusts, 
gifts, donations, endowments or contributions in such 
manner as it may deem fit; 

(xix) to provide for the printing and publication of research 
and other works;  

(xx) to authorize and agree to the mobility of qualified staff 
among universities, research organizations and the 
Government or corporate bodies: provided that the rights 
and privileges of the staff under this arrangement shall 
be protected; 

(xxi) to do all such other acts and things, whether incidental to 
the powers aforesaid or not, as may be requisite or 
expedient in order to further the objectives of the 
University as a place of education, learning and research. 

5. University open to all classes, creeds, etc.- (1) The University 
shall be open to all persons of either sex of whatever religion, 
race, creed, class colour or domicile and no person shall be 
denied the privileges of the University on the grounds of sex, 
religion, race, caste, creed, class, colour or domicile:  
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Provided that nothing in section shall be deemed to 
prevent religious instruction being given to the students in their 
own religious faiths in such manner as may be prescribed. 

(2) An increase in any fee or charge that is in excess of ten 
percent per annum on an annualized basis from the last such 
increase may not be made except in special circumstances, and 
only with the approval of the Chancellor. 

(3) The University shall institute financial aid programmes 
for students in need, to the extent considered feasible by the 
Senate given the resources available, so as to enable admission 
and access to the University and the various opportunities 
provided by it to be based on merit. 

Provided that the University may institute self-finance 
schemes not covering more than ten percent of the total number 
of candidates in any on-campus taught course or research-based 
programme of study. 

6.  Teaching at the University.- (1) All recognized teaching in 
various  courses shall be conducted by the University in the 
prescribed manner and may include lectures, tutorials, 
discussions, seminars, demonstrations, distance learning and 
other methods of instruction as well as practical work in the 
laboratories, workshops and other government or private 
organizations. 

(2) The authority responsible for organizing recognized 
teaching shall be such as may be prescribed. 

CHAPTER III 
Officers of the University 

7. Principal Officers.- The following shall be the principal officers 
of the University, namely:- 

(i) the Chancellor; 

(ii) the Vice-Chancellor; 

(iii) the Deans of faculties; 

(iv) the Principals of the constituent colleges; 

(v) the Chairpersons of the teaching departments; 

(vi) the Registrar; 

(vii) the Teacher; 

(viii) the Controller of Examinations;  

(ix) the librarian; 
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(x) The University Auditor; and 

(xi) Such other persons as may be prescribed by the 
Statutes or Regulations to be the principal officers of 
the University. 

8. Chancellor.- (1) The President of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
shall be the Chancellor of the University and the Chairperson of 
the Senate. 

(2) The Chancellor shall, when present, preside at the 
meetings of the Senate and the Convocation of the University 
and the meetings of the syndicate. In the absence of the 
Chancellor the senate may request a person of eminence to 
preside over the Convocation of the University. 

(3) The members of the Senate as well as the Vice-
Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor. 

(4) Every proposal to confer an honorary degree shall be 
subject to confirmation by the Chancellor. 

(5) If the Chancellor is satisfied that serious irregularity or 
mismanagement with respect to the affairs of the University has 
occurred, he may,- 

(a) as regards proceedings of the Senate, direct that 
specified proceedings be reconsidered and appropriate 
action taken within one month of the direction having 
been issued: 

Provided that if the Chancellor is satisfied that 
either no reconsideration has been carried out or that the 
reconsideration has failed to address the concern 
expressed he may, after calling upon the Senate to show 
cause in writing, appoint a five member Review Panel to 
examine and report to the Chancellor on the functioning 
of the Senate. The report of the Review Panel shall be 
submitted within such time as may be prescribed by the 
Chancellor. The Review Panel shall be drawn from 
persons of eminence in academics and in the fields of 
law, accountancy and administration; and 

(b) as regards proceedings of any Authority or with respect 
to matters within the competence of any Authority other 
than the Senate, direct the Senate to exercise powers 
under Section 19. 

9. Removal from the Senate.- (1) The Chancellor may, upon the 
recommendations of the Review Panel, remove any person from 
the membership of the Senate on the ground that such person: 
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(a) has become of unsound mind; or 

(b) has become incapacitated to function as member of the 
Senate; or 

(c) has been convicted by a court of law for an offence 
involving moral turpitude; or 

(d) has absented himself from two consecutive meetings 
without just cause; or 

(e) has been guilty of misconduct, including use of position 
for personal advantage of any kind, or gross inefficiency 
in the performance of functions. 

(2) The Chancellor shall remove any person from the 
membership of the Senate on a resolution calling for the removal 
of such person supported by at least three-fourths of the 
membership of the Senate: 

Provided that before passing such resolution the Senate 
shall provide the member concerned a chance of fair hearing:  

Provided further that the provisions of this section shall 
not be applicable to the Vice-Chancellor in his capacity as a 
member of the Senate. 

10.  Vice-Chancellor.- (1) There shall be a Vice-Chancellor of the 
University who shall be an eminent academic or a distinguished 
administrator and shall be appointed by the Chancellor on such 
terms and conditions as may be prescribed.  

(2) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the chief executive officer 
of the University responsible for all administrative and academic 
functions of the University and for ensuring that the provisions 
of the Ordinance, Statutes, Regulations and Rules are faithfully 
observed in order to promote the general efficiency and good 
order of the University. The Vice-Chancellor shall have all 
powers prescribed for this purpose, including administrative 
control over the officers, teachers and other employees of the 
University. 

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall, if present, shall have a right 
to attend any meeting of any Authority or body of the University. 
(4) The Vice-Chancellor may, in an emergency that requires 
immediate action which is ordinarily not in the competence of 
the Vice-Chancellor, take such action and forward, within 
seventy-two hours, a report of the action taken to the members of 
the Emergency Committee of the Senate, to be set up by Statute. 
The Emergency Committee may direct such further action as is 
considered appropriate. 
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(2) At any time when the office of the Vice-Chancellor is 
vacant, or the Vice-Chancellor is absent or is unable to perform 
the functions of his office due to illness or some other cause, the 
Chancellor shall make such arrangements for the performance of 
the duties of the Vice-Chancellor as it may deem fit.  

12. Registrar.- (1) There shall be a Registrar of the University to be 
appointed by the Senate on the recommendation of the Vice-
Chancellor, on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2) The experience as well as the professional and academic 
qualifications necessary for appointment to the post of the 
Registrar shall be as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Registrar shall be a full-time officer of the 
University and shall,- 

(a) be the administrative head of the secretariat of the 
University and be responsible for the provision of 
secretarial support to the Authorities of the University; 

(b) be the custodian of the common seal and the academic 
records of the University; 

(c) maintain a register of registered graduates in the 
prescribed manner; 

(d) supervise the process of election, appointment or 
nomination of members to the various authorities and 
other bodies in the prescribed manner; and 

(e) peform such other duties as may be prescribed. 

(4) The term of office of the Registrar shall be renewable 
period of three years: 

Provided that the Senate may, on the advice of the Vice 
Chancellor, terminate the appointment of the Registrar on 
grounds of inefficiency, moral turpitude or misconduct in 
accordance with prescribed procedure. 

13. Treasurer.- (1) There shall be a Treasurer of the University to 
be appointed by the Senate on the recommendation of the Vice-
Chancellor, on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2) The experience and the professional and academic 
qualifications necessary for appointment to the post of the 
Treasurer shall be as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Treasurer shall be the chief financial officer of the 
University and shall; 
(a) manage the assets, liabilities, receipts, expenditures,

Provided that the special focus or affiliation of 
the University, to be declared in the manner prescribed, 
may be reflected in the number of persons of distinction 
in an area of expertise relevant to the University who are 
appointed to the Senate; 

(e) one person from amongst the alumni of the University; 

(f) two persons from the academic community of the 
country, other than an employee of the University, at the 
level of professor or principal of a college; 

(g) four University Teachers; and 
(h) one person nominated by the Commission. 

(2) The number of the members of the Senate described 
against clauses (e) to (h) of sub-section (1) may be increased by 
the Senate through Statutes subject to condition that the total 
membership of the Senate does not exceed twenty one, with a 
maximum of five University Teachers, and the increase is 
balanced, to the extent possible, across the different categories 
specified in sub-section (1).  

(3) All appointments to the Senate shall be made by the 
Chancellor. Appointments of persons described in clauses (e) to 
(f) of sub-section (1) shall be made from amongst a panel of 
three names for each vacancy recommended by the 
Representation Committee set up in terms of section 23 and in 
accordance with procedure as may be prescribed: 

Provided that effort shall be made, without 
compromising on quality or qualification, to give fair 
representation to women on the Senate: 

Provided further that as regards the University Teachers 
described in clause (g) of sub-section (1) the Senate shall 
prescribe a procedure for appointment on the basis of elections 
that provide for voting by the various categories of University 
Teachers.  

Provided also that the Senate may alternatively prescribe 
that appointment of University Teachers to the Senate shall also 
be in the manner provided by this sub-section for the persons 
described in clauses (e) to (f) of sub-section (1). 

(4) Members of the Senate, other than ex officio members, 
shall hold office for a period of three years. One-third of the 
members, other than ex officio members, of the first restructure 
Senate, to be determined by lot, shall retire from office on the 
expiration of one year from the date of appointment by the 
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Chancellor. One-half of the remaining members, other than ex 
officio members, of the first restructure Senate, to be determined 
by lot, shall retire from office on the expiration of two years 
from the date of appointment and the remaining one-half, other 
than ex officio members, shall retire from office on the expiration 
of the third year: 

Provided that no person, other than an ex officio 
member, may serve on the Senate for more than two consecutive 
terms: 

Provided further that the University Teachers appointed 
to the Senate may not serve for two consecutive terms. 
(5)  The Senate shall meet at least twice in a calendar year. 

(6) Service on the Senate shall be on honorary basis:  
Provided that actual expenses may be reimbursed as 

prescribed. 
(7) The Registrar shall be the Secretary of the Senate. 
(8)  In the absence of the Chancellor meetings of the Senate 
shall be presided over by such member, not being an employee 
of the University or the Government, as the Chancellor may, 
from time to time, nominate. The member so nominated shall be 
the convener of the Senate. 
(9)  Unless otherwise prescribed by the Ordinance, all 
decisions of the Senate shall be taken on the basis of majority 
opinion of the members present. In the event of the members 
being evenly divided on any matter the person presiding over the 
meeting shall have a casting vote. 
(10)  The quorum for a meeting of the Senate shall be two 
thirds of its membership, a fraction being counted as one. 

17.  Powers and functions of the Senate.- (1) The Senate shall have 
the power of general supervision over the University and shall 
hold the Vice-Chancellor and the Authorities accountable for all 
the functions of the University. The Senate shall have all powers 
of the University not expressly vested in an Authority or officer 
by the Ordinance and all other powers not expressly mentioned 
by this Ordinance that are necessary for the performance of its 
functions. 
(2)  Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
powers, the Senate shall have the following powers: 
(a) to approve the proposed annual plan of work, the annual 

and revised budgets, the annual report and the annual 
statement of account; 
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(c) one person from the academic community, not employed 
by the University, at the level of professor or college 
principal to be nominated by the University Teachers in 
the manner prescribed; and 

(d) one eminent citizen with experience in administration, 
philanthropy, development work, law or accountancy to 
be nominated by the Senate. 

(4)  The Representation Committee for appointment to the 
syndicate and the Academic Council shall consist of the 
following:- 
(a) two members of the Senate who are not University 

Teachers. 
(b) three persons nominated by the University Teachers 

from amongst themselves in the manner prescribed; 
(5) The tenure of the Representation Committees shall be 
three years: 

Provided that no member shall serve for more than two 
consecutive terms. 
(6) The procedures of the Representation Committees shall 
be as may be prescribed. 
(7)  There may also be such other Representation 
Committees set up by any of the other Authorities of the 
University as are considered appropriate for recommending 
persons for appointment to the various Authorities and other 
bodies of the University. 

24.  Appointment of Committees by certain Authorities.- (1) The 
Senate, the Syndicate, the Academic Council and other 
Authorities may, from time to time, appoint such standing, 
special or advisory committees, as they may deem fit, and may 
place on such committee persons who are not members of the 
Authorities appointing the Committees. 
(2)  The constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities 
for which no specific provision has been made in this Ordinance 
shall be such as may be prescribed by the Statutes or Regulations. 

CHAPTER V 
Statutes, Regulations and Rules 

25.  Statutes.- (1) Subject to the provisions of the Ordinance, 
Statutes to be published in the official Gazette, may be made to 
regulate or prescribe all or any of the following mattes, namely, 
(a) the contents of and the manner in which the annual 

report to be presented by the Vice-Chancellor before the 
Senate shall be prepared;

(b) the University fees and other charges; 
(c) the constitution of any pension, insurance, gratuity, 

provident fund and benevolent fund for the University 
employees; 

(d) the scales of pay and other terms and conditions of 
service of officers, teachers and other University 
employees; 

(e)  the maintenance of the register of registered graduates; 
(f)  affiliation and disaffiliation of educational institutions 

and related matters; 
(g) admission of educational institutions to the privileges of 

the University and the withdrawal of such privileges; 
(h) the establishment of faculties, departments, institutes, 

colleges and other academic divisions; 
(i) the powers and duties of officers and teachers; 
(j) conditions under which the University may enter into 

arrangements with other institutions or with public 
bodies for purposes of research and advisory services; 

(k) conditions for appointment of Emeritus Professors and 
award of honorary degrees; 

(l) efficiency and discipline of University employees; 
(m)  the constitution and procedure to be followed by 

Representation Committees in carrying out functions in 
terms of this Ordinance; 

(n) the constitution and procedure to be followed by the 
Search Committee for appointment of the Vice 
Chancellor;  

(o) constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities of 
the University; and 

(p) all other matters which by the Ordinance are to be or 
may be prescribed or regulated by Statutes. 

(2) The draft of Statutes shall be proposed by the Syndicate 
to the Senate which may approve or pass with such 
modifications as the Senate may think fit or may refer back to 
the Syndicate, as the case may be, for reconsideration of the 
proposed draft: 

Provided that Statutes concerning any of the matters 
mentioned in clauses (a) and (l) of sub-section (1) shall be 
initiated and approved by the Senate, after seeking the views of 
the Syndicate: 
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27. Amendment and repeal of Statutes and Regulations.- The 
procedure for adding to, amending or repealing the Statutes and 
the Regulations shall be the same as that prescribed respectively 
for framing or making Statutes and Regulations. 

28. Rules.- (1) The Authorities and the other bodies of the 
University may make Rules, to be published in the official 
Gazette, consistent with the Ordinance, Statutes or the 
Regulations, to regulate any matter relating to the affairs of the 
University which has not been provided for by the Ordinance or 
that is not required to be regulated by Statutes or Regulations, 
including rules to regulate the conduct of their business and the 
time and place of meeting and related matters. 
(2) Rules shall become effective upon approval by the 
Syndicate. 

CHAPTER VI 
University Fund 

29. University fund.- The University shall have a fund which shall 
be credited its income from fees, charges, trusts, donations, 
bequests, endowments, contributions, grants and all other 
sources. 

30. Audit and Accounts.- (1) The Accounts of the University shall 
be maintained in such form and in such manner as may be 
prescribed. 
(2)  The teaching departments, constituent colleges/institutes 
and all other bodies designated as such by the Syndicate in terms 
of Statutes shall be independent cost centres of the University 
with authority vested in the head of each cost centre to sanction 
expenditure out of the budget allocated to it:  

 Provided that re-appropriation from one head of 
expenditure to another may be made by the head of a cost centre 
in accordance with and to the extent prescribed by the Statutes. 
(3)  All funds generated by a teaching department, 
constituent college or other unit of the University through 
consultancy, research or other provision of service shall be made 
available without prejudice to the budgetary allocation otherwise 
made, after deduction of overheads in the manner and to the 
extent prescribed by Statute, to the teaching department, 
constituent college or other unit for its development. A part of 
the funds so generated may be shared with the University 
Teachers or researchers in charge of the consultancy, research or 
service concerned in the manner and to the extent prescribed by 
Statute. 
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(4) No expenditure shall be made from the funds of the 
University, unless a bill for its payments has been issued by the 
head of the cost centre concerned in accordance with the relevant 
statutes and the Treasurer has verified that the payment is 
provided for in the approved budget of the cost centre, subject to 
the authority to re-appropriate available to the head of the cost 
centre. 
(5)  Provision shall be made for an internal audit of the 
finances of the University. 
(6)  Without prejudice to the requirement of audit by an 
auditor appointed by Government in accordance with the 
provisions of any other law in force, the annual audited 
statement of accounts of the University shall be prepared in 
conformity with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles 
(GAAP) by a reputed firm of chartered accountants and signed 
by the Treasurer. The annual audited statement of accounts so 
prepared shall be submitted to the Auditor General of Azad 
Jammu & Kashmir for his observations. 
(7) The observations of the Auditor General of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir, if any, together with such annotations as the 
Treasurer may make, shall be considered by the Syndicate and 
shall be placed before the Senate within six months of closing of 
the financial year. 

CHAPTER VII 
General Provisions 

31. Opportunity to show cause.- Except as otherwise provided by 
law no officer, teacher or other employee of the University 
holding a permanent post shall be reduced in rank, or removed or 
compulsorily retired from service for cause arising out of any act 
or omission on the part of the person concerned unless he has 
been given a reasonable opportunity of showing cause against 
the action proposed to be taken. 

32. Appeal to the Syndicate and the Senate.- Where an order is 
passed punishing any officer (other than the Vice-Chancellor), 
teacher or other employee of the University or altering or 
interpreting to his disadvantage the prescribed terms or 
conditions of his service, he shall, where the order is passed by 
any officer or teacher of the University other than the Vice-
Chancellor, have the right to appeal to the Syndicate against the 
order, and where the order is passed by the Vice-Chancellor, 
have the right to appeal to the Senate 

33. Service of the University.- (1) All persons employed by the 
University in accordance with the terms and conditions of 
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service prescribed by statutes shall be persons in the service of 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir for the purposes of any court or 
tribunal set up by law in terms of the Interim Constitution Act, 
1974 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir: 

  Provided that any provision as regards the terms and 
conditions of employment of persons in the service of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir in general or in comparable employment 
notwithstanding the service of persons employed by the 
University shall be entirely governed by the terms and conditions 
prescribed by the relevant Statutes. 
(2)  An officer, teacher or other employee of the University 
shall retire from service on the attainment of such age or tenure 
of service as may be prescribed. 
(3)  No adverse change shall be made in the terms and 
conditions of employment of any University Teacher in the 
employment of the University on the date of enforcement of the 
Ordinance. 

34. Benefits and Insurance.- (1) The University shall constitute for 
the benefit of its officers, teachers and other employees schemes, 
as may be prescribed, for the provision of post-employment 
benefits as well as health and life insurance while in service. 

  (2)  Where any provident fund has been constituted under 
this Ordinance, the provisions of the law relating to Government 
Provident Fund shall apply to such funds. 

35.   Commencement of term of office of members of Authority.- 
(1) When a member of a newly constituted Authority is elected, 
appointed or nominated, his term of office, as fixed under this 
Ordinance, shall commence from such date as may be 
prescribed. 
(2)  Where a member who has accepted any other 
assignment or for any other similar reason remains absent from 
the University for a period of not less than six months he shall be 
deemed to have resigned and vacated his seat. 

36. Filling of casual vacancies in Authorities.- Any casual vacancy 
among the members of any Authority shall be filled, as soon as 
convenient may be, in the same manner and by the same person 
or Authority that had appointed the member whose place has 
become vacant and the person appointed to the vacancy shall be 
a member of such Authority for the residue of the term for which 
the person whose place he fills would have been a member. 

