(ii) he is enrolled as an Advocate of the Supreme Court or 
has for a period of not less than 10 years, being an 
Advocate of the High Court; and 

(iii) he has provided a list of at least 40 cases conducted by 
him in the Shariat Court, the High Court or the Supreme 
Court. 

(2) No person shall be qualified for appointment of Assistant 
Advocate General unless:-  

(i) he is not less than 35 years of age; 

(ii) he is not less than 5 years been an Advocate of the High 
Court;  

(iii) he has provided a list of at least 20 cases conducted by 
him in the Shariat Court, High Court or the Supreme 
Court. 

5.  Bar on Private Practice.- The Law Officers shall be whole time 
Government servants and shall not be allowed private practice of 
any kind. 

6. Leave.- The Law Officers shall be eligible for leave as follows:- 

(a) leave on pay equivalent to full pay may be granted upto 
1/11th of the period spent on duty as Law Officer: 

Provided that leave of this kind shall not 
accumulate beyond four months; 

(b) leave may be granted on medical certificate on pay 
equivalent to half, upto 2/11th of the period spent on 
duty as Law Officer subject to a maximum of three 
months at any one time; 

(c) extra-ordinary leave may be granted without allowances 
subject to a maximum upto three months at any one 
time; 

(d) leave of the various kinds may be granted in combination 
to a maximum of six months only at any one time; 

(e) for the first two years of the appointment the Law 
Officer shall not be entitled to more than one month 
leave except on medical certificate in any other year. 

7. Pay, Allowances etc.- (1) Notwithstanding any judgment of 
Supreme Court or High Court, or any other law for the time 
being enforce, pay, allowances etc., admissible to Law Officers 
shall be as follows:-

(2) A Law Officer appointed shall be deemed to have 
accepted the above terms and conditions including pay, 
allowances etc., and shall not be eligible for any enhancement or 
different terms and conditions.  

(3) No fee shall be allowed to the Advocate General for 
opinion work of Government or for attending any proceeding of 
the Legislative Assembly of Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

(4) This pay package would be applicable from 01.07.2014. 

(5) The dues of law officers from 01.11.2003 to 07.04.2009 
shall be paid on availability of funds in due course of time.  

8. Traveling Allowance.- (1) For the purposes of this Act, Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir  Traveling Allowance Rules, 1971, or any 
other rule made thereafter shall be applicable to Law Officers.  

(2) The Advocate General and Additional Advocate General 
shall be deemed to be an officer of Category I, and shall draw 
traveling mileage and daily allowance admissible to officer of 
that category:  

Provided that they may use official vehicles subject to 
rule 8 and 11 of Azad Jammu and Kashmir Government Vehicles 
(Use and Maintenance) Rules, 1977. 

9. Law Officers shall be deemed to be Public prosecutors.- 
Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time 
being in force, Law Officers shall be deemed to be public 
prosecutors in term of Section 4 (t) of Criminal Procedure Code, 
1898 and shall be competent to institute, file and conduct any 
proceedings, including appeal and revision for and on behalf of 
the Government before any court or tribunal, including a special 
court constituted under any law. 

10. Abolishment of parity with province of Punjab etc.-
Notwithstanding any judgment of High Court or Supreme Court 
or any law, order, notification, policy etc., in this behalf, there 
shall be no parity with province of Punjab for fixation of terms 
and conditions of Law Officers and any such existing parity shall 
be abolished forthwith. 

11. Saving and validation.- Notwithstanding any judgment, Order, 
proceeding etc., of Supreme Court or High Court, the terms and 
conditions provided by this Act shall be valid and be applicable 
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for all persons who are or have been Law Officers of Azad 
Jammu and Kashmir.  

12. Rules.-Government may make rules to carry out the purpose of 
this Act.  

13. Repeal.- The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Law Officers (Terms 
and Conditions) Ordinance, 2014 (Ordinance XVI of 2014) is 
hereby repealed.

Section Officer (Legislation) 
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(i)  confines or causes to be confined any animal 
(including tying of an animal as a bait so as to 
make it an object of prey for any other animal; or 

(ii) incites any animal to fight any other animal or 
any human being; 

(n)  organizes or keeps or uses or participates or acts in the 
management of any place for animal fighting, or for the 
purpose of baiting any animal, or permits or offers any 
place to be so used, contributes or receives consideration 
for its promotion or for the admission of any other person 
to any place kept or used for any such purposes; or 

(o)  promotes or takes part in any shooting match or 
competition wherein animals are released from captivity 
for the purpose of such shooting; or 

(p)  organizes, participates, promotes or in any manner is 
associated with any sport or activity involving the use of 
animals, where such animals are subjected to cruelty 
either during the sport or activity itself, or while in 
training; or 

(q)  skins or roasts or kills for superstition or extracts parts of 
any live animals through a procedure which causes pain 
and suffering, for the purpose of getting skins, oils or 
other animal products; or 

(r)  dynamites or electrifies streams or rivers or other water 
bodies; or 

(s)  Electrifies a fence without authority of law, he shall be 
punishable in the case of a first offence, with fine which 
shall not be less than ten thousand rupees but which may 
extend to twenty five thousand rupees, or with 
imprisonment up to 2 years, or with both, and in the case 
of a second or subsequent offence, with fine which shall 
not be less than fifty thousand rupees but may extend to 
one lac rupees, and with imprisonment for a term which 
shall not be less than one year but may extend to three 
years: 

Provided that if at a later point in time, the need for 
enhancing the penalties prescribed is felt, the Government may, 
by notification in the Official Gazette and subject to the 
condition of previous publication, achieve that objective through 
Rules framed for the purpose. 
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(2) For the purposes of sub-section (1) an owner shall also 
be deemed to have committed an offence if he has failed to 
exercise reasonable care and supervision to prevent such offence; 

(3) Nothing in this section shall apply to,- 

(a)  the dehorning of cattle, or nose roping of cattle, 
castration of any Animal, provided it is performed by a 
veterinary surgeon in the prescribed manner; and  

(b)  the commission or omission of any act in the course of 
the destruction or the preparation for destruction of any 
Animal as food for mankind, unless such destruction or 
preparation was conducted in a manner contrary to any 
law, rules, regulations, or byelaws for the time being in 
force, or accompanied by the infliction of unnecessary 
trauma, pain or suffering. 

5.  Penalty for harmful practices etc., phooka or doom dev.- If 
any person performs any harmful practices upon any cow or 
other milch animal the operation called phooka or doom dev, or 
any other mitts such operation, including injection of any 
substance to improve lactation which is injurious to the health of 
the animal, or permits such operation being performed upon any 
such animal in his possession or under his control, he shall be 
punishable with fine which shall not be less than twenty 
thousand rupees but may extend to fifty thousand rupees, or with 
imprisonment for one year, or with both for the first offence, and 
in case of a second or subsequent offence he shall be punishable 
with fine which shall not be less than seventy five thousand 
rupees but which may extend to one lakh rupees, and with 
imprisonment which shall not be less than two years but may 
extend to five years, and the animal on which the operation was 
performed shall be forfeited to the Government: 

Provided that if at a later point in time, the need for 
enhancing the penalties prescribed is felt, the Government may, 
by notification in the Official Gazette and subject to the 
condition of previous publication, achieve that objective through 
Rules framed for the purpose. 

6. Penalty for Fishing with poison or any explosive material.- If 
any person uses, poison or explosive  material for the purpose of 
fishing, shall be punished with the imprisonment which may 
extend to six months or with fine which may extend to ten 
thousand rupees or with both. 
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7. Penalty for overloading Animals.- (1) If any person overloads 
any Animal, he shall be punished with fine which may extend to 
five thousands rupees, or with imprisonment for a term which 
may extend to one month.  

(2)  If the owner of any animal, or any person who, either as 
a trader, carrier or contractor or by virtue of his employment by a 
trader, carrier or contractor, is in possession of, or in control of 
the loading of, any animal, permits the overloading of such 
animal, he shall be punished with fine which may extend to ten 
thousands rupees. 

8.  Penalty for killing Animals with unnecessary Cruelty.- If any 
person kills any Animal in an unnecessarily cruel manner, he 
shall be punished with fine which may extend to ten thousands 
rupees, or with imprisonment for a term which may extend to six 
months, or with both.  

9.  Penalty for employing Animals unfit for labour.- If any 
person employs in any work or labour any Animal which by 
reason of any disease, infirmity, wound, sore or other cause is 
unfit to be so employed, or permits any such unfit animal in his 
possession or under his control to be so employed, he shall be 
punished with fine which may extend to five thousand rupees.  

Explanation:  For the purposes of Sections 4 or this 
Section, an owner or other person in possession or control of an 
Animal shall be deemed to have committed an offence under the 
aforesaid Sections, if he has failed to exercise reasonable care 
and supervision with a view to the prevention of such offences. 

10. Treatment and care of Animals.- (1) The Government may, by 
general or special order, appoint infirmaries for the treatment and 
care of Animals in respect of which offences against this Act 
have been committed, and may authorize the detention therein of 
any Animal pending its production before a Magistrate.  

(2) The Magistrate before whom a prosecution for an 
offence against this Act has been instituted may direct that the 
animal concerned shall be treated and cared for in an infirmary, 
until it is fit to perform its usual work or is otherwise fit for 
discharge, or if the Veterinary Officer in charge of the area in 
which the animal is found or such other Veterinary Officer, as 
may be authorized in this behalf by rules made under this Act 
certifies that it is incurable or cannot be removed without cruelty, 
it shall be destroyed.  
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(3) An animal sent for care and treatment to an infirmary 
shall not, unless the Magistrate directs that it shall be destroyed, 
be released from such place except upon a certificate of its 
fitness for discharge issued by the Veterinary Officer in charge 
of the area in which the infirmary is situated or such other 
Veterinary Officer as may be authorized in this behalf by the 
Rules made under this Act. 

(4) The cost of transporting an animal to an infirmary and of its 
maintenance and treatment in an infirmary shall be payable by 
the owner of the animal in accordance with a scale of rates to be 
prescribed by the District Magistrate: 

Provided that when the Magistrate so direct, on account 
of poverty of the owner of the animal, no charges shall be 
recoverable for treatment of the animal.  

(5) If the owner refuses or neglects to pay such cost or to remove 
the animal within such time as the Magistrate may prescribe, the 
Magistrate may direct that the animal be sold and proceeds of the 
sale be applied for payment of such cost.  The surplus, if any, of 
the proceeds of such sale shall, on application made by the owner 
within two months from the date of the sale, be paid to him.  

11. Penalty for baiting or inciting Animals to fight.-  If any 
person,- 

(a) incites any Animal to fight; or  

(b) baits any Animal; or  

(c) aids or abets any such incitement or baiting;   

he shall be punished with fine which may extend to fifty 
thousand rupees or with imprisonment which may extend 
to three years or with both. 

Explanation:- It shall not be an offence under this 
Section to incite Animals  to fight if such fighting is not likely to 
cause injury or suffering to such Animals and all reasonable 
precautions are taken to prevent injury or suffering from being so 
caused.  

12. Penalty for caging birds and Animals.- If any person cages 
birds or confines animals, or sells or lets the sale for caging or 
confining, in a cruel manner, he shall be punished with fine 
which may extend to ten thousand rupees or with imprisonment 
which may extend to one year or with both. 
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13. Registration of Livestock farms.- No poultry farm, sheep farm, 
goat farm, dairy farm and any other livestock farm shall be 
established unless a license is granted by the District Magistrate 
who shall, after consultation with the officer incharge of the area 
of the Animal Husbandry Department that proper arrangements 
have been provided in such farm for keeping the Animals. Where 
the District Magistrate is not satisfied with the arrangements 
provided in the proposed place for the purposes of establishment 
of poultry farm, sheep farm, goat farm, dairy farm or any other 
livestock farm, he shall decline the permission. 

14. Penalty for holding fowls and other birds from legs for 
shifting.- If any person holds the fowls or other birds from their 
legs for shifting them from one place to other place in such 
manner that fowls or birds are hung adversely he shall be 
punished with fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees or 
with imprisonment of a term which may extend to six months or 
with both.   

15. Penalty for unnecessary hunting.- Whoever hunts the Animals 
in the area declared to be protected, shall be dealt in accordance 
with the provisions of the Azad Jammu and Kashmir, Wildlife 
(Protection, Preservation, Conservation and Management) Act, 
2014. 

16. Penalty for permitting diseased Animals to go at large or to 
die in public places.- If any person willfully permits any animal 
of which he is the owner or is in charge thereof, to go at large in 
any street while the animal is affected with contagious or 
infectious disease, or without reasonable excuse permits any 
diseased or disabled animal to die in any street or in any other 
public place,  he shall be punished with fine which may extend to 
five thousand rupees or with imprisonment which may extend to 
six months or with both. 

17. Provision of necessary arrangements in animals sale-markets 
(Mandi Maweshian).- (1) Every person or authority or local 
council or district council or any other department intending to 
establish or intending to allow to be held the sale-markets of 
animals within the area under their supervision and control shall 
earmark the land for establishment of sale-markets and make 
necessary arrangements for provision of shade, drinking water 
and fodder for animals and necessary arrangements for keeping 
the proper cleanliness within the area of sale-market. 

(2) Before establishment of sale-markets of animals, as 
referred to in the preceding sub-section, every person or 
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authority or Local Council or District Council or any other 
department shall obtain permission from the District Magistrate 
of the district in which sale-markets are intended to be 
established who shall carefully examine the necessary 
arrangements required to be provided under this Act in the sale-
markets of animals. Where the District Magistrate is not satisfied 
with the arrangements provided in the proposed place for sale-
market he shall decline the permission. 

(3) All auctions made by any person or authority or Local 
Council or District Council or any other department for holding 
sale-markets of animals established in contravention of 
provisions of this section shall be void ab initio, and on receipt of 
information, the District Magistrate shall close down all such 
illegal sale-markets forthwith by an order in writing giving 
reasons and justifications. 

(4) Any person, not being a state functionary, who 
contravenes provisions of this section, shall be punished with 
fine which may extend to one hundred thousand rupees or with 
imprisonment which may extend to three years or with both. 

(5) Any person, employed in an authority or Local Council 
or District Council or in any other department, acts on behalf of 
such authority or Local Council or District Council or in any 
other department in contravention of provisions of this Section 
shall, in addition to any proceedings which may be initiated 
against by such authority or Local Council or District Council or 
in any other department under the law relating to his service, be 
punished with  fine which may extend to one hundred thousand 
rupees or with imprisonment which may extend to three years. 

(6) Any person who collects money from the vendees of 
animals, at any place other than the approved sale market of the 
animals, in the name of tax, fee, duty, charges or any other levies 
at any rate on the sale-price of the Animals, claiming that such 
tax or fee or duty or charges were levied by the authority or 
Local Council or District Council or any other department as 
referred to in sub-section (1), shall be punished with fine which 
may extend to fifty thousand rupees or with imprisonment which 
may extend to two years. 

18. Provision of proper shelves in and covers over the cages.- (1) 
All cages used to keep birds or fowls for purposes of the sale, not 
prohibited under this Act, shall be provided with the shelves, 
made of wood or wooden materials or of other seasonal effects 
resistant materials, and necessary over covers made of tarpaulin 
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to save the birds from unnecessary pain which may be caused by 
effects of seasonal weather. 

(2) Whoever, being owner or incharge of the caged birds as 
referred to in the preceding sub-section, contravenes provisions 
of this Section shall be punished with fine which may extend to 
five thousand rupees or with imprisonment which may extend to 
three months or with both. 

19. Search Warrants.- (1) If a Magistrate of the first or second 
class, or Station House Officer (SHO) of the area concerned, 
upon information in writing and after such inquiry as he thinks 
necessary, has reason to believe that an offence against this Act 
is being or is about to be or has been committed in any place, he 
may either himself enter and search or by his warrant authorize 
any police-officer not below the rank of sub-inspector to enter 
and search the place. 

(2) The provisions of the Code relating to searches under 
that Code shall, mutatis mutandis, apply to a search warrants 
issued under the preceding sub section (1).  