37. Flaws in the constitution of Authorities.- Where there is a flaw 
in the constitution of an Authority, as constituted by this 
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Ordinance, the Statutes or the Regulations on account of the 
abolition of a specified office under Government or an 
organization, institution or other body outside the University has 
been dissolved or has ceased to function, or because of some 
other similar reason, such flaw shall be removed in such manner 
as the Senate may direct. 

38.  Proceedings of Authorities not invalidated by vacancies.- No 
act, resolution or decision of any Authority shall be invalid by 
reason of any vacancy in the Authority doing, passing, or making 
it or by reason of any want of qualification or invalidity in the 
election, appointment or nomination of any de facto member of 
the Authority, whether present or absent. 

39.  First Statutes and Regulations.- Notwithstanding anything to 
the contrary contained in this Ordinance, the Statutes set out in 
the schedule shall be deemed to be the Statutes framed under 
section 25 and shall continue to remain in force until amended or 
replaced or till such time as new Statutes are framed in 
accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance. 

40. Indemnity.- No suit or legal proceedings shall lie against the 
Government, the University or any Authority, officer or 
employee of the Government or the University or any person in 
respect of anything which is done in good faith under this 
Ordinance. 

41. Interim Provisions.- (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in 
the Ordinance, the Syndicate shall start functioning as soon as 
the Chancellor has made nominations of its members. 

(2)  Immediately on promulgation of the Ordinance the 
Chancellor shall appoint a project Director along with helping 
staff to put the provisions of the Ordinance into effect. Other 
officers such as Registrar, Controller of Examinations and 
librarian shall be appointed when the University starts 
functioning fully. 

42. Removal of Difficulties.- (1) If any question arises as to the 
interpretation of any of the provisions of the Ordinance, it shall 
be placed before the President whose decision thereon, shall be 
final.  

(2)  If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any of the 
provisions of the Ordinance, the Chancellor may make such 
order after obtaining the views of the Senate, not inconsistent 
with the provisions of the Ordinance, as may appear to him to be 
necessary for removing the difficulty. 
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(3)  Where the Ordinance makes any provision for anything 
to be done but no provision or no sufficient provision has been 
made as respects the authority by whom, or the time at which, or 
in the manner in which, it shall be done, then it shall be done by 
such authority, at such time, or in such manner as the Chancellor 
may direct after obtaining the views of the Senate.

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THE SCHEDULE 
(See Section 39) 

THE FIRST STATUTES 

1. Organization of the University.- 

(1) The teaching of the University shall be conducted at the 
constituent colleges/department/institutions. 
(2) There shall be a Committee of each of the faculties 
which shall consist of:- 
(i) the Dean of the faculty concerned; 
(ii) the Director/Chairman of the concerned Institute/ 

Department 
(iii) the Professors in the concerned Institute/Department; 
(iv) One associate Professor, one assistant Professor and one 

Lecturer to be nominated by the Syndicate; and 
(v) Four Professors of other affiliated colleges to be 

nominated by the Academic Council. 
(3) The members other than ex-officio members shall hold 
office for a period of two years. 
(4) The quorum for meeting of the Committee shall be one-
half of the total number of members, fraction be counted as one. 
(5) The committee of each college/department/institute shall 
subject to the general control of the Academic Council and the 
Syndicate, have the power to:- 
(a) organize courses of study and examinations of the 

college/department/institute; 
(b) consider any other academic matter related to the 

college/department/institute and to report thereon to the 
Academic Council; and  

(c) perform such other functions as may be assigned. 
2. Selection Board.- 

(1) The Selection Board shall consist of:- 
(i) the Vice Chancellor or (Chairman); 
(ii) the Chairman or a member of the Azad Jammu & 

Kashmir Public Service Commission to be nominated by 
the Chairman; 

(iii) Chairman of the Higher Education Commission, 
Islamabad or his nominee; 

(iv) the Deans of the concerned faculty; 
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(v) The Director/Chairman of the Concerned 
Institute/Department; 

(vi) one member of the Syndicate and two other persons of 
eminence to be appointed by the Syndicate, provided 
that none of them is an employee of the University. 

(2) The members other than ex-officio members shall hold 
office for a period of two years. 

(3) The quorum for meeting of the Selection Board shall be 
four members. 

(4) No member, who is a candidate for the post to which 
appointment is to be made by the Selection Board, shall take part 
in the proceedings of the Board. 

(5) In selecting candidates for the posts of professors and 
Associate Professors, the Selection Board shall co-opt or consult 
three experts in the relevant subject and in selecting candidate 
for other teaching posts, one expert in the subject concerned, to 
be nominated by the Vice Chancellor from a standing list of 
expert for each subject approved by the Syndicate on the 
recommendations of the Selection Board and revised from time 
to time. 

3. Functions of the Selection Board.- 

(1) The Selection Board for teaching and other posts shall 
consider the applications received in response to advertisement 
and recommend to the Syndicate the names of suitable 
candidates for appointment to teaching or other posts, as the case 
may be, and may also recommend:- 

(a) The grant of a higher initial pay in a suitable case for 
reasons to be recorded; and  

(b) the appointment of an eminently qualified person to a 
Professorship in the University on terms and conditions 
other than those prescribed; 

(2) In the event of a different of opinion between the 
Selection Board and the Syndicate, the matter shall be referred to 
the Chancellor whose decision shall be final. 

4. Finance and Planning Committee.- 

(1) The Finance and Planning Committee shall consist of:- 

(i) The Vice Chancellor (Chairman); 

(ii) One member of the Syndicate to be appointed by the 
Syndicate; 
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(iii)  One member of the Academic Council to be appointed 
by the Academic Council; 

(iv) Two nominees of the Chancellor, one each from the 
Education Department and Finance Department of the 
Government; and 

(v) The Treasurer Director, (Member/Secretary). 

(2) The term of office of the appointed members shall be 
two years.  

(3) The quorum for a meeting of the Finance and Planning 
committee shall be four members. 

5. Functions of the Finance and Planning Committee.- 
The functions of the Finance and Planning Committee shall be:- 
(a) to consider the annual statement of accounts and the 

annual and revised budget estimates and advise the 
Syndicate thereon; 

(b) to review periodically the financial position of the 
University; 

(c) to recommend development projects, development 
budget and other plans for the physical development of 
the University and supervise their execution on behalf of 
the Syndicate; 

(d) to advise the Syndicate on all matters related to 
planning, development, finance, investment, and 
accounts of the University; and  

(e) to perform such other functions as may be prescribed. 

6. Discipline Committee.-  
(1) The Discipline Committee in each of the 
faculties/Affiliated colleges shall consist of.- 
(i) Dean of the concerned faculty/Principal of the College to 

be appointed by the Vice-Chancellor; 

(ii) One member to be nominated by the Syndicate; 
(iii) One member to be nominated by the Academic Council; 

(iv) The teacher or the officer incharge of student affairs, by 
whatever name called, Member/Secretary. 

(2) The term of office of the members of the committee 
other than ex-officio members shall be two years. 
(3) The quorum for the meeting of the committee shall be 
four members. 
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7. The Functions of the Discipline Committee.-  

(1) The functions of the Discipline Committee shall be:- 

(a) to deal with all inter-departmental cases of indiscipline 
in the University, college/department/institute; 

(b) to propose regulations relating to conduct of students 
maintenance of discipline and breach of discipline. 

(c) to suspend, expel or rusticated students on the basis of 
inquiry conducted under prescribed rules/regulations; 
and 

(d) to perform such other functions as may be prescribed. 

(2) An appeal against the decision of the discipline 
committee shall lie with the vice Chancellor whose decision 
shall be final and binding. No order on an appeal or application 
for view shall be passed without affording to the appellant, or 
applicant as the case may be, an opportunity of being heard.  

8. Scheme of Studies.-  

The Courses and scheme of studies in each of the disciplines at 
the University shall be as determined by the relevant committee. 
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financial and administrative autonomy, including the power to 
employ officers, teachers and other employees on such terms as 
may be prescribed, subject to the terms of this Ordinance and the 
Higher Education Commission Ordinance. In particular, and 
without prejudice to the authority granted to the Commission by 
the law, the Government or an authority or auditor appointed by 
the Government shall have no power to question the policy 
underlying the allocation of resources approved by the Senate in 
the annual budget of the University. 
(6) The university shall consist of the existing 
departments/institutes and faculties at the Mirpur campus of 
University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir (UAJ&K) and 
departments/institute and faculties as may be determined by 
statutes. 
(7)  All properties, rights and interests of whatever kind, 
used, enjoyed, possessed, owned or vested in or held in trust by 
and for the Mirpur campus of the University of Azad Jammu & 
Kashmir (UAJ&K) and all liabilities legally subsistent against 
the campus shall stand transferred to Mirpur University of 
Science and Technology (MUST), Mirpur. 

4. Powers and Purposes of the University.- The University shall 
have the following powers, namely:- 
(i)  to provide for education and scholarship in such 

branches of knowledge as it may deem fit, and to make 
provision for research, service to society and for the 
application, advancement and dissemination of 
knowledge in such manner as it may determine; 

(ii) to prescribe courses of studies to be conducted by it and 
the colleges;  

(iii) to hold examinations and to award and confer degrees, 
diplomas, certificates and other academic distinctions to 
and on persons who have been admitted to and have 
passed its examinations under prescribed conditions; 

(iv) to prescribe the terms and conditions of employment of 
the officers, teachers and other employees of the 
University and to lay down terms and conditions that 
may be different from those applicable to government 
servants in general; 

(v) to engage, where necessary, persons on contracts of 
specified duration and to specify the terms of each 
engagement; 

(vi) to confer honorary degrees or other distinctions on 
approved persons in the manner prescribed; 
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(vii) to provide for such instruction for persons not being 
students of the University as it may prescribe, and to 
grant certificates and diplomas to such persons; 

(viii) to institute programmes for the exchange of students and 
teachers between the University and other universities, 
educational institutions and research organizations, 
inside as well as outside Pakistan; 

(ix) to provide career counseling and job search services to 
students and alumni; 

(x) to maintain linkages with alumni; 

(xi) to develop and implement fund-raising plans; 

(xii) to provide and support the academic development of the 
faculty of the University; 

(xiii) to confer degrees on persons who have carried an 
independent research under prescribed conditions; 

(xiv) to accept the examinations passed and the period of 
study spent by students of the University at other 
universities and places of learning equivalent to such 
examinations and periods of study in the University, as it 
may prescribe, and to withdraw such acceptance; 

(xv) to co-operate with other Universities, public authorities 
or private organizations, inside as well as outside 
Pakistan, in such manner and for such purposes as it may 
prescribe; 

(xvi) to institute Professorships, Associate Professorships, 
Assistant Professorships and Lectureships and any other 
posts and to appoint persons thereto; 

(xvii) to create posts for research, extension, administration 
and other related purposes and to appoint persons 
thereto; 

(xviii) to recognize selected members of the teaching staff of 
educational institutions admitted to the privileges of the 
University or such other persons as it may deem fit, as 
University teachers; 

(xix) to institute and award financial assistance to students in 
need, fellowships, scholarships, bursaries, medals and 
prizes under prescribed conditions; 

(xx) to establish teaching departments, schools, colleges, 
faculties, institutes, museums and other centers of 
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learning for the development of teaching and research 
and to make such arrangements for their maintenance, 
management and administration as it may prescribe; 

(xxi) to provide for the residence of the students of the 
University and the colleges, to institute and maintain 
halls of residence and to approve or license hostels and 
lodging; 

(xxii) to maintain order, discipline and security on the 
campuses of the University and the colleges; 

(xxiii) to promote the extra curricular and recreational activities 
of such students, and to make arrangements for 
promoting their health and general welfare; 

(xxiv) to demand and receive such fees and other charges as it 
may determine; 

(xxv) to make provision for research, advisory or consultancy 
services and with these objects to enter into 
arrangements with other institutions, public or private 
bodies, commercial and industrial enterprises under 
prescribed conditions; 

(xxvi) to enter into, carry out, vary or cancel contracts; 

(xxvii) to receive and manage property transferred and grants, 
contributions made to the University and to invest any 
fund representing such property, grants, bequests, trusts, 
gifts, donations, endowments or contributions in such 
manner as it may deem fit; 

(xxviii) to provide for the printing and publication of research 
and other works; and 

(xxix) to do all such other acts and things, whether incidental to 
the powers aforesaid or not, as may be requisite or 
expedient in order to further the objectives of the 
University as a place of education, learning and research. 

5. University open to all classes, creeds, etc.- (1) Except where 
the University has been declared by notification in the official 
Gazette to be open only to persons of a specified gender, the 
University shall be open to all persons of either gender and of 
whatever religion, race, creed, class, colour or domicile and no 
person shall be denied the privileges of the University on the 
grounds of sex, religion, race, caste, creed, class or colour. 

(2)  An increase in any fee or charge that is in excess of ten 
percent per annum on an annualized basis from the last such 
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increase may not be made except in special circumstances, and 
only with the approval of the Chancellor. 

(3) The University shall institute financial aid programmes 
for students in need, to the extent considered feasible by the 
Senate given the resources available, so as to enable admission 
and access to the University and the various opportunities 
provided by it to be based on merit rather than ability to pay:  

Provided that the University may institute self-finance 
schemes not covering more than ten percent of the total number 
of candidates in any on-campus taught course or research-based 
programme of study. 

6.  Teaching at the University.- (1) All recognized teaching in 
various  courses shall be conducted by the University or the 
colleges in the prescribed manner and may include lectures, 
tutorials, discussions, seminars, demonstrations, distance 
learning and other methods of instruction as well as practical 
work in the laboratories, hospitals, workshops and other 
governmental or private organizations. 

(2)  The authority responsible for organizing recognized 
teaching shall be such as may be prescribed. 

CHAPTER III 
Officers of the University 

7. Principal Officers.- The following shall be the principal officers 
of the University, namely:- 

(a) the Chancellor; 

(b)  the Vice-Chancellor; 

(c)  the Deans; 

(d)  the Principals of the constituent colleges; 

(e)  the Chairpersons/Directors of the teaching departments/ 
Institutes; 

(f)  the Registrar; 

(g)  the Treasurer; 

(h)  the Controller of Examinations;  

(i) the librarian; and 

(j)  such other persons as may be prescribed by the Statutes 
or Regulations to be the principal officers of the 
University. 
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8. Chancellor.- (1) The President of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
shall be the Chancellor of the University and the Chairperson of 
the Senate. 
(2) The Chancellor shall, when present, preside at the 
meetings of the Senate and the Convocation of the University. In 
the absence of the Chancellor the Vice Chancellor shall preside 
over the meeting of the Senate and the Convocation of the 
University. 
(3)  The members of the Senate as well as the Vice-
Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor from amongst 
the persons recommended by the Representation Committee set 
up for this purpose or the Search Committee established in 
accordance with the Ordinance and the Statutes, as the case may 
be alongwith those elected. 
(4)  Every proposal to confer an honorary degree shall be 
subject to confirmation by the Chancellor. 
(5)  If the Chancellor is satisfied that serious irregularity or 
mismanagement with respect to the affairs of the University has 
occurred, he may,- 
(a) as regards proceedings of the Senate, direct that 

specified proceedings be reconsidered and appropriate 
action be taken within one month of the direction having 
been issued: 

Provided that if the Chancellor is satisfied that 
either no reconsideration has been carried out or that the 
reconsideration has failed to address the concern 
expressed he may, after calling upon the Senate to show 
cause in writing, appoint a five member Review Panel to 
examine and report to the Chancellor on the functioning 
of the Senate. The report of the Review Panel shall be 
submitted within such time as may be prescribed by the 
Chancellor. The Review Panel shall be drawn from 
persons of eminence in academics and in the fields of 
law, accountancy and administration; and 

(b) as regards proceedings of any Authority or with respect 
to matters within the competence of any Authority other 
than the Senate, direct the Senate to exercise powers 
under Section 17. 

9. Removal from the Senate.- (1) The Chancellor may, upon the 
recommendations of the Review Panel, remove any person from 
the membership of the Senate on the ground that such person: 
(a) has become of unsound mind; or 
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(b) has become incapacitated to function as member of the 
Senate; or 

(c) has been convicted by a court of law for an offence 
involving moral turpitude ; or 

(d) has absented himself from two consecutive meetings 
without just cause; or 

(e) has been guilty of misconduct, including use of position 
for personal advantage of any kind, or gross inefficiency 
in the performance of functions. 

(2)  The Chancellor shall remove any person from the 
membership of the Senate on a resolution calling for the removal 
of such person supported by at least three-fourths of the 
membership of the Senate: 

 Provided that before passing such resolution the Senate 
shall provide the member concerned a chance of fair hearing:  

Provided further that the provisions of this section shall 
not be applicable to the Vice-Chancellor in his capacity as a 
member of the Senate. 

10.  Vice-Chancellor.- (1) There shall be a Vice-Chancellor of the 
University who shall be an eminent academician/scholar of 
international repute and shall be appointed on such terms and 
conditions as may be prescribed.  

(2) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the chief executive officer 
of the University responsible for all administrative and academic 
functions of the University and for ensuring that the provisions 
of the Ordinance, Statutes, Regulations and Rules are faithfully 
observed in order to promote the general efficiency and good 
order of the University. The Vice-Chancellor shall have all 
powers prescribed for this purpose, including administrative 
control over the officers, teachers and other employees of the 
University. 

(3)  The Vice-Chancellor shall, if present, shall have a right 
to attend any meeting of any Authority or body of the University. 

(4)  The Vice-Chancellor may, in an emergency that in his 
opinion requires immediate action ordinarily not in the 
competence of the Vice-Chancellor, take such action and 
forward, within seventy-two hours, a report of the action taken to 
the members of the Emergency Committee of the Senate, to be 
set up by Statute. The Emergency Committee may direct such 
further action as is considered appropriate. 
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(2)  A Search Committee for the recommendation of persons 
suitable for appointment as Vice-Chancellor shall be constituted 
by the Senate on the date and in the manner prescribed by the 
Statutes and shall consist of two eminent members of society 
nominated by the Chancellor, of whom one shall be appointed 
the Convenor, two members of the Senate, two distinguished 
University Teachers who are not members of the Senate and one 
academician of eminence not employed by the University. The 
two distinguished University Teachers shall be selected by the 
Senate through a process, to be prescribed by the Statutes that 
provides for the recommendation of suitable names by the 
University Teachers in general. The Search Committee shall 
remain in existence till such time that the appointment of the 
next Vice-Chancellor has been made by the Chancellor. 

(3)  The persons proposed by the Search Committee for 
appointment as Vice-Chancellor shall be considered by the 
Senate and of these a panel of three, in order of priority, shall be 
recommended by the Senate to the Chancellor: 

Provided that the Chancellor may decline to appoint any 
of three persons recommended and seek recommendation of a 
fresh panel. In the event of a fresh recommendation being sought 
by the Chancellor the Search Committee shall make a proposal 
to the Senate in the prescribed manner. 

(4)  The Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed for a renewable 
tenure of five years on terms and conditions prescribed by 
Statute. The tenure of an incumbent Vice-Chancellor shall be 
renewed by the Chancellor on receipt of a resolution of the 
Senate in support of such renewal: 

Provided that the Chancellor may call upon the Senate to 
reconsider such resolution once. 