20. Destruction of suffering Animals.- (1) When any Magistrate of 
the first class or Sub-Divisional Police Officer (SDPO) has 
reason to believe that an offence under this Act  has been 
committed in respect of any Animal, he may direct the 
immediate destruction of the Animal if in his opinion its 
sufferings are such as to render such a direction proper.  

(2) Any police-officer above the rank of a constable who 
finds any animal so diseased or so severely injured or in such a 
physical condition that it cannot, in his opinion, be removed 
without cruelty, may, if the owner is absent or refuses to consent 
to the destruction of the Animal, forthwith summon the 
veterinary officer incharge of the area in which the animal is 
found and if the Veterinary Officer certifies that the animal is 
mortally injured or so severely injured or in such a physical 
condition that its destruction is imperative, the police-officer 
may, after obtaining orders from a Magistrate, destroy the 
Animal or cause it to be destroyed.  

21.  Saving with respect to religious rites and usages.- Nothing in 
this Act shall render it an offence to slaughter or kill any Animal 
in a manner required by the religion or religious rites and usages 
of any race, sect, tribe or class.  

22. Offences to be Cognizable.- (1) Notwithstanding anything 
contained in the Code all offences punishable with imprisonment 
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under this Act shall be cognizable offences within the meaning 
of that Code.  

(2) All offences punishable with imprisonment for three 
years under this Act shall be non-bailable offences within the 
meaning of the Code. 

23. Limitation for prosecution.- A prosecution for an offence under 
this Act  shall not be instituted after the expiration of three 
months from the date of commission of an offence.  

24. Trial of offences.- (1) All offences defined under this Act shall 
be reported, investigated and tried in accordance with the 
provisions contained in the Code.   

(2) Offences under this Act shall be tried by a Court of the 
Magistrate of first class. 

25.  General powers of seizure for examination.- Any police-
officer above the rank of a constable or any person authorized by 
the District Magistrate, in this behalf, who has reason to believe 
that an offence against this Act has been or is being committed in 
respect of an Animal, may, if in his opinion the circumstances so 
require, seize the animal and produce the same for examination 
by the nearest Magistrate or by a Veterinary Officer, incharge of 
the area, and such police- officer or authorized person may, when 
seizing the animal, require the person incharge thereof to 
accompany it to the place of examination.  

26. Appeal.- Any person affected from an order of court of original 
jurisdiction may file an appeal in the court of Sessions within 30 
days. 

27. Power to make rules.- (1) The Government may, by notification 
in the official Gazette, make rules to carry out purposes of this 
Act.  

(2) In particular, and without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing powers, the Government may make rules: 

(a) prescribing the maximum weight of loads to be carried 
or drawn by any Animal; 

(b) prescribing conditions to prevent the over-crowding of 
animals;  

(c)  prescribing the period during which, and the hours 
between which, buffaloes shall not be used for draught 
purposes;  
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(d) prescribing the purposes to which fines realized under 
this Act may be applied, including such purposes as the 
maintenance of infirmaries and veterinary hospitals;  

(e) requiring persons owning, or in charge of, premises in 
which animals are kept or milked to register such 
premises, to comply with prescribed conditions as to the 
boundary walls or surroundings of such premises, to 
permit their inspection for the purpose of ascertaining 
whether any offence against this Act  is being, or has 
been, committed therein; and  

(f) prescribing the manner in which cattle may be 
impounded in any place appointed for the purpose, so as 
to secure the provision of adequate space, food and 
water.  

28. Penalty for violation of rules made under this Act.- If any 
person contravenes or abets the contravention of any rule made 
under this Act, he shall be punished with fine which may extend 
to ten thousand rupees.  

29.  Persons authorized under this Act to be Public Servants.- 
Every person authorized by the Government or the District 
Magistrate to perform functions or exercise powers under this 
Act shall be deemed to be a public servant within the meaning of 
Section 21 of the Azad Penal Code, 1860 (Act XLV of 1860).  

30.  Immunity.- No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shall 
lie against any person who is, or who is deemed to be, a Public 
Servant within the meaning of Section 21 of the Azad Penal 
Code, 1860 (Act XLV of 1860), in respect of anything in good 
faith done or intended to be done under this Act.  

31. Repeal.- The Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1890 (Act 
XI of 1890), is hereby repealed.

(ACT IV OF 2015) 

An 
Act 
to provide a law for protection, preservation, conservation and 
sustainable management of wildlife in the State of Azad Jammu and 
Kashmir for the purposes hereinafter; 

WHEREAS, it is expedient to consolidate the laws relating to 
protection, preservation, conservation and sustainable management of 
wildlife in Azad Jammu and Kashmir and Promotion of social, economic, 
cultural and ecological well being of local communities in conformity 
with the concerns of international community; 

AND WHEREAS, it is expedient to spell out role and obligations 
of government and concessions, rights and obligations of local 
communities including strengthening the administration of the 
community organizations to effectively manage wildlife species and their 
habitat and secure appropriately the goods and services produced from 
wildlife species and their habitat at the level of local communities and 
Government while continually improving the productivity of wildlife 
habitats; 

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to fulfill the obligations 
envisaged under the biodiversity related Multilateral Environmental 
Agreements ratified by the Government of Pakistan, through promotion 
of public awareness for proper appreciation of environmental 
significance and socio-economic values of wildlife, conservation of 
biological diversity and realization of its intrinsic and extrinsic values 
through sustainable use and community participation and empowerment 
of community, community based organizations and non-governmental 
organizations for conservation of biological diversity and their 
participation in its management for sustainable use; 

It is hereby enacted as follows:- 

1. Short title, Extent and Commencement.-(1) This Act may be 
called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Wildlife (Protection, 
Preservation, Conservation and Management) Act, 2014. 
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5.  Wildlife Conservation Fund.- The government may establish a 
Wildlife Conservation Fund for the purposes of the Act to be 
managed in a manner as may be prescribed.  The sources of this 
fund inter-alia shall include the sum received as fee, donation 
from public and private sector, local and foreign donors, the 
duties and cess levied on the harvesting of resources in the 
wildlife habitat, and fine imposed by the courts and 
compensation received as a result of adjudication of wild life 
offence cases. The fund shall be spent on the conservation of the 
wildlife particularly high priority species of the State by the 
Department with the concurrence of Finance Department. 

6.  Wildlife Management Advisory Board.- (1)As soon as possible 
after the commencement of the Act, the government shall 
establish a Board consisting of the following members, to be 
called the Azad Jammu and Kashmir Wildlife Management 
Advisory Board.  

(i) Minister Incharge Chairman 
(ii) Additional Chief Secretary (General)  Vice-Chairman 
(iii) Secretary Finance Member 
(iv) Secretary Law  Member 
(v) Secretary of Department  Member 
(vi) 8-10 members having requisite 

qualification and relevance to be 
nominated by the Government  

Member 

(vii) Director Wildlife and Fisheries shall be the Secretary of 
the Board.  

(2) The Board shall perform the functions specified in 
Section 7 and such other duties as may from time to time assign 
to it by the government.  

(3) The Board shall meet at least once in a year. 

(4) A member shall, unless he or she sooner resigns or is 
removed by government, hold office for such term as may be 
prescribed.  

(5) The meeting of the Board shall be held at such times and 
places as may be prescribed. 

7. Functions of the Board.- The Board shall,- 

(i) advise the government on policy matters relating to 
protection, preservation, conservation, and management 
of wildlife. 
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(ii) assist the department in identification and declaration of 
new areas as national parks, game sanctuaries or any 
other category of protected areas. 

(iii) solicit executive political support of the government to 
enable smooth implementation of legal provisions, 
policies and functioning of the Department as well. 

(iv) undertake review, from time to time, the progress in the 
field of wildlife protection, preservation, promotion, 
conservation and management.  

8. Executive Committee.- (1) Besides the Board, there shall be an 
Executive Committee comprising of Chairman and members as 
follows,- 

 (i) Secretary Wildlife and Fisheries Chairman 

(ii) Additional Secretary Finance Member 

(iii) Additional Secretary Wildlife & 
Fisheries  

Member 

(iv) Director Wildlife & Fisheries  Member/Secretary 
Committee 

(v) Representative of Community/ 
Donors  

Member 

(2) The Executive Committee shall, in case of emergency or 
where an immediate action is required for the purpose of this 
Act, take such actions as it may deem necessary subject to the 
approval of the Advisory Board, constituted under Section 6.  

CHAPTER-III 
HUNTING OF WILDLIFE 

9. Game and Protected Wild Animals.- The wild animals 
specified in the First Schedule shall be known as Game Animals 
and those specified in the Third Schedule as protected animals. 
These animals shall not be hunted, killed or captured except as 
provided in the Act. 

10. Restrictions on Hunting.- (1) No person shall; 

(i) hunt any wild animal by means of a set-gun, drop spear, 
deadfall, explosive, gun trap, explosive projectile, bomb, 
grenade, baited hook, net, snare or any other trap, an 
automatic, semi-automatic, manual weapon, or a weapon 
of a caliber used by the Army or Police Force or by 
means of a projectile containing any drug or chemical 
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substance, likely to anaesthetize, paralyze, stupefy or 
render incapable an animal whether partly or totally; 

(ii) hunt any protected animal; 

(iii) hunt any game animal except under a license or permit 
and in accordance with the provisions of the Act and the 
rules made there under; 

(iv) hunt any game animal other than birds or hares with a 
shotgun or with non-magnum rifle of 22 calibers or less; 

(v) use, or have in possession any net, snare, hook or like 
devices for the purpose of hunting a game animal; 

(vi) use or have in possession any device capable of 
electrocuting any wild animal or electrifying any part of 
its habitat including water bodies, roosting and nesting 
places; 

(vii) use or have in possession any poison for killing any wild 
animal or poisoning its food and water or part of any 
terrestrial or aquatic habitat; 

(viii) use vehicle of any type to pursue any wild animal, or to 
drive or stampede any wild animal for any purpose 
whatsoever; 

(ix) shoot any game animal from any conveyance or from 
within two hundred meters of the conveyance; 

(x) hunt with the help of decoys or call birds; 

(xi) hunt with the help of playback recorded calls; 

(xii) construct or use, for the purpose of hunting any wild 
animal, any pitfall, game pit, trench or similar 
excavation, any fence or enclosure, or use of any other 
similar contrivance; 

(xiii) hunt by hiding near a water hole except in the case of 
waterfowl; 

(xiv) hunt near a salt lick; 

(xv) hunt before sunrise except in case of waterfowl; and 

(xvi) hunt after sunset except in case of live catching of cranes 
and quails; 

Provided that it shall not be an offence to use: 

(a) A motor vehicle or aircraft to drive any wild animal 
away from an aerodrome or airstrip when such action is 
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necessary to ensure the safety of aircraft using that 
aerodrome; 

(b) Any one or more of the aforesaid prohibited methods if 
the officer authorized in this behalf grants, at his 
discretion, a license with permission to employ such 
method. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets the commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, upto one 
year, or fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 

(3) In case commission of offence is proved to be followed 
by award of punishment by the court, all wild animals, tools, 
implements, carriages, including mechanically propelled 
vehicles, pack animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments 
and conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an 
offence shall also be confiscated in favour of the government. 

(4) If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Act, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in writing, 
dispense with her physical presence before the court while 
permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in writing 
under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused having 
woman, attested by a respectable person of the area concerned. 

11.  Game shooting licenses.- Game shooting licenses shall be of the 
following kinds:- 

(i) A small game shooting license which shall subject to the 
provisions of the Act, entitle the holder to hunt and kill 
the animal specified in column I of Part I of the First 
Schedule, up to the number specified in column II and 
subject to the limitations of time and season specified in 
Column III thereof.  

(ii) A big game shooting license which shall subject to the 
provisions of the Act, entitle the holder to hunt and kill a 
single individual of the animals specified in column I of 
Part II of the First Schedule of the kind endorsed on that 
license, subject to the limitations of season and locality 
as specified in column II and III thereof. 
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(iii)  The fees chargeable in respect of such licenses and the 
number and limitation of size of each species of game 
animals specified for each of them shall be fixed by 
government or by the Department from time to time and 
notified by the government.  

12.  Grant of Game shooting license.- The Wildlife and Fisheries 
Department or any officer duly authorized by it for the said 
purpose, not below the grade BPS-17 may grant a game shooting 
license of a kind specified to any person who before granting 
such a license shall be required to furnish him proof of the 
following:- 

(i) he is conversant with the provisions of the Act; 

(ii) he has access to and is entitled to carry a fire arm of a 
type suitable for use in hunting the animals for which the 
license is required; and 

(iii) he has adequate skill in the use of fire arms. 

13.  Obligation to maintain a Register and return License.- (1) 
Any person who has been granted a game shooting license shall:- 

(i) carry it on his person when hunting; 

(ii) keep a register in the prescribed form; 

(iii) enter particulars of any animal killed or wounded, in the 
register within 24 hours of its being killed or wounded. 

(iv) produce his license or register for inspection at any 
reasonable time on being called upon to do so; and 

(v) return his register and the game shooting license to 
which it refers to Wildlife and Fisheries Department, on 
the expiry of that license or on his leaving the country, 
whichever is the earlier: 

Provided that a big game shooting license may be 
retained as proof of lawful possession of the trophies or meat of 
an animal killed under the license until such time as it has been 
exchanged for a certificate of lawful possession. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than two months and may 
extend to six months, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to twenty thousand rupees, 
or with both.  
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14. Restriction on number and use of game shooting license.- (1) 
No person shall hold more than one valid small game shooting 
license at any time. 

(2) The licenses issued under the Act in the form prescribed 
shall be non- transferable and non- shareable. 

(3) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than two months and may 
extend to six months, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to twenty thousand rupees, 
or with both.  

15.  Prohibition against killing or shooting without license.- (1) It 
shall not be lawful for any person to kill game animal except by 
shooting under a license or to proceed in search of or shoot or 
capture game, except under and in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of his license. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

16. Prohibitions against shooting or capturing in close season.- 
(1) It shall not be lawful to shoot, kill or capture game animal in 
the closed season. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

17.  Game capture license.- (1) The Wildlife and Fisheries 
Department may grant to any person, or may refuse without 
assigning any reason for refusal, a game capture license subject 
to the condition that before granting such a license he may 
require the applicant to furnish him a proof of the following 
particulars that:- 

(i) he has adequate experience of the capture and care of 
wildlife animals; 
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(ii) the capture animal is required for scientific/research 
purpose; 

(iii) the proposed method of capture is suitable; and 

(iv) he has adequate catering and transport facilities at his 
disposal. 

(2) A game capture license shall be valid for a specified 
period from the date of its issue and shall entitle the holder to 
hunt and capture the kind and number of game animals endorsed 
therein in such locality and by such means and for such purposes 
as may be specified. 

18.  Obligations to maintain Register and return License.- Any 
person who has been granted a game capture license shall; 

(i) carry it on his person when hunting; 

(ii) maintain a register in the prescribed form; 

(iii) enter any animal caught, or accidentally killed or 
wounded and list, in that register within 24 hours of its 
being caught, or killed or wounded and lost and enter the 
date of death of any that dies subsequent to being 
captured; 

(iv) return his register and the license to which it refers to the 
Department within thirty days of the expiry of the license 
or on his leaving the country, whichever is the earlier; 
and 

(v) whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with 
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than six 
months and may extend to one year, or with fine which 
shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and may 
extend to thirty thousand rupees, or with both, in 
addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed by 
the Department.  

19. Restriction on transfer of game capture license.- (1) The game 
capture license shall not be transferable or shared with any other 
person except by the bonafide license holder.  

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
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with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

20. Wild Animal to be counted.- Any  animal which is killed or 
wounded and lost, in any circumstances whatsoever, by the 
holder of a game shooting license or a game capture license shall 
be counted against Game shooting License or Game capture 
License as the case may be. 

21.  Employ hawks and dogs.- (1) No person shall possess or use 
hawk for hawking or use dog for coursing, pointing and 
retrieving the game animals except under a permit issued under 
the Act. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which shall not be less than six months and may 
extend to one year, or with fine which shall not be less than 
rupees ten thousand and may extend to thirty thousand rupees, or 
with both, in addition to the value of the wild animal as assessed 
by the Department. 