(5)  The Senate may, pursuant to a resolution in this behalf 
passed by three fourth of its membership, recommend to the 
Chancellor the removal of the Vice-Chancellor on the ground of 
inefficiency, moral turpitude or physical or mental incapacity or 
gross misconduct, including misuse of position for personal 
advantage of any kind: 

Provided that the Chancellor may make a reference to 
the Senate stating the instances of inefficiency, moral turpitude 
or physical or mental incapacity or gross misconduct on the part 
of the Vice-Chancellor that have come to his notice. After 
consideration of the reference the Senate may, pursuant to a 
resolution in this behalf passed by two-thirds of its membership, 
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recommend to the Chancellor the removal of the Vice-
Chancellor: 

Provided further that prior to a resolution for the 
removal of the Vice-Chancellor being voted upon, the Vice-
Chancellor shall be given an opportunity of being heard. 
(6)  A resolution recommending the removal of the Vice-
Chancellor shall be submitted to the Chancellor forthwith. The 
Chancellor may accept the recommendation and order removal 
of the Vice-Chancellor or return the recommendation to the 
Senate. 

(7)  At any time when the office of the Vice-Chancellor is 
vacant, or the Vice-Chancellor is absent or is unable to perform 
the functions of his office due to illness or some other cause, the 
Senate shall make such arrangements for the performance of the 
duties of the Vice-Chancellor as it may deem fit.  

12. Registrar.- (1) There shall be a Registrar of the University to be 
appointed by the Senate on the recommendation of the Vice-
Chancellor, on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2)  The experience as well as the professional and academic 
qualifications necessary for appointment to the post of the 
Registrar shall be as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Registrar shall be a full-time officer of the 
University and shall,- 

(a) be the administrative head of the secretariat of the 
University and be responsible for the provision of 
secretarial support to the Authorities of the University; 

(b) be the custodian of the common seal and the academic 
records of the University; 

(c) maintain a register of registered graduates in the 
prescribed manner; 

(d) supervise the process of election, appointment or 
nomination of members to the various authorities and 
other bodies in the prescribed manner; and 

(e) perform such other duties as may be prescribed. 

(4) The term of office of the Registrar shall be renewable 
after every three years: 

Provided that the Senate may, on the advice of the Vice 
Chancellor, terminate the appointment of the Registrar on 
grounds of inefficiency or misconduct in accordance with 
prescribed procedure. 
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13. Treasurer.- (1) There shall be a Treasurer of the University to 
be appointed by the Senate on the recommendation of the Vice-
Chancellor, on such terms and conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2)  The experience, professional and academic 
qualifications necessary for appointment to the post of the 
Treasurer shall be as may be prescribed. 

(3)  The Treasurer shall be the chief financial officer of the 
University and shall; 

(a) manage the assets, liabilities, receipts, expenditures, 
funds and investments of the University; 

(b) prepare the annual and revised budget estimates of the 
University and present them to the Syndicate or a 
committee thereof for approval and incorporation in the 
budget to be presented to the Senate; 

(c) ensure that the funds of the University are expended on 
the purposes for which they are provided; 

(d) have the accounts of the University audited annually so 
as to be available for submission to the Senate within six 
months of the close of the financial year; and 

(e) perform such other duties as may be prescribed. 

(4)  The term of office of the Treasurer shall be renewable 
after every three years: 

Provided that the Senate may, on the advice of the Vice 
Chancellor, terminate the appointment of the Treasurer on 
grounds of inefficiency or misconduct in accordance with 
prescribed procedure. 

14.  Controller of Examinations.- (1) There shall be a Controller of 
Examinations, to be appointed by the Senate on the 
recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor, on such terms and 
conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2)  The minimum qualifications necessary for appointment 
to the post of the Controller of Examinations shall be as may be 
prescribed. 

(3)  The Controller of Examinations shall be a full-time 
officer of the University and shall be responsible for all matters 
concerning with the conduct of examinations and perform such 
other duties as may be prescribed. 

(4)  The Controller of Examinations shall be appointed for a 
renewable term of three years: 
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Representation Committee set up in terms of section 23 and in 
accordance with procedure as may be prescribed: 

Provided that effort shall be made, without 
compromising on quality or qualification, to give fair 
representation to women on the Senate: 

Provided further that as regards the University Teachers 
described in clause (g) of sub-section (1) the Senate shall 
prescribe a procedure for appointment on the basis of elections 
that provide for voting by the various categories of University 
Teachers. Provided also that the Senate may alternatively 
prescribe that appointment of University Teachers to the Senate 
shall also be in the manner provided by this sub-section for the 
persons described in clauses (e) to (f) of sub-section (1). 

(4)  Members of the Senate, other than ex officio members, 
shall hold office for a period of three years. One-third of the 
members, other than ex officio members, of the first Senate, to be 
determined by lot, shall retire from office on the expiration of 
one year from the date of appointment by the Chancellor. One-
half of the remaining members, other than ex officio members, of 
the first Senate, to be determined by lot, shall retire from office 
on the expiration of two years from the date of appointment and 
the remaining one-half, other than ex officio members, shall 
retire from office on the expiration of the third year: 

Provided that no person, other than an ex officio 
member, may serve on the Senate for more than two consecutive 
terms: 

Provided further that the University Teachers appointed 
to the Senate may not serve for two consecutive terms. 

(5)  The Senate shall meet at least twice in a calendar year. 

(6) Service on the Senate shall be on honourary basis but 
actual expenses incurred may be reimbursed as prescribed. 

(7) The Registrar shall be the Secretary of the Senate. 

(8)  In the absence of the Chancellor meetings of the Senate 
shall be presided by the Vice Chancellor or by such member, not 
being an employee of the University or the Government, as the 
Chancellor may, from time to time, nominate. The member so 
nominated shall be the convener of the Senate. 

(9)  Unless otherwise prescribed by this Ordinance, all 
decisions of the Senate shall be taken on the basis of the opinion 
of a majority of the members present. In the event of the 
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(d) to cause proper books of account to be kept for all sums 
of money received and expended by the University and 
for the assets and liabilities of the University; 

(e) to invest any money belonging to the University 
including any unapplied income in any of the securities 
prescribed in section 20 of the Trusts Act, 1882 (Act II 
of 1882), or in the purchase of immovable property or in 
such other manner, as it may prescribe, with the like 
power of varying such investments; 

(f) to receive and manage any property transferred, and 
grants, bequests, trust, gifts, donations, endowments, and 
other contributions made to the University; 

(g) to administer any funds placed at the disposal of the 
University for specified purposes; 

(h) to provide the buildings, libraries, premises, furniture, 
apparatus, equipment and other means required for 
carrying out the work of the University; 

(i) to establish and maintain halls of residence and hostels 
or approve or license hostels or lodgings for the 
residence of students; 

(j) to recommend to the Senate admission of educational 
institutions to the privileges of the University and 
withdrawal of such privileges; 

(k) to arrange for the inspection of colleges and the 
departments/ Institutes; 

(l) to institute Professorships, Associate Professorships, 
Assistant Professorships, Lectureships, and other 
teaching posts or to suspend or to abolish such posts; 

(m) to create, suspend or abolish such administrative or other 
posts as may be necessary; 

(n) to prescribe the duties of officers, teachers and other 
employees of the University; 

(o) to report to the Senate on matters with respect to which 
it has been asked to report; 

(p) to appoint members to various Authorities in accordance 
with the provisions of the Ordinance; 

(q) to propose drafts of Statutes for submission to the 
Senate; 
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(r) to regulate the conduct and discipline of the students of 
the University; 

(s) to take actions necessary for the good administration of 
the University in general and exercise such powers as are 
necessary; 

(t) to delegate any of its powers to any Authority or officer 
or a committee; and 

(u) to perform such other functions as have been assigned to 
it by the provisions of the Ordinance or may be assigned 
to it by the Statutes. 

21. Academic Council.- (1) There shall be an Academic Council of 
the University consisting of the following:- 

(a) the Vice Chancellor who shall be its Chairperson; 

(b) the Deans of Faculties and such Heads of departments as 
may be prescribed; 

(c) five members representing the departments, institutes 
and the constituent colleges to be elected in the manner 
prescribed by the Senate; 

(d) five Professors including Emeritus Professors; 

(e) the Registrar; 

(f) the Controller of Examinations; and 

(g) the Librarian. 

(2) The Senate shall appoint the members of the Academic 
Council, other than the ex officio and the elected members, on 
the recommendation of the Vice Chancellor: 
 Provided that as regards the five professors and the 
members representing the departments, institutes and the 
constituent colleges the Senate may, as an alternative to 
elections, prescribe a procedure for proposal of a panel of names 
by the Representation Committee set up in terms of section 23 
appointment of persons proposed by the Representation 
Committee may be made by the Senate on the recommendation 
of the Vice Chancellor. 
(3)  Members of the Academic Council shall hold office for 
three years. 

(4)  The Academic Council shall meet at least once in each 
quarter. 

(5)  The quorum for meetings of the Academic Council shall 
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be one half of the total number of members, a fraction being 
counted as one. 

22. Powers and functions of the Academic Council.- (1) The 
Academic Council shall be the principal academic body of the 
University and shall, subject to the provisions of the Ordinance 
and the Statutes, have the power to lay down proper standards of 
instructions, research and examinations and to regulate and 
promote the academic life of the University and the colleges. 

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
powers, and subject to the provisions of this Ordinance and the 
Statutes, the Academic Council shall have the power to,- 

(a) approve the policies and procedures pertaining to the 
quality of academic programmes; 

(b) approve academic programmes; 

(c) approve the policies and procedures pertaining to student 
related functions including admissions, expulsions, 
punishments, examinations and certification; 

(d) approve the policies and procedures assuring quality of 
teaching and research; 

(e) propose to the Syndicate schemes for the constitution 
and organization of Faculties, teaching 
departments/Institutes and boards of studies; 

(f) appoint paper setters and examiners for all examinations 
of the University after receiving panels of names from 
the relevant authorities; 

(g) institute programmes for the continued professional 
development of University Teachers at all levels; 

(h) recognize the examinations of other Universities or 
examining bodies as equivalent to the corresponding 
examinations of the University; 

(i) regulate the award of studentships, scholarships, 
exhibitions, medals and prizes; 

(j) frame Regulations for submission to the Senate; 

(k) prepare an annual report on the academic performance of 
the University; and 

(l) perform such other functions as may be prescribed by 
Regulations. 

23. Representation Committees.- (1) There shall be a 
Representation Committee constituted by the Senate through 
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Authorities may, from time to time, appoint such standing, 
special or advisory committees, as they may deem fit, and may 
place on such committee persons who are not members of the 
Authorities appointing the Committees. 

(2) The constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities 
for which no specific provision has been made in this Ordinance 
shall be such as may be prescribed by the Statutes or 
Regulations. 

CHAPTER V 
Statutes, Regulations and Rules 

25. Statutes.- (1) Subject to the provisions of the Ordinance, 
Statutes to be published in the official Gazette, may be made to 
regulate or prescribe all or any of the following matters:- 

(a) the contents of and the manner in which the annual 
report to be presented by the Vice-Chancellor before the 
Senate shall be prepared; 

(b) the University fees and other charges; 

(c) the constitution of any pension, insurance, gratuity, 
provident fund and benevolent fund for the University 
employees; 

(d) the scales of pay and other terms and conditions of 
service of officers, teachers and other employees of the 
University; 

(e)  the maintenance of the register of registered graduates; 

(f) admission of educational institutions to the privileges of 
the University and the withdrawal of such privileges; 

(g) the establishment of faculties, departments, institutes, 
colleges and other academic divisions; 

(h) the powers and duties of officers and teachers; 

(i) conditions under which the University may enter into 
arrangements with other institutions or with public 
bodies for purposes of research and advisory services; 

(j) conditions for appointment of Emeritus Professors and 
award of honorary degrees; 

(k) efficiency and discipline of University employees; 

(l)  the constitution and procedure to be followed by 
Representation Committees in carrying out functions in 
terms of this Ordinance; 
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(m) the constitution and procedure to be followed by the 
Search Committee for appointment of the Vice 
Chancellor;  

(n) constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities of 
the University; and 

(o) all other matters which by this Ordinance are to be or 
may be prescribed or regulated by Statutes. 

(2) The draft of Statutes shall be proposed by the Syndicate 
to the Senate which may approve or pass with such 
modifications as the Senate may think fit or may refer back to 
the Syndicate, as the case may be, for reconsideration of the 
proposed draft: 

Provided that Statutes concerning any of the matters 
mentioned in clauses (a) and (k) of sub-section (1) shall be 
initiated and approved by the Senate, after seeking the views of 
the Syndicate: 

Provided further that the Senate may initiate a Statute 
with respect to any matter in its power or with respect to which a 
Statute may be framed in terms of the Ordinance and approve 
such Statute after seeking the views of the Syndicate. 

26. Regulations.- (1) Subject to the provisions of the Ordinance and 
the Statues, the Academic Council may make Regulations, to be 
published in the official Gazette, for all or any of the following matters:- 

(a) the courses of study for degrees, diplomas and 
certificates of the University; 

(b) the manner in which the teaching referred to in sub-
section (1) of section 6 shall be organized and 
conducted; 

(c) the admission and expulsion of students to and from the 
University; 

(d) the conditions under which students shall be admitted to 
the courses and the examinations of the University and 
shall become eligible for the award of degrees, diplomas 
and certificates; 

(e) the conduct of examinations; 

(f) conditions under which a person may carry on 
independent research to entitle him to a degree; 

(g) the institution of fellowships, scholarships, exhibitions, 
medals and prizes; 
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(h) the use of the Library; 

(i) the formation of Faculties, departments and board of 
studies; and 

(j) all other matters which by the Ordinance or the Statutes 
are to be or may be prescribed by Regulations. 

(2) Regulations shall be proposed by the Academic Council 
and shall be submitted to the Senate which may approve them or 
withhold approval or refer them back to the Academic Council 
for reconsideration. A Regulation proposed by the Academic 
Council shall not be effective unless it receives the approval of 
the Senate. 

(3) Regulations regarding or incidental to matters contained 
in sub-clauses (g) and (i) shall not be submitted to the Senate 
without the prior approval of the Syndicate. 

27. Amendment and repeal of Statutes and Regulations.- The 
procedure for adding to, amending or repealing the Statutes and 
the Regulations shall be the same as that prescribed respectively 
for framing or making Statutes and Regulations. 

28. Rules.- (1) The Authorities and the other bodies of the 
University may make Rules, to be published in the official 
Gazette, consistent with the Ordinance, Statutes or the 
Regulations, to regulate any matter relating to the affairs of the 
University which has not been provided for by the Ordinance or 
that is not required to be regulated by Statutes or Regulations, 
including rules to regulate the conduct of business and the time 
and place of meetings and related matters. 

(2) Rules shall become effective upon approval by the 
Syndicate. 

CHAPTER VI 
University Fund 

29. University fund.- The University shall have a fund which shall 
be credited its income from fees, charges, donations, trusts, 
bequests, endowments, contributions, grants and all other 
sources. 

30. Audits and Accounts.- (1) The Accounts of the University shall 
be maintained in such form and in such manner as may be 
prescribed. 

(2) The teaching departments, constituent colleges/institutes 
and all other bodies designated as such by the Syndicate in terms 
of Statutes shall be independent cost centres of the University 
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with authority vested in the head of each cost centre to sanction 
expenditure out of the budget allocated to it:  
 Provided that re-appropriation from one head of 
expenditure to another may be made by the head of a cost centre 
in accordance with and to the extent prescribed by the Statutes. 
(3) All funds generated by a teaching department, 
constituent college or other unit of the University through 
consultancy, research or other provision of service shall be made 
available without prejudice to the budgetary allocation otherwise 
made, after deduction of overheads in the manner and to the 
extent prescribed by Statute, to the teaching department, 
constituent college or other unit for its development. A part of 
the funds so generated may be shared with the University 
Teachers or researchers in charge of the consultancy, research or 
service concerned in the manner and to the extent prescribed by 
Statute. 
(4) No expenditure shall be made from the funds of the 
University, unless a bill for its payments has been issued by the 
head of the cost centre concerned in accordance with the relevant 
statutes and the Treasurer has verified that the payment is 
provided for in the approved budget of the cost centre, subject to 
the authority to re-appropriate available to the head of the cost 
centre. 
(5) Provision shall be made for an internal audit of the 
finances of the University. 
(6) Without prejudice to the requirement of audit by an 
auditor appointed by Government in accordance with the 
provisions of any other law in force, the annual audited 
statement of accounts of the University shall be prepared in 
conformity with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles 
(GAAP) by a reputed firm of chartered accountants or the 
University and signed by the Treasurer. The annual audited 
statement of accounts so prepared shall be submitted to the 
Auditor General of Azad Jammu & Kashmir for his 
observations. 
(7) The accounts of the University shall be audited once a 
year by Government Auditors appointed by the Auditor-General 
of Azad Jammu & Kashmir. 
(8) The observations of the Auditor General of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir, if any, together with such annotations as the 
Treasurer may make, shall be considered by the Syndicate and 
shall be placed before the Senate within six months of closing of 
the financial year. 
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CHAPTER VII 
General Provisions 

31. Opportunity to show cause.- Except as otherwise provided by 
law no officer, teacher or other employee of the University 
holding a permanent post shall be reduced in rank, or removed or 
compulsorily retired from service for cause arising out of any act 
or omission on the part of the person concerned unless he has 
been given a reasonable opportunity of showing cause against 
the action proposed to be taken. 

32. Appeal to the Syndicate and the Senate.- Where an order is 
passed punishing any officer (other than the Vice-Chancellor), 
teacher or other employee of the University or altering or 
interpreting to his disadvantage the prescribed terms or 
conditions of his service, he shall, where the order is passed by 
any officer or teacher of the University other than the Vice-
Chancellor, have the right to appeal to the Syndicate against the 
order, and where the order is passed by the Vice-Chancellor, 
have the right to appeal to the Senate. 

33. Service of the University.- (1) All persons employed by the 
University in accordance with the terms and conditions of 
service prescribed by statutes shall be persons in the service of 
government for the purposes of any court or tribunal set up by 
law in terms of Section 47 of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
Interim Constitution Act, 1974: 

  Provided that any provision as regards the terms and 
conditions of employment of persons in the service of Pakistan 
in general or in comparable employment notwithstanding the 
service of persons employed by the University shall be entirely 
governed by the terms and conditions prescribed by the relevant 
Statutes. 
(2) An officer, teacher or other employee of the University 
shall retire from service on the attainment of such age or tenure 
of service as may be prescribed. 
(3) No adverse change shall be made in the terms and 
conditions of employment of any University Teacher, officer and 
other employees in the employment of the University on the date 
of enforcement of the Ordinance. 

34. Pension, Insurance, Gratuity, Provident Fund and 
Benevolent Fund.- (1) The University shall constitute for the 
benefit of its officers, teachers and other employees in such 
manner and subject to such conditions as may be prescribed such 
pension, insurance, gratuity, provident fund and benevolent fund 
scheme as it may deem fit. 
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  (2) Where any provident fund has been constituted under 
this Ordinance, the provisions of the Provident Funds and rules 
made thereunder shall apply to such funds as if it were the 
Government Provident Fund and the University were the 
Government. 

35.  Commencement of term of office of members of Authority.- 
(1) When a member of a newly constituted Authority is elected, 
appointed or nominated, his term of office, as fixed under this 
Ordinance, shall commence from such date as may be 
prescribed. 
(2) Where a member who has accepted any other 
assignment or for any other similar reason remains absent from 
the University for a period of not less than six months he shall be 
deemed to have resigned and vacated his seat. 