(3) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an offence 
shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in addition 
to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

CHAPTER-IV 
POSSESSION OF WILDLIFE 

22.  Wild Animals to be the Property of the government.- All wild 
animals whether indigenous or exotic free ranging or captive, 
tamed or untamed found within the territorial jurisdiction of the 
State shall be deemed to be the property of government held in 
trust from the people of the State. 

23. Wild Animals Found Dead or Hunted Unlawfully.- Any wild 
animal which is found dead or dying or which has been killed, 
caught or acquired otherwise than in accordance with the 
provisions of the Act and any meat or animal article or product 
or trophy thereof shall be the property of the government. The 
person in possession of such a property shall be bound to 
handover the possession of such property to the officer 
authorized under the Act. 
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24. Certificate of Lawful Possession.- (1) No person shall be in 
possession of any wild animal, dead or alive, trophy or meat 
thereof unless he is in possession of a valid Certificate of Lawful 
Possession granted in respect thereof by the officer authorized in 
this behalf. 

(2) An officer specifically authorized in this behalf may 
issue, at his discretion, a certificate of lawful possession for the 
unlawfully acquired wild animals, meat or trophy after realizing 
value of property and compensation under Section 62 of the Act. 

(3) Every person in possession of any wild animal shall 
produce a Certificate of Lawful Possession on demand made by 
any officer or any other person authorized by the government in 
this behalf. 

(4) Any person importing any wild animal, trophy or meat 
of wild animal in accordance with the provisions of the Act, or 
acquiring such animal, trophy or meat in accordance with the 
terms of a license or permit issued under the Act, shall obtain 
such certificate by applying to the authorized officer within thirty 
days from the date of importing or acquiring the animal, trophy 
or meat. 

(5) The officer authorized in this behalf may mark and 
register the wild animal, trophy or meat in respect of which a 
certificate of Lawful Possession is issued, in the prescribed 
manner, or he may seize, pending the taking of legal action under 
the Act, for any such animal, trophy or meat which in his opinion 
has not been legally imported or acquired. 

(6) No person shall counterfeit, change or in any way 
interfere with any mark or registration of wild animal, trophy or 
meat for which a Certificate of Lawful Possession has been 
issued or alter or in any way change a Certificate of Lawful 
Possession. 

(a) Any person who is authorized in this behalf for lawful 
possession of any wild animal may for the purposes of 
farming of such animal shall keep them in his custody 
under the special permit issued by the Head of the 
department. For the trade of such animals produced 
through farming, he shall pay 20 % of the income to the 
department to be realized to the Wildlife Development 
fund. The value of such animal shall be assessed by the 
department.    
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(c) management of the protected areas shall be the sole 
responsibility of the Department.  

(2) The Settlement Board shall consist of the following: - 

(i) A Revenue Officer not below the rank of a 
Collector; 

Chairman 

(ii) The Deputy Director Wildlife concerned; 
and 

Member 

(iii) One representative of the community or 
village based Organization.  

Member 

(3) The representative of the community shall be selected by 
the community concerned. 

(4) All decisions of the Settlement Board shall be taken by 
majority of votes. 

37. Proclamation by Settlement Board.- (1)When a notification 
has been issued under Section 35, the Settlement Board shall 
publish in the local vernacular in every town and village in the 
neighborhood of the land comprised therein, a proclamation:- 

(a) specifying, as nearly as possible, the situation and limits 
of the proposed protected area; 

(b) explaining the consequences which, as hereinafter 
provided, will ensue on the declaration of such area as 
protected area; and  

(c) a period of not less than three months from the date of 
such proclamation, and enquire every person claiming 
any right in respect thereof either to present to the 
Settlement Board within such period a written notice 
specifying, or to appear before it and to state, the nature 
of such right and the amount and particulars of the 
compensation, if any, so claimed. 

(2) After the issuance of notification under Section 35, no 
right shall be acquired in or over the land comprised in such 
notification, except by succession, or under a grant, or contract in 
writing made or entered into by, or on behalf of the government, 
or some person in whom such right was vested when the 
notification was issued; and no fresh clearings for cultivation or 
for any other purpose shall be made in such land, except in 
accordance with such rules as may be made by the government in 
this behalf. 
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38. Inquiry by Settlement Board.- The Settlement Board shall take 
in writing all statements made under Section 36, and shall at 
some convenient place inquire into all claims duly preferred 
under that Section, and the existence of any rights referred to in 
Section 36 so far as the same may be ascertainable from the 
records of the government and the evidence of any person likely 
to be acquainted with the same. This process shall be completed 
within six months of the start of the case for establishing 
Protected Area. 

39. Powers of Settlement Board.-(1) For the purpose of such 
inquiry, the Board may exercise the following powers, that is to 
say: 

(a) to enter or authorize any of its member or any officer to 
enter upon any land, and to survey, demarcate and make 
a map of the same; 

(b) to summon and enforce attendance of any person and 
examine him on oath; 

(c) to require the discovery and production of any 
document; 

(d) to receive evidence on affidavits; and 

(e) to record evidence. 

(2) On the completion of the proceedings, the results of such 
proceedings for each such protected area shall be as may be 
prescribed. 

40.  Wildlife Sanctuary.- (1) The government may, by notification 
in the official Gazette, declare any area that is the property of the  
government or over which the government has proprietary rights 
to be a Wildlife Sanctuary and may demarcate it in such manner 
as may be prescribed. 

(2) The Wildlife Sanctuary shall be set aside as undisturbed 
breeding ground for the protection of wildlife and access thereto 
for public shall, except in accordance with the rules, be 
prohibited and no exploitation of forest and natural resources 
therein shall be allowed except for reducing fire-hazards, 
epidemic or insect attacks or other natural calamities. 

(3) No person shall; 

(i) enter or reside; 

(ii) cultivate any land; 
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(iii) damage or destroy any vegetation; 

(iv) hunt, kill or capture any wild animal or fire any gun or 
other fire-arm within wildlife sanctuary and one 
kilometer outside boundaries; 

(v) introduce any exotic species of flora or fauna; 

(vi) introduce any domestic animal or allow it to stray; and 

(vii) cause any fire, or pollute water in a Wildlife Sanctuary: 

Provided that the department may, for scientific purposes 
and betterment of the sanctuary authorize the doing of the 
aforementioned acts, on a specific request to the Head of the 
concerned Department. 

41.  Closed Area.- (1) The government may, by notification in the 
Official Gazette, declare any area that is the property of the 
government or over which the government has proprietary rights 
to be a Closed Area for the wildlife preservation, conservation 
and management and may demarcate it in such manner as may be 
prescribed. No hunting or any act of habitat disturbance shall be 
allowed in the closed area except through a special permit issued 
by the Head of the Department. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the department. 

(3) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an offence 
shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in addition 
to the punishment awarded under this Section. 

(4) If a woman, is charged for any of the offense under this 
Act, the court may, after the reasons to be recorded in writing, 
dispense with her physical presence before the court while 
permitting her to appear by an agent duly authorized in writing 
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under the signature or thumb-impression of such accused having 
woman, attested by a respectable person of the area concerned. 

42.  Site of Special Scientific Interest.- With a view to protect 
species of Flora and Fauna or habitat or landscape or water body 
having special scientific importance, the government may, by 
notification in the official gazette, declare any area to be a Site of 
Special Scientific Interest and prohibit therein every act of the 
kind deemed against the scientific interest of the site. 

43. Wildlife Refuge.-  The government or an officer authorized in 
this behalf may by notification in the official gazette declare any 
area to be a Wildlife Refuge where hunting of all wild animals 
shall be prohibited. The refuge shall be managed in a manner as 
may be prescribed. 

44. National Park.- (1)With a view to the protection and 
preservation of landscape, flora, fauna, geological features of 
special significance and biological diversity in the natural state, 
the government may, by notification in the official Gazette, 
declare any area to be a National Park and may demarcate it in 
such a manner as may be prescribed. 

(2) A National Park shall be accessible to public for 
recreation; education and research purposes subject to such 
restrictions as the government may impose. 

(3) The following acts may be permissible in National Park 
with approval of the Government,-   

(i) Construction of any project of national importance 
inclusive of Hydel Power Projects with necessary 
mitigation/adaption measures; and  

(ii) the provision for access roads to and construction of rest 
houses, hostels and other buildings in the Buffar Zone of 
National Par alongwith amenities for public, may be so 
made as not to impair the objectives of the establishment 
of the National Park.  

(4) Any facility provided under Sub-Sections (2) and (3) 
shall be in conformity with the recommendations of the 
Environmental Impact Assessment or Initial Environmental 
Examination under AJ&K Environment Protection Act, 2001 and 
amendments made thereunder. 

(5) The following acts shall be prohibited in a National Park; 

(i) Hunting, shooting, trapping, killing or capturing of any 
wild animal; 
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(ii) carrying of arms, pet  animals, livestock, firing any gun 
or doing any other act which may  disturb any wild 
animal or doing any act which interferes with the 
serenity and tranquility of the park and breeding places 
of wild animals; 

(iii) logging, felling, tapping, burning or in any way 
damaging or destroying, taking, collecting or removing 
any plant or tree; 

(iv) grazing of livestock; 

(v) fishing; 

(vi) clearing or breaking up any land for cultivation; mining 
or quarrying of stones for any other purpose; 

(vii) polluting or poisoning water flowing in and through the 
National Park; 

(viii) littering and dumping of waste;  

(ix) writing, in scripting, carving, disfiguring, defacing,  
painting, chalking, advertising; 

(x) use of vehicular transport except on recognized roads 
and routes; 

(xi) blowing of pressure horns within one kilometer radius of 
the park boundary; and 

(xii) playing music or using radios, or making noise. 

(6) The Department may, however for scientific purpose or 
betterment of the National Park or for providing incentives or 
concessions to the communities for participatory management, 
authorize doing of one or more acts mentioned in sub-Section (5) 
on an explicit written request made to the Head of the 
Department justifying the need for such an action and certifying 
that it does not impair the objectives of establishment of the park, 
in a specified manner. 

(7) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in  addition 
to such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be 
paid, which shall not be less than the value of the damage 
assessed by the department.

(8) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements,

45.  Biosphere Reserve.- The government may, by notification in the 
official gazette, declare any area to be a Biosphere Reserve, 
comprising of a Core zone, a Buffer zone and Multiple- use zone 
on the recommendations of the relevant international 
organization. 

46. National Natural Heritage Site.- With a view to protect natural, 
physical and biological formations or groups of such formations, 
which are of outstanding national or global value from the 
aesthetic or scientific point of view, the government may declare 
any area to be National Natural Heritage Site, and prescribe its 
management as deemed appropriate.  

47.  Biodiversity Reserve.- All the Forests declared as State forest 
under the law enforced in Azad Jammu and Kashmir, unless 
otherwise declared a category of Protected Area shall be deemed 
to be Biodiversity Reserves and shall be managed under a 
management plan for In-situ conservation and sustainable 
utilization of biological resources 

48.  Game Reserve.- (1) The government or an officer authorized in 
this behalf may declare any area to be a Game Reserve, where 
hunting of wild animals shall not be allowed, except under a 
special permit, which may specify the number and kind of 
animals to be hunted, method of hunting, the area, timing and 
duration for which such permit shall be valid. 

(2) The officer authorized in this behalf may take measures 
for management, maintenance and improvement of habitat in a 
game reserve as deemed appropriate.  

(3) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance

of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than two months and may extend to six months,

49.  Pre-emptive Application of MEAs.- The government may by 
notification in the official gazette, designate and declare any 
area, which qualifies for the implementation of any biodiversity 
related to Multilateral Environmental Agreements to which the 
government of Pakistan is signatory, as a protected area with 
appropriate nomenclature and prescribe its management as 
deemed proper.  

50. Pre-emptive Application of the Act.- Where the government is 
satisfied that designation of an area is suitable for achieving one 
or more of the objectives of the Act, it may declare such area 
with an appropriate nomenclature and prescribe its management 
through a notification in the official gazette.  

51.  De-notification and Alteration of Boundaries of Protected 
Area.- The government may by notification in the official 
Gazette, de-notify a protected area or declare any alteration in the 
boundaries of a protected area declared under the Act, under an 
explicit written request made by the Head of the Department, 
justifying such action:  

Provided that Wildlife Sanctuary, National Park and Site 
of Special Scientific Interest shall neither be de-notified nor 
altered in size except with the prior consent of the Wildlife 
Management Board.  
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52.  Damage to Structures in Protected Area.- (1) No person shall 
damage, alter, counterfeit, deface or displace boundaries of a 
protected area, enclosures, transects, government infra-structures, 
visitors facilities, water bodies or any such other structure or 
facility created for the management of wildlife or protected 
areas. 

(2) Whoever contravenes or fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this Section or abets in commission or furtherance 
of any such acts shall be punishable with imprisonment, which 
shall not be less than six months and may extend to one year, or 
with fine which shall not be less than rupees ten thousand and 
may extend to rupees thirty thousand, or with both, in addition to 
such compensation as the convicting court may direct to be paid, 
which shall not be less than the value of the damage assessed by 
the Department. 

(3) In case offense is proved to be followed by award of 
punishment by the court, all animals, tools, implements, 
carriages, including mechanically propelled vehicles, pack 
animal, arms, ammunitions and other equipments and 
conveyances used in the commission or furtherance of an offence 
shall stand confiscated in favour of the government, in addition 
to the punishment awarded under this Section.

(5) Where a person has been found to have encroached upon 
or in unlawful possession of any land in any protected areas he 
shall be ejected by the Deputy Director Wildlife or the Divisional 
Forest Officer and any Officer of the Police, on the requisition of 
such officer, shall assist him. Appeal shall lie against the order 
passed by the Deputy Director Wildlife or the Divisional Forest 
Officer to the Director Wildlife and Fisheries or the Chief 
Conservator of Forests as the case may be and final revision shall 
lie to the government. 

CHAPTER-VII 
COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION IN  

WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT 

53. Empowerment and Benefit Sharing of Community 
Organizations.- (1) The government or an officer authorized in 
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this behalf may recognize the formation of community 
representative organization(s) in an area as management 
partner(s) for the management of biological diversity and may 
accord recognition and legal status, with the conditions as may 
be prescribed, to the byelaws, collective funds, rules of business 
and functions of such community representative organization(s) 
under the Act. 

(2) When community representative organization is 
recognized under sub-section (1) above, any benefit accrued 
from the sustainable use of elements of biodiversity in an area 
shall be shared among the Community and the government as 
may be prescribed by the head of the Department. 

(3) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may empower the selected members of the community 
representative organization recognized under sub-section (1), and 
the owner(s) of a private game reserve, to exercise, within limits 
of their jurisdiction, any or all of the powers exercisable by an 
officer under the Act. 

54. Private Game Reserve.- (1)Where the government or an officer 
authorized in this behalf is satisfied that an area of private land 
has been dedicated by its owner(s) for the purposes similar to a 
game reserve, the government or an officer authorized in this 
behalf may, on the application of the owner(s) of the area declare 
such area to be a private game reserve. 

(2) Hunting of wild animals, in a private game reserve, shall 
not be allowed except under a permit, issued by the owner with 
intimation to the Department or by the officer authorized in this 
behalf upon concurrence of the owner(s). The maximum number 
of the permits for the game species and for the season shall be 
agreed between the owner(s) and the Department. 

(3) The amount of hunting fee permit charged by the owner 
shall in no case be less than the amount fixed by the government 
in a game reserve of similar nature and species. The amount of 
permit fee shall be the sole property of the owner(s). At least 
20% of the income shall be spent on the development of the 
private Game Reserve.  

(4) The owner(s) of a private game reserve shall prepare a 
management plan of the reserve in consultation with Department 
and shall cause it to be implemented after approval of the same 
by the Head of the Department. 
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(3) The conservancy Management Committee shall 
manage the use of biological diversity in the conservancy such 
as to fix harvest quota, appropriate sites for use, impose ban on 
resource use, prescribe measures for rehabilitation of 
resources, enforce customary laws and penalties, receive 
compensation for the unauthorized use of the resources, 
prosecute breaches of various acts; and may appoint such 
persons for this purpose on the terms as deemed appropriate by 
the Committee, and with such powers as may be prescribed by 
the government. 