36. Filling of casual vacancies in Authorities.- Any casual vacancy 
among the members of any Authority shall be filled, as soon as 
conveniently may be, in the same manner and by the same 
person or Authority that had appointed the member whose place 
has become vacant and the person appointed to the vacancy shall 
be a member of such Authority for the residue of the term for 
which the person whose place he fills would have been a 
member. 

37. Flaws in the constitution of Authorities.- Where there is a flaw 
in the constitution of an Authority, as constituted by this 
Ordinance, the Statutes or the Regulations on account of the 
abolition of a specified office under Government or an 
organization, institution or other body outside the University has 
been dissolved or has ceased to function, or because of some 
other similar reason, such flaw shall be removed in such manner 
as the Senate may direct. 

38.  Proceedings of Authorities not invalidated by the vacancies.- 
No act, resolution or decision of any Authority shall be invalid 
by reason of any vacancy in the Authority doing, passing, or 
making it or by reason of any want of qualification or invalidity 
in the election, appointment or nomination of any de facto 
member of the Authority, whether present or absent. 

39.  First Statutes and Regulations.- Notwithstanding anything to 
the contrary contained in the Ordinance, the President of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir shall promulgate the First Statues and 
Regulations which shall be deemed to be Statutes and 
Regulations framed under section 25 and 26 and shall continue 
to remain in force until amended or replaced or till such time as 
new Statutes and Regulations are framed in accordance with the 
provisions of the Ordinance. 
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40. Transfer of Officers, etc.- (1) Any officer, teacher or other 
employee of the University shall, as the Chancellor may direct, 
serve for such period as may be fixed or extended from time to 
time by the Chancellor in any post under any organization in the 
territory of Azad Jammu and Kashmir. The terms and conditions 
offered to him shall not be less favourable than those admissible to 
him in the University. 

(2) The Chancellor in consultation with the Vice Chancellor 
may fill any post in the University by appointing a person in the 
service of the Government. 

(3) The Chancellor may approve inter-transfer of officers, 
teachers or other employees of the University, constituent colleges, 
Government; corporate bodies provided that the rights and 
privileges of such persons under this arrangement are protected 
under such conditions as may be prescribed. 

41. Transitory Provisions.- (1) Notwithstanding anything contained 
in this Ordinance, the members of the first Senate shall be 
appointed by the Chancellor in accordance with the numbers and 
criteria for membership specified in the Ordinance.  The first 
Senate so constituted shall initiate, as soon as possible, the 
process for the appointment of the members of the Syndicate and 
the Academic Council in accordance with the terms of this 
Ordinance. The tenure provided in sub-section (4) of Section 16 
notwithstanding, one-third of the members, other than ex officio 
members, of the first Senate, to be determined by lot, shall retire 
from office on the expiration of one year from the date of 
appointment by the Chancellor. One-half of the remaining 
members, other than ex officio members, of the first Senate, to 
be determined by lot, shall retire from office on the expiration of 
two years from the date of appointment and the remaining one-
half, other than ex officio members, shall retire from office on 
the expiration of the third year. 

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Ordinance, 
the first Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor 
for a period of three years.  

(3) Immediately on promulgation of the Ordinance the 
Chancellor shall appoint a Project Director along with helping staff 
to put the provisions of this Ordinance into effect. Other officers 
such as Registrar, Treasurer, Controller of Examinations and 
Librarian shall be appointed when the University starts functioning 
fully. 

(4) All projects sponsored by the Higher Education 
Commission (HEC), the Government, AJ&K Council or by any 
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of the sponsoring agencies existing/approved or submitted 
relating to the Mirpur campus of the UAJ&K shall also stand 
transferred to the MUST. 

(5) All examinations of existing students admitted in all 
disciplines at the departments/institutes and faculties of the 
Mirpur campus of the University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
(UAJ&K), before the promulgation of this Ordinance shall be 
conducted by the University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
(UAJ&K) and the candidates shall be awarded degrees or 
certificates/diplomas after the completion of the degree 
requirements by the University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
(UAJ&K), whereas the admissions in each of the disciplines 
existing or to be opened in future shall be made under the 
MUST. The examinations of the students admitted after the 
promulgation of this Ordinance shall be conducted by the MUST 
and the candidates shall be awarded degrees or certificates/ 
diplomas after the completion of the degree requirements by the 
MUST. 

(6) The proportionate share of the developmental and non-
developmental self-support budget of the departments/institutes 
and faculties of the University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir 
(UAJ&K) at Mirpur shall stand transferred to the MUST. 

(7) The teaching and non-teaching staff of the 
departments/institutes and faculties of the Mirpur campus of the 
University of Azad Jammu and Kashmir (UAJ&K) shall stand 
transferred to the MUST. 

(8) The jurisdiction of MUST shall be the Mirpur division. 

42. Removal of Difficulties.- (1) If any question arises as to the 
interpretation of any of the provisions of the Ordinance, it shall 
be placed before the Chancellor whose decision thereon, shall be 
final.  

(2) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any of the 
provisions of the Ordinance, the Chancellor may make such 
order after obtaining the views of the Senate, not inconsistent 
with the provisions of the Ordinance, as may appear to him to be 
necessary for removing the difficulty. 

(3) Where the Ordinance makes any provision for anything 
to be done but no provision or no sufficient provision has been 
made as respects the authority by whom, or the time at which, or 
the manner in which, it shall be done, then it shall be done by 
such authority, at such time, or in such manner as the Chancellor 
may direct after obtaining the views of the Senate. 
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43. Indemnity.- No suit or legal proceedings shall lie against the 
Government, the University or any Authority, officer or 
employee of the Government or the University or any person in 
respect of anything done in good faith under the Ordinance. 

44. Power to allow appointment of employees of the 
Government, other universities or educational or research 
institutions to the University.- (1) Notwithstanding anything 
contained in the Ordinance the Senate may, on the advice of the 
Syndicate, allow any post in the University to be filled by 
appointment, on such terms and conditions as the Senate may 
specify, an employee of the Government or any other university 
or educational or research institution. 

(2) Where any appointment has been made under this 
section, the terms and conditions of service of the appointee shall 
not be less favourable than those admissible to him immediately 
before such appointment and he shall be entitled to all benefits of 
such post. 

45. Repeal.- The University of Science and Engineering, Mirpur 
Ordinance, 2008 (Ordinance XI of 2008) is hereby repealed.

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5. Chairman.- (1) The Chief Secretary Govt. of AJ&K shall be ex-
officio Chairman of the Authority.  

(2)  The Chairman shall together with other officers, be 
responsible for the management of all affairs of the Authority 
and achievement of desired objectives. Subject to the regulations 
made by the Authority, the Chairman shall be assisted by other 
subordinate officers and servants in carrying out the functions of 
the Authority. The Chairman shall report to the Government on 
all matters including those delegated by him to the subordinate 
officers in the Authority. 

6. Secretary.- (1) There shall be a Secretary of the Authority of an 
officer in BPS-20 or above of the service of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir, appointed by the Government. 

(2)  The Secretary shall Principle Accounting Officer 
responsible to report to the Chairman. He shall, together with 
other officers nominated by the Chairman, be responsible for the 
day to day implementation of the approved plans diligently, 
timely and effectively. Subject to the regulations made 
thereunder, Secretary shall be assisted by other subordinate 
officers and servants in carrying out the functions of the 
Authority.  

(3) The Secretary shall provide all secretarial services to the 
Authority.  

7.  Human Resource of the Authority.- (1) The human resource of 
the Authority shall comprise the following, namely:- 

(a) Employees to be appointed on contract basis from 
amongst State Subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir; and 

(b) AJK civil servants appointed on deputation basis to be 
paid from funds of the Authority.  

(2) The salaries, allowances and other perks and privileges 
as declared admissible to the officers and officials shall be paid 
out of the fund of the Authority. 

(3)  The terms and conditions of service of any person 
referred to in sub-clause (2) shall not be varied by the Authority 
to his disadvantage.  

(4)  The Authority may, from time to time, employ persons 
to be employees of the Authority who may be paid remuneration 
and allowances in accordance with procedure approved by the 
Board of the Authority. These employees shall hold office during 
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the pleasure of the Authority and shall be liable to disciplinary 
action in accordance with the regulations made by the board.  

8. Authority to furnish information.- The Authority shall furnish 
to the Government, such information with respect to 
implementation of any policy which it is pursuing or proposes to 
pursue in the performance of any of its functions under this 
Ordinance or as the Government may, from time to time, require.  

CHAPTER-II 
Board 

9. Management.- (1) The general direction and administration of 
the Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Board.  

(2) Board shall consist of the following members, namely:- 

a. Chief Secretary GoAJK   Chairman 

b. Additional Chief Secretary (Gen.)  Vice-Chairman 

c. Senior Member Board of Revenue Member 

d. Inspector General Police  Member 

e. Secretary, Industries Department Member  

f. Secretary, Finance Department   Member  

g. Secretary Law     Member 

h. Secretary Transport   Member 

i. Commissioners MZD/Poonch Division Member 

j. President AJK Chamber of Commerce and Member 
Industries  

k. At least two members nominated bythe Govt. from 
amongst the public representatives or persons having 
relevant experience and knowledge  Member 

l. Director General               Member/Secretary 

(3) Any other member may be co-opted with the approval of 
the Chairman.  

(4) The Board may constitute Executive Committees to 
carry out any particular mandate and formulate policy or 
recommendation on any point of reference assigned to it. 

CHAPTER-III 
Powers And Functions 

10. Powers and functions of the Board.- (1) The Board shall be the 
decision making body of the Authority having the power to 
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supervise, control, direct and regulate the affairs of the Authority 
and shall have the following other functions, namely:-  

(a) to devise strategies and improve the procedures for 
facilitation of travel of AJK State Subjects across LoC; 

(b)  to establish short, medium and long term and to 
undertake critical success factors and key performance 
indicators of Trade;  

(c)  to review performance of the Authority annually 
including pre-agreed  critical success factors and key 
performance indicators;  

(d)  to advise suitable measures and procedures; 

(e) to consider and approve regulations proposed to be made 
by the Authority; 

(f) to consider and approve budget for each  financial year 
and approve expenditure there from; 

(g)  to express its opinion in writing on any policy matter 
referred to it by the Government or the Authority;  

(h)  to exercise all such powers and perform all such 
functions as are conferred or  assigned to it under this 
ordinance; and 

(i)  to create posts and positions required to perform the 
activities and functions of the authority. 

(2)  All policy decisions, including any change in policy, in 
respect of all and any matter within the jurisdiction of the 
Authority, shall be made by the Board. The Board may also 
adopt policy recommendations with or without modifications as 
the Board may deem fit in its sole discretion. 

(3)  The Board shall have the authority to delegate any of its 
powers to Chairman or any other officer of the Authority.  

11.  Powers and functions of the Authority.- (1) The Authority 
shall have all such powers as may be necessary to perform its 
duties and functions under the Ordinance.  
(2)  The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
exercise its powers, organize itself into administrative units as 
may consider expedient, with the approval of the Board.  
(3)  The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
pursue the purposes of this Ordinance, appoint and notify 
committees, bodies, form entities etc. consisting of employees, 
persons of the private sector or the Government.  
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(4)  The Authority may, from time to time, identify matters 
suggesting to the Board to make policy decisions and may also 
make recommendations regarding policy to the Board for its 
consideration provided that any matter referred to the Board by 
the Authority shall require prior approval of the Chairman. 

(5)  Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions of this Section, the Authority shall perform the 
following functions, namely:-  

 A-Cross LoC Travel.- 

i. to regulate, facilitate, supervise and manage cross LoC 
travel of state subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir, through appointment of designated officers in 
appropriate number and for one or more crossing points, 
in accordance with the terms and conditions mutually 
agreed and executed between the Government of  
Pakistan and India appended and modified or improved 
from time to time; 

ii. to pursue policies and instructions, from time to time, 
issued by the Board and shall ensure smooth handling of 
travel related functions in the most feasible manner; 

iii. to coordinate with Ministries of Interior and Foreign 
Affairs and other institutions of Government of Pakistan 
in connection with the functions and objectives of cross 
LoC travel; 

iv. to provide travel assistance to outgoing or incoming 
travelers and businessmen in co-ordination with the 
Ministries of  Foreign Affairs, Interior and other related 
institutions of Government of Pakistan; 

v. to maintain travel archive of the Authority; 

vi. to secure custody and preservation of all documents 
relating to travel submitted to and  emanating from the 
Authority; 

vii. to receive, process, and store, efficiently and quickly, the 
documents lodged  with and the information given to it, 
regarding travel and trade across LoC;  

viii. to acquire land for construction of terminals; and 

ix. to consider and suggest reforms of the laws, rules, 
regulations and policies relating to travel and trades 
across LoC. 
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xxix. to maintain the confidence of travelers and traders by 
appropriate communications;  

xxx. to improve existing methods and devise new options for 
the expeditious settlement of claims and disputes 
between traders and their buyers; and 

xxxi. to promote awareness among traders and buyers and all 
relevant stakeholders with respect to the benefits of 
trades and general policies of the Government. 

12. Supplementary provisions.- (1) All guidelines, decisions and 
directives whether of the Board or the Authority shall be made in 
writing expressed by resolutions, orders or in such other form as 
may be appropriate in the circumstances and shall be 
authenticated in the manner prescribed by the regulations.  

(2)  All policy decisions and directives of the Board and the 
Authority respectively shall be published and the Board and the 
Authority shall make such publications available to the public.  

(3)  The Authority shall, in adjudicating upon the rights of 
any person whose application on any matter it is required to 
consider in the exercise of any power or function under this 
Ordinance, give the reasons for its decision after giving the 
person right of hearing. 

Chapter-IV 
LoC Travel and Trade Points 

13. LoC Crossing Points.- Following are the crossing points at 
LoC, however, such points can be changed or increased 
according to mutual agreements between Governments of 
Pakistan and India:- 

 (a) Rawalakot - Poonch 
 (b) Chakothi - Uri 
 (c) Chaliana - Tithwal 
 (d) TattaPani - Mendher 
 (e) Haji Peer - SilliKot 
14. Travel across LoC.- (1) Travel across the LoC shall be possible 

through all the crossing points as mentioned in Section 13, 
through standards operating procedures (SOPs) and also in 
accordance with specific procedure as may be, from time to time, 
notified by the Authority.  
(2) The State subjects of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
eligible to apply for travel permit to cross LoC in the Application 
Form as may be prescribed. 
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(3) The Application Form duly filled in shall be submitted 
to the Authority along with attested copy of computerized 
National Identity Card and State Subject Certificate.  

(4)  The application received under sub-section (3) shall be 
processed by the Authority as per procedure specifically laid 
down and made applicable in this behalf, by the Board. 

15. Trade across LoC.- (1) The trade across LoC shall be made 
through following trade points which may be increased, 
modified and included from time to time:- 

(a)  Chakothi --- Salamabad 

(b) Rawalakot (Titrinote) --- Poonch (Chakkan-da-Bagh). 

 (2)  The trade shall be limited to be the items prescribed in 
the Modalities of the cross LoC Trade as may be prescribed. 

 (3)  The trader shall have to obtain Single Entry Permit for 
the driver in Form as may be prescribed. 

 (4)  On obtaining Single Entry Permit, the trader shall obtain 
Plant Health Certificate strictly in accordance with standard 
Quarantine procedures, from the Authority if any agricultural 
good is to be traded as may be prescribed. 

 (5)  The product to be traded shall be properly scanned and 
inspected by the Authority and there after Cargo Manifest shall 
be issued by the Authority as may be prescribed. 

 (6)  The truck loaded with goods driven by driver in whose 
favour the Single Entry Permit is issued shall be permitted to 
cross LoC from specific trade point on the schedule time and day 
fixed by the Authority from time to time. 

CHAPTER V 
Finance 

16. Fund.- (1) For the purposes of the Ordinance, a non-lapsable 
Fund shall be established to be administered and controlled by 
the Authority.  
(2)  The Fund shall consists of.- 
(a)  such sums as the Government of Pakistan, AJ&K 

Council, and the Government may, from time to  time 
grant through non-lapsable regular budget: 

  Provided that Rs. 50.00 million already provided 
by government of Pakistan to carry out the said purposes 
shall be taken as seed money into the fund and 
expenditure so far incurred out of the said amount shall 
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be deemed to have been incurred and utilized under the 
Ordinance. 

(b)  fees, fare, penalties or other charges levied or collected 
by the Authority; and  

(c)  all other sums or property which may in any manner 
become payable to or vested in the Authority in respect 
of any matter incidental to the exercise of its functions 
and powers.  

(3)  All expenditure shall be incurred in accordance with 
financial and administrative regulations, approved by the Board. 

(4)  The Authority may open and operate one or more 
accounts in LoC, or in foreign currency, in any scheduled bank 
or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

17.  Budget.- The Authority shall, in respect of each financial year, 
prepare its own budget and submit it after obtaining approval 
from the Board to the Government, three months, before the 
commencement of every financial year.  

18. Expenditure to be charged on the Fund.- (1) The Fund shall 
be spent for the purposes including:-  

(a)  for payment of any expenditure lawfully incurred by the 
Authority including but not limited to, the remuneration 
of its employees appointed and employed by the  
Authority and legal fees, expenses and costs; 

(b) for payment of any other expenses, costs or expenditure 
properly incurred or accepted by the Authority in the 
performance of its functions or the exercise of its powers  
under the Ordinance;  

(c)  for purchasing or hiring equipment, hiring of premises, 
machinery and any other  materials, acquiring land and 
erecting buildings, and carrying out any other work and 
undertakings in the performance of its functions or the 
exercise of its powers under this Ordinance; and 

(d)  generally, paying any expenses for carrying into effect 
the provisions of this Ordinance.  

(2)  The Authority shall prepare and submit to the Board for 
its approval, budget for the period up to and including the end of 
the current financial year and thereafter it shall, not later than 
thirty days before the expiry of each financial year, submit to the 
Board for approval a budget for the next financial year.  

(3)  Subject to sub-section (4), no expenditure shall be made 
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for the provision, which has not been specifically outlined in the 
approved budget except if made from any previously approved 
funds, unless further approval is sought and obtained from the 
Board. 

(4)  The Authority may transfer funds, with approval of the 
Board, from one head of account to other but the total 
expenditure shall not exceed the total approved Budget. In 
exceptional cases, a maximum of ten percent of total budgeted 
expenditure may be exceeded with the prior approval of the 
Board.  

(5)  The Authority shall act as the secretariat of the Board 
and provide all the necessary facilities to enable the Board to 
exercise its powers and perform its functions under this 
Ordinance and the necessary and proper expenses in that 
connection shall form part of the budget of the Authority. 

19.  Accounts and audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain complete 
and accurate books of accounts of its actual expenses and 
receipts in such form as per financial rules and regulations of the 
Government. 

(2) The Authority shall also maintain its balance sheet, 
statement of income and expenditures account and statement of 
sources and application of funds with explanatory notes to the 
accounts, in accordance with accounting standards and other 
standards as notified by the Government for this purpose.  

(3)  The Authority shall cause to be carried out audit of its 
accounts by the Auditor General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

(4) Notwithstanding the audit provided in sub-section (3), 
the Auditor-General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
authorized by the Government to audit or cause to be audited the 
accounts of the Authority. 

(5)  The Authority shall cause proper accounts to be kept and 
shall as soon as practicable after the end of each financial year, 
cause to be prepared for that financial year a statement of 
accounts of the Authority which shall include a balance sheet 
and an account of income and expenditure. 