56. Community Managed Game Reserve.- Where the government 
is satisfied that an area of land owned by the government or 
communities can be effectively managed for sustainable hunting 
of wild animals, in collaboration with the local communities and 
the government, it may declare such area to be Community 
Managed Game Reserve. 

CHAPTER-VIII 
EX-SITU CONSERVATION OF WILDLIFE 

57.  Wildlife Park.- The government may establish and enclose any 
area for propagation of wildlife species under natural or semi 
natural conditions, conservation awareness, research and 
recreation, as a Wildlife Park, which shall be managed in a 
manner as may be prescribed. 

58.  Zoological Garden and Breeding Facilities.- (1) The 
government or an officer authorized in this behalf may register 
on prescribed fee, and regulate the establishment and operation 
of a breeding facility of wild animals, a zoological garden, a 
display centre or any other similar facility, with whatever 
nomenclature known, in public and private sector, as may be 
prescribed. 

(2) Every owner or operator of an existing facility, 
mentioned in sub-section (1) shall get the facility registered 
within six months of coming into force of the Act. 

(3) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may regulate transport and trade between various zoos or 
breeding facilities mentioned in sub-section (1). 

(4) The government or an officer authorized in this behalf 
may regulate release in the wild or harvest after release in the 
wild of the captive bred animal as may be prescribed. 
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CHAPTER-IX 
POWERS OF GOVERNMENT AND OFFICERS 

59. Search and Arrest without Warrant.- (1) The officer or a 
person authorized by the government, if he has sufficient proof 
commitment of an offence in this behalf, may search any person, 
premises, vessel, vehicle, animal package, receptacle or 
covering, without warrant, so as to satisfy himself whether or not 
an offence under the Act has been committed and arrest the 
offender without warrant. 

(2) The officer or the authorized person making an arrest under 
sub-section (1) above shall without unnecessary delay and 
subject to the provisions of the Act as to release on bond, take or 
send the person arrested before the Magistrate having jurisdiction 
in the case or the officer in-charge of the nearest police station. 

(3) While checking any wild animal or any illegal possession 
punitive measures under the Act shall be taken against culprits 
who try to attack the officer(s) while checking the illegal 
possession. 

60. Seizure and Confiscation of Property.-  The officer or a person 
authorized by the government in this behalf may;  

(a)  seize and confiscate any wild animal, dead or alive, 
which has been acquired otherwise than in accordance 
with the provisions of the Act. 

(b)  seize any fire-arm, net, trap, snare, bow, arrow or any 
vehicle or vessel or anything what-so-ever used or 
suspected to have been used in the commission of an 
offence under the Act. 

61.  Disposal of seized Property.- Notwithstanding anything 
contained in any other provision of the Act, the officer or any 
other person authorized in this behalf may sell or dispose off or 
set free in the wild any wild animal or its trophy seized or 
confiscated under Section 59; and may, subject to the 
determination of the rights thereto, deal with the proceeds in such 
manner as may be prescribed. 

62.  Prevention of Commission of Offence.- Every Wildlife Officer, 
Forest Officer, Police Officer or any other person authorized by 
the government in this behalf shall be competent to prevent by all 
lawful means the commission of any offence under the Act. 

63.  Compounding of Offence Cases.- (1) The government may, by 
notification in the official Gazette, empower an officer; 
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(a) to accept from any person against whom reasonable 
suspicion exists that he has committed an offence under 
the Act, a sum of money by way of compensation for 
such offence; and 

(b) to release the property, which has been seized as liable to 
confiscation, on receipt of the value thereof, as estimated 
by an officer authorized in this behalf. 

(2) On the receipt of compensation or such value of property 
or both under sub-section (1), as the case may be, the suspected 
person if in custody, shall be discharged and the property, if any, 
seized shall be released and no further proceedings shall be taken 
against such person or property. 

(3) The sum of money accepted as compensation under 
clause (a) of sub-section (1) shall in no case exceed the sum of 
fifty thousand rupees. 

(4) The officer authorized in this behalf may give as reward 
a portion of the amount realized as compensation and value of 
property under sub-section (3) above to the person or persons 
who helped in detection, registration and/or disposal of offence 
case. Such reward shall not exceed 1/4th of the amount so 
realized.    

64.  Invest Officers with Certain Powers.- The government may 
invest an officer or any other person authorized in this behalf 
with all or any of the following powers; 

(i)  the powers of a Civil Court to compel the attendance of  
witnesses and production of documents and material 
objects; 

(ii)  the power to issue a search warrant under the Code of 
Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898); 

(iii)  the power to hold an inquiry in to offence under the Act 
and in the course of such inquiry to receive and record 
evidence;  

(iv) the power to prosecute a case before a court; and 

(v) the power to try an offence summarily. 

65.  Delegation of Powers.- The government may, by notification in 
the official Gazette, delegate all or any of the powers conferred 
upon it under the provisions of the Act to any officer subordinate 
to it. 
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reserves, conservancies, community managed reserves, 
wildlife parks, captive breeding facilities, and such other 
areas. 

(h) the sale of arms and ammunition confiscated under the 
Act; and 

(i) watch the movement of the herds by nomads or locals 
and get all information regarding the size of herd, sex 
and ownership of animals, route of movement, grazing 
ground and period of stay. Also to impose fee per animal 
or per herd as may deem necessary. 

CHAPER-X 
TRIAL OF WILDLIFE OFFENCES 

69.  Duty of Coupe Purchaser, Lambardar etc. Concerned with 
Land Management.- Every coupe purchaser of forest produce, 
or lessee of forest, non-timber forest produce, fish, wildlife, 
mines; lambardar, chowkidar, police man, village headman, 
chairman and member of Union Council and all government 
servants shall be bound in the absence of reasonable excuse , to 
give to any officer or any person authorized in this behalf by  the 
government information in respect of any snaring , trapping, 
netting, unauthorized killing or any other offence under the Act 
committed within the limits of his jurisdiction, as soon as the 
commission of such offence comes to his knowledge. 

70.  Duty to produce Permit on demand made by any Officer or 
person authorized in this behalf.-Every person in possession of 
any wild animal specified in the Second Schedule shall produce 
his certificate of lawful possession on demand made by any 
officer or any other person authorized by the government in this 
behalf. 

71.  Procedure When Offender is not Known.- When the offender 
is not known or cannot be found any officer authorized in this 
behalf may, if he finds that an offence has been committed, 
confiscate the property used in the commission of the offence. 

72.  Abetment of an Offence.- Abetment of any offence under the 
Act or the rules made there-under shall be punishable as the 
offence.  

73.  Interference in Duty.- No person shall interfere or attempt to 
interfere in the performance of any functions or in the discharge 
of any duty under the Act and the rules made there under. 
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74.  Lodging of Complaint.-  No Court shall take cognizance of any 
offence under the Act except on the complaint of the officer or 
any person authorized by the government in this behalf  

75.  Competent Court.- No court inferior to a Civil Judge or Judicial 
Magistrate of First Class shall take cognizance of and try an 
offence under the Act.  

76.  Summary Trial.- The District Magistrate or any Magistrate of 
the first Class specially empowered in this behalf by the 
government may try summarily under the Code of Criminal 
Procedure 1898, any offence punishable under the Act. 

77.  Procedure as to perishable property seized under Section 59.- 
Notwithstanding anything contained in the Act or any other 
person authorized in this behalf may, sell any property seized 
under Section 59and subject to speedy and natural decay, and 
may deal with the proceeds as he would have dealt with such 
property if it had not been sold. 

78. Hunting in Defense.-  Notwithstanding anything contained in 
any other provision of the Act, it shall not be an offence if,- 

(a) any person kills any wild animal by any means in the 
immediate defense of his own life or that of any other 
person; 

(b)  the owner of standing crops or his employee to kill any 
bird or animal that is doing material damage to those 
crops by any means within the bounds of those crops; 
and 

(c) the owner of livestock or his employee kills any wild 
animal, that is doing material damage to his livestock, by 
any means, within a reasonable distance where that 
livestock is grazing or where it is enclosed for the night. 

Provided that:  
(i)  Clause (b) and (c) of sub- section (1) shall not 

apply to any unlawful cultivation in a National 
Park, Wildlife Sanctuary, Reserved and 
protected Forests or any livestock illegally 
grazing or herded therein. 

(ii) The killing under sub-section (1) of wild animals 
shall be reported to the nearest office established 
for the purposes of the Act with the least 
possible delay. 
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(iii) The meat or trophy of any wild animal killed 
under sub-section (1) shall be the property of the 
government and shall be disposed of as directed 
by the officer authorized in this behalf. 

(iv) The government may compensate the loss of life 
and property caused by wild animals in a manner 
as may be prescribed. 

79.  Burden of Proof.- When any proceedings taken under the Act or 
in consequence of anything done under the Act, a question arises 
as to whether any animal, trophy, meat or derivative is the 
property of the government, such animal, trophy, meat or 
derivative, shall be presumed to be the property of government, 
until the contrary is proved. 

80. Prosecution under other laws.- Nothing contained in the Act 
shall be deemed to prevent any person from being prosecuted 
under any other law for any act or omission which constitutes an 
offence under the Act or from being liable under any other law to 
any higher punishment or penalty than that provided by the Act. 

81.  Officers deemed to be Public Servants.-  The officers or 
persons authorized under any provisions of the Act to do a 
certain thing or act in certain manner shall be deemed to be 
public servants within the meaning of the Azad Penal Code (Act 
XLV of 1860). 

82.  Protection of Action taken under the Act by Officers.- No 
suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie in any court 
against any officer empowered under Section 3 of the Act, for 
anything done or intended to be done in good faith in pursuance 
of any provision of the Act or the rules made there under. 

83.  Rules when to have force of law .-All rules made by the 
government under the Act shall be published in the official 
Gazette, and shall thereupon so far as they are consistent with the 
Act, have effect as if enacted therein. 

84.  Duty of Police Officer and Members of other Law Enforcing 
Agencies.- Every police officer and members of other law 
enforcing agencies shall, upon request made by any officer or 
person empowered under the Act, assist him in the due discharge 
of his duties under the Act. 

CHAPTER-XI 
REPEALS AND SAVINGS 

85.  Repeals and Savings.- (1) The Azad Jammu and Kashmir, 
Wildlife Act, 1975 is hereby repealed. 
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(2) Notwithstanding the repeal of the enactment mentioned 
in Sub-Section (1), everything done, action taken, obligation, 
liability, penalty or punishment incurred, inquiry or proceedings 
commenced, officer appointed or person authorized, jurisdiction 
or power conferred, rule made and license or order issued under 
the provisions of the said enactments or rules made there-under 
shall continue in force, and so far as may be, be deemed to have 
been respectively done, taken, incurred, commenced, appointed, 
authorized, conferred, made or issued under the Act and any 
enactment or document referring to any of the said provisions 
shall, as far as may be, construed to refer to the Act or the 
corresponding provision thereof.

(ii) owned or administered by a local 
authority; 

(c)(i) buildings and lands the annual value of 
which does not exceed one lac twenty 
thousand rupees, or 
(ii)  lands exclusively used for agricultural 

purposes; 

(d) buildings and lands or portions thereof used 
exclusively for educational purposes including 
schools, boarding houses, hostels, and libraries; 

(e) public parks and play grounds; 

(f) buildings and lands or portions thereof used 
exclusively for public worship or public 
charity including mosques, churches, 
hospitals, dispensaries, orphanages, alms 
houses, drinking water fountains, infirmaries 
for the treatment and care of animals and 
public burial or other palaces for the 
disposal of the dead: 

Provided that the following buildings 
and lands or portions thereof shall not be 
deemed to be used exclusively for public 
worship or for public charity within the meaning 
of this Section, namely,- 

(i) buildings or lands on which any trade 
or business is carried on unless the 
rent derived from such buildings or 
lands is applied exclusively for 
religious purposes or for such public 
charitable institutions as may be 
prescribed; 

(ii) buildings or lands in respect of which 
rent is derived, and such rent is not 
applied exclusively to religious 
purposes or to public charitable 
institution; and 
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(g) buildings and lands belonging to destitute 
disabled persons or widows and minor 
orphans.  

5. Ascertainment of annual value.- The annual value of any land 
or building shall be ascertained by estimating the gross annual 
rent at which such land or building together with its 
appurtenances and any furniture that may be let for use or 
enjoyment with such building might reasonably be expected to 
be let from year to year, less,- 

(a) any allowance not exceeding twenty per centum of 
the gross annual rent as the Assessing Authority in 
each particular case may consider reasonable rent 
for the furniture let with any such building; 

(b) an allowance of ten per centum for the cost of 
repairs and for all other expenses necessary to 
maintain such building in a state to command such 
gross annual rent. Such deduction shall be 
calculated on the balance of the gross annual rent 
after the deduction, if any, under clause (a); and 

(c) any land revenue actually paid in respect of such 
building or land: 

Provided that in calculating the annual value of 
any building or land under this Section, the value of any 
machinery in such building or on such land shall be 
excluded. 

6. Assessing Authority.- (1) There shall be an Assessing Authority 
for every Rating Area. 

(2) The Assessing Authority shall exercise such powers and 
perform such duties as are conferred on it by this Act or as may 
be Prescribed. 

7. Making and operation of valuation list.- (1) A valuation list 
shall be made by the prescribed authority in accordance with the 
Rules for every Rating Area so as to come into force either on 
the first day of July or the first day of January and thereafter a 
new valuation list shall be made from time to time so that the 
interval between the dates in which one valuation list and the 
next succeeding valuation list respectively come into force, shall 
be a period of five years: 

Provided that Government may by order,- 
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(a) reduce by a period not exceeding one year or extend by a 
period not exceeding three years the interval which 
would otherwise elapse between the coming into force of 
any two successive valuation lists for any Rating Area, 
or where a valuation list has been lost or destroyed by 
operation of circumstances beyond control, cancel the 
list, direct the preparation of new list and order recovery 
of pending Tax to be made on the basis either of the last 
preceding valuation list or of the new list prepared under 
this provision; and  

(b) divide any Rating Area into parts for the purposes of a 
new valuation list and determine the years in which the 
next following valuation list for each of such parts 
respectively shall be made and come into force. 

(2) Subject to the provisions of any such order as aforesaid, 
every valuation list shall come into force on the first day of July 
or the first day of January, as the case may be, next following the 
date on which it is finally approved by the assessing authority 
and shall, subject to the provision of this Act and the rules made 
there under (including the provisions with respect to the 
alteration of and the making of additions to the valuation list) 
remain in force until it is superseded by a new valuation list. 

8. Draft Valuation List.- (1) Where the Assessing Authority for 
any area has issued notice requiring returns in connection with 
the making of a new valuation list, the said authority shall, as 
soon as may be after the expiration of the period allowed for the 
delivery of the returns, cause a draft valuation list to be prepared 
for the area and published in such manner as may be prescribed.  

(2) Any person aggrieved by any entry in the draft 
valuation list, or by the insertion therein or omission there 
from of any matter, or otherwise with respect to the list, 
may in accordance with the Rules, lodge an objection with 
the assessing authority  at any time before the expiration of 
thirty days from the date on which the draft valuation list is 
published: 

Provided that in special circumstances the Commissioner 
may, by notification, extend the period to a maximum of sixty 
days. 

9. Amendment of Current Valuation List.-  Subject to rules, as 
the Government may think fit to make in this behalf, the 
Assessing Authority may, at any time make such amendments in 
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a Valuation List as appear to it to be necessary in order to bring 
the list into accord with existing circumstances and in particular 
may,- 

(a) correct any clerical or arithmetical error in the list;  

(b) correct any erroneous insertion or omission or any 
misdescription;  

(c) make such additions to or corrections in the list as 
appear to the authority to be necessary by reason of: 
(i) a new building being erected after the 

completion of the valuation list; 

(ii) a building included in the valuation list being 
destroyed or substantially damaged or altered or 
extended since its value was last previously 
determined ;and  

(iii) any change in the ownership or use of any 
building or land: 

Provided that not less than fourteen days before making 
any such amendment in the valuation list for the clerical or 
arithmetical error or the correction of an erroneous insertion, 
omission or misdescription, the assessing authority shall send 
notice of the proposed amendment to the owner of the building 
or land, as the case may be, and shall also consider any objection 
thereto which may be made in this behalf. 