(6)  The auditors shall make a report to the Authority, upon 
the annual balance sheet and accounts, and in any such report 
they shall state whether in their opinion the balance sheet is a full 
and fair balance sheet containing all necessary particulars and 
properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and correct view of the 
affairs of the Authority and in case they have called for any 
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explanation or information from the Authority, whether it has 
been given and whether it is satisfactory. 
(7) The Authority shall, within one hundred and twenty days 
of the close of each financial year, submit to the Board for 
approval an Annual Report of the Authority along with the report 
of Auditor General.  

20. Power to receive grants.- The Authority may accept with the 
approval of the Government grants, aids, loans etc. from entities.  

21.  Investment.- (1) Subject to sub-section (2), the Authority may, 
in so far its money are not required to be expended under the 
Ordinance, invest in such manner as the Authority considers 
appropriate. 
(2)  The Authority may invest its money in listed securities 
or any derivative thereof subject to approval of the Board.  

22. Bank accounts.- The Authority may open and maintain its 
accounts in rupees or in any foreign currency at such scheduled 
banks or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir as it may from 
time to time determine. 

CHAPTER-VI 
General 

23. Common seal.- The Authority shall have a common seal and 
such seal shall be kept in the custody of the Chairman or such 
other person as may be authorized by the Authority. The 
documents required or permitted to be executed under seal shall 
be specified in and authenticated in such manner as shall be 
authorized by the Authority with approval of the Board. 

24.  Public servants.- The members, employees and other persons 
authorized to perform or exercise any function or power for the 
purpose of Authority or rendering services to Authority as 
consultant or adviser shall be deemed to be employees of the 
Authority and their terms of employment shall be strictly 
governed by regulations or instructions made by the Authority 
and shall be deem to be public servants within the meaning of 
Section 21 of the Azad Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860).  

25. Power of the Government to issue directives.- The 
Government may, as and when necessary, issue directives to the 
Authority on matters of policy, and such  directives shall be 
binding on the Authority, and if question arises as to whether any 
matter is  a matter of policy, the decision of the Government 
shall be final. 

26. Departments to Act in aid to the Authority.- All departments 
and other statutory bodies of the government including and in 
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particular the departments of Industries & Commerce, Transport 
Authority, Revenue and Home shall act in aid to the Authority. 

27. Power to make regulations.- The Board may, with the approval 
of the Government, by notification in the official Gazette, make 
regulations, not inconsistent with the provisions, for carrying out 
the purposes of this Ordinance.  

28. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arise in giving effect 
to any provision of this Ordinance, the Government may make 
such order, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may be necessary to remove such difficulty.

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5.  Chairman.- (1) The Chief Secretary Govt. of AJ&K shall be ex-
officio Chairman of the Authority. 

(2)  The Chairman shall together with other officers, be 
responsible for the management of all affairs of the Authority 
and achievement of desired objectives. Subject to the regulations 
made by the Authority, the Chairman shall be assisted by other 
subordinate officers and servants in carrying out the functions of 
the Authority. The Chairman shall report to the Government on 
all matters including those delegated by him to the subordinate 
officers in the Authority. 

6. Director General.- (1) There shall be a Director General of the 
Authority who is or has been civil servant of AJ&K in grade 20 
or above or is a retired personal from Pakistan Armed Forces of 
equalent rank, to be appointed, on recommendations of Selection 
Committtee by the Board.

(b) AJK civil servants appointed on deputation basis to be 
paid from funds of the Authority.  

(2)  The salaries, allowances and other perks and privileges 
as declared admissible to the officers and officials shall be paid 
out of the fund of the Authority. 
(3)  The terms and conditions of service of any person 
referred to in sub-clause (2) shall not be varied by the Authority 
to his disadvantage.

Board of the Authority. These employees shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Authority and shall be liable to disciplinary 
action in accordance with the regulations made by the board.

Board 

9. Management.- (1) The general direction and administration of 
the Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Board.

 Commerce and Industries  Member 

 k. At least two members nominated by 
the Govt. from amongst the public 
representatives or persons having 
relevant experience and knowledge 
Director General  Member 

l.                  Member/Secretary 
(3) Any other member may be co-opted with the approval of 
the Chairman.  

(4) The Board may constitute Executive Committees to 
carry out any particular mandate and formulate policy or 
recommendation on any point of reference assigned to it.  
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CHAPTER-III 
Powers And Functions 

10. Powers and functions of the Board.- (1) The Board shall be the 
decision making body of the Authority having the power to 
supervise, control, direct and regulate the affairs of the Authority 
and shall have the following other functions, namely:-  

(a) to devise strategies and improve the procedures for 
facilitation of travel of AJK State Subjects across LoC; 

(b)  to establish short, medium and long term and to 
undertake critical success factors and key performance 
indicators of Trade;  

(c)  to review performance of the Authority annually 
including pre-agreed  critical success factors and key 
performance indicators;  

(d)  to advise suitable measures and procedures; 

(e) to consider and approve regulations proposed to be made 
by the Authority; 

(f) to consider and approve budget for each  financial year 
and approve expenditure there from; 

(g)  to express its opinion in writing on any policy matter 
referred to it by the  Government or the Authority;  

(h)  to exercise all such powers and perform all such 
functions as are conferred or  assigned to it under this 
ordinance; and 

(i)  to create posts and positions required to perform the 
activities and functions of the authority. 

(2)  All policy decisions, including any change in policy, in 
respect of all and any matter within the jurisdiction of the 
Authority, shall be made by the Board. The Board may also 
adopt policy recommendations with or without modifications as 
the Board may deem fit in its sole discretion. 
(3)  The Board shall have the authority to delegate any of its 
powers to Chairman or any other officer of the Authority.  

11.  Powers and functions of the Authority.- (1) The Authority 
shall have all such powers as may be necessary to perform its 
duties and functions under the Ordinance.

the Authority shall require prior approval of the Chairman. 

(5)  Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions of this Section, the Authority shall perform the 
following functions, namely:-  

A- Cross LoC Travel.- 

i. to regulate, facilitate, supervise and manage cross LoC 
travel of state subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir, through appointment of designated officers in 
appropriate number and for one or more crossing 
points, in accordance with the terms and conditions 
mutually agreed and executed between the 
Government of Pakistan and India appended and 
modified or improved from time to time; 

ii. to pursue policies and instructions, from time to time, 
issued by the Board and shall ensure smooth handling 
of travel related functions in the most feasible manner; 

iii. to coordinate with Ministries of Interior and Foreign 
Affairs and other institutions of Government of 
Pakistan in connection with the functions and 
objectives of cross LoC travel; 

iv. to provide travel assistance to outgoing or incoming 
travelers and businessmen in co-ordination with the 
Ministries of  Foreign Affairs, Interior and other 
related institutions of Government of Pakistan; 

v. to maintain travel archive of the Authority; 

vi. to secure custody and preservation of all documents 
relating to travel submitted to and  emanating from the 
Authority; 

vii. to receive, process, and store, efficiently and quickly, 
the documents lodged  with and the information given 
to it, regarding travel and trade across LoC;  

viii. to acquire land for construction of terminals; and 
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xxviii.  to take initiatives for maintaining facilities etc. to 
improve the performance of traders in the interest of 
generating economic activity, reducing cost of  doing 
business and enhancing supply chain efficiency;  

xxix.  to maintain the confidence of travelers and traders by 
appropriate communications;  

xxx.  to improve existing methods and devise new options 
for the expeditious settlement of claims and disputes 
between traders and their buyers; and 

xxxi.  to promote awareness among traders and buyers and all 
relevant stakeholders with respect to the benefits of 
trades and general policies of the Government. 

12. Supplementary provisions.- (1) All guidelines, decisions and 
directives whether of the Board or the Authority shall be made in 
writing expressed by resolutions, orders or in such other form as 
may be appropriate in the circumstances and shall be 
authenticated in the manner  prescribed by the regulations.  

(2)  All policy decisions and directives of the Board and the 
Authority respectively shall be published and the Board and the 
Authority shall make such publications available to the public.  

(3)  The Authority shall, in adjudicating upon the rights of 
any person whose application on any matter it is required to 
consider in the exercise of any power or function under this 
Ordinance, give the reasons for its decision after giving the 
person right of hearing. 

CHAPTER-IV 
LoC Travel and Trade Points 

13. LoC Crossing Points.- Following are the crossing points at 
LoC, however, such points can be changed or increased 
according to mutual agreements between Governments of 
Pakistan and India:- 

 (a) Rawalakot - Poonch 
 (b) Chakothi - Uri 

 (c) Chaliana - Tithwal 
 (d) TattaPani - Mendher 

 (e) Haji Peer - SilliKot 
14. Travel across LoC.- (1) Travel across the LoC shall be possible 

through all the crossing points as mentioned in Section 13, 
through standards operating procedures (SOPs) and also in 
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accordance with specific procedure as may be, from time to time, 
notified by the Authority.  
(2) The State subjects of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
eligible to apply for travel permit to cross LoC in the Application 
Form as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Application Form duly filled in shall be submitted 
to the Authority along with attested copy of computerized 
National Identity Card and State Subject Certificate.  

(4)  The application received under sub-section (3) shall be 
processed by the Authority as per procedure specifically laid 
down and made applicable in this behalf, by the Board. 

15. Trade across LoC.- (1) The trade across LoC shall be made 
through following trade points which may be increased, 
modified and included from time to time:- 

(a)  Chakothi --- Salamabad 

(b) Rawalakot (Titrinote) --- Poonch (Chakkan-da-Bagh). 

 (2)  The trade shall be limited to be the items prescribed in 
the Modalities of the cross LoC Trade as may be prescribed. 

 (3)  The trader shall have to obtain Single Entry Permit for 
the driver in Form as may be prescribed. 

 (4)  On obtaining Single Entry Permit, the trader shall obtain 
Plant Health Certificate strictly in accordance with standard 
Quarantine procedures, from the Authority if any agricultural 
good is to be traded as may be prescribed. 

 (5)  The product to be traded shall be properly scanned and 
inspected by the Authority and there after Cargo Manifest shall 
be issued by the Authority as may be prescribed. 

 (6)  The truck loaded with goods driven by driver in whose 
favour the Single Entry Permit is issued shall be permitted to 
cross LoC from specific trade point on the schedule time and day 
fixed by the Authority from time to time. 

CHAPTER V 
Finance 

16. Fund.- (1) For the purposes of the Ordinance, a non-lapsable 
Fund shall be established to be administered and controlled by 
the Authority.  

(2)  The Fund shall consists of.- 

(a)  such sums as the Government of Pakistan, AJ&K 
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Council, and the Government may, from time to  time 
grant through non-lapsable regular budget: 

  Provided that Rs. 50.00 million already provided 
by government of Pakistan to carry out the said purposes 
shall be taken as seed money into the fund and 
expenditure so far incurred out of the said amount shall 
be deemed to have been incurred and utilized under the 
Ordinance. 

(b)  fees, fare, penalties or other charges levied or collected 
by the Authority; and  

(c)  all other sums or property which may in any manner 
become payable to or vested in the Authority in respect 
of any matter incidental to the exercise of its functions 
and powers.  

(3)  All expenditure shall be incurred in accordance with 
financial and administrative regulations, approved by the Board. 

(4)  The Authority may open and operate one or more 
accounts in LoC, or in foreign currency, in any scheduled bank 
or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

17.  Budget.- The Authority shall, in respect of each financial year, 
prepare its own budget  and submit it after obtaining approval 
from the Board to the Government, three months, before the 
commencement of every financial year.  

18. Expenditure to be charged on the Fund.- (1) The Fund shall 
be spent for the purposes including:-  

(a)  for payment of any expenditure lawfully incurred by the 
Authority including but not limited to, the remuneration 
of its employees appointed and employed by the  
Authority and legal fees, expenses and costs; 

(b) for payment of any other expenses, costs or expenditure 
properly incurred or accepted by the Authority in the 
performance of its functions or the exercise of its powers  
under the Ordinance;  

(c)  for purchasing or hiring equipment, hiring of premises, 
machinery and any other  materials, acquiring land and 
erecting buildings, and carrying out any other work and 
undertakings in the performance of its functions or the 
exercise of its powers  under this Ordinance; and 

(d)  generally, paying any expenses for carrying into effect 
the provisions of this Ordinance.  
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(2)  The Authority shall prepare and submit to the Board for 
its approval, budget for the period up to and including the end of 
the current financial year and thereafter it shall, not later than 
thirty days before the expiry of each financial year, submit to the 
Board for approval a budget for the next financial year.  

(3)  Subject to sub-section (4), no expenditure shall be made 
for the provision, which has not been specifically outlined in the 
approved budget except if made from any previously approved 
funds, unless further approval is sought and obtained from the 
Board. 

(4)  The Authority may transfer funds, with approval of the 
Board, from one head of account to other but the total 
expenditure shall not exceed the total approved Budget. In 
exceptional cases, a maximum of ten percent of total budgeted 
expenditure may be exceeded with the prior approval of the 
Board.  

(5)  The Authority shall act as the secretariat of the Board 
and provide all the necessary facilities to enable the Board to 
exercise its powers and perform its functions under this 
Ordinance and the necessary and proper expenses in that 
connection shall form part of the budget of the Authority. 

19.  Accounts and audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain complete 
and accurate books of accounts of its actual expenses and 
receipts in such form as per financial rules and regulations of the 
Government. 

(2)  The Authority shall also maintain its balance sheet, 
statement of income and expenditures account and statement of 
sources and application of funds with explanatory notes to the 
accounts, in accordance with accounting standards and other 
standards as notified by the Government for this purpose.  

(3)  The Authority shall cause to be carried out audit of its 
accounts by the Auditor General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

(4) Notwithstanding the audit provided in sub-section (3), 
the Auditor-General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
authorized by the Government to audit or cause to be audited the 
accounts of the Authority. 

(5)  The Authority shall cause proper accounts to be kept and 
shall as soon as practicable  after the end of each financial year, 
cause to be prepared for that financial year a statement of 
accounts of the Authority which shall include a balance sheet 
and an account of income and expenditure. 
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(6)  The auditors shall make a report to the Authority, upon 
the annual balance sheet and accounts, and in any such report 
they shall state whether in their opinion the balance sheet is a full 
and fair balance sheet containing all necessary particulars and 
properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and correct view of the 
affairs of the Authority and in case they have called for any 
explanation or information from the Authority, whether it has 
been given and whether it is satisfactory.

4.  Constitution of Board.- (1) The Board shall be a policy making 
body of the Cell and all executive powers of the Cell shall vest in 
the board which may be exercised by the Chairman himself or by 
any other person authorized by him in this behalf. 

  (2) The board shall consist of the following:- 

(a)   Prime Minister, GoAJK   Chairman 

(b)   Leader of Opposition in AJ&K  
  Legislative Assembly   Member 

(c)   Chief Secretary, GoAJK   Member 

(d)   Secretary Law, Justice, Parliamentary 
  Affairs and Human Rights   Member 

(e)  Secretary Finance, GoAJK  Member 

(f)  Secretary Cell               Member/Secretary 

  (3) The Chairman of the Board shall have right to nominate 
 two persons as members of the Board. 

  (4) The meeting of the Board shall be held twice a 
 financial year. However, the Chairman may convene a special 
 meeting of the Board at any time. 

5.  Functions of the Board.- (1) The Board shall have mandate to 
make policies and shall be competent to issue directions for 
carrying out the purposes of the Ordinance. 

(2) Subject to general policy and direction of the Board, the 
powers of the Board may be exercised by the Chairman or any 
officer or authority authorized by him in this behalf. 

6. Secretary of the Cell.- There shall be a Secretary of the Cell to 
be appointed from amongst the suitable persons, by the 
Government, who shall act as administrative head of the Cell and 
shall also be responsible for functions:-  

(a) to arrange the meetings of the Cell and prepare agenda 
under the directions of the Chairman; 

(b) to record minutes and maintain record of the meetings of 
the Board and of its Committees; 

(c) to prepare a statement of income and expenditure of the 
Cell for each financial year, in the shape of budget to be 
placed before the  Board for its approval; and  

(d) such other duties as may be assigned to him by the 
Board or the Chairman and shall be responsible for day 
to day administration of the affairs of the Cell. 
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(2) The Secretary shall continue and hold the office at the 
pleasure of the Chairman and may be removed at any time 
without assigning and reasons there for. 

(3) The Secretary may, at any time, resign from his office 
through his written request addressed to the Chairman. 

7. Appointment of officers and staff etc.- (1) The Board may, 
from time to time, appoint such number of employees, officers, 
staff or experts or consultants as it may consider necessary for 
carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance, on such terms and 
conditions and in such manner as may be prescribed: 

  Provided that no post shall be created without prior 
concurrence of the Finance Department and approval of the 
Government  

 (2) The cases of officers and staff serving in Cell on 
19.11.2003 whose appointment have been declared as adhoc by 
the High Court in its judgment dated 19.11.2003 shall be referred 
to the Selection Board or Selection Committee duly constituted, 
for the purpose of determining their suitability and their retention 
in the service of the Cell but against only those posts which they 
were holding at the said date. 

8. Fund of the Cell.- (1) There shall be a fund known as the Fund 
of the Cell which shall vest in the Board to be utilized for 
expenditure in connection with functions of the Cell  including 
the payment of salaries and other remuneration to the employees 
who are recruited under Section 7 of the Act. 

 (2) The fund shall consist of:- 

(a) budget as approved by the Government; 

(b) all sums received under the head of Kashmir Liberation 
Cess imposed under the Finance Act, 1991 (Act I of 
1991); 

(c) grant-in-aid made by the Government; and 

(d) all other sums received by the Cell 

 (3) The income and expenditure of the Cell shall be 
incorporated in a statement as budgetary estimates to be placed 
before the Board for approval. 

9. Kashmir Liberation Cell Pension Fund.- (1) There shall be a 
fund known as Kashmir Liberation Cell Pension Fund for the 
payment of pension to the retired permanent officers and staff of 
the Cell as may be prescribed. 
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 (2) The fund shall be credited with such amount and 
contribution as may be prescribed in this behalf.  

10. Special Institution.- For the purpose of the Ordinance and Rules 
of Business, 1985, the Cell shall be a special institution of the 
law, Justice Parliamentary Affairs and Human Rights 
Department. 

11. Maintenance of Accounts.- The accounts of the Cell shall be 
maintained in such manner and from as may be prescribed.  

12. Audit.- The Accounts of the Cell shall be audited every year by 
the Accountant General in accordance with the rules framed by 
the Government in this behalf. 

13. Indemnity.- Any act done, order passed or proceedings taken by 
the Cell in good faith under the Ordinance, shall be final and 
shall not be called in question in any court by a suit or otherwise. 

14. Employees to be Public Servant.- The employees of the Cell or 
any other person acting or purporting to act, in pursuance of any 
of the provisions of the Ordinance, shall be deemed to be public 
servant within the meanings of Section 21 of the Azad Penal 
Code (Act XLV of 1860). 

15. Powers to make Rules.- The Government may make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 

16. Powers to make Regulations.- The Board may make 
regulations for the conduct of its business. 

17. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any provision of the Ordinance, the Government shall be 
competent to make orders as may be necessary for removing 
such difficulty.

Chairman.- (1) The Chief Secretary Govt. of AJ&K shall be 
ex-officio Chairman of the Authority. 

(2)  The Chairman shall together with other officers, be 
responsible for the management of all affairs of the Authority 
and achievement of desired objectives. Subject to the regulations 
made by the Authority, the Chairman shall be assisted by other 
subordinate officers and servants in carrying out the functions of 
the Authority. The Chairman shall report to the Government on 
all matters including those delegated by him to the subordinate 
officers in the Authority. 