10. Appeal and Revision.- (1) Any person aggrieved by an order of 
the concerned authority upon an objection made before that 
authority under Sections 9, 10, 15 or 16 may prefer an appeal 
against such order, at any time before the expiration of thirty 
days from the date of issuance of such order, to the Collector in 
whose jurisdiction the building or land is situated to which 
objection is related or such other officer as the Government may, 
by  notification, appoint in this behalf. 

(2) Any person aggrieved by any entry in the valuation list 
prepared under Section 8, or by the insertion therein or omission 
therefrom, of any matter, or otherwise with respect to the list, 
may, within sixty days of the date on which the list is to come 
into force, prefer an appeal in respect of such entry or matter, to 
the Collector or to such other officer as the Government may, by 
notification, appoint in this behalf. 
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(3) The Commissioner or such other officer as may be 
appointed by the Government in this behalf,  may on  his own 
motion at any time, or on application made within a period of 
one year from the date of the taking of any proceeding or passing 
of  any order by an authority subordinate to the Commissioner, 
call for and examine the record of the proceedings or the order 
for the purpose of satisfying himself as to the legality or 
propriety of the same and may pass such order in reference 
thereto as he may consider fit. 

11. Tax to be levied notwithstanding appeal.- The Tax shall be 
levied in accordance with the valuation list in force for the time 
being, and shall be collected and be recoverable notwithstanding 
any appeal which may be pending with respect to the said list. 

12. Tax when payable.- The Tax may be payable on half-yearly or 
yearly  basis by such rates as may be Prescribed: 

Provided that the Government may, by notification in the 
official gazette, direct that in any Rating Area,- 

(i) the Tax shall be paid yearly; and  

(ii)  the Tax for any specified period shall be paid separately.  

13. Collection of Tax.- The Tax shall be paid to such person or 
authority and in such manner as may be Prescribed. 

14. Recovery of Tax from tenants.- Where the Tax due from any 
person on account of any building or land is an arrear, competent 
authority shall serve upon any person paying rent in respect of 
that building or land, or any part thereof, a notice stating the 
amount of such arrears of Tax and requiring all future payments 
of rent (whether the same have already accrued due or not) by 
the person paying the rent, to be made until such arrear have 
been duly paid, and such notice shall operate to transfer to the 
competent authority the right to recover, receive and give a 
discharge receipt for payment of such rent, if the person paying 
rent willfully fails or neglects to comply with the notice as 
mentioned above, the competent authority may, after giving him 
an opportunity of being heard, proceed against him as it would 
have proceeded under the provisions of this Act against the 
owner of the building or land in respect of which the Tax is in 
arrears. 

15. Penalty for default in payment.- (1) If any person on being 
served with such notice, as may be Prescribed fails to pay within 
the period specified in the notice any amount due from him on 
account of the Tax, the competent authority may recover from 
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him as penalty a sum not exceeding the amount of the Tax so 
unpaid, in addition to the amount of the Tax payable by him. 

(2) No such penalty shall be imposed unless the competent 
authority is satisfied that the person liable to pay the Tax has 
willfully failed to pay the same. 

16. Recovery of unpaid dues.- (1) If any sum on account of the Tax 
levied under Section 3 or as a penalty imposed under this Act is 
not paid within the time allowed for its payment and the person 
from whom it is due, does not show cause to the satisfaction of 
the Collector or any other person authorized by him, why he 
should not pay the same, such sum (inclusive of all cost of 
recovery) may be recovered under a warrant in the Prescribed 
form or in a form to the like effect to be signed by the Collector,- 

(i) by distress or sale of the movable property belonging to 
such person; or  

(ii) by attachment and sale of the immovable property 
belonging to him. 

(2) The warrant may be addressed to an officer of the Excise 
and Taxation Department for execution, and in executing it he 
may obtain such assistance from other employees of the 
department as he may consider necessary. 

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-Section (1), 
any sum on account of the Tax levied or penalty imposed under 
this Act remaining unrecovered shall be recoverable as arrears of 
land revenue.  

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in any law and 
notwithstanding any rights arising out of any contract or 
otherwise whatsoever, any sum due on account of the Tax levied 
under Section 3 or as a penalty imposed under this Act in respect 
of any building or land, shall subject to the prior payment of the 
land revenue, if any, due to the Government thereon, be a first 
charge upon such building or land and belonging to the person 
liable for such Tax or penalty. 

17. Power of Assessing Authority to require returns for 
valuation list.- (1) In every case where a new valuation list is 
intended to be made for any Rating Area, the Assessing 
Authority shall give public notice of such intention in such 
manner as may be Prescribed and may serve a notice on the 
owner, occupier or lessee  of any building or land in the such 
area, or on any one of them, requiring him or them, to make a 
return containing such particulars as may be Prescribed. 
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(2) Every person on whom a notice to make a return is 
served in pursuance of the provisions of this Section shall, within 
thirty days of the date of the service of the notice, make return in 
such form as is required by the notice, and deliver it in the 
manner so required to the Assessing Authority. 

(3)  If any person on whom such notice has been served, 
fails within the required period to submit such return, the 
Assessing Authority may proceed to value such property in such 
manner as it may deem fit. 

18. Power of Assessing Authority to require return at any time.-  
If the Assessing Authority at any time desires any person, who is 
the owner, lessee or occupier of any building or land wholly or 
partly within the Rating Area, to make a return with respect to 
any of the matters regarding which a return may be prescribed, it 
may serve a notice on that person  requiring the return, and that 
person shall, within thirty day from the service of the notice send 
the required return to the Assessing Authority: 

Provided that the Assessing Authority may, in its 
discretion, extent that period for the delivery of any such return. 

19. Valuation list not to be rendered invalid by certain failure or 
omission.- Any failure on the part of the Assessing Authority to 
complete any proceedings with respect to the preparation of a 
valuation list within the time required by this Act or the Rules, or 
the omission from valuation list of any matters required by the 
Rules to be included therein shall not, by itself, render the list 
invalid. 

20. Assessing Authority, officers and servants to be deemed 
Public Servants.- Every Assessing Authority and every officer 
working under the orders of such authority for the purposes of 
this Act, shall be deemed to be a Public Servant within the 
meaning of Section 21 of the Azad Penal Code, 1860 (XLV of 
1860), as enforced in Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

21. Exclusion of jurisdiction of Civil Court.- No civil Court shall 
have jurisdiction in any matter which the Government or an 
Assessing Authority or any officer or servant who is empowered 
by this Act or the rules made thereunder to dispose of, or take 
cognizance of the matter in which the Government or any 
Assessing Authority, officer or servant exercise any powers 
vested in it or him by or under this Act or the Rules. 

22. Power to make Rules.- (1) The Government may by notification 
in official gazette,  make Rules for carrying out the purposes of 
this Act. 
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(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions such rules may provide for any or all of the following 
matters namely,- 

(a) the appointment, power and duties of Assessing 
Authorities and other provisions with respect to such 
authorities; 

(b) the placing of identification marks, on and entry into or 
upon, any building or land; 

(c) the preparation and publication of valuation list, 
including publication and inspection of draft valuation 
lists, notices of objections and hearing of objections, and 
other matters incidental there to; 

(d) the practice and procedure to be followed on and in 
connection with appeals, including,- 

(i) notice of appeals, 

(ii) prescription of scales of costs, and  

(iii) prescription of fees to be charged in connection 
with appeals; 

(e) the prescription of the form of any notice, valuation list, 
statement, return, or other document whatsoever  which 
is required or authorized to be used under or for the 
purposes of this Act; 

(f) the mode of service of any notice, order or document 
required or authorized to be served; 

(g) the inspection and taking copies of an extracts from any 
draft valuation list, valuation list, notice of objections, 
proposal for amendment to the valuation list, notice of 
appeal, valuation made by valuer, and fees for such 
inspection or copies; 

(h) the appointment of valuers to advise or assist in 
connection with the valuation of buildings or lands and 
their powers and duties; 

(i) the time at and the manner in which the amount of Tax 
shall be paid to the Government; 

(j) the portion of the Tax to be refunded or remitted and the 
manner in which and the conditions subject to which 
such refund or remission may be granted;

Service under Section 3 of the Act shall continue for maintaining 
their respective essential services and shall,-

(ii) not depart from such area of his duty or areas which 
deemed necessary for performing duties in the time of 
exigencies for such service; and 

(iii) not declare lockout or go on strike or help to bring about 
a strike or propagates a strike or take part in activities 
relating to such acts including procession, meeting or 
agitation at the expense of suspension of Essential 
Service.  

(2) Any person who contravenes sub-section (1) shall be 
deemed to be abstention or desertion from performing duty of 
Essential Service and guilty of misconduct and, without 
prejudice to any disciplinary proceeding which may be initiated 
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against him under any law, he shall not be entitled to any kind of 
salary or remuneration for the period of such absence from duty 
or remained on strike and shall also be guilty of the offence 
under Section 5 of this Act. 

5. Offence.- Any person engaged in any Employment or class of 
Employment to which this Act applies who,- 

(a) disobeys any lawful order given in the course of such 
Employment or attempts to persuade any person to 
disobey any such order; or  

(b) without reasonable excuse abandons such Employment 
or absents himself from performance of Essential Service 
assigned to him; or  

(c) contravenes sub-section (1) of Section 4; shall be guilty 
of an offence under this Act. 

6. Regulation of salary, allowances and conditions of service 
etc.- The Government may make rules regulating or empowering 
specified authorities to regulate the salary and other conditions of 
service of persons or of any class of persons engaged in any 
Employment or class of Employment declared under Section 3 to 
be an Employment or class of Employment to which this Act 
applies.  

7. Penalties and Procedure.- (1) Any person found guilty of an 
offence under this Act, shall be punishable with imprisonment 
for a term which may extend to one year and shall also be liable 
to fine which may extend to Rs. 50,000/- or both.  

(2) No Court shall take cognizance of an offence under this 
Act except upon compliant in writing by the head of department 
or Employment or any other government servant specially 
authorized  by the Government in this behalf.  

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code, an 
offence under this Act shall be cognizable; and  

(a) no Magistrate other than a Magistrate of the First Class 
shall try an offence under this Act;  

(b) a Magistrate trying an offence under this Act shall have 
powers to try such offences summarily in accordance 
with the procedure laid down for summary trial in the 
Code.  

8. Overriding Effect.- Notwithstanding anything to the contrary 
contained in the Industrial Relations Ordinance, 1974 (Ord. 
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XXVI of 1974) or any other law for the time being in force, the 
provisions of this Act shall have an overriding effect. 

9. Bar on legal proceedings.- No suit, prosecution or other legal 
proceedings shall lie against any person for anything which is, in 
good faith done or intended to be done under this Act or the rules 
made thereunder.  

10. Power to make rules.- The Government may make rules for 
carrying out the purposes of this Act.   

11. Saving.-Notwithstanding anything done, action taken, 
notification issued, order or appointment made, proceeding 
initiated, jurisdiction or power exercised under the provisions of 
the West Pakistan Essential Services (Maintenance) Act, 1958 
(Act XXXIV of 1958) shall be deemed to have validly done, 
taken, issued, made, initiated or exercised under this Act.  

12. Repeal.- The West Pakistan Essential Services (Maintenance)

9. Powers and Duties of the Chairman.- (1) The Chairman of the 
Board shall have the following powers and functions,-

scheme of administration i.e. to act as Chairman of the 
Board; 

(ii) he may preside the meetings of the Board or Executive 
Committee or Board of Management, and may exercise a 
casting vote in the event of tie amongst other members;

(iv) to counsel the members of the Board regarding the 
progress and important developments if any, of the 
Foundation and its industrial, commercial and welfare 
schemes; 

(v) to issue letters, directive or instructions or exercise any 
powers on behalf of the Board and it shall be presumed 
that he had issued and exercised the same after full 
consultation with members of the Board and the same 
shall not be called in question. 

10. The Executive Committee.- The Executive Committee, 
hereinafter called the Committee, shall consist of the following:- 

i. Secretary, Electricity Department Chairman 
ii. Chief Engineer, Electricity

11. Powers and Duties of the Committee.- The Committee shall 
exercise all the powers vest by the Board for effective control, 
management, supervision and direction of all industrial, 
commercial and welfare activities of the Foundation subject to 
the limitations given below: 

(i) Approval of annual and revised budget estimates of the 
Foundation along with performance report pertaining to 
the industrial, commercial and welfare projects or 
schemes; 

(ii) approval of audited annual accounts of the Foundation; 

(iii) approval of investment in any new industrial, 
commercial or welfare project or scheme; 

(iv) approval of de-investment in and disposal of any existing 
industrial, commercial and welfare project or scheme; 

(v) appointment or removal of any member of the 
Committee and determination of term and conditions of 
appointment of any member of the committee; 

(vi) to approve the grants, scholarship or loans at priority 
basis to the Dependents for education; and 

(vii) the powers of the Committee shall include not only the 
powers specified above but also all other residual powers 
which are not expressly conferred on the Chairman of 
the Board or the Managing Director.  

12. Proceedings.- All proceedings of the Foundation, Executive 
Committee and actions of the Managing Director shall be open 
and available for public inspection including members, media 
etc.  
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13. Budget estimates and performance report.- (1) The 
Committee shall scrutinize and approve the annual and revised 
budget estimates of the Foundation and performance report 
pertaining to the commercial or welfare projects or schemes 
before these are put up to the Board for final approval.  

(2) The Committee shall scrutinize and approve the audited 
annual accounts of the Foundation before these are presented 
before the Board for final approval.  

14. Investment.- The Committee shall examine, sponsor, initiate and 
recommend proposals for investments of the funds for approval 
of the Board for: 

(i) Acquiring any industrial, commercial or welfare project 
or scheme; 

(ii) establishing any new industrial, commercial or welfare 
project scheme; 

(iii) participating by taking controlling interest or entering 
into any profit sharing arrangement with any industrial, 
commercial, or welfare project or scheme; 

(iv) the Committee shall examine, initiate and recommend 
proposals for disposal of de-investment from any 
industrial, commercial or welfare scheme to the Board 
for approval; 

(v) the Committee shall invest available funds of the 
Foundation in promissory notes, debentures, shares of 
any non-speculative enterprise or fixe deposits in banks, 
provided however, the investment in shares shall not be 
with the intention of dealing in shares business but with 
the avowed object of acquiring/controlling interest or by 
way of any profit sharing arrangement or for acquiring 
managing agency for seeking participation in the 
management of the company; 

(vi) the Committee shall vary the investment from time to 
time and sell, assign, renew, re-invest, transfer or 
otherwise dispose of or deal with all or any of the said 
securities from time to time; 

(vii) the Committee shall direct and authorize any of its 
members and/or officers to jointly operate any bank 
account and to make, draw, endorse cheques, drafts, bills 
of exchange, promissory notes and other negotiable 
instruments.  
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15. Borrowing.- (1) The Committee shall be the sole competent 
authority to borrow loans, from the Government agencies or 
industrial or commercial banks or other agencies on such terms 
and conditions as may be most beneficial to the Foundation. 

(2) The committee shall secure the loans in such a manner as 
may be execute demand promissory notes, letter of 
hypothecation, mortgage documents, memorandum of deposit of 
title deeds, irrevocable general power of attorney, letter of 
guarantee, letter of undertaking and any other document or 
documents. The Board may authorize any Member, Managing 
Director or any other Officers to execute all or any of these 
documents;  

(3) The Committee may give guarantee for such purposes 
for such period, to such parties and on such terms and conditions 
as in their opinion may be most beneficial to the Foundation; 

(4) The Committee shall give loans or advances in any 
emergency to such of the projects are owned by the Foundation 
wholly or partly and to such of the companies in which the 
Foundation may be interested as shares holder or subscriber, on 
such terms and conditions regarding interest, security and 
repayment as may be determined by the Committee.  

16. Contracts.- The Committee may enter into all contracts of any  
business, commercial or other nature and may authorize any 
member or members and/or Managing Director or any other 
Officer to execute such contract, or rescind the same for any 
reason whatsoever. 