6. Director General.- (1) There shall be a Director General of the 
Authority who is or has been civil servant of AJ&K in grade 20 
or above or is a retired personnel from Pakistan Armed Forces of 
equivalent rank, to be appointed, on recommendations of 
Selection Committee, by the Board. 

(2) The Director General shall Principle Accounting Officer 
responsible to report to the Chairman. He shall, together with 
other officers nominated by the Chairman, be responsible for the 
day to day implementation of the approved plans diligently, 
timely and effectively. Subject to the regulations made there-
under, Director General shall be assisted by other subordinate 
officers and servants in carrying out the functions of the 
Authority.  

(3) The Director General shall provide all secretarial 
services to the Authority.  

7.  Human Resource of the Authority.- (1) The human resource of 
the Authority shall comprise the following, namely:- 

(a) Employees to be appointed on contract basis from 
amongst State Subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir; and 

(b) AJK civil servants appointed on deputation basis to be 
paid from funds of the Authority.  

(2)  The salaries, allowances and other perks and privileges 
as declared admissible to the officers and officials shall be paid 
out of the fund of the Authority. 
(3)  The terms and conditions of service of any person 
referred to in sub-clause (2) shall not be varied by the Authority 
to his disadvantage.  
(4)  The Authority may, from time to time, employ persons 
to be employees of the Authority who may be paid remuneration 
and allowances in accordance with procedure approved by the 
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Board of the Authority. These employees shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Authority and shall be liable to disciplinary 
action in accordance with the regulations made by the board.  

8. Authority to furnish information.- The Authority shall furnish 
to the Government, such information with respect to 
implementation of any policy which it is pursuing or proposes to 
pursue in the performance of any of its functions under this 
Ordinance or as the Government may, from time to time, require.  

CHAPTER-II 
Board 

9. Management.- (1) The general direction and administration of 
the Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Board.  

(2)  Board shall consist of the following members, namely:-  
a. Chief Secretary GoAJK Chairman 

b. Additional Chief Secretary (Gen.) Vice-Chairman 

c. Senior Member Board of Revenue Member 

d. Inspector General Police Member 

e. Secretary, Industries Department Member 

f. Secretary, Finance Department Member 

g. Secretary Law Member 

h. Secretary Transport Member 

i. Commissioners MZD/Poonch Division Member 

j. President AJK Chamber of Commerce and 
Industries 

Member 

k. At least two members nominated by the Govt. 
from amongst the public representatives or 
persons having relevant experience and 
knowledge 

Member 

l. Director General Member/Secretary 

(3)  Any other member may be co-opted with the approval of 
the Chairman.  

(4)  The Board may constitute Executive Committees to 
carry out any particular mandate and formulate policy or 
recommendation on any point of reference assigned to it.  

CHAPTER-III 
Powers and Functions 

10. Powers and functions of the Board.- (1) The Board shall be the 
decision making body of the Authority having the power to

supervise, control, direct and regulate the affairs of the Authority 
and shall have the following other functions, namely:-  

(a) to devise strategies and improve the procedures for 
facilitation of travel of AJK State Subjects across LoC; 

(b)  to establish short, medium and long term and to 
undertake critical success factors and key performance 
indicators of Trade;  

(c)  to review performance of the Authority annually 
including pre-agreed  critical success factors and key 
performance indicators;  

(d)  to advise suitable measures and procedures; 

(e) to consider and approve regulations proposed to be made 
by the Authority; 

(f) to consider and approve budget for each  financial year 
and approve expenditure therefrom; 

(g)  to express its opinion in writing on any policy matter 
referred to it by the  Government or the Authority;  

(h)  to exercise all such powers and perform all such 
functions as are conferred or  assigned to it under this 
ordinance; and 

(i)  to create posts and positions required to perform the 
activities and functions of the authority. 

(2) All policy decisions, including any change in policy, in 
respect of all and any matter within the jurisdiction of the 
Authority, shall be made by the Board. The Board may also 
adopt policy recommendations with or without modifications as 
the Board may deem fit in its sole discretion. 

(3)  The Board shall have the authority to delegate any of its 
powers to Chairman or any other officer of the Authority.  

11.  Powers and functions of the Authority.- (1) The Authority 
shall have all such powers as may be necessary to perform its 
duties and functions under the Ordinance.  
(2)  The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
exercise its powers, organize itself into administrative units as 
may consider expedient, with the approval of the Board.  
(3) The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
pursue the purposes of this Ordinance, appoint and notify 
committees, bodies, form entities etc. consisting  of employees, 
persons of the private sector or the Government.  
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(4)  The Authority may, from time to time, identify matters 
suggesting to the Board to make policy decisions and may also 
make recommendations regarding policy to the Board for its 
consideration provided that any matter referred to the Board by 
the Authority shall require prior approval of the Chairman. 

(5) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions of this Section, the Authority shall perform the 
following functions, namely:-  

 A- Cross LoC Travel.- 

i) to regulate, facilitate, supervise and manage cross LoC 
travel of state subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir, through appointment of designated officers in 
appropriate number and for one or more crossing points, 
in accordance with the terms and conditions mutually 
agreed and executed between the Government of  
Pakistan and India appended and modified or improved 
from time to time; 

ii) to pursue policies and instructions, from time to time, 
issued by the Board and shall ensure smooth handling of 
travel related functions in the most feasible manner; 

iii) to coordinate with Ministries of Interior and Foreign 
Affairs and other institutions of Government of Pakistan 
in connection with the functions and objectives of cross 
LoC travel; 

iv) to provide travel assistance to outgoing or incoming 
travelers and businessmen in co-ordination with the 
Ministries of  Foreign Affairs, Interior and other related 
institutions of Government of Pakistan; 

v) to maintain travel archive of the Authority; 

vi) to secure custody and preservation of all documents 
relating to travel submitted to and  emanating from the 
Authority; 

vii) to receive, process, and store, efficiently and quickly, the 
documents lodged  with and the information given to it, 
regarding travel and trade across LoC;  

viii) to acquire land for construction of terminals; and 

ix) to consider and suggest reforms of the laws, rules, 
regulations and policies relating to travel and trades 
across LoC. 
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xxix) to maintain the confidence of travelers and traders by 
appropriate communications;  

xxx) to improve existing methods and devise new options for 
the expeditious settlement of claims and disputes 
between traders and their buyers; and 

xxxi) to promote awareness among traders and buyers and all 
relevant stakeholders with respect to the benefits of 
trades and general policies of the Government. 

12. Supplementary provisions.- (1) All guidelines, decisions and 
directives whether of the Board or the Authority shall be made in 
writing expressed by resolutions, orders or in such other form as 
may be appropriate in the circumstances and shall be 
authenticated in the manner  prescribed by the regulations.  

(2)  All policy decisions and directives of the Board and the 
Authority respectively shall be published and the Board and the 
Authority shall make such publications available to the public.  

(3) The Authority shall, in adjudicating upon the rights of 
any person whose application on any matter it is required to 
consider in the exercise of any power or function under this 
Ordinance, give the reasons for its decision after giving the 
person right of hearing.   

CHAPTER-IV 
LoC Travel and Trade Points 

13. LoC Crossing Points.- Following are the crossing points at 
LoC, however, such points can be changed or increased 
according to mutual agreements between Governments of 
Pakistan and India:- 

 (a) Rawalakot - Poonch 

 (b) Chakothi - Uri 

 (c) Chaliana - Tithwal 

 (d) Tatta Pani - Mendher 

 (e) Haji Peer - Silli Kot. 

14. Travel across LoC.- (1) Travel across the LoC shall be possible 
through all the crossing points as mentioned in Section 13, 
through standards operating procedures (SOPs) and also in 
accordance with specific procedure as may be, from time to time, 
notified by the Authority.  

(2) The State subjects of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
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eligible to apply for travel permit to cross LoC in the Application 
Form as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Application Form duly filled in shall be submitted 
to the Authority along with attested copy of computerized 
National Identity Card and State Subject Certificate.  

(4)  The application received under sub-section (3) shall be 
processed by the Authority as per procedure specifically laid 
down and made applicable in this behalf, by the Board. 

15. Trade across LoC.- (1) The trade across LoC shall be made 
through following trade points which may be increased, 
modified and included from time to time:- 

(a)  Chakothi --- Salamabad 

(b) Rawalakot (Titrinote) --- Poonch (Chakkan-da-Bagh). 

 (2)  The trade shall be limited to be the items prescribed in 
the Modalities of the cross LoC Trade as may be prescribed. 

 (3)  The trader shall have to obtain Single Entry Permit for 
the driver in Form as may be prescribed. 

 (4)  On obtaining Single Entry Permit, the trader shall obtain 
Plant Health Certificate strictly in accordance with standard 
Quarantine procedures, from the Authority if any agricultural 
good is to be traded as may be prescribed. 

 (5)  The product to be traded shall be properly scanned and 
inspected by the Authority and there after Cargo Manifest shall 
be issued by the Authority as may be prescribed. 

 (6)  The truck loaded with goods driven by driver in whose 
favour the Single Entry Permit is issued shall be permitted to 
cross LoC from specific trade point on the schedule time and day 
fixed by the Authority from time to time. 

CHAPTER-V 
Finance 

16. Fund.- (1)  For the purposes of the Ordinance, a non-lapsable 
Fund shall be established to be administered and controlled by 
the Authority.  

(2)  The Fund shall consists of.- 

(a) such sums as the Government of Pakistan, AJ&K 
Council, and the Government may, from time to time 
grant through non-lapsable regular budget: 

Provided that Rs. 50.00 million already provided 
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by government of Pakistan to carry out the said 
purposes shall be taken as seed money into the 
fund and expenditure so far incurred out of the 
said amount shall be deemed to have been incurred 
and utilized under the Ordinance. 

(b)  fees, fare, penalties or other charges levied or collected 
by the Authority; and  

(c)  all other sums or property which may in any manner 
become payable to or  vested in  the Authority in respect 
of any matter incidental to the exercise of its functions 
and powers.  

(3)  All expenditure shall be incurred in accordance with 
financial and administrative regulations, approved by the Board. 

(4)  The Authority may open and operate one or more 
accounts in LoC, or in foreign currency, in any scheduled bank 
or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

17.  Budget.- The Authority shall, in respect of each financial year, 
prepare its own budget  and submit it after obtaining approval 
from the Board to the Government, three months, before the 
commencement of every financial year.  

18. Expenditure to be charged on the Fund.- (1) The Fund shall 
be spent for the purposes including:-  

(a)  for payment of any expenditure lawfully incurred by the 
Authority including but not limited to, the remuneration 
of its employees appointed and employed by the  
Authority and legal fees, expenses and costs; 

(b) for payment of any other expenses, costs or expenditure 
properly incurred or accepted by the Authority in the 
performance of its functions or the exercise of its powers  
under the Ordinance;  

(c)  for purchasing or hiring equipment, hiring of premises, 
machinery and any other  materials, acquiring land and 
erecting buildings, and carrying out any other work and 
undertakings in the performance of its functions or the 
exercise of its powers  under this Ordinance; and 

(d)  generally, paying any expenses for carrying into effect 
the provisions of this Ordinance.  

(2)  The Authority shall prepare and submit to the Board for 
its approval, budget for the period up to and including the end of 
the current financial year and thereafter it shall, not later than 
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thirty days before the expiry of each financial year, submit to the 
Board for approval a budget for the next financial year.  

(3)  Subject to sub-section (4), no expenditure shall be made 
for the provision, which has not been specifically outlined in the 
approved budget except if made from any previously approved 
funds, unless further approval is sought and obtained from the 
Board. 

(4)  The Authority may transfer funds, with approval of the 
Board, from one head of account to other but the total 
expenditure shall not exceed the total approved Budget. In 
exceptional cases, a maximum of ten percent of total budgeted 
expenditure may be exceeded with the prior approval of the 
Board.  

(5)  The Authority shall act as the secretariat of the Board 
and provide all the necessary facilities to enable the Board to 
exercise its powers and perform its functions under this 
Ordinance and the necessary and proper expenses in that 
connection shall form part of the budget of the Authority. 

19.  Accounts and audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain complete 
and accurate books of accounts of its actual expenses and 
receipts in such form as per financial rules and regulations of the 
Government.   

(2)  The Authority shall also maintain its balance sheet, 
statement of income and expenditures account and statement of 
sources and application of funds with explanatory notes to the 
accounts, in accordance with accounting standards and other 
standards as notified by the Government for this purpose.  

(3)  The Authority shall cause to be carried out audit of its 
accounts by the Auditor General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

(4)  Notwithstanding the audit provided in sub-section (3), 
the Auditor-General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
authorized by the Government to audit or cause to be audited the 
accounts of the Authority. 

(5)  The Authority shall cause proper accounts to be kept and 
shall as soon as practicable  after the end of each financial year, 
cause to be prepared for that financial year a statement of 
accounts of the Authority which shall include a balance sheet 
and an account of income and expenditure. 

(6)  The auditors shall make a report to the Authority, upon 
the annual balance sheet and accounts, and in any such report 
they shall state whether in their opinion the balance sheet is a full 
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and fair balance sheet containing all necessary particulars and 
properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and correct view of the 
affairs of the Authority and in case they have called for any 
explanation or information from the Authority, whether it has 
been given and whether it is satisfactory. 
(7)  The Authority shall, within one hundred and twenty days 
of the close of each financial year, submit to the Board for 
approval an Annual Report of the Authority along with the report 
of Auditor General.  

20. Power to receive grants.- The Authority may accept with the 
approval of the Government grants, aids, loans etc. from entities.  

21.  Investment.- (1) Subject to sub-section (2), the Authority may, 
in so far its money are not required to be expended under the 
Ordinance, invest in such manner as the Authority considers 
appropriate. 
(2)  The Authority may invest its money in listed securities 
or any derivative thereof subject to approval of the Board.  

22. Bank accounts.- The Authority may open and maintain its 
accounts in rupees or in any foreign currency at such scheduled 
banks or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir as it may from 
time to time determine. 

CHAPTER-VI 
General 

23. Common seal.- The Authority shall have a common seal and 
such seal shall be kept in the custody of the Chairman or such 
other person as may be authorized by the Authority. The 
documents required or permitted to be executed under seal shall 
be specified in and authenticated in such manner as shall be 
authorized by the Authority with approval of the Board. 

24.  Public servants.- The members, employees and other persons 
authorized to perform or exercise any function or power for the 
purpose of Authority or rendering services to Authority as 
consultant or adviser shall be deemed to be employees of the 
Authority and their terms of employment shall be strictly 
governed by regulations or instructions made by the Authority 
and shall be deem to be public servants within the meaning of 
Section 21 of the Azad Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860).  

25. Power of the Government to issue directives.- The 
Government may, as and when necessary, issue directives to the 
Authority on matters of policy, and such directives shall be 
binding on the Authority, and if question arises as to whether any 
matter is a matter of policy, the decision of the Government shall 
be final. 
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26. Departments to Act in aid to the Authority.- All departments 
and other statutory bodies of the government including and in 
particular the departments of Industries & Commerce, Transport 
Authority, Revenue and Home shall act in aid to the Authority. 

27. Power to make regulations.- The Board may, with the approval 
of the Government, by notification in the official Gazette, make 
regulations, not inconsistent with the provisions, for carrying out 
the purposes of this Ordinance.  

28. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arise in giving effect 
to any provision of this Ordinance, the Government may make 
such order, not inconsistent with the  provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may be necessary to remove such difficulty. 

29. Repeal.- The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Cross LoC Travel 
Authority (Amendment) Ordinance, 2009 (Ordinance XXXI of 
2009) is hereby repealed.

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(4) The main office of the Cell shall be at Muzaffarabad. It 
may however, with the approval of e Government, establish its 
offices within or outside Azad Jammu and Kashmir as may be 
deemed necessary. 

4.  Constitution of Board.- (1) The Board shall be a policy making 
body of the Cell and all executive powers of the Cell shall vest in 
the board which may be exercised by the Chairman himself or by 
any other person authorized by him in this behalf. 

  (2) The board shall consist of the following:- 
a. Prime Minister, GoAJK  Chairman 

b. A member of Legislative Assembly of Azad

d. Secretary S&GAD Member 

e. Secretary Finance, GoAJK Member 

f. Secretary, Cell Member/Secretary 

(3) The meeting of the Board shall be held twice in a 
financial year. The Chairman may, however, convene a special 
meeting of the Board at any time. 

5. Vice-Chairman.- The Vice-Chairman of the Board shall act on 
the direction of the Chairman and shall perform such other 
functions as may be  assigned to him by the Chairman.  

6. Functions of the Board.- (1) The Board, for carrying out the 
purposes of the Ordinance, shall have powers to make policies 
and set up committees and institutions etc. 

 (2) Subject to general policy and direction of the Board, the 
powers of the Board may be exercised by the Chairman or any 
officer or authority authorized by him in this behalf. 

7. Secretary of the Cell.- There shall be a Secretary of the Cell to 
be appointed from amongst the Civil Servants already working 
in BPS-20 and eligible to be appointed as Secretary to  
Government. He shall be the official incharge of the Cell and 
shall also be responsible for efficient administration and 
discipline and for the proper conduct of business of the Cell in 
accordance with the Ordinance, the Rules and the directions of 
the Government.  

8. Appointment of officers and staff etc.- (1) The Board may, 
from time to time, appoint such employees, officers, staff, 
experts or consultants as it may consider necessary for carrying 
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out the purposes of the Ordinance, on such terms and conditions 
and in such manner as may be prescribed: 

(2) The cases of officers and staff already serving in the Cell 
shall be referred to the Selection Board or Selection Committee, 
as the case may be, for the purpose of determining their 
suitability and retention in the service of the Cell.  

9. Fund of the Cell.- (1) There shall be a fund known as the Fund 
of the Cell which shall vest in the Board to be utilized for 
expenditure in connection with functions of the Cell  including 
the payment of salaries and other remuneration to the employees 
who are recruited under Section 8 of the Ordinance. 

 (2) The fund shall consist of:- 

a) budget as approved by the Government; 

b) all sums received under the head of Kashmir Liberation 
Cess imposed under the Finance Act, 1991 (Act I of 
1991); 

c) grant-in-aid made by the Government; and 

d) all other sums received by the Cell 

(3)  The income and expenditure of the Cell shall be 
incorporated in a statement as budgetary estimates to be placed 
before the Board for approval. 

10. Kashmir Liberation Cell Pension Fund.- There shall be 
established a fund known as Pension Fund of the Cell  for 
payment of pension to the retired officers and staff of the Cell in 
such manner as may be prescribed. 

11. Accounts of the Cell.- The accounts of the Cell shall be 
maintained in such manner and form as may be prescribed. The 
rules and procedures for incurring expenditure from public 
finance as applicable to the Government departments shall, 
mutatis mutandis, be applicable to the Cell. 

12. Audit.- The Accounts of the Cell shall be audited every year by 
the Accountant General in accordance with the rules framed by 
the Government in this behalf. 

13. Indemnity.- Any act done, order passed or proceedings taken by 
the Cell in good faith under the Ordinance, shall be final and 
shall not be called in question in any court by a suit or otherwise. 

14. Employees to be Public Servant.- The employees of the Cell or 
any other person acting or purporting to act, in pursuance of any 
of the provisions of the Ordinance, shall be deemed to be public 
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servant within the meanings of Section 21 of the Azad Penal 
Code (Act XLV of 1860). 