17. Power regarding establishment.- (1) The Committee shall  
recommend the creation of all necessary posts to and determine 
the required establishment and may review the authorized 
establishment from time to time in the central organization, 
industrial, commercial and welfare projects and may fix the 
scales of pay and allowance for various categories of posts 
excluding the members of the Committee.  

(2) The committee may recommend to appoint the officer of 
welfare projects (including commercial and industrial projects) 
and the central organization except the members of the 
Committee and fix terms and conditions of service of all 
employees except those of the members of the Committee and 
may vary, modify and revise rules and terms and conditions of 
service from time to time.  
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(3) The Committee may terminate the services or discharge, 
remove or dismiss all or any of the officers serving in the welfare 
projects (including commercial and industrial projects) and the 
central organization except the members of the Committee.  

(4) The Committee may approve and grant promotion and 
upgrading to any Officer or Officers serving in the welfare 
projects (including commercial and industrial projects) and the 
central organization except the members of the Committee. 

18. Meeting of Executive Committee.- (1) The Committee shall 
hold meetings at least once a quarter. In addition informal 
meetings of the Committee shall be held as and when required to 
acquaint the members regarding progress of various welfare 
activities.  

(2) The Chairman shall preside at all meetings of the 
Committee and in the absence of Chairman, the Vice-Chairman 
shall preside. 

(3) Seven members shall constitute a quorum for a meeting 
of the Committee provided that the Managing Director shall be 
one of the seven members forming the quorum. 

(4) The Chairman of Committee will exercise a casting vote 
in case of a tie.  

19. Powers to constitute Board of Management and Delegation of 
powers.- (1) The Committee may constitute separate Boards of 
Management or appoint an officer as the Manager for all 
industrial, commercial and welfare projects wholly owned by the 
Foundation. Unless otherwise determined the Members of the 
Committee shall be ex-officio Directors of the Boards of 
Management. 

(2) The Committee may delegate all necessary powers to 
control day to day administration and management of industrial, 
commercial and welfare projects to the respective Boards of 
Management/Managers. The powers so delegated shall include 
inter alia: 

(i) To efficiently manage and exercise overall necessary 
powers to control and supervision of the business affairs, 
transaction books, properties and effectives; 

(ii) to keep the operation of the projects under constant 
review and ensure renovation, balancing and 
modernization of machinery wherever necessary;

(iii) to consider the progress maintenance of plant, 
machinery, building, spare parts and tools; 

(iv) to prepare the annual and revised estimates for the 
approval of the Executive Committee; 

(v) to prepare and scrutinize the audited annual accounts 
before these are put up to the Committee of the 
Foundation; 

(vi) to sanction expenditure within the financial resources of 
the projects and receive or pay all sum payable to or on 
behalf of the respective industrial, commercial or welfare 
projects and give valid discharge subject to the limitation 
of the approved budget; and 

(vii) to assign duties and powers to the General Manager or 
other Officers of the project to conduct day to day 
administration of the Project. 

20. Special Powers of the Managing Director.-  

(a) The powers vested in the Committee may, in case of an 
urgency or when he deem it very necessary to do so or 
where the Committee cannot meet due to lack of 
quorum, be exercised by the Managing Director: 

Provided that the decision or actions taken by 
the Managing Directors shall be subject to rectification 
by the Committee in its subsequent meeting; 

(b) in case of urgency Managing Directors may provide a 
loan/grant to a Beneficiary maximum to the amount of 
Rs. 10,000/- under the aims and objectives of the 
Foundation with the condition that the decisions or 
action taken shall be subject to rectification by the 
Executive Committee in its subsequent meetings; 

(c) in an urgency any individual Member may act on behalf 
of the Committee subject to the condition the Managing 
Director or Committee cannot be contacted with due 
efforts in time but such acts shall be subject to 
rectification by the Committee in its subsequent 
meetings.  

21. Officiating Arrangement.- (1) Whenever the Managing 
Director is away from his place of duty, abroad on duty or 
otherwise or is absent on leave due to some reason, then the 
Senior Member shall act as the Managing Director in his place in 
addition to his duties.  
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(2) Whenever any Member is away from his place of duty, 
aboard on duty or otherwise or is absent on leave due to sickness 
or some reason, then the Managing Director may determine 
which other Member or officer shall act in place of that member 
and may vary such arrangement from time to time as he may 
deem fit.  

22. Assignment of Duties to Members and Officers.- The 
Committee may lay down specific responsibilities and duties of 
the member and officer of the central organization from time to 
time. 

23. The Managing Director .- (1) The Government shall appoint a 
Managing Director of the Foundation on the recommendation of 
the Board.  

(2) The term of office of the Managing Director shall be 
three years, which may be extended once for a period not 
exceeding one year.  

(3) The Government may remove the Managing Director on 
the ground of inefficiency, unsuitability or misconduct after 
giving him an opportunity of being heard.  

24. Powers and Duties of the Managing Director.- (1) The 
Managing Director shall be the Chief Executive of the 
Foundation and shall perform such functions as may be assigned 
to him.  

(2) The Managing Director shall have the powers to control, 
direct and supervise all the activities, industrial, commercial 
welfare or otherwise of the Foundation. He shall be responsible 
for the coordination and implementation of all decisions and 
policies made by the Board and the Committee. 

(3) The Managing Director may, with the approval of the 
Board, deal with the Government for the purpose of making any 
representation and for taking all necessary action to obtain any 
concession, privilege, or right form the Government or any 
authority in respect of the Foundation. 

(4) In case of urgency or when quorum is not available for 
the meeting the Managing Director may, under the supervision of 
the Chairman of the Committee, exercise the powers exercisable 
by the Committee: 

Provided that the decision or actions taken in pursuance 
of this sub-section by the Managing Director shall be placed 
before the next meeting of the Committee for rectification. 
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(5) The Managing Director shall lay down performance 
targets for projects. 

(6) The Managing Director shall take all possible steps to 
ensure that the funds of the Foundation are spent on the purpose 
for which they are provided. 

(7) All meetings of the Foundation shall be convened by the 
Managing Director under the direction of the Chairman of the 
Executive Committee. 

(8) The Managing Director shall conduct the official 
correspondence of the Foundation under the authority of the 
Chairman. 

(9) The Managing Director shall perform such other duties 
as may be assign to him by the Committee or the Board.  

(10) He will keep apprised the members of the Board of the 
progress and important developments if any, of the Foundation 
and its industrial, commercial and welfare schemes. 

25. Contributions.- (1) The members of the Foundation shall 
contribute a subscription to the Foundation every month as may 
be notified from time to time.  

(2) The Board on the recommendations of committee may 
change subscription rates as and when deem necessary. 

26. Head Office.- The head office of the Foundation shall be at 
Muzaffarabad however the Foundation may establish sub-offices 
at such other places as may be deemed necessary.  

27. Framing of Regulations.- (1) The Committee shall have the 
power to frame, repeal or amend regulations in accordance with 
the provision of this Act and the Rules made  thereunder. Such 
regulations shall be put up to the Board for deliberation and 
approval in the next meeting of the Board.  

28. Power to make Rules.- The Government may make rules to 
carry out the purposes of this Act.

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17. Abatement of right of pre-emption.- (1) Where a pre-emptor, 
before the dcree of a Court, alienates his property on the basis of 
which he claims the right of pre-emption, such right of pre-
emption shall abate. 

(2)  An alienee of the property under sub-section (1) shall 
also not be entitled to the right of pre-emption. 

18. Exercise of the right of pre-emption by a Muslim and a non-
Muslim against each other.- A Muslim and a non-Muslim may 
exercise the right of pre-emption against each other. 

19. Right of pre-emption not transferable and indivisible.- (1) 
Save as provided in Section 16, the right of pre-emption shall not 
be transferable and indivisible. 

(2)  The claim for pre-emption shall be made on the whole 
property pre-emptible. 

20. Where the pre-emptor and vendee equally entitled.- Where 
the pre-emptor and the vendee fall in the same class of pre-
emptors and have equal right of pre-emption, the property shall 
be shared by them equally. 

21. Improvements made by the vendee.- Where a vendee has made 
improvements in the immovable property before talb-i-ishhad is 
made by the pre-emptor under sub-section (3) of Section 13 the 
vendee shall be entitled to the cost of such improvements. 

22. Improvement made in the status of the vendee defendant 
after institution of the suit.- Any improvement, made in the 
status of a vendee defendant after the institution of suit for pre-
emption shall not affect the right of pre-emptor/plaintiff. 

23. No right of pre-emption in respect of certain properties.- (1) 
No right of   pre-emption shall exist in respect of sale of or 
purchase of,- 

(a)  waqf property or property used for charitable, religious 
or public purpose; or 

(b) a property owned by the Government or a local 
authority; and 

(c)  a property used for a factory or industrial undertaking. 

(2) A property acquired by the Government or a local 
authority in pursuance of any law shall not be pre-emptible. 

24. Plaintiff to deposit sale price of the property.- (1) In every suit 
for pre-emption the Court shall, require the plaintiff to deposit in 
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such Court one-third of the sale price of the property in cash and 
for the remaining two-thirds furnish bank guarantee to the 
satisfaction of the Court within such period as the Court may fix: 

Provided that such period shall not extend beyond thirty 
days of the filing of the suit: 

Provided further that if no sale price is mentioned in the 
sale deed or the price so mentioned appears to be inflated, the 
Court shall order the deposit of one-third of the probable value of 
the property and bank guarantee for the remaining two thirds of 
such probable value: 

Provided further that the plaintiff may, in view of bank 
guarantee, deposit the required amount in cash. 

(2)  Where the plaintiff fails to deposit one-third of the sale 
price or the probable value of the property under sub-section (1) 
within the period fixed by the Court, his suit shall be dismissed. 

(3)  Where the plaintiff withdraws the sum deposited by him 
under sub- section (1), his suit shall be dismissed. 

(4)  Every sum deposited under sub-section (1) shall be 
available for the discharge of costs. 

(5)  The probable value fixed under sub-section (1) shall not 
affect the final determination of the price payable by the pre-
emptor. 

25. Deposit or refund of excess price.- (1) Where a Court passes a 
decree in favour of a pre-emptor on payment of a price which is 
in excess of the amount already deposited by the pre-emptor, the 
Court shall require the pre-emptor to deposit the remaining 
amount within thirty days of the passing of the decree. 

(2) Where a decree is passed for a lesser amount than the 
amount already deposited by the pre-emptor, the Court shall 
refund the excess amount to such pre-emptor. 

26. The sum deposited by pre-emptor not to be attached.- No 
sum deposited in or paid into Court by a pre-emptor under the 
provisions of this Act shall, while it is in the custody of the 
Court, be liable to attachment by any Civil, Criminal, Revenue or 
any other Court or a Revenue Officer or a local authority. 

27. Determination of price.- (1) Where in case of sale the parties 
are not agreed to the price at which the pre-emptor shall exercise 
his right of pre-emption, the Court shall determine whether the 
price at which the sale purports to have taken place has been 
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fixed in good faith or paid, and if it finds that the price was not 
so fixed or paid, it shall fix the market value of the property as 
the price to be paid by the pre-emptor. 

(2)  If the Court finds that the price was fixed in good faith or 
paid, it shall fix such price to be paid by the pre-emptor. 

28. Market value how to be determined.- For the purpose of 
determining the market value of a property, the Court may consider 
the following, among other matters as evidence of such value; 
(a)  the price or value actually received or to be received by 

the vendor from the vendee; 
(b) the estimated amount of the average annual net profits of 

the property; 

(c)  the value of similar property in the neighborhood; and 
(d)  the value of similar property as shown by previous sales 

made in the near past. 
29. Limitation.- Notwithstanding anything contained in the 

Limitation Act, 1908 (Act IX of 1908), the period of limitation 
for a suit to enforce a right of pre-emption under this  Act, shall 
be 120 days from the date. 

(a)  of the registration of the sale deed ; or 

(b) of the attestation of the mutation, if the sale is made 
otherwise than through the registered sale deed ; or 

(c)  on which the vendee takes physical possession of the 
property, if the sale is made otherwise than through the 
registered sale deed or the mutation; or 

(d)  of knowledge by the pre-emptor, if the sale is not 
covered under the Clause (a) or  Clause (b) or Clause (c). 

30. Notice.- (1) The officer registering the sale deed or attesting the 
mutation of a sale shall, within two weeks of the registration give 
public notice in respect of such registration. 

(2)  The notice under sub-section (1) shall be deemed to have 
been sufficiently given if it is displayed on the main entrance of a 
mosque and on any other public place of the village, city or place 
where the property is situated: 

Provided that if the property is situated in a city, the 
notice shall also be given through a newspaper having large 
circulation in the city. 
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(3) The charges for the notice under sub-section (2) shall be 
recovered from the vendee by the Registrar or the Revenue 
Officer, as the case may be, at the time of registration. 

31. Matters ancillary or akin to the provisions of this Act.- 
Matters ancillary or akin to the provisions of this Act, which 
have not been specifically covered under any provision thereof 
shall be decided according to the injunction of Islam as set out in 
the Holy Quran and Sunnah. 

32. Application of the Civil procedure Code and the Qanoon-e-
Shahadat Order.- Unless otherwise expressly provided under 
this Act, the provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 
(Act V of 1908) and the Qanoon-e-Shahadat Order 1984, shall, 
Mutatis Mutandis, apply to the proceedings under this Act. 

33. Repeal and Saving.- (1) The Azad Jammu and Kashmir Right of 
Prior Purchase Act, 1993 (Bikrimi) is hereby repealed. 

(2)  Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, in cases 
and appeals filed under the Prior Purchase Act, 1993 (Bikrimi) in 
which judgments and decrees have been passed before the 
enforcement of this Act and have become final, further proceedings 
relating to such cases and appeals, if any, shall be governed and 
continued in accordance with the provisions thereof.   

34. Powers to make Rules.- The Government may, by notification 
in the official Gazette, make such rules as it may consider 
necessary to carry out the purposes of this Act.

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5. Functions and responsibilities of the BOA.- The BOA may,- 

(a) approve such regulations for the implementation of this 
Act as are applicable to SEZs or to a particular group of 
SEZ or a particular SEZ; 

(b) approve or reject zone applications; 

(c) approve or reject development agreements; 

(d) examine and decide upon policy issues submitted to it by 
State SEZ Authority or by developers; 

(e) co-opt on the members of the Approvals Committee as 
necessary; 

(f) notify with approval of relevant authorities additional 
benefits under sub-section (2) of Section 34; 

(g) cancel development agreement; 

(h) review and direct actions on annual reports submitted by 
State SEZ Authority; 

(i) annually review the implementation of this Act with a 
view to improving policies relating to SEZs; and 

(j) take any other steps it deems appropriate in order to 
advance the objectives of this Act. 

6. Approvals Committee.-  (1)There shall be an Approvals 
Committee that shall be chaired by the Chairman of the BOI and 
shall consist of the following, namely,- 

(i) executive head of the SIP authority or companies or 
agencies, and where these do not exist, a representative 
equivalent to a Secretary as designated by the 
Government; 

(ii) representatives of the Ministries of Finance, Industries 
and Commerce, PPH not below the level of an 
Additional Secretary to the Government; and 

(iii) private sector representatives representing different 
sectors and regions to be notified and two co-opted 
members by special invitation with a three-year term 
extendable at the discretion of the BOA. 

(2) The Approvals Committee shall exercise all such powers 
and responsibilities as are delegated to it by the BOA, subject to 
such conditions as it may deem fit. 
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(d) to ensure infrastructure development linkages between 
authorities within the SEZ; and outside the SEZ; 

(e) to facilitate the developers and zone enterprises in 
dealing with all governmental authorities for smooth and 
systematic resolution of issues as and when they arise; 
and 

(f) to facilitate the developers and enterprises in complying 
with environmental regimes and social development. 

9. State Special Economic Zone (SEZ) Authority.- (1) There 
shall be established, an authority to be known as the State SEZ 
Authority. 

(2) The State SEZ Authority shall be a body corporate by 
the name aforesaid, having perpetual succession and a common 
seal, with a power, subject to the provisions of this Act and any 
regulations, to acquire, hold and dispose of property, both 
movable and immovable, and to contract and shall, by the said 
name, be entitled to sue and to be sued. 