15. Powers to make Rules.- The Government may make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance. 

16. Powers to make Regulations.- The Board may make 
regulations for the conduct of its business. 

17. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arises in giving effect 
to any provision of the Ordinance, the Government shall be 
competent to make orders as may be necessary for removing 
such difficulty.

(ORDINANCE XIV OF 2010) 

AN 
ORDINANCE 
to provide a law for protection, preservation, conservation and 
sustainable management of wildlife in the State of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir for the purposes hereinafter 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to consolidate the laws relating to 
protection, preservation, conservation and sustainable management of 
wildlife in Azad Jammu and Kashmir and Promotion of social, 
economic, cultural and ecological well being of local communities in 
conformity with the concerns of international community; 

AND WHEREAS, it is expedient to spell out role and 
obligations of government and concessions, rights and obligations of 
local communities including strengthening the administration of the 
community organizations to effectively manage wildlife species and their 
habitat and secure appropriately the goods and services produced from 
wildlife species and their habitat at the level of local communities and 
Government while continually improving the productivity of wildlife 
habitats; 

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to fulfill the obligations 
envisaged under the biodiversity related Multilateral Environmental 
Agreements ratified by the Government of Pakistan, through promotion 
of public awareness for proper appreciation of environmental 
significance and socio-economic values of wildlife, conservation of 
biological diversity and realization of its intrinsic and extrinsic values 
through sustainable use and community participation and empowerment 
of community, community based organizations and non Governmental 
organizations for conservation of biological diversity and their 
participation in its management for sustainable use; 

AND WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly of Azad Jammu 
and Kashmir is not in session and President is satisfied that 
circumstances exist which render it necessary to take immediate action; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by 
sub-section (1) of Section 41 of Azad Jammu and Kashmir Interim 
Constitution Act, 1974, the President is pleased to make and promulgate 
following ordinance:- 
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donation from public and private sector, local and foreign 
donors, the duties and cess levied on the harvesting of resources 
in the wildlife habitat, and fine imposed by the courts and 
compensation received as a result of adjudication of wild life 
offence cases. The fund shall be spent on the conservation of the 
wildlife particularly high priority species of the State by the 
Department with the concurrence Finance Department. 

6.  Wildlife Management Advisory Board.- (1) As soon as 
possible after the commencement of the Ordinance, the 
government shall establish a Board consisting of the following 
members, to be called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Wildlife 
Management Advisory Board.  

(2) The Board shall perform the functions specified in 
Section 7 and such other duties as may from time to time assign 
to it by the government.  

(3)  The Board shall meet at least once in a year. 

(i) Prime Minister Chairman 

(ii) Minister incharge  Vice Chairman 

(iii) Secretary of department  Member 

(iv) 10-15 members having requisite 
qualification and relevance to be nominated 
by the government. 

Member 

(v) Director Wildlife and Fisheries shall be the 
Secretary of the Board. 

Member 

(4) A member shall, unless he or she sooner resigns or is 
removed by government, hold office for such term as may be 
prescribed.  

(5) The meeting of the Board shall be held at such times and 
places as may be prescribed. 

7. Functions of the Board.- The Board shall,- 

(1) advise the government on policy matters relating to 
protection, preservation, conservation, and management of 
wildlife. 

(2) assist the department in identification and declaration of 
new areas as  national parks, game sanctuaries or any other 
category of protected areas. 

(3) solicit executive political support of the government to 
enable smooth implementation of legal provisions, policies and 
functioning of the Department as well. 
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(4) undertake review, from time to time, the progress in the 
field of wildlife protection, preservation, promotion, 
conservation and management.  

CHAPTER-III 
Hunting of Wildlife 

8. Game and Protected Wild Animals.- The wild animals 
specified in the First Schedule shall be known as Game Animals 
and those specified in the Third Schedule as protected animals. 
These animals shall not be hunted, killed or captured except as 
provided in the Ordinance. 

9.  Restrictions on Hunting.- (1) No person shall; 

(i) hunt any wild animal by means of a set-gun, drop spear, 
deadfall, explosive, gun trap, explosive projectile, bomb, 
grenade, baited hook, net, snare or any other trap, an 
automatic, semi-automatic, manual weapon, or a weapon 
of a caliber used by the Army or Police Force or by 
means of a projectile containing any drug or chemical 
substance, likely to anaesthetize, paralyze, stupefy or 
render incapable an animal whether partly or totally; 

(ii) hunt any protected animal; 

(iii) hunt any game animal except under a license or permit 
and in accordance with the provisions of the Ordinance 
and the rules made there under; 

(iv) hunt any game animal other than birds or hares with a 
shotgun or with non-magnum rifle of 22 calibers or less; 

(v) use, or have in possession any net, snare, hook or like 
devices for the purpose of hunting a game animal; 

(vi) use or have in possession any device capable of 
electrocuting any wild animal  or electrifying any part 
of its habitat including water bodies, roosting and 
nesting places; 

(vii) use or have in possession any poison for killing any wild 
animal or poisoning its food and water or part of any 
terrestrial or aquatic habitat; 

(viii) use vehicle of any type to pursue any wild animal, or to 
drive or stampede any wild animal for any purpose 
whatsoever; 

(ix) shoot any game animal from any conveyance or from 
within two hundred meters of the conveyance; 
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(x) hunt with the help of decoys or call birds; 

(xi) hunt with the help of playback recorded calls; 

(xii) construct or use, for the purpose of hunting any wild 
animal, any pitfall, game pit, trench or similar 
excavation, any fence or enclosure, or use of any other 
similar contrivance; 

(xiii) hunt by hiding near a water hole except in the case of 
waterfowl; 

(xiv) hunt near a salt lick; 

(xv) hunt before sunrise except in case of waterfowl; and 

(xvi) hunt after sunset except in case of live catching of cranes 
and quails; 

  Provided that it shall not be an offence to use: 

(a) A motor vehicle or aircraft to drive any wild 
animal away from an aerodrome or airstrip when 
such action is necessary to ensure the safety of 
aircraft using that aerodrome; 

(b) Any one or more of the aforesaid prohibited 
methods if the officer authorized in this behalf 
grants, at his discretion, a license with 
permission to employ such method. 

(2)  Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets the commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, upto one 
year, or fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 

(3)  In case commission of offence is proved to be followed 
by award of punishment by the court, all wild animals, tools, 
implements, carriages, including mechanically propelled 
vehicles, pack animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments 
and conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall also be confiscated in favour of the government. 

(4)  If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Ordinance, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in 
writing, dispense with her physical presence before the court 
while permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in 
writing under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused 
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having woman, attested by a respectable person of the area 
concerned. 

10.  Game shooting licenses.- Game shooting licenses shall be of the 
following kinds:- 

(i) A small game shooting license which shall subject to the 
provisions of the Ordinance, entitle the holder to hunt 
and kill the animal specified in column I of Part I of the 
First Schedule, up to the number specified in column II 
and subject to the limitations of time and season 
specified in Column III thereof.  

(ii) A big game shooting license which shall subject to the 
provisions of the Ordinance, entitle the holder to hunt 
and kill a single individual of the animals specified in 
column I of Part II of the First Schedule of the kind 
endorsed on that license, subject to the limitations of 
season and locality as specified in column II and III 
thereof. 

(iii)  The fees chargeable in respect of such licenses and the 
number and limitation of size of each species of game 
animals specified for each of them shall be fixed by 
government or by the Department from time to time and 
notified by the government.  

11.  Grant of Game shooting license.- The Wildlife and Fisheries 
Department or any officer duly authorized by it for the said 
purpose, not below the grade BPS-17 may grant a game shooting 
license of a kind specified to any person who before granting 
such a license shall be required to furnish him proof of the 
following:- 

(i) he is conversant with the provisions of the Ordinance; 

(ii) he has access to and is entitled to carry a fire arm of a 
type suitable for use in  hunting the animals for which 
the license is required; and 

(iii) he has adequate skill in the use of fire arms. 

12.  Obligation to maintain a Register and return License.-        
(1) Any person who has been granted a game shooting license 
shall:- 

(i) carry it on his person when hunting; 

(ii) keep a register in the prescribed form; 
(iii) enter particulars of any animal killed or wounded, in the 

register within 24 hours of its being killed or wounded. 
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(iv) produce his license or register for inspection at any 
reasonable time on being called upon to do so; and 

(v) return his register and the game shooting license to 
which it refers to Wildlife and Fisheries Department, on 
the expiry of that license or on his leaving the country, 
whichever is the earlier: 

Provided that a big game shooting license may 
be retained as proof of lawful possession of the trophies 
or meat of an animal killed under the license until such 
time as it has been exchanged for a certificate of lawful 
possession. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than two months and may 
extend to six months, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to twenty thousand rupees, 
or with both.  

13.  Restriction on number and use of game shooting license.-   
(1) No person shall hold more than one valid small game 
shooting license at any time. 
(2) The licenses issued under the Ordinance in the form 
prescribed shall be non transferable and non shareable. 
(3) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than two months and may 
extend to six months, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to twenty thousand rupees, 
or with both.  

14.  Prohibition against killing or shooting without license.- (1) It 
shall not be lawful for any person to kill game animal except by 
shooting under a license or to proceed in search of or shoot or 
capture game, except under and in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of his license. 
(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

15. Prohibitions against shooting or capturing in close season.-
(1) It shall not be lawful to shoot, kill or capture game animal in 
the closed season. 
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 (2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

16.  Game capture license.- (1) The Wildlife and Fisheries 
Department may grant to any person, or may refuse without 
assigning any reason for refusal, a game capture license subject 
to the condition that before granting such a license he may 
require the applicant to furnish him a proof of the following 
particulars that:- 

(i) he has adequate experience of the capture and care of 
wildlife animals; 

(ii) the capture animal is required for scientific/research 
purpose; 

(iii) the proposed method of capture is suitable; and 

(iv) he has adequate catering and transport facilities at his 
disposal. 

(2) A game capture license shall be valid for a specified 
period from the date of its issue and shall entitle the holder to 
hunt and capture the kind and number of game animals endorsed 
therein in such locality and by such means and for such purposes 
as may be specified. 

17.  Obligations to maintain Register and return License.- Any 
person who has been granted a game capture license shall; 

(i) carry it on his person when hunting; 
(ii) maintain a register in the prescribed form; 
(iii) enter any animal caught, or accidentally killed or 

wounded and list, in that register within 24 hours of its 
being caught, or killed or wounded and lost and enter the 
date of death of any that dies subsequent to being 
captured; 

(iv) return his register and the license to which it refers to the 
Department within thirty days of the expiry of the 
license or on his leaving the country, whichever is the 
earlier; and 

(v) whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with 
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imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than six 
months and may extend to one year, or with fine which 
shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and may 
extend to thirty thousand rupees, or with both, in 
addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed by 
the Department.  

18. Restriction on transfer of game capture license.- (1) The game 
capture license shall not be transferable or shared with any other 
person except by the bonafide license holder.  
(2)  Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

19. Wild Animal to be counted.- Any  animal which is killed or 
wounded and lost, in any circumstances whatsoever, by the 
holder of a game shooting license or a game capture license shall 
be counted against Game shooting License or Game capture 
License as the case may be. 

20.  Employ hawks and dogs.- (1) No person shall possess or use 
hawk for hawking or use dog for coursing, pointing and 
retrieving the game animals except under a permit issued under 
the Ordinance.  
(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 
(3) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in 
addition to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

CHAPTER-IV 
Possession of Wildlife 

21. Wild Animals to be the Property of the government.- All wild 
animals whether indigenous or exotic free ranging or captive, 
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tamed or untamed found within the territorial jurisdiction of the 
State shall be deemed to be the property of government held in 
trust from the people of the State. 

22. Wild Animals Found Dead or Hunted Unlawfully.- Any wild 
animal which is found dead or dying or which has been killed, 
caught or acquired otherwise than in accordance with the 
provisions of the Ordinance and any meat or animal article or 
product or trophy thereof shall be the property of the 
government. The person in possession of such a property shall be 
bound to handover the possession of such property to the officer 
authorized under the Ordinance. 

23. Certificate of Lawful Possession.- (1) No person shall be in 
possession of any wild animal, dead or alive, trophy or meat 
thereof unless he is in possession of a valid Certificate of Lawful 
Possession granted in respect thereof by the officer authorized in 
this behalf. 

 (2)  An officer specifically authorized in this behalf may 
issue, at his discretion, a certificate of lawful possession for the 
unlawfully acquired wild animals, meat or trophy after realizing 
value of property and compensation under Section 62 of the 
Ordinance. 

 (3) Every person in possession of any wild animal shall 
produce a Certificate of Lawful Possession on demand made by 
any officer or any other person authorized by the government in 
this behalf. 
(4)  Any person importing any wild animal, trophy or meat 
of wild animal in accordance with the provisions of the 
Ordinance, or acquiring such animal, trophy or meat in 
accordance with the terms of a license or permit issued under the 
Ordinance, shall obtain such certificate by applying to the 
authorized officer within thirty days from the date of importing 
or acquiring the animal, trophy or meat. 

 (5)  The officer authorized in this behalf may mark and 
register the wild animal, trophy or meat in respect of which a 
certificate of Lawful Possession is issued, in the prescribed 
manner, or he may seize, pending the taking of legal action 
under the Ordinance, for any such animal, trophy or meat which 
in his opinion has not been legally imported or acquired. 

 (6) No person shall counterfeit, change or in any way 
interfere with any mark or registration of wild animal, trophy or 
meat for which a Certificate of Lawful Possession has been 
issued or alter or in any way change a Certificate of Lawful 
Possession: 
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CHAPTER-V 
Trade and Traffic of Wildlife 

27.  Restriction on Import and Export of Wild Animals.- (1) No 
person shall import or attempt to import into the State any wild 
animal of an indigenous or exotic species, or any trophy, meat or 
derivative thereof, except under an import permit granted under 
the Ordinance and if such import be from outside Pakistan 
except through a customs post of entry and subject to any other 
national and or international laws and regulations relating to 
control on imports for the time being in force. 

(2) No person shall export or attempt to export out of the 
State any wild animal of an indigenous or exotic species, or any 
trophy, meat or derivative thereof, except under an export permit 
granted under the Ordinance, and if such export be to any 
country outside Pakistan except through a customs post of exit 
and subject to any other national and/or international laws and 
regulations relating to control on export for the time being in 
force. 

(3) Nothing in this Section shall apply to any wild animal, 
trophy, meat or derivative in transit through the State if such 
animal, trophy, meat or derivative, is: 

(i) accompanied by necessary transit customs documents; 

(ii) entered through a customs post of entry and is scheduled 
to a customs post of exit; 

(iii) not unloaded from the conveyance on which it is being 
carried or, in the case of rail or air transport, it does not 
leave the precincts of the railway station or airport at 
which it is landed or trans-shipped or does  not remain 
there for more than forty-eight hours; and, 

(iv) whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with 
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than two 
months and may extend to six months, or with fine 
which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and may 
extend to twenty thousand rupees, or with both in 
addition to the recovery of value of the wild animal to be 
assessed by the Wildlife Department:  

 Provided that a no objection certificate or 
certificate of import or export from CITES management 
authority shall be required for import from abroad and 
export to abroad.  
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from, and to deal with the same as provided in this 
Chapter; and 

c) management of the protected areas, shall be the sole 
responsibility of the Department .  

(2)  The Settlement Board shall consist of the following: - 

(i) A Revenue Officer not below the rank 
of a Collector; 

 Chairman 

(ii) The Deputy Director Wildlife 
concerned; and 

 Member 

(iii) One representative of the community 
or village based Organization. 

 Member 

(3)  The representative of the community shall be selected by 
the community concerned. 
(4)  All decisions of the Settlement Board shall be taken by 
majority of votes. 

36. Proclamation by Settlement Board.- (1) When a notification 
has been issued under Section 35, the Settlement Board shall 
publish in the local vernacular in every town and village in the 
neighborhood of the land comprised therein, a proclamation:- 
(a) specifying, as nearly as possible, the situation and limits 

of the proposed protected area; 
(b) explaining the consequences which, as hereinafter 

provided, will ensue on the declaration of such area as 
protected area; and  

(c) a period of not less than three months from the date of 
such proclamation, and enquire every person claiming 
any right in respect thereof either to present to the 
Settlement Board within such period a written notice 
specifying, or to appear before it and to state, the nature 
of such right and the amount and particulars of the 
compensation, if any, so claimed. 

(2)  After the issuance of notification under Section 35, no 
right shall be acquired in or over the land comprised in such 
notification, except by succession, or under a grant, or contract 
in writing made or entered into by, or on behalf of the 
government, or some person in whom such right was vested 
when the notification was issued; and no fresh clearings for 
cultivation or for any other purpose shall be made in such land, 
except in accordance with such rules as may be made by the 
government in this behalf. 
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37. Inquiry by Settlement Board.- The Settlement Board shall take 
in writing all statements made under Section 36, and shall at 
some convenient place inquire into all claims duly preferred 
under that Section, and the existence of any rights referred to in 
Section 36 so far as the same may be ascertainable from the 
records of the government and the evidence of any person likely 
to be acquainted with the same. This process shall be completed 
within six months of the start of the case for establishing 
Protected Area. 

38. Powers of Settlement Board.- (1) For the purpose of such 
inquiry, the Board may exercise the following powers, that is to 
say: 

(a) to enter or authorize any of its member or any officer 
to enter upon any land, and to survey, demarcate and 
make a map of the same; 

(b) to summon and enforce attendance of any person and 
examine him on oath; 

(c) to require the discovery and production of any 
document; 

(d) to receive evidence on affidavits; and 

(e) to record evidence. 

(2) On the completion of the proceedings, the results of such 
proceedings for each such protected area shall be as may be 
prescribed. 

39.  Wildlife Sanctuary.- (1) The government may, by notification 
in the official Gazette, declare any area that is the property of the 
Government or over which the government has proprietary rights 
to be a Wildlife Sanctuary and may demarcate it in such manner 
as may be prescribed. 

(2) The Wildlife Sanctuary shall be set aside as undisturbed 
breeding ground for the protection of wildlife and access thereto 
for public shall, except in accordance with the rules, be 
prohibited and no exploitation of forest and natural resources 
therein shall be allowed except for reducing fire-hazards, 
epidemic or insect attacks or other natural calamities. 

(3) No person shall: 

(i) enter or reside; 

(ii) cultivate any land; 

(iii) damage or destroy any vegetation; 
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(iv) hunt, kill or capture any wild animal or fire any gun or 
other fire-arm within wildlife sanctuary and one 
kilometer outside boundaries; 

(v) introduce any exotic species of flora or fauna; 

(vi) introduce any domestic animal or allow it to stray; and 

(vii) cause any fire, or pollute water in a Wildlife Sanctuary: 

Provided that the department may, for scientific 
purposes and betterment of the sanctuary authorize the 
doing of the aforementioned acts, on a specific request to 
the Head of the concerned Department. 

40.  Closed Area.- (1) The government may, by notification in the 
official Gazette, declare any area that is the property of the 
government or over which the government has proprietary rights 
to be a Closed Area for the wildlife preservation, conservation 
and management and may demarcate it in such manner as may 
be prescribed. No hunting or any act of habitat disturbance shall 
be allowed in the closed area except through a special permit 
issued by the Head of the Department. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the department. 

(3)  In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in 
addition to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

(4) If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Ordinance, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in 
writing, dispense with her physical presence before the court 
while permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in 
writing under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused 
having woman, attested by a respectable person of the area 
concerned. 
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41.  Site of Special Scientific Interest.- With a view to protect 
species of Flora and Fauna or habitat or landscape or water body 
having special scientific importance, the government may, by 
notification in the official gazette, declare any area to be a Site of 
Special Scientific Interest and prohibit therein every act of the 
kind deemed against the scientific interest of the site. 