(3)  State SEZ Authority shall consist of,- 

(a) a Chairperson, who shall be the Minister Industries or a 
person appointed by him; 

(b) a Vice-Chairperson, who may be the Minister of GoAJK 
or the Advisor to Prime Minister, in charge of the 
investment department and where no such department 
exists, any member of the AJ&K cabinet nominated by 
the Prime Minister; 

(c) Chief Executive Officer who may be appointed by the 
Prime Minister who may be the Secretary of the State 
SEZ Authority; 

(d) Secretary of the investment department and where no 
such department exists, the executive head of the SIP 
authority by whatever name it exists; 

(e) Secretaries of the industries, finance, works, services, 
agriculture and planning and development departments; 

(f) two members to be appointed by the Prime Minister and 
two other members to be appointed by the BOA; and a 
member to be appointed by the concerned Chamber of 
Commerce and industry where the SEZ is proposed. If 
there is no Chamber of Commerce then a member of the

(b) provide for certification of zone enterprises; 

(c) conduct oversight of enterprises;  

(d) enforce the building code of the SEZ; 

(e) coordinate between the developer and government 
entities and utility providers during construction; 

(f) assist Zone enterprises in obtaining approvals and 
registrations; 

(g) serve as the point of contact between the zone enterprise 
and utility providers; and facilitate between enterprises 
and government regulators and tax authorities. 

(4) SEZ Committees shall execute their responsibilities 
according to their standard operating procedure in accordance 
with zone regulations. 

23. Admission of zone enterprises.- (1) Enterprise shall be admitted 
into a SEZ by the developer in accordance with applicable zone 
admission criteria, the zone regulations and the terms of the 
development agreement. 

(2) Any enterprise which is refused admission into a 
SEZ by a developer may appeal to the State SEZ Authority, 
which shall have the power to direct the relevant developer 
to allow admission to the enterprise in question in 
accordance with the applicable zone regulations and 
development agreement. 

24. Sanctions against zone enterprises.- (1) The BOA shall 
issue zone regulations which provide for sanctions against 
zone enterprises and the manner in which such sanctions 
may be imposed. 

(2) The BOA may, with respect to particular SEZs, 
delegate its authority under sub-section (1) to State SEZ 
Authority. 

(3) The State SEZ Authority may if it is satisfied that it 
is necessary to do so to secure the proper management of 
any zone enterprise, issue directions to Zone enterprises 
generally or to any zone enterprise in particular to carry out 
such changes as are necessary to rectify the situation and 
the zone enterprise shall be bound to comply with such 
directions.

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5.  Chairman.- (1) The Chief Secretary Govt. of AJ&K shall be ex-
officio Chairman of the Authority.  

(2) The Chairman shall together with other officers, be 
responsible for the management of all affairs of the Authority 
and achievement of desired objectives. Subject to the regulations 
made by the Authority, the Chairman shall be assisted by other 
subordinate officers and servants in carrying out the functions of 
the Authority. The Chairman shall report to the Government on 
all matters including those delegated by him to the subordinate 
officers in the Authority. 

6. Director General.- (1) There shall be a Director General of the 
Authority who is or has been civil servant of AJ&K in grade 20 
or above or is a retired personnel from Pakistan Armed Forces of 
equivalent rank, to be appointed, on recommendations of 
Selection Committee, by the Board. 

(2) The Director General shall Principle Accounting Officer 
responsible to report to the Chairman. He shall, together with 
other officers nominated by the Chairman, be responsible for the 
day to day implementation of the approved plans diligently, 
timely and effectively. Subject to the regulations made there-
under, Director General shall be assisted by other subordinate 
officers and servants in carrying out the functions of the 
Authority.  

(3) The Director General shall provide all secretarial 
services to the Authority.  

7.  Human Resource of the Authority.- (1) The human resource of 
the Authority shall  comprise the following, namely:- 

(a) Employees to be appointed on contract basis from 
amongst State Subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir; and 

(b) AJK civil servants appointed on deputation basis to be 
paid from funds of the Authority.  

(2) The salaries, allowances and other perks and privileges 
as declared admissible to the officers and officials shall be paid 
out of the fund of the Authority. 

(3) The terms and conditions of service of any person 
referred to in sub-clause (2) shall not be varied by the Authority 
to his disadvantage.  

(4) The Authority may, from time to time, employ persons 
to be employees of the Authority who may be paid remuneration 
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and allowances in accordance with procedure approved by the 
Board of the Authority. These employees shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Authority and shall be liable to disciplinary 
action in accordance with the regulations made by the board. 

8. Authority to furnish information.-The Authority shall furnish 
to the Government, such  information with respect to 
implementation of any policy which it is pursuing or proposes to 
pursue in the performance of any of its functions under this 
Ordinance or as the Government may, from time to time, require.  

CHAPTER-II 
BOARD 

9. Management.- (1) The general direction and administration of 
the Authority and its affairs shall vest in the Board.  

(2) Board shall consist of the following members, namely:-  

(a) Chief Secretary GoAJK  Chairman 

(b) Additional Chief Secretary (Gen.)    Vice-Chairman 

(c) Senior Member Board of Revenue Member 

(d) Inspector General Police Member 

(e) Secretary, Industries Department Member 

(f) Secretary, Finance Department  Member 

(g) Secretary Law  Member 

(h) Secretary Transport Member 

(i) Commissioners MZD/Poonch 
Division 

Member 

(j) President AJK Chamber of 
Commerce  and Industries or persons 
having relevant experience  and 
knowledge   

Member 

(k) Director General Member/Secretary 

(3) Any other member may be co-opted with the approval of 
the Chairman.  

(4) The Board may constitute Executive Committees to 
carry out any particular mandate and formulate policy or 
recommendation on any point of reference assigned to it.  
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CHAPTER-III 
POWERS AND FUNCTIONS 

10. Powers and functions of the Board.- (1) The Board shall be the 
decision making body of the Authority having the power to 
supervise, control, direct and regulate the affairs of the Authority 
and shall have the following other functions, namely:-  

(a) to devise strategies and improve the procedures for 
facilitation of travel of AJK State Subjects across LoC; 

(b) to establish short, medium and long term and to 
undertake critical success factors and key performance 
indicators of Trade;  

(c) to review performance of the Authority annually 
including pre-agreed  critical success factors and key 
performance indicators;  

(d)  to advise suitable measures and procedures; 

(e) to consider and approve regulations proposed to be made 
by the Authority; 

(f) to consider and approve budget for each  financial year 
and approve expenditure therefrom; 

(g)  to express its opinion in writing on any policy matter 
referred to it by the  Government or the Authority;  

(h)  to exercise all such powers and perform all such 
functions as are conferred or  assigned to it under this 
ordinance; and 

(i)  to create posts and positions required to perform the 
activities and functions of the authority. 

(2) All policy decisions, including any change in policy, in 
respect of all and any matter within the jurisdiction of the 
Authority, shall be made by the Board. The Board may also 
adopt policy recommendations with or without modifications as 
the Board may deem fit in its sole discretion. 

(3) The Board shall have the authority to delegate any of its 
powers to Chairman or any other officer of the Authority.  

11.  Powers and functions of the Authority.- (1) The Authority 
shall have all such powers as may be necessary to perform its 
duties and functions under the Ordinance.  
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(2) The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
exercise its powers, organize itself into administrative units as 
may consider expedient, with the approval of the Board.  

(3) The Authority may, having regard to its functions and to 
pursue the purposes of this Ordinance, appoint and notify 
committees, bodies, form entities etc. consisting  of employees, 
persons of the private sector or the Government.  

(4) The Authority may, from time to time, identify matters 
suggesting to the Board to make policy decisions and may also 
make recommendations regarding policy to the Board for its 
consideration provided that any matter referred to the Board by 
the Authority shall require prior approval of the Chairman. 

(5) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
provisions of this Section, the Authority shall perform the 
following functions, namely:-  

A- Cross LoC Travel.- 

i. to regulate, facilitate, supervise and manage cross LoC 
travel of state subjects of the State of Jammu and 
Kashmir, through appointment of designated officers in 
appropriate number and for one or more crossing points, 
in accordance with the terms and conditions mutually 
agreed and executed between the Government of  
Pakistan and India appended and modified or improved 
from time to time; 

ii. to pursue policies and instructions, from time to time, 
issued by the Board and shall ensure smooth handling of 
travel related functions in the most feasible manner; 

iii. to coordinate with Ministries of Interior and Foreign 
Affairs and other institutions of Government of Pakistan 
in connection with the functions and objectives of cross 
LoC travel; 

iv. to provide travel assistance to outgoing or incoming 
travelers and businessmen in co-ordination with the 
Ministries of  Foreign Affairs, Interior and other related 
institutions of Government of Pakistan; 

v. to maintain travel archive of the Authority; 

vi. to secure custody and preservation of all documents 
relating to travel submitted to and  emanating from the 
Authority; 
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vii. to receive, process, and store, efficiently and quickly, the 
documents lodged  with and the information given to it, 
regarding travel and trade across LoC;  

viii. to acquire land for construction of terminals; and 

ix. to consider and suggest reforms of the laws, rules, 
regulations and policies relating to travel and trades 
across LoC. 

B- Cross LoC Trade.- 

i. to pursue, execute, manage and exercise control over 
cross LoC trade in accordance with modalities as agreed 
between the Government of  Pakistan and India as may 
be prescribed as well as  methods and procedures from 
time to time approved by the Governments of Pakistan 
and India to be reflected in a strategy and plan within the 
policy frame work approved by the Board; 

ii. to plan, organize exhibitions, delegations to and from 
Azad Jammu and Kashmir; 

iii. to implement directives of the Government and the 
Board relating to trade development and promotion; 

iv. to develop a consistent, sustainable and result oriented, 
holistic trade  development plan, outlining vision, 
objectives, strategies and plans as  approved by the 
Board; 

v. to achieve synergy in development of trade by forgoing 
effective liaison with private and public stakeholders; 

vi. to encourage and promote research in cross LoC travel 
and trade and policy related studies that  may facilitate in 
formulating an effective policy and plans;  

vii. to plan and organize travel and trade promotion cross 
LoC through advertising in local  and international print, 
electronic and other appropriate media; 

viii. to encourage and reward leading traders through 
recognition and rewards, initiatives and incentives etc. 
including making recommendations to the Government 
for trade awards including civil awards;  

ix. to promote trade in different sectors where separate 
sectoral boards / bodies currently exist or will be formed 
in the future;  
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xxv. to implement directives of the Government and the 
Board relating to trade development and promotion;  

xxvi. to prepare Annual Report of the Authority; 

xxvii. to inculcate a quality assured ethics in traders while 
encouraging value addition of trades;  

xxviii.  to take initiatives for maintaining facilities etc. to 
improve the performance  of traders in the interest of 
generating economic activity, reducing cost of  doing 
business and enhancing supply chain efficiency;  

xxix.  to maintain the confidence of travelers and traders by 
appropriate communications;  

xxx.  to improve existing methods and devise new options for 
the expeditious settlement of claims and disputes 
between traders and their buyers; and 

xxxi.  to promote awareness among traders and buyers and all 
relevant stakeholders with respect to the benefits of 
trades and general policies of the Government. 

12. Supplementary provisions.- (1) All guidelines, decisions and 
directives whether of the Board or the Authority shall be made in 
writing expressed by resolutions, orders or in such other form as 
may be appropriate in the circumstances and shall be 
authenticated in the manner  prescribed by the regulations. 

(2) All policy decisions and directives of the Board and the 
Authority respectively shall be published and the Board and the 
Authority shall make such publications available to the public.  

(3) The Authority shall, in adjudicating upon the rights of 
any person whose application on any matter it is required to 
consider in the exercise of any power or function under this 
Ordinance, give the reasons for its decision after giving the 
person right of hearing.   

CHAPTER-IV 
LOC TRAVEL AND TRADE POINTS 

13. LoC Crossing Points.-Following are the crossing points at LoC, 
however, such points can be changed or increased according to 
mutual agreements between Governments of Pakistan and India:- 

 (a) Rawalakot-Poonch 

 (b) Chakothi-Uri 

 (c) Chaliana-Tithwal 
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 (d) Tatta Pani-Mendher 

 (e) Haji Peer-Silli Kot. 

14. Travel across LoC.- (1)Travel across the LoC shall be possible 
through all the crossing points as mentioned in Section 13, 
through standards operating procedures (SOPs) and also in 
accordance with specific procedure as may be, from time to time, 
notified by the Authority.  

(2) The State subjects of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
eligible to apply for travel permit to cross LoC in the Application 
Form as may be prescribed. 

(3) The Application Form duly filled in shall be submitted to 
the Authority along with attested copy of computerized National 
Identity Card and State Subject Certificate.  

(4)  The application received under sub-section (3) shall be 
processed by the Authority as per procedure specifically laid 
down and made applicable in this behalf, by the Board. 

15. Trade across LoC.- (1)The trade across LoC shall be made 
through following trade points which may be increased, modified 
and included from time to time:- 

(a)  Chakothi--- Salamabad 

(b) Rawalakot (Titrinote) ---Poonch (Chakkan- da-Bagh). 

(2)  The trade shall be limited to be the items prescribed in 
the Modalities of the cross LoC Trade as may be prescribed. 

(3)  The trader shall have to obtain Single Entry Permit for 
the driver in Form as may be prescribed. 

(4)  On obtaining Single Entry Permit, the trader shall 
obtain Plant Health Certificate strictly in accordance with 
standard Quarantine procedures, from the Authority if any 
agricultural good is to be traded as may be prescribed. 

(5) The product to be traded shall be properly scanned and 
inspected by the Authority and there after Cargo Manifest shall 
be issued by the Authority as may be prescribed. 

(6)  The truck loaded with goods driven by driver in whose 
favour the Single Entry Permit is issued shall be permitted to 
cross LoC from specific trade point on the schedule time and 
day fixed by the Authority from time to time. 
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CHAPTER-V 
FINANCE 

16. Fund.- (1) For the purposes of the Ordinance, a non-lapsable 
Fund shall be established to be administered and controlled by 
the Authority.  

(2) The Fund shall consists of.- 

(a)  such sums as the Government of Pakistan, AJ&K 
Council, and the Government may, from time to time 
grant through non-lapsable regular budget: 

Provided that Rs. 50.00 million already provided 
by government of Pakistan to carry out the said purposes 
shall be taken as seed money into the fund and 
expenditure so far incurred out of the said amount shall 
be deemed to have been incurred and utilized under the 
Ordinance. 

(b)  fees, fare, penalties or other charges levied or collected 
by the Authority; and  

(c)  all other sums or property which may in any manner 
become payable to or  vested in the Authority in respect 
of any matter incidental to the exercise of its functions 
and powers.  

(3) All expenditure shall be incurred in accordance with 
financial and administrative regulations, approved by the Board. 

(4)  The Authority may open and operate one or more 
accounts in LoC, or in foreign currency, in any scheduled bank 
or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir. 

17.  Budget.-The Authority shall, in respect of each financial year, 
prepare its own budget  and submit it after obtaining approval 
from the Board to the Government, three months, before the 
commencement of every financial year.  

18. Expenditure to be charged on the Fund.-(1) The Fund shall be 
spent for the purposes including:-  

(a)  for payment of any expenditure lawfully incurred by the 
Authority including but not limited to, the remuneration 
of its employees appointed and employed by the  
Authority and legal fees, expenses and costs; 

(b) for payment of any other expenses, costs or expenditure 
properly incurred or accepted by the Authority in the 
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performance of its functions or the exercise of its powers  
under the Ordinance;  

(c)  for purchasing or hiring equipment, hiring of premises, 
machinery and any other  materials, acquiring land and 
erecting buildings, and carrying out any other work and 
undertakings in the performance of its functions or the 
exercise of its powers  under this Ordinance; and 

(d)  generally, paying any expenses for carrying into effect 
the provisions of this Ordinance.  

(2)  The Authority shall prepare and submit to the Board for 
its approval, budget for the period up to and including the end of 
the current financial year and thereafter it shall, not later than 
thirty days before the expiry of each financial year, submit to the 
Board for approval a budget for the next financial year.  