42. Wildlife Refuge.- The Government or an officer authorized in 
this behalf may by notification in the official gazette declare any 
area to be a Wildlife Refuge where hunting of all wild animals 
shall be prohibited. The refuge shall be managed in a manner as 
may be prescribed. 

43. National Park.- (1) With a view to the protection and 
preservation of landscape, flora, fauna, geological features of 
special significance and biological diversity in the natural state, 
the government may, by notification in the official Gazette, 
declare any area to be a National Park and may demarcate it in 
such a manner as may be prescribed. 

(2)  A National Park shall be accessible to public for 
recreation; education and research purposes subject to such 
restrictions as the government may impose. 

(3)  The provision for access roads to and construction of 
rest houses, hostels and other buildings in the national park along 
with amenities for public may be so made, as not to impair the 
object of the establishment of the National Park. 

(4)  Any facility provided under Sub-Sections (2) and (3) 
shall be in conformity with the recommendations of the 
Environmental Impact Assessment or Initial Environmental 
Examination under AJ&K Environment Protection Act, 2001 
and amendments made thereunder. 

(5)  The following acts shall be prohibited in a National 
Park: 

(i) Hunting, shooting, trapping, killing or capturing of any 
wild animal; 

(ii) carrying of arms, pet  animals, livestock, firing any gun 
or doing any other act which may  disturb any wild 
animal or doing any act which interferes with the 
serenity and tranquility of the park and breeding places 
of wild animals; 

(iii) logging, felling, tapping, burning or in any way 
damaging or destroying, taking, collecting or removing 
any plant or tree; 
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(iv) grazing of livestock; 

(v) fishing; 

(vi) clearing or breaking up any land for cultivation; mining 
or quarrying of  stones for any other purpose; 

(vii) polluting or poisoning water flowing in and through the 
National Park; 

(viii) littering and dumping of waste;  

(ix) writing, in scripting, carving, disfiguring, defacing,  
painting, chalking, advertising; 

(x) use of vehicular transport except on recognized roads 
and routes; 

(xi) blowing of pressure horns within one kilometer radius of 
the park boundary; and 

(xii) playing music or using radios, or making noise. 

 (6) The Department may, however for scientific purpose or 
betterment of the National Park or for providing incentives or 
concessions to the communities for participatory management, 
authorize doing of one or more acts mentioned in sub-Section (5) 
on an explicit written request made to the Head of the 
Department justifying the need for such an action and certifying 
that it does not impair the objectives of establishment of the 
park, in a specified manner. 

(7) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in  addition 
to such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be 
paid, which shall not be less than the value of the damage 
assessed by the department. 

(8) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in 
addition to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

(9) If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Ordinance, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in 
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writing, dispense with her physical presence before the court 
while permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in 
writing under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused 
having woman, attested by a respectable person of the area 
concerned. 

44.  Biosphere Reserve.- The government may, by notification in the 
official gazette, declare any area to be a Biosphere Reserve, 
comprising of a Core zone, a Buffer zone and Multiple- use zone 
on the recommendations of the relevant international 
organization. 

45. National Natural Heritage Site.- With a view to protect natural, 
physical and biological formations or groups of such formations, 
which are of outstanding national or global value from the 
aesthetic or scientific point of view, the government may declare 
any area to be National Natural Heritage Site, and prescribe its 
management as deemed appropriate.  

46.  Biodiversity Reserve.- All the Forests declared as State forest 
under the law enforced in Azad Jammu and Kashmir, unless 
otherwise declared a category of Protected Area shall be deemed 
to be Biodiversity Reserves and shall be managed under a 
management plan for In-situ conservation and sustainable 
utilization of biological resources. 

47.  Game Reserve.- (1) The government or an officer authorized in 
this behalf may declare any area to be a Game Reserve, where 
hunting of wild animals shall not be allowed, except under a 
special permit, which may specify the number and kind of 
animals to be hunted, method of hunting, the area, timing and 
duration for which such permit shall be valid. 

(2) The officer authorized in this behalf may take measures 
for management, maintenance and improvement of habitat in a 
game reserve as deemed appropriate.  

(3) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than two months and may extend to six months, 
or with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 

(4) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
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carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in 
addition to the punishment awarded under this Section. 
(5)  If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Ordinance, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in 
writing, dispense with her physical presence before the court 
while permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in 
writing under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused 
having woman, attested by a respectable person of the area 
concerned. 

48.  Pre-emptive Application of MEAs.- The Government may by 
notification in the official gazette, designate and declare any 
area, which qualifies for the implementation of any biodiversity 
related to Multilateral Environmental Agreements to which the 
government of Pakistan is signatory, as a protected area with 
appropriate nomenclature and prescribe its management as 
deemed proper. 

49. Pre-emptive Application of the Ordinance.- Where the 
government is satisfied that designation of an area is suitable for 
achieving one or more of the objectives of the Ordinance; it may 
declare such area with an appropriate nomenclature and 
prescribe its management through a notification in the official 
gazette.  

50.  De-notification and Alteration of Boundaries of Protected 
Area.- The government may by notification in the official 
Gazette, de-notify a protected area or declare any alteration in 
the boundaries of a protected area declared under the Ordinance, 
under an explicit written request made by the Head of the 
Department, justifying such action: 

Provided that Wildlife Sanctuary, National Park and Site 
of Special Scientific Interest shall neither be de-notified nor 
altered in size except with the prior consent of the Wildlife 
Management Board.  

51.  Damage to Structures in Protected Area.- (1) No person shall 
damage, alter, counterfeit, deface or displace boundaries of a 
protected area, enclosures, transects, government infra structures, 
visitors facilities, water bodies or any such other structure or 
facility created for the management of wildlife or protected 
areas. 
(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
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of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 

(3) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in 
addition to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

(4) If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Ordinance, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in 
writing, dispense with her physical presence before the court 
while permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in 
writing under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused 
having woman, attested by a respectable person of the area 
concerned. 

 (5) Where a person has been found to have encroached upon 
or in unlawful possession of any land in any protected areas he 
shall be ejected by the Deputy Director Wildlife or the 
Divisional Forest Officer and any Officer of the Police, on the 
requisition of such officer, shall assist him. Appeal shall lie 
against the order passed by the Deputy Director Wildlife or the 
Divisional Forest Officer to the Director Wildlife and Fisheries 
or the Chief Conservator of Forests as the case may be and final 
revision shall lie to the government. 

CHAPTER-VII 
Community Participation in Wildlife Management 

52.  Empowerment and Benefit Sharing of Community 
Organizations.- (1) The government or an officer authorized in 
this behalf may recognize the formation of community 
representative organization(s) in an area as management 
partner(s) for the management of biological diversity and may 
accord recognition and legal status, with the conditions as may 
be prescribed, to the byelaws, collective funds, rules of business 
and functions of such community representative organization(s) 
under the Ordinance. 

(2) When community representative organization is 
recognized under Sub-Section (1) above, any benefit accrued 
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from the sustainable use of elements of biodiversity in an area 
shall be shared among the Community and the government as 
may be prescribed by the head of the Department. 
(3) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may empower the selected members of the community 
representative organization recognized under Sub-Section (1), 
and the owner(s) of a private game reserve, to exercise, within 
limits of their jurisdiction, any or all of the powers exercisable 
by an officer under the Ordinance. 

53. Private Game Reserve.- (1) Where the government or an officer 
authorized in this behalf is satisfied that an area of private land 
has been dedicated by its owner(s) for the purposes similar to a 
game reserve, the government or an officer authorized in this 
behalf may, on the application of the owner(s) of the area declare 
such area to be a private game reserve. 
(2) Hunting of wild animals, in a private game reserve, shall 
not be allowed except under a permit, issued by the owner with 
intimation to the Department or by the officer authorized in this 
behalf upon concurrence of the owner(s). The maximum number 
of the permits for the game species and for the season shall be 
agreed between the owner(s) and the Department. 
(3)  The amount of hunting fee permit charged by the owner 
shall in no case be less than the amount fixed by the government 
in a game reserve of similar nature and species. The amount of 
permit fee shall be the sole property of the owner(s). At least 
20% of the income shall be spent on the development of the 
private Game Reserve.  
(4)  The owner/s of a private game reserve shall prepare a 
management plan of the reserve in consultation with Department 
and shall cause it to be implemented after approval of the same 
by the Head of the Department. 
(5) The government may, by notification in the official 
Gazette, at any time, declare that any private game reserve shall 
cease to be a private game reserve. 
(6)  Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than two months and may extend to six months, 
or with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 
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local communities and the government, it may declare such 
area to be Community Managed Game Reserve. 

CHAPTER-VIII 
Ex-situ Conservation of Wildlife 

56.  Wildlife Park.- The Government may establish and enclose any 
area for propagation of wildlife species under natural or semi 
natural conditions, conservation awareness, research and 
recreation, as a Wildlife Park, which shall be managed in a 
manner as may be prescribed. 

57.  Zoological Garden and Breeding Facilities.- (1) The 
government or an officer authorized in this behalf may register 
on prescribed fee, and regulate the establishment and operation 
of a breeding facility of wild animals, a zoological garden, a 
display centre or any other similar facility, with whatever 
nomenclature known, in public and private sector, as may be 
prescribed. 

(2) Every owner or operator of an existing facility, 
mentioned in Sub-Section (1) shall get the facility registered 
within six months of coming into force of the Ordinance. 

(3) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may regulate transport and trade between various zoos or 
breeding facilities mentioned in sub-Section (1). 

(4) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may regulate release in the wild or harvest after release in the 
wild of the captive bred animal as may be prescribed. 

CHAPTER-IX 
Powers of Government and Officers 

58. Search and Arrest without Warrant.- (1) The officer or a 
person authorized by the government, if he has sufficient proof 
commitment of an offence in this behalf, may search any person, 
premises, vessel, vehicle, animal package, receptacle or 
covering, without warrant, so as to satisfy himself whether or not 
an offence under the Ordinance has been committed and arrest 
the offender without warrant. 
(2) The officer or the authorized person making an arrest 
under Sub-Section (1) above shall without unnecessary delay and 
subject to the provisions of the Ordinance as to release on bond, 
take or send the person arrested before the Magistrate having 
jurisdiction in the case or the officer in-charge of the nearest 
police station. 
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(3) While checking any wild animal or any illegal 
possession punitive measures under the Ordinance shall be taken 
against culprits who try to attack the officer(s) while checking 
the illegal possession. 

59. Seizure and Confiscation of Property.- The officer or a person 
authorized by the government in this behalf may: 
(a) seize and confiscate any wild animal, dead or alive, 

which has been acquired otherwise than in accordance 
with the provisions of the Ordinance. 

(b) seize any fire-arm, net, trap, snare, bow, arrow or any 
vehicle or vessel or anything what-so-ever used or 
suspected to have been used in the commission of an 
offence under the Ordinance. 

60.  Disposal of seized Property.- Notwithstanding anything 
contained in any other provision of the Ordinance, the officer or 
any other person authorized in this behalf may sell or dispose off 
or set free in the wild any wild animal or its trophy seized or 
confiscated under Section 59; and may, subject to the 
determination of the rights thereto, deal with the proceeds in 
such manner as may be prescribed. 

61.  Prevention of Commission of Offence.- Every Wildlife Officer, 
Forest Officer, Police Officer or any other person authorized by 
the government in this behalf shall be competent to prevent by 
all lawful means the commission of any offence under the 
Ordinance. 

62.  Compounding of Offence Cases.- (1) The government may, by 
notification in the official Gazette, empower an officer: 
(a) to accept from any person against whom reasonable 

suspicion exists that he has committed an offence under 
the Ordinance, a sum of money by way of compensation 
for such offence; and 

(b) to release the property, which has been seized as liable to 
confiscation, on receipt of the value thereof, as estimated 
by an officer authorized in this behalf. 

(2) On the receipt of compensation or such value of property 
or both under Sub-Section (1), as the case may be, the suspected 
person if in custody, shall be discharged and the property, if any, 
seized shall be released and no further proceedings shall be taken 
against such person or property. 
(3)  The sum of money accepted as compensation under 
clause (a) of Sub-Section (1) shall in no case exceed the sum of 
fifty thousand rupees. 
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(4) The officer authorized in this behalf may give as reward 
a portion of the amount realized as compensation and value of 
property under sub-section (3) above to the person or persons 
who helped in detection, registration and/or disposal of offence 
case. Such reward shall not exceed 1/4th of the amount so 
realized. 

63.  Invest Officers with Certain Powers.- The government may 
invest an officer or any other person authorized in this behalf 
with all or any of the following powers: 

(i)  the powers of a Civil Court to compel the attendance of  
witnesses and production of documents and material 
objects; 

(ii)  the power to issue a search warrant under the Code of 
Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898); 

(iii)  the power to hold an inquiry in to offence under the 
Ordinance and in the course of such inquiry to receive 
and record evidence;  

(iv) the power to prosecute a case before a court; and 

(v) the power to try an offence summarily . 

64.  Delegation of Powers.- The government may, by notification in 
the official Gazette, delegate all or any of the powers conferred 
upon it under the provisions of the Ordinance to any officer 
subordinate to it. 

65.  Grant of Exemption.- Notwithstanding anything contained in 
the Ordinance, the government may, upon request by the officer 
authorized in this behalf, allow, by notification in the official 
Gazette, killing and capturing of such wild animals in such 
places and by such means as may be specified in the notification, 
in the interest of any scientific or public purpose. 

66. Revision of Schedules, Periods and Fees.- The government 
may by notification in the official Gazette, in respect to any 
specified area: 

(i) add to or exclude from the Schedules any wild animals, 
subject to such conditions as it may impose in each case; 

(ii) fix or alter the period during which any wild animal may 
be hunted; 

(iii) open or close any area to hunting; and 

(iv) revise the fee for various types of licenses/permits 
prescribed under the Ordinance or the Management Plan.  
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mines; lambardar, chowkidar, police man, village headman, 
chairman and member of Union Council and all government 
servants shall be bound in the absence of reasonable excuse , to 
give to any officer or any person authorized in this behalf by  the 
government information in respect of any snaring , trapping, 
netting, unauthorized killing or any other offence under the 
Ordinance committed within the limits of his jurisdiction, as 
soon as the commission of such offence comes to his knowledge. 

69.  Duty to produce Permit on demand made by any Officer or 
person authorized in this behalf.- Every person in possession 
of any wild animal specified in the Second Schedule shall 
produce his certificate of lawful possession on demand made by 
any officer or any other person authorized by the government in 
this behalf. 

70.  Procedure When Offender is not Known.- When the offender 
is not known or cannot be found any officer authorized in this 
behalf may, if he finds that an offence has been committed, 
confiscate the property used in the commission of the offence. 

71.  Abetment of an Offence.- Abetment of any offence under the 
Ordinance or the rules made there under shall be punishable as 
the offence.  

72.  Interference in Duty.- No person shall interfere or attempt to 
interfere in the performance of any functions or in the discharge 
of any duty under the Ordinance and the rules made there under. 

73.  Lodging of Complaint.- No Court shall take cognizance of any 
offence under the Ordinance except on the complaint of the 
officer or any person authorized by the government in this behalf  

74.  Competent Court.- No court inferior to a Civil Judge or Judicial 
Magistrate of First Class shall take cognizance of and try an 
offence under the Ordinance.  

75.  Summary Trial.- The District Magistrate or any Magistrate of 
the first Class specially empowered in this behalf by the 
government may try summarily under the Code of Criminal 
Procedure 1898, any offence punishable under the Ordinance. 

76.  Procedure as to perishable property seized under Section 
59.- Notwithstanding anything contained in the Ordinance or any 
other person authorized in this behalf may, sell any property 
seized under Section 59and subject to speedy and natural decay, 
and may deal with the proceeds as he would have dealt with such 
property if it had not been sold. 

77. Hunting in Defense.- Notwithstanding anything contained in 
any other provision of the Ordinance, it shall not be an offence 
if,- 
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(a) any person kills any wild animal by any means in the 
immediate defense of his own life or that of any other 
person; 

(b)  the owner of standing crops or his employee to kill any 
bird or animal that is doing material damage to those 
crops by any means within the bounds of those crops; 
and 

(c) the owner of livestock or his employee kills any wild 
animal, that is doing material damage to his livestock, by 
any means, within a reasonable distance where that 
livestock is grazing or where it is enclosed for the night. 

Provided that:  
(i)  Clause (b) and (c) of Sub- Section (1) shall not 

apply to any unlawful cultivation in a National 
Park, Wildlife Sanctuary, Reserved and 
protected Forests or any livestock illegally 
grazing or herded therein. 

(ii) The killing under Sub-Section (1) of wild 
animals shall be reported to the nearest office 
established for the purposes of the Ordinance 
with the least possible delay. 

(iii) The meat or trophy of any wild animal killed 
under Sub-Section (1) shall be the property of 
the government and shall be disposed of as 
directed by the officer authorized in this behalf. 

(iv) The Government may compensate the loss of 
life and property caused by wild animals in a 
manner as may be prescribed. 

78.  Burden of Proof.- When any proceedings taken under the 
Ordinance or in consequence of anything done under the 
Ordinance, a question arises as to whether any animal, trophy, 
meat or derivative is the property of the government, such 
animal, trophy, meat or derivative, shall be presumed to be the 
property of government, until the contrary is proved. 

79. Prosecution under other laws.- Nothing contained in the 
Ordinance shall be deemed to prevent any person from being 
prosecuted under any other law for any act or omission which 
constitutes an offence under the Ordinance or from being liable 
under any other law to any higher punishment or penalty than 
that provided by the Ordinance. 

80.  Officers deemed to be Public Servants.- The officers or 
persons authorized under any provisions of the Ordinance to do a 
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certain thing or act in certain manner shall be deemed to be 
public servants within the meaning of the Azad Penal Code (Act 
XLV of 1860). 

81.  Protection of Action taken under the Ordinance by Officers.- 
No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie in any 
court against any officer empowered under Section 3 of the 
Ordinance, for anything done or intended to be done in good 
faith in pursuance of any provision of the Ordinance or the rules 
made there under. 

82.  Rules when to have force of law.- All rules made by the 
government under the Ordinance shall be published in the 
official Gazette, and shall thereupon so far as they are consistent 
with the Ordinance, have effect as if enacted therein 

83.  Duty of Police Officer and Members of other Law Enforcing 
Agencies.- Every police officer and members of other law 
enforcing agencies shall, upon request made by any officer or 
person empowered under the Ordinance, assist him in the due 
discharge of his duties under the Ordinance. 

CHAPTER-XI 
Repeals and Savings 

84.  Repeals and Savings.- (1) The Azad Jammu and Kashmir, 
Wildlife Act, 1975 is hereby repealed: 

(2) Notwithstanding the repeal of the enactment mentioned 
in Sub-Section (1), everything done, action taken, obligation, 
liability, penalty or punishment incurred, inquiry or proceedings 
commenced, officer appointed or person authorized, jurisdiction 
or power conferred, rule made and license or order issued under 
the provisions of the said enactments or rules made there-under 
shall continue in force, and so far as may be, be deemed to have 
been respectively done, taken, incurred, commenced, appointed, 
authorized, conferred, made or issued under the Ordinance and 
any enactment or document referring to any of the said provisions 
shall, as far as may be, construed to refer to the Ordinance or the 
corresponding provision thereof.