(3)  Subject to sub-section (4), no expenditure shall be made 
for the provision, which has not been specifically outlined in the 
approved budget except if made from any previously approved 
funds, unless further approval is sought and obtained from the 
Board. 

(4)  The Authority may transfer funds, with approval of the 
Board, from one head of account to other but the total 
expenditure shall not exceed the total approved Budget. In 
exceptional cases, a maximum of ten percent of total budgeted 
expenditure may be exceeded with the prior approval of the 
Board.  

(5)  The Authority shall act as the secretariat of the Board 
and provide all the necessary facilities to enable the Board to 
exercise its powers and perform its functions under this 
Ordinance and the necessary and proper expenses in that 
connection shall form part of the budget of the Authority. 

19.  Accounts and audit.- (1) The Authority shall maintain complete 
and accurate books of accounts of its actual expenses and 
receipts in such form as per financial rules and regulations of the 
Government.   

(2)  The Authority shall also maintain its balance sheet, 
statement of income and expenditures account and statement of 
sources and application of funds with explanatory notes to the 
accounts, in accordance with accounting standards and other 
standards as notified by the Government for this purpose.  
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(3)  The Authority shall cause to be carried out audit of its 
accounts by the Auditor General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir.  

(4)  Notwithstanding the audit provided in sub-section (3), 
the Auditor-General of Azad Jammu and Kashmir shall be 
authorized by the Government to audit or cause to be audited the 
accounts of the Authority. 

(5)  The Authority shall cause proper accounts to be kept and 
shall as soon as practicable  after the end of each financial year, 
cause to be prepared for that financial year a statement of 
accounts of the Authority which shall include a balance sheet and 
an account of income and expenditure. 

(6)  The auditors shall make a report to the Authority, upon 
the annual balance sheet and accounts, and in any such report 
they shall state whether in their opinion the balance sheet is a full 
and fair balance sheet containing all necessary particulars and 
properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and correct view of the 
affairs of the Authority and in case they have called for any 
explanation or information from the Authority, whether it has 
been given and whether it is satisfactory. 

(7)  The Authority shall, within one hundred and twenty days 
of the close of each financial year, submit to the Board for 
approval an Annual Report of the Authority along with the report 
of Auditor General.  

20. Power to receive grants.- The Authority may accept with the 
approval of the Government grants, aids, loans etc. from entities.  

21.  Investment.- (1) Subject to sub-section (2), the Authority may, 
in so far its money are not required to be expended under the 
Ordinance, invest in such manner as the Authority considers 
appropriate. 

(2) The Authority may invest its money in listed securities 
or any derivative thereof subject to approval of the Board.  

22. Bank accounts.- The Authority may open and maintain its 
accounts in rupees or in any foreign currency at such scheduled 
banks or the Bank of Azad Jammu and Kashmir as it may from 
time to time determine. 

CHAPTER-VI 
GENERAL 

23. Common seal.- The Authority shall have a common seal and 
such seal shall be kept in the custody of the Chairman or such 
other person as may be authorized by the Authority. The 
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documents required or permitted to be executed under seal shall 
be specified in and authenticated in such manner as shall be 
authorized by the Authority with approval of the Board. 

24.  Public servants.- The members, employees and other persons 
authorized to perform or exercise any function or power for the 
purpose of Authority or rendering services to Authority as 
consultant or adviser shall be deemed to be employees of the 
Authority and their terms of employment shall be strictly 
governed by regulations or instructions made by the Authority 
and shall be deem to be public servants within the meaning of 
Section 21 of the Azad Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860).  

25. Power of the Government to issue directives.- The 
Government may, as and when necessary, issue directives to the 
Authority on matters of policy, and such directives shall be 
binding on the Authority, and if question arises as to whether any 
matter is a matter of policy, the decision of the Government shall 
be final. 

26. Departments to Act in aid to the Authority.- All departments 
and other statutory bodies of the government including and in 
particular the departments of Industries & Commerce, Transport 
Authority, Revenue and Home shall act in aid to the Authority. 

27. Power to make regulations.- The Board may, with the approval 
of the Government, by notification in the official Gazette, make 
regulations, not inconsistent with the provisions, for carrying out 
the purposes of this Ordinance.  

28. Removal of difficulties.- If any difficulty arise in giving effect 
to any provision of this Ordinance, the Government may make 
such order, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may be necessary to remove such difficulty. 

29. Savings.- Notwithstanding any judgment of Supreme Court or 
High Court, all actions taken, decisions made, orders passed, 
notifications issued, proceedings initiated, powers exercised, 
powers conferred etc. which have been visualized by this Act, 
shall be deemed to have been validly taken, made, passed, 
issued, initiated, exercised and conferred under this Act.

5. Clerks Foundation Fund.-There shall be a Clerks Foundation 
Fund which shall constitute the capital of the Foundation raised 
from the following sources:- 

(i) Grant in aid provided by the Government; 

(ii) Monthly contribution of the Members towards the 
Foundation; 

(iii) Benevolent Fund (Gazetted B-16 or Non-Gazetted) of 
the clerks; 

(iv) Donations received from the philanthropists; and 

(v) Profits earned from the projects and deposits of the 
Foundation. 

6. Administration of the Foundation.-(1) The Foundation shall be 
administered by a Board of Governors  consisting of the 
following members by virtue of their office, namely:- 

(a) Secretary Services & General 
Administration Department, GoAJK

(b) Additional Secretary Law, Justice, 
Parliamentary Affairs and Human 
Rights Department, GoAJK 

Member 

(c) Additional Secretary Finance 
Department, GoAJK

(e) Elected Central President All Clerks 
Association  AJ&K 

Member

(h) Managing Director Clerk Foundation Member/Secretary 
(2) The board shall have the powers and discretion to utilize, 
apply and invest the corpus of the Foundation and its income in 
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such manner as it may consider proper without prejudice to the 
generality of the powers, the Board may:- 

(a) Purchase, sell, endorse, transfer, negotiate or otherwise 
deal in securities of the Government or the Government 
of Pakistan and any other securities of any description; 

(b) Raise Loans for its various enterprises and undertaking 
and may for this purpose pledge, hypothecate or 
otherwise charge the corpus and the properties of the 
Foundation; 

(c) Enter into contracts, agreements, arrangements and 
execute necessary documents; 

(d) Open current or fixed overdraft, loan, cash, credit and 
other accounts with any bank as may be necessary and 
pay into and draw money from such accounts; 

(e) Subject to Law make, draw, endorse, sign, accept, 
negotiate and give all cheques, bill, orders, bills of 
exchange. Government securities, promissory notes, and 
other negotiable installments; 

(f) The Board may appoint committees or sub-committees 
to transact business and may delegate any of its functions 
to any such committee or any officer of such committee; 

(g) The Board shall have powers to create posts, appoint, 
remove or suspend such officers and servants for 
permanent, temporary or special service to work for 
remuneration or gratuity, as the Board may from time to 
time think fit and may determine their powers and duties 
in its discretion; and 

(h) The Board shall at all times conform to and abide by 
rules framed under Section 13 of the Charitable 
Endowment Act, 1890. 

7. Managing Director.- (1) The Government shall appoint a 
Managing Director of the Foundation whose qualification and 
terms and conditions of service shall be such as may be 
determined by the Government. 
(2) Subject to sub-section (3), the term of office of the 
Managing Director shall be three years but the Government may 
extend the same for a period not exceeding one year at a time. 

(3) The Government may remove the Managing Director on 
the ground of inefficiency, unsuitability or misconduct after 
giving him an opportunity of being heard. 
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(4) The Managing Director shall be the Chief Executive of 
the Foundation and shall perform such functions as may be 
prescribed or assigned to him by the Board. 

8. Powers and duties of the Chairman.- The Chairman Board of 
Governors shall ;- 

(a) exercise the powers vested in him under the scheme of 
Administration i.e., to act as a Chairman of the Board; 

(b) act as Chairman of the Committee; 

(c) preside over the meetings of the Board or Committee and 
shall exercise a casting vote in the event of tie among the 
members; 

(d) ensure through the Managing Director that all policies 
and decisions of the Board are implemented; 

(e) keep Members of the Board informed about the progress 
and important development of the Foundation and its 
industrial, commercial and welfare activities; 

(f) may issue letters, orders or instructions on behalf of the 
Board or exercise any power on behalf of the Board and 
it shall be presumed that he had issued and exercised the 
same after full consultation with members of the Board  
and the same shall not be called in question. 

9. Composition of the Executive Committee.-(1)The Committee 
shall consist of the following:- 

(a) Secretary Services and General

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(2) The Central President of All Clerks Association Azad 
Jammu &Kashmir shall continue to be member of the Board/ 
Executive Committee for at least three years after he ceases to 
become the President of the said Association:- 

10. Powers and duties of the Executive Committee.-(1)The 
Committee shall exercise all the powers of the Board for 
effective control, management, supervision and direction of all 
industrial, commercial and welfare activities of the  Foundation, 
subject to the limitations given below:- 

(a) Approval of annual and revised budget estimates of the 
Foundation along with performance report pertaining to 
the industrial, commercial and welfare projects or 
schemes; 

(b) approval of audited annual account of the  Foundation; 

(c) approval of investment in any new industrial, 
commercial or welfare project or scheme; and 

(d) approval of disinvestment in and disposal of any existing 
industrial, commercial or welfare project or scheme. 

(2) The Powers of the Committee shall include not only the 
powers specified above but also all other residual powers which 
are not expressly conferred on Chairman or Managing Director. 

(3) The Committee shall scrutinize and approve the annual 
and revised budget estimates of the Foundation and performance 
report pertaining to the industrial, commercial or welfare projects 
or schemes before these are put up to the Board for final 
approval. 

(4) The Committee shall scrutinize and approve the audited 
annual account of the Foundation before these are put up before 
the Board for final approval. 

(5) The Committee shall examine, sponsor, initiate and 
recommend proposal for investments of the surplus funds for 
approval of the Board for;- 

(i) acquiring any industrial, commercial or welfare  project 
or scheme; 

(ii) establishment of new industrial, commercial or welfare 
project or scheme; and 

(iii) participating by taking or controlling interest or  entering 
into any profit sharing arrangement with any industrial, 
commercial or welfare project or scheme. 
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(6) The Committee shall examine, initiate and recommend 
proposals for disposal of or disinvestment from any industrial, 
commercial or welfare scheme to the Board for approval. 

(7) The Committee shall invest available funds of the 
Foundation in promissory notes, debentures, shares of any non-
speculative nature or other securities of Government or fixed 
deposits in banks, provided that the investment of dealing in 
shares business and with the approved projects of acquiring/ 
controlling interest or by way of any profit sharing arrangement 
or for acquiring managing agency for seeking participation in the 
management of the Company. 

(8) The Committee shall vary the investment from time to 
time and sell, assign, renew, re-invest, transfer or otherwise 
dispose off or deal with all or any of the said securities. 

(9) The Committee shall be sole competent authority to 
borrow loans from the Government agencies or other agencies on 
such terms and conditions as may be beneficial to the 
Foundation. 

(10) The Committee shall secure the loans in such manner as 
may be required by the banks which may include the powers to 
execute, demand promissory note, letters or hypothecate 
mortgage documents, memorandum of deposit of title deeds, 
irrevocable general powers of attorney, letter of undertaking or 
any other deed documents, the Committee may authorize any 
member or Secretary Committee or any other officer to execute 
all or any of the documents. 

(11) The Committee may provide guarantee for the purposes 
specified in sub-section (10) and (11) on such terms and 
conditions as may be beneficial to the Foundation. 

(12) The Committee shall enter into all contracts of business, 
commercial or of other nature and may authorize any member or 
Secretary Committee or any other officer to execute such 
contracts. 

(13) The Committee shall create all necessary posts and 
determine the required establishment in the industrial, 
commercial and welfare projects and shall fix the scales of pay 
and allowances for various categories of posts. 

(14) The Committee may appoint all officers of industrial, 
commercial and welfare projects and of the central organization 
except the members of the Committee and fix terms and 
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conditions of service of all employees and may vary, modify and 
revise rules, terms and conditions of service of employees. 

(15) The Committee may terminate, discharge, remove or 
dismiss the services of any employee serving in the industrial, 
commercial and welfare projects. 

(16) The Committee may approve and promote any officer or 
employee serving in the industrial, commercial and welfare 
projects. 

(17) The Committee shall hold meetings at least once in three 
months. In addition to these, informal meetings of the committee 
may be held at any time when circumstances so demand. 

(18) The Chairman shall preside at all meetings of the Board 
and Committee and in the absence of Chairman, the senior 
member of the Board or Committee, as the case may be, shall 
preside and eight members shall constitute a quorum for the 
meeting: 

Provided that the presence of Managing Director shall be 
necessary in the Quorum. The Chairman at the meeting may 
exercise the casting vote in case of tie. 

11. Powers to constitute Board of Management and Delegation of 
Powers.- (1) The Committee may constitute separate Board of 
Management or appoint any officer for all industrial, commercial 
and welfare projects wholly owned or controlled by the 
Foundation. Unless otherwise determined, the members of the  
Committee shall be ex-officio Directors of the Boards of 
Management 

(2) The Committee may delegate powers for the control of day 
to day administration and management of industrial, commercial 
and welfare projects to its respective Board of Management. The 
powers so delegated shall include;- 

(a) to manage and exercise the overall control and 
supervision of the business; 

(b) to keep the operation of the projects under constant 
review and ensure renovation, balancing and 
modernization of machines where-ever necessary; 

(c)  to check the progress and expansion plans; 

(d) to ensure proper maintenance of plant, machinery, 
building, spare parts and tools;  
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(e) to prepare the annual and revised budget estimates for 
the approval of the Committee;  

(f) to scrutinize and approve the audited annual account 
before submission to the Committee;  

(g) to sanction expenditure within the financial resources of 
the project and pay all sum payable to or on behalf of 
such industrial, commercial and welfare projects within  
sanctioned budget;  

(h) to assign duties and powers to the Managing Director or 
other officers of the project to conduct the business and 
administration of the project;  

(3) In case of urgency, the Managing Director can exercise 
the powers of Committee and get its approval from the 
Committee in next meeting. 

(4) Whenever the Managing Director is away or abroad on 
duty or otherwise, or is absent on leave due to any reason then 
the senior member will act as the Managing Director in his place 
in addition to his duties. 

12. Procedure.- (1) The  Committee may lay down specific 
responsibilities and duties of the members and officers of the 
central organization. 

(2) All proceedings of the Foundation, Executive Committee 
and actions of the Managing Director shall be open and available 
for public inspection including Members, Media etc.  

13. Functions of the Managing Director.- 

(a) The Managing Director shall be the Chief Executive and 
shall have the powers to control and supervise all the 
industrial, commercial, welfare or other activities of the 
Foundation and shall also co-ordinate with the 
Government; 

(b) the Managing Director may with the approval of the 
Board deal with the Government for the purpose of 
making any representation and for taking of action to 
obtain any concession, privilege or right from the 
Government or any authority; 

(c) the Managing Director shall, subject to the control of the 
Board, be responsible for running the business of 
Foundation and cause the orders and decisions of 
Chairman and the Board  to be implemented; 
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(d) the Managing Director shall take all possible steps to 
ensure that the funds of the Foundation are spent on the 
purpose for which they are allocated;  

(e) the Managing Director shall prepare and submit to the 
Board the audited annual statements of accounts and 
budget estimates for approval;  

(f) all meeting of the Foundation shall be convened by the 
Managing Director under the direction of the Chairman 
or the Committee;  

(g) the Managing Director shall conduct the official 
correspondence of the Foundation under the authority of 
the Chairman;  

(h) the Managing Director shall perform such other duties as 
may be assigned to him by the  Committee or the Board . 

14. Contribution.- The Members of the Foundation shall contribute 
to the Foundation every month according to the prescribed 
Financial Rules. 

15. Head Office.- The Head Office of the Foundation shall be at 
Muzaffarabad however the Foundation may establish sub offices 
at such other places as may be deemed necessary. 

16. Powers to make rules.-The Government may make rules to 
carry out the purposes of this Act.
